The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time at the Suwannee County Library to conduct a workshop and the following were present:  Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Randy Hatch; and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present.
The purpose of the meeting was to discuss animal control issues.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 2:48 p.m. and called Mr. Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, to discuss the issue and the proposed ordinance.

Mr. Harvey submitted handouts and addressed the roles, cooperation, and funding between the Suwannee County Humane Society and the County in animal control.

Mrs. Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director, addressed possible locations for a new facility.

Mr. Harvey stated that the County presently had $25,000 budgeted to build a new facility.  It was stated that the Humane Society had just sold their building and had 90 days to vacate.

After discussion, the Board agreed to create an Animal Control Board that would administer the shelter and future operations.

There being no further business to discuss, the Animal Control workshop meeting adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
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
