The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a workshop and the following were present: Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; and Commissioner Jerry Poole; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present.


The purpose of this workshop was to discuss solid waste issues.


Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m., and asked Mr. Frank Darabi, contractual engineer, to discuss the landfill.

Mr. Darabi addressed the Board regarding water in the area, testing of private wells, the private C&D landfill operated by Mr. Dennis Music, and a possible conflict of interest in Mr. Darabi’s reviewing any plans or involvement with or for that private landfill.  Mr. Darabi then presented a slide presentation on collection and disposal and options for transfers to out-of-county landfills.

Much discussion ensued on the costs to operate the current cells in the landfill and the costs required for additional cells, as well as regional transfer stations and their costs.
