The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a special permit hearing and the following were present: Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; and Commissioner Jerry Poole; and Michael Tyson and Keta Asbury, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

The only agenda item was to hold a public hearing at 6:00 p.m., or as soon there after as the matter could be heard, to consider adoption of a resolution relating to Special Permit Request No. SP-01-05-01 by Gary K. Hunter, Jr. and D. Kent Safriet, authorized agents for C. W. Harrell, et al, for an essential service (300 feet telecommunications tower and associated equipment) on property zoned Agriculure-1 (A-1).

Mrs. Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director, was sworn in by Mr. Airth and delivered her staff report to the Board.  She stated that the proposed site was at 169th Road and 50th Street and that all requirements had been met. 

Mr. Gary K.Hunter, Jr., was sworn in by Mr. Airth.  Mr. Hunter distributed site plan diagrams to the Board and made a presentation on behalf of U.S. Cellular.  He explained the requirement for the microwave antenna and switch and the height requirement that prevented sharing space on other nearby towers.   He advised the Board that U.S. Cellular would allow other carriers as well as the County to locate on their tower.

Further discussion ensued.

Commissioner Hatch called for question.  Commissioner Poole seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve a resolution relating to Special Permit Request No. SP-01-05-01 by Gary K. Hunter, Jr. and D. Kent Safriet, authorized agents for C. W. Harrell, et al, for an essential service (300 feet telecommunications tower and associated equipment) on property zoned Agriculure-1 (A-1).  Commissioner Poole seconded, approved unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-41)

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn, and Commissioner Poole seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
