Commissioner Jerry Poole was not present.


Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m., and asked Sheriff Alton K. Williams to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The following items were consent items:


The first item on the agenda was a request for approval of minutes of meetings held on April 17 and May 1, 2001.

It was asked that the spelling of Branford be checked on the page referenced as 20 in the minutes.  After research by a deputy clerk, the changes were made.


The second item on the agenda was a request for approval of Payroll Change Notices.

It was clarified that Mandy Kay’s payroll change notice was a position change, but the pay remained the same.

The fourth item on the agenda was a request to appoint Gary Olive as an at-large member to serve the remainder of Hazel Carter’s term on the Suwannee County Development Authority.


The fifth item on the agenda was a request to appoint Barbara Gill for one year as an alternate member to the Code Enforcement Board to serve in place of Stacey Worth (resigned).

Commissioner Udell asked if Ms. Gill was a County Employee.  Sheriff Williams responded that she was soon to resign from employment and that the appointment would be on the effective date of resignation.

Commissioner Caruthers asked about the extension agent position and requested a letter be sent requesting that the position be continued.


The sixth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Invoice No. 2957 to Powell and Jones, Certified Public Accountants, in the amount of $20,000 for audit of financial statements of County agencies for the Fiscal Year ending on September 30, 2000.


The seventh item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-315-0501 to Earth Tech Consulting, Inc in the amount of $6,500 for work performed on the Airport Master Plan Update. 


The eighth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-318-0501 to Earth Tech Consulting, Inc. in the amount of $4,500 for work performed on the development of a Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Plan for the Suwannee County Airport.


The ninth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Periodic Pay Request No. 2 in the amount of $17,735.27 to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work done on CR 250.


The tenth item on the agenda was a request for payment of Periodic Pay Request No. 3 in the amount of $20,735.81 to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work done on CR 250.

The eleventh item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Periodic Pay Request No. 2 in the amount of $121,806.98 to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work done on CR 132.


The twelfth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Periodic Pay Request No. 2 in the amount of $37,519.44 to Anderson Columbia, Co., Inc. for work done on CR 132.


The thirteenth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Invoice No. 3 in the amount of $1,871 to Keen Engineering and Surveying, Inc. for engineering services through May 25, 2001 for the CR 250 widening and resurfacing project.


The fourteenth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment of Invoice No. 3 in the amount of $11,084 to Keen Engineering and Surveying, Inc. for engineering services through May 25, 2001 for the CR 132 widening and resurfacing project.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the aforementioned consent items with corrections.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The following items were General Business items:


The fifteenth item on the agenda was for the Chairman to call for emergency additional agenda items.  Any additional matters the Board agreed to consider at this meeting would be heard under Item No. 39, Emergency Additional Agenda Items.


There were three:  

A) Discuss moving only certain motor grader operators from one district to another, while never moving some grader operators from other districts.

B) Adopt a resolution adopting the North Central Florida Economic Development District Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy 2000-2001 Annual Report, as prepared by the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.

C) Frank Darabi to request a workshop on RFP for transfer stations at the Landfill.

Commissioner Caruthers requested that additional agenda item A be withdrawn from the agenda.

Commissioner Hatch moved to add items B and C to the agenda and withdraw items 22, 23, and 31, and additional item A.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The sixteenth item on the agenda was public concerns or comments.


Mr. George Fuller commented that the metal detector was blocking the doorway and may be violating the fire code.


The seventeenth item on the agenda was staff reports.


William Fletcher, Veterans’ Service Officer, asked if the Board had any specific questions.

Commissioner Udell asked for a report on the activities of the office and numbers of veterans served.  Discussion of the request for regular reports ensued.  Commissioner Udell suggested the point was to inform the Board of the nature of the office and the possibility of increasing the position to full time to increase service to the veterans.

Mr. Fletcher advised the Board that he now served 5-7 veterans per day, ranging from simple phone calls to home, nursing home, and hospital visits.  He stated that the workload had increased dramatically in the past few years.


Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, advised the Board on the status of the Health Department and the problems with the air conditioning system and lighting but that they should be corrected by next Monday.  He stated that the Branford EMS station was close to completion and should be under budget and the Branford Greenway Trail fencing was complete.  Mr. Sharpless also stated that the Sheriff’s Work Squad had painted the airport terminal and that the Jail air conditioning control contract needed to be reinstated with Certified Air Contractors to maintain service on the control systems.  The County Office remodeling would begin by the middle of June.


Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, delivered his report and referred to his monthly project report handout.  Mr. Harvey asked if the Board had any MSBU issues to advise, as there were requirements to meet the deadline of September 15, 2001.  He stated that the County would apply for the Coastal Impact Assistance Grant.  He referenced the Historic Grant for Courthouse renovations and the status of the grant as well as advising the Board on airport improvements.


Ray Brown, Public Works Director, was not present.


John D. “Danny” Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, addressed the summer youth programs and stated that the library performed 63 summer youth programs in the region.  He stated that there were two openings for teen volunteers at the library for summer programs.  Mr. Hales also informed the Board that the Madison library would be online soon with the other libraries in the region and advised the Board on the status of the literacy program.


Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, submitted a program guide for the summer program for 2001 and then reviewed them.  He advised the Board of scheduled softball and baseball tournaments and the economic impact upon the community.  Since its opening, the concession facility was averaging $600-$700 per night of operation.  Mr. Scott also reminded the Board of the June 18th Rotary meeting at the sports complex at noon.


Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to discuss.


Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of Court, referenced the monthly financial report, specifically addressing the status of the Road and Bridge Fund.

Commissioner Hatch asked about the policy of budget amendments and suggested the Board needed to make amendments on a regular basis rather than at the year’s end, as had been discussed in a recent seminar with the Pasco County Clerk’s Office presented to the Suwannee County Clerk’s Office.

Chairman Taylor called a recess at 9:55 a.m.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting back to order.


The eighteenth item on the agenda was for James B. Dees, District Planning Manager – Florida Department of Transportation, to discuss the five-year work program.

This item was discussed after agenda item number nineteen.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to open bids for a County Office Building elevator tower structure.

Mr. Harvey opened the bids, whose qualifications were that the work be completed within 120 calendar days and that the prices not include supplying or installing the elevator.

The first bid was from Bradley Construction of Live Oak, with a total base price of $104,532.  A bid bond was included within package.

The second bid was from Miami Elevator of Orlando, with a total base price of $33,527 to furnish and install an elevator.  Mr. Harvey stated that there were 10 qualification statements and it appeared that the bid was for providing an elevator only.

Mr. Harvey asked to review the bids and make a recommendation later, and the Board agreed to do so.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was for James B. Dees, District Planning Manager – Florida Department of Transportation, to discuss the five-year work program.

Mr. Dees addressed the Board and referred to a schedule handout he had provided to the Commissioners.  He reviewed road improvement projects that were underway and/or planned in Suwannee County and stated that the Department of Transportation needed priorities from the Board for the various programs offered.  Mr. Dees also advised the Board that some requests had already been received from the County for the next cycle and they were being considered and evaluated.

Discussion of various projects ensued.

Commissioner Udell asked about extending CR 49 north by the planned industrial park through the area of Wal-Mart on U.S. 129.  Mr. Dees responded by naming various programs that might be used to provide funding and also the possible opportunity of some Federal funds.

Discussion of funding ensued.

Mr. Dees advised the Board that road improvements should be considered in the comprehensive plan and that there was a possibility of local government going to Congress to seek direct special funding for road projects.  Mr. Dees advised the Board that there was a new Department of Transportation District Secretary, Aage (pronounced “Oga”) Shroder.  He addressed traffic signal maintenance, the sharing of costs in doing so, and that cost sharing was dependent upon the number of state roads that intersect at the signal.


Commissioner Udell again asked about the extension of CR 49 and possibility of an interchange at CR 136 and I-10.  Mr. Dees responded that it was dependent upon the proximity of the next closest interchange.

Commissioner Udell asked for Mr. Dees’ office telephone number, which was given as 961-7873.

Mr. Harry Weaver asked Mr. Dees why US 129 and I-10 were not lighted as are many other intersections.  He also asked about extending the four-lane north on US 129 beyond the current businesses.  Mr. Dees responded that he would review the request.


The nineteenth item on the agenda was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to open bids for a County Office Building elevator tower structure.


This item had been discussed prior to agenda item number eighteen.


The twentieth item on the agenda was a request to waive building permit fees for construction of restrooms at Suwannee Lake and determination of budget from which engineering and permit fees were to be paid.

Mr. Sharpless addressed the Board and asked the Board to consider a source of funding.

