The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to hold a special permit hearing.  Present were Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jerry Poole; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, deputy clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Commissioner Caruthers to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance relating to Comprehensive Plan Amendment Request No. CPA 01-03 by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for DDJ Development, Inc., from Agriculture-2 (A-2) to Industrial (I).


Mrs. Robinette Odom, Planing and Zoning Director, approached the podium and delivered her staff report.  She stated that the location of the 9.11-acre property in question was off 68th Terrace (Badcock Road) on US 129 North.  On June 28th, the Zoning Board heard the preliminary hearing and voted 3-0 to adopt the proposed ordinance.


There was discussion relating to the old CSX Railroad line running nearby as well as industrial uses for the property in question.


Mr. Tim Alcorn, authorized agent, approached the podium to answer any questions.  He stated that the purpose of the rezoning would be to move an existing septic tank company from Hughes Road to this location.


Commissioner Caruthers asked if 68th Terrace and the 9.11 acres in question would be used to access other existing properties beyond that in question and suggested that language be added to the ordinance to limit service use for any other properties.  Commissioner Caruthers also asked what would happen to the end of 68th Terrace, since the pavement ended approximately 100 feet before reaching the 9.11 acres.  Mr. Alcorn stated that it would probably be the County’s responsibility to upgrade the road, but it was possible that the owners would pave it for their own use.


Discussion ensued on the use of 68th Terrace and the 9.11 acres in question as a jumping off area to other property further off US 129.

After questioning, Mr. Airth stated that an approval of the proposed ordinance would allow the owners to use the property for whatever uses were authorized by the Comprehensive Plan but later applications coming up for approval could be limited.

Further discussion ensued on limiting the 68th Terrace’s use to lightweight vehicles.


Commissioner Poole moved to adopt an ordinance relating to Comprehensive Plan Amendment Request No. CPA 01-03 by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for DDJ Development, Inc., from Agriculture-2 (A-2) to Industrial (I).  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2001-10)


The second item on the agenda was at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance relating to Petition for Rezoning No. RZLU-01-06-01 by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for DDJ Development, Inc., from Agriculture-2 (A-2) to Industrial (I).


Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, swore in Mrs. Odom, who then delivered her staff report on the property (the same property as was approved in the first agenda item).  She stated that as already mentioned, the plans were to relocate a local septic tank company to the property, but the owners were not limited to this type of business.


Mr. Tim Alcorn approached the podium and was sworn in by Mr. Airth.  Mr. Alcorn stated that the proposed use for the property met the 16 points for rezoning and then briefly went through each point.


Commissioner Udell asked that Mrs. Odom place the 16 points into the agenda packets.  She apologized for the error.


Chairman Taylor opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Taylor closed the floor to public comments.


Commissioner Caruthers asked if any limits could be placed on this application.  Mrs. Odom stated that it was not probable.


Discussion ensued on the issue.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt an ordinance relating to Petition for Rezoning No. RZLU-01-06-01 by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for DDJ Development, Inc., from Agriculture-2 (A-2) to Industrial (I).  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2001-11)


Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Poole seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 6:39 p.m.
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
