The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a final budget hearing and the following were present: Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jerry Poole; and Jean Fieler and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerks. Commissioner Jesse Caruthers and Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, were not present.


The purpose of the meeting was to hold a public hearing to adopt the final budget for Fiscal Year 2001-2002.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 5:17 p.m.


The first matter to be discussed was an increase in millage over the rolled-back rate and to announce the proposed millage rate and proposed expenditures.


Commissioner Caruthers arrived at the meeting at 5:25 p.m.

Mr. Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, explained the budgeting process to the Board.  He pointed out two changes:  on page 26, “Healthcare Response Act region” and “Healthcare Response Act local” to $71,190 each, and “Nursing Home & Hospital Medicaid” to $516,000.  He also stated that on page 83, the name “Animal Control Building” should be changed to “Suwannee Animal Shelter” and placed under “Engineering” with an amount of $25,000.


Chairman Taylor then opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Taylor closed the floor to public comments.


Mr. Harvey referenced the resolution to adopt the millage rate of 9.050 for Fiscal Year 2001-02 with an increase of 5.01% over the rolled-back rate.

Commissioner Hatch moved for approval to adopt the millage rate of 9.050 for Fiscal Year 2001-02 with an increase of 5.01% over the rolled-back rate.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-58)


Mr. Harvey then referenced a resolution to adopt the final budget for Fiscal Year 2001-02 in the amount of $34,039,533.

Commissioner Udell moved to adopt a resolution to adopt the final budget for Fiscal Year 2001-02 in the amount of $34,039,533.  Commissioner Poole seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-59)


There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Taylor adjourned the meeting at 5:37 p.m.
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