Commissioner Udell moved to waive the building permit-inspection fees.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Udell suggested that the Budget Office determine the source of funding.

Deputy Clerk Tyson presented information on the grant application and commitments required of the Board.  He addressed the possibility of using the Local Boating Improvement Fund to provide a cash match.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was a request to authorize Ronnie Baldwin, Maintenance Department, to sign documents in the absence of the Maintenance Director.

Commissioner Udell moved to authorize Ronnie Baldwin to sign documents in the absence of the Maintenance Director.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

 
The twenty-second item on the agenda was a request to authorize relocating Guardian Ad Litem to the Nettie Baisden School property with a lease from the Suwannee County School Board.


This item was withdrawn from the agenda.


The twenty-third item on the agenda was a request to authorize a five-year lease from the Suwannee County School Board for classrooms in the Nettie Baisden School Building for relocation of Guardian Ad Litem.


This item was withdrawn from the agenda.

The twenty-fourth item on the agenda was a discussion by Lee Townsend, Chairman – Suwannee County Conservation District, of the following:

a) Conservation Technician position funded through the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

b) Contractual Services (Contract/County employee) position benefit adjustments.

c) Approval of a vacant Contractual Service permanent part-time position to be filled as a County employee.

Mr. James Williams instead addressed the Board and provided a handout.  He addressed $50,000 budgeted from the County and that budgeted amount had been withdrawn from the budget by the District’s request.  Mr. Williams stated that item b had a shortage of funding benefits.

(Tape 2, Side 1)

Discussion of item b and funding for the employee ensued.

Mr. Harvey addressed the status of the employee and that as far as the State Retirement System was concerned, the employee was a County employee and not a contracted service.  He stated that any employee needed to be recognized in the pay and classification plan and asked if the Board wanted this to be a County employee position.  Mr. Harvey recommended that the County continue to provide the service and make it clear the position was a County employee.

Commissioner Udell began to make a motion, but then Commissioner Hatch asked questions and discussion ensued regarding part time full time employment and benefits.

Commissioner Udell restated his motion to make the position in question a County employee and resolve all points in question.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twenty-fifth item on the agenda was a request to approve amendments to Personnel Rules and Regulations.

Mrs. Luanne Mixon, Administrative Director, addressed the issues in question.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the amendments to Personnel Rules and Regulations as presented.  Commissioner Hatch seconded.  Commissioner Caruthers asked to table the item until after the workshop scheduled on June 19, 2001.  Commissioner Hatch stated that the Board should adopt the present plan and then amend later as need be.  The motion carried unanimously to approve the proposed changes.


The twenty-sixth item on the agenda was a request for authorization to advertise for bids for construction of a roof, lighting, and dust suppressor system for the Rodeo Arena.

Mr. Keen addressed the Board and provided engineered drawings for the arena. The proposed bids for roof, lighting and dust suppression were discussed.

Discussion of cost estimates ensued and whether the grant funding available ($200,000) would cover the costs.  Mr. Keen stated that the funding might not cover the dust suppression.

Commissioner Hatch moved to advertise for construction of a roof, lighting, and dust suppressor system for the Rodeo Arena.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The twenty-seventh item on the agenda was a request by Eddy Hillhouse, President – Suwannee County Economic Alliance, to request permission to change the location of the food court at Christmas on the Square.

Commissioner Udell moved to change the location of the food court at Christmas on the Square.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Taylor recessed for lunch at 11:27 a.m., to return at 1:00 p.m.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting back to order.

The twenty-eighth item on the agenda was a request to approve an agreement with InterAct for an Enhanced 911 System and payment to InterAct of Invoice No. 19789 in the amount of $42,075, or approval for bank financing.

Mr. Tony Cirigliano, Budget Assistant, advised the Board that the total cost of the system would be $250,000.  He stated that if the Board approved the proposed arrangement, there may be $16,200 in additional financing costs for a total of approximately $260,000.  There were initial payments to be made immediately if the agreement was approved and immediate issuance of two checks to InterAct Inc. $42,075, and to Wachovia for $7,151.25 was requested from the Clerk of Courts.  Mr. Cirigliano reminded the Board that there would be annual recurring costs.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the agreement with InterAct and Wachovia for the 911 system.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 01-54)

Commissioner Hatch moved to authorize the Finance Department of the Clerk’s Office to issue payments immediately as requested in the amount of $42,075 to InterAct Inc., and $7,151.25 to Wachovia.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (Note:  After the meeting, it was discovered that there was an inclusive resolution to be approved by the Board that had not been brought before the Board due to oversight.  The agreement, #01-54, was processed and returned to the County Office with retroactive approval of the resolution to take place on June 19, 2001).


The twenty-ninth item on the agenda was a request for approval of Modification to Agreement No. 01-EO-37-03-71-01-003 for the grant for a generator at the school.

Mr. Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, addressed the Board and advised them that the grant money needed to be used by June 30, 2001.  He asked to modify the agreement as presented and allow EMS to purchase a generator as an emergency item.  Mr. McDonald requested approval for the Chairman to authorize and sign the purchase request for the generator as an emergency purchase for about $30,000.   He stated that bid specifications from CJ Sales of Ocala priced a generator at about $22,135.  Mr. McDonald assured the Board that the County would be reimbursed as soon as the purchase was authorized and invoice presented.

Mr. Airth stated that the Board needed to declare an emergency situation in order to purchase the generator without a formal bid procedure.

Commissioner Udell moved to declare the purchase of a generator as an emergency purchase situation.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the purchase and project preparation of the generator in question from CJ sales of Ocala.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The thirtieth item on the agenda was a request for approval to update the job description of the Addressing/Database manager and changes in addressing methodology.

Mr. McDonald explained the issue regarding building permits and additional fees for funding 911 Addressing.  He asked for $16.50 in additional building permit fees to be used for 911 Addressing purposes only, and an additional $3.50 for vehicle maintenance and cost.  Mr. McDonald explained the procedures to be employed for site plans and addressing needs and that he needed to hire someone as the 911-database manager immediately to be trained prior to the current staff departing county employment, which was eminent.  He advised the Board that the proposed procedures would eliminate current inaccuracies due to second-hand information provided on site plans.

Commissioner Hatch suggested that the $3.50 additional fee was not sufficient to cover the transportation costs of the 911 inspector.


Mr. Harvey pointed out that the 911 system or the addressing aspect had never been self-funding and suggested realistic fees to actually cover cost.  Various amounts were discussed.

Commissioner Caruthers asked if a new vehicle was needed.  Mr. McDonald responded that one was needed.

There was discussion about what happened when homes were upgraded and why the Building Department could not determine the site location effectively.  


Mr. Fuller and Mr. Alcorn pointed out that building permits were now requiring 911 addresses prior to permit issuance.


Mr. Harvey advised the Board that the County staff had met and he thought that the permit could be obtained without an address but a certificate of occupancy required a 911 address.  He stated that the matter would be clarified with County staff.


Mr. McDonald stated that he had rewritten the job description for the 911 Addressing position and the salary had been reduced by $5,000 due to lower computer skill requirements.

Commissioner Caruthers asked if other people going to the sites could perform the field addressing surveys.  Mr. McDonald responded that they could not.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the update of the job description for a 911 Addressing/Database manager as requested and institute a $30 permit fee to cover the function.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve MSAG DATA Consultants, Inc. of Orange County to provide 911 Addressing mapping updates for new roads and the assessment of a new road fee of $100 for each new plat for a road numbering fee.  The $100 fee would be payable upon application for any preliminary plats filed as of noon on June 6th, 2001, but refundable if the plat was not approved.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 01-55)

Chairman Taylor recessed at 1:58 p.m.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting back to order.


The thirty-first item on the agenda was a request to approve a contract with William M. Bishop Consulting Engineers, Inc., for services on the CDBG/County funded water system improvements for Wellborn. 


This item was withdrawn from the agenda.


Chairman Taylor read an announcement for the funeral arrangements of Senator Mitchell’s father.


The thirty-second item on the agenda was a request to approve an agreement with Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates, Inc. for architectural services for Phase II of the Courthouse Renovation and Restoration Project.


Mr. Harvey stated that the Board had tabled the item due to questions with reimbursable fees that had now been revised.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve an agreement with Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates, Inc. for architectural services for Phase II of the Courthouse Renovation and Restoration Project, including the revised reimbursable fees.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2001-56)


The thirty-third item on the agenda was a request to approve a concept and certain specific items for cooperative action between the Board of County Commissioners and the Suwannee County Humane Society.

Mr. Harvey presented the historical aspect, issues and roles of a working group membership.  He advised the Board that the County Commission and Humane Society would remain separate entities, but that the two should create a joint governing board to run the animal shelter.  The governing Board would then present an operational plan and bylaws to both the Commission and the Humane Society for ratification as well as run the functional operations of the shelter.  Each entity would conduct its duties as they related to animal control and care outside the shelter operation and as overlaps with cooperation in the shelter.


Commissioner Hatch commented that with limited resources for animal issues and some duplication of effort and costs, the shelter should solve some of the prior problems, allow all entities to pursue its goals, and allow further legislation regarding animal issues that have been postponed due to a lack of facilities.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Animal Management Proposal as presented with the eight (8) enumerated actions as detailed including appointment of the Governing Board members.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
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The thirty-fourth item on the agenda was to consider setting a workshop to review the proposed animal control ordinance.

Commissioner Hatch moved to set the animal control ordinance workshop for Wednesday, June 20th, 2001 at 1:30 p.m., to be held in the Commission Meeting Room.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Taylor then moved to Item C on the Emergency Additional Agenda Items, which was for Frank Darabi to request a workshop on RFP for transfer stations at the Landfill.


Commissioner Hatch moved to set a workshop on transfer station RFPs for 9:00 a.m. on Wednesday, June 20th, 2001.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The thirty-fifth item on the agenda was a request to set a public hearing date of July 3, 2001 at 10:00 a.m. to consider adoption of an ordinance prohibiting nudity and adult entertainment, and authorize advertising of the same.

Mr. Harvey advised the Board that Mr. Airth had been working on a proposed ordinance and the time for a first hearing needed to be set.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to set the requested date of July 3, 2001 at 10:00 a.m. as the hearing date to consider adoption of an ordinance prohibiting nudity and adult entertainment and advertise for the same.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The thirty-sixth item on the agenda was a request to waive billing on landfill weight tickets for Hale Park debris hauled by City of Live Oak trucks.

Mr. Harvey explained the issue and that the issue needed some clarification.

Commissioner Udell moved to waive the fee from Wainright Construction concerning the Recreation Department for $23 and the invoices for Hale Park debris.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


It was decided that the Landfill should issue a credit to the City of Live Oak for the invoices in question and the Finance Department of the Clerk’s Office should be advised of the action.


The thirty-seventh item on the agenda was to consider submitting a grant application to the Department of Environmental Protection for the Federal Land and Water Conservation Fund Program.

Commissioner Udell moved to deny making the application to the Department of Environmental Protection for the Federal Land and Water Conservation Fund Program with a 50% match.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The thirty-eighth item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval of the Rocky Pine Subdivision.

Mr. Airth pointed out that there were 8.8 acres in a non-conforming lot that was not a part of the subdivision due to adjustments in the subdivision plat.  The 8.8 acres was not the topic of the plat or discussion of the item.  It should, however, be noted that the 8.8 acres would have limited use.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the final plat of Rock Pines Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The thirty-ninth item on the agenda was Emergency Additional Agenda Items.

A. Discuss moving only certain motor grader operators from one district to another, while never moving some grader operators from other districts.

This item was withdrawn from the agenda. 

B. Adopt a resolution adopting the North Central Florida Economic Development District Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy 2000-2001 Annual Report, as prepared by the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt a resolution approving the North Central Florida Economic Development District Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy 2000-2001 Annual Report subject to a follow-up with the town of Branford for clarification and accuracy.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-??)

C. Frank Darabi to request a workshop on RFPs for Transfer stations. 

This item was discussed prior to agenda item number thirty-five. 


The fortieth item on the agenda was Board Members’ inquiries, requests, and comments.


Commissioner Caruthers asked Commissioner Hatch a question regarding the grader trainer position at the Road Department.  Commissioner Hatch explained the position changes.  Discussion of the activities and availability of grader operators ensued.

Discussion also ensued on hiring and posting for positions and the desire to expedite the hiring process by allowing the Board Chairman to sign authorization to hire instead of waiting on Board meetings for the whole Board to approve employment.

Mr. Harvey suggested that the issue needed clarification and discussion at a workshop.  He pointed out the language in the personnel policy and the need for clarification.

Commissioner Hatch advised the State had made some recent Personnel Rules changes that he had asked Mrs. Mixon to research, and they could be discussed at the subsequent workshops.  It was determined that the issue would be dealt with at a later meeting.  

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 3.23 p.m.
