The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jerry Scott; and Commissioner Barry Baker.  Also present were Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, and Keta Asbury, Deputy Clerk Assistant.


Chairman Odom called the meeting to order at 9:04 p.m., and asked Commissioner Scott to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.

Chairman Odom announced that Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had made a request to withdraw agenda item number four and move agenda item number fourteen to its place.

Commissioner Scott motioned to withdraw agenda item number four and replace it with number fourteen.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The first item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  Any additional matters the Board agreed to consider at this meeting would be heard under agenda item number sixteen, Additional Agenda Items.

A. Consider approval of a mutual assistance agreement and interlocal agreement with Hamilton County for services of the Building Official.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

B. Discuss Coliseum rental fees for the School Board. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

C. Approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-340-0900 in the amount of $3,480 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc. for work on the perimeter security fencing project at the airport. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

D. Approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-339-0900 in the amount of $13,000 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc. for work on the Airport Master Plan Update. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

E. Authorize advertising to hold a public hearing regarding Housing Assistance Program. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

F. Approval of contractual services agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for funding in the amount of $7,022 for the update of hazardous material data for Suwannee County. (Murel G. McDonald, Emergency Services Director)

G. Payment of Clerk’s Fees for the month of September, 2000 to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, in the amount of $35,881.35. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

H. Approve lease with the School Board for use of land at the Old Nettie Baisden School on which to place trailers to house Sheriff’s Criminal Division personnel. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

I. Approve interfund loan from the Construction and Renovation Fund to the General Fund for $320,000 to cover courthouse renovations.

Commissioner Scott motioned to add the aforementioned items to the agenda.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes of meetings held on September 5 and 7, 2000.  

Commissioner Scott referenced an item on page 12 in which he thought it should state “requesting” instead of “requiring” Suwannee American to take waste tires.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the aforementioned minutes as corrected.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The third item on the agenda was public concerns or comments. 

Mr. George Fuller commented on bushes and grass growing on roads with overpasses over the interstate.  He suggested the Road Department clean up the growth.

Mr. Leyon Baker commented that on Nobles Ferry Road there was a big hole that needed repairing.

The fourth item on the agenda was to consider recognition of the following emergency responders who were awarded the Amkus Star Award for outstanding effort at a motor vehicle accident:

Johnny Howard – Firefighter


Eddie Hand – Firefighter

Robert Eyer – Lt. Paramedic


Leon Hicks – Paramedic

Jim O’Neal – Falmouth VFD Firefighter

This fourth item was removed from the agenda upon the request of Ray Brown, Public Works Director.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval to continue to provide shop maintenance services and fuel for other County departments and constitutional officers.     (Ray Brown, Public Works Director)

Mr. Brown gave a history on services to other County entities and departments.  He stated that the service had started with the Sheriff’s Office vehicles and had grown to others.  He commented on the fact that he had been accused of being a thief.   Mr. Brown requested the Board to adopt a policy to cover the activities of the Public Works Department in relation to aiding other County Departments.  He stated there was proof of savings to other departments of $.50 per gallon on gasoline and 50% on parts and repairs.  He related there was no evidence that the money from other departments was returning to the Road Department.  Mr. Brown requested a line item to show that the money was returned, as it was gas tax restricted money that was initially used, and needed to be returned.  He asked the Board to adopt a policy and establish a line item.

Commissioner Udell asked how much was unaccounted.  Mr. Brown stated the amount was around $266,000.  Commissioner Udell suggested that a full accounting needed to be made.

Commissioner Baker asked about the line items and if fuel and maintenance would be two separate items.  Mr. Harvey stated that in the 2001 Budget, the separate line items were established.

Commissioner Taylor supported the line items and accounting.

Commissioner Udell asked if the other Departments were billed for the services.  Mr. Brown stated that the departments were being billed and then the bill was submitted to Finance, but was not traceable from there to account for its return to the Road Department.

Commissioner Scott asked if the bill should be sent directly to the Road Department or to the Finance Division.

Commissioner Udell suggested having the Finance Division explain this to the Board now, as there could be $266,000 in unaccounted funds.   Mr. Brown stated he had tried for a year to get this done.

Chairman Odom suggested having an answer for the next meeting.

Mr. Greg Scott, Recreation Director, stated the way his office processed service bills was like any other billing.

Mr. Tony Cirigilano, Assistant Budget Coordinator, stated the problem was in reconciling the bills and payments.  He suggested the Board request the Finance Division to provide a reconciliation statement periodically.

Commissioner Udell motioned to continue to provide shop maintenance and fueling services from the Road Department to other County departments.  The provisions included full accounting of charges and bills and all monies to give credit to Road and Bridge accounts with full and complete reconciliation to the Road and Bridge Fund for the past two years for the account.  Included in the motion would be for the actions to be carried out in a timely fashion.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Odom called a short break at 9:30 a.m.

9:40 a.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The fifth item on the agenda was to consider preliminary plat approval of the Tiger Bay Plantation Subdivision.  (Robinette Odom, Planning & Zoning Director) 

Ms. Odom addressed the Board and discussed the Tiger Bay Subdivision in detail.  She stated that the subdivision review committee had no objections but that lots 1 and 5 required a variance on lot configuration of the 3 to 1 requirements.   Ms. Odom stated that this development lies outside the EMS 15-minute response and all lots should be at least 10 acres, although there was one lot that was less than 10 acres.  Ms. Odom stated the County Attorney had discovered three or four minor corrections that needed to be addressed, but they should not require a denial of the requested plat.

Commissioner Taylor asked about culverts, driveways, and the paving of the aprons.

Commissioner Udell asked about the one lot that was less than 10 acres.  Ms. Odom stated the developer wished to proceed and had requested a variance.

Mr. Tim Alcorn addressed the Board.  He answered Commissioner Scott’s question that all of the property was in Suwannee County.  Mr. Alcorn stated that the less than 10-acre lot was the victim of portioning a 40-acre track and could not meet the 3 to 1 ratios.  He stated that this same Board had previously granted like variances, one being in the McAlpin area.  

Commissioner Baker stated that he was opposed to the variance, as it was not compliant with the County’s ordinances, the response time for EMS, and the size of the lot.

Commissioner Scott stated there was a reason for having variances.

Commissioner Scott motioned for preliminary approval of the Tiger Bay Subdivision.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried 3-2, with Commissioner Baker and Chairman Odom opposed.

The sixth item on the agenda was to consider a request for permission to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance to collect tourist development taxes locally.  (George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector, and Eddy Hillhouse, President – Suwannee County Economic Alliance)

Mr. George Burnham addressed the Board and referred to the proposed ordinance.  He stated that the Economic Council was supportive of changing the collection method to local collections rather than having the Department of Revenue collect and return the Tourist Tax Receipts.

Mr. Eddy Hillhouse addressed the Board, explained the proposed ordinance and its purpose, and asked the Board to approve holding a public hearing on the issue.  

Commissioner Baker asked how many counties performed this collection process.  Mr. Burnham advised that 46 counties now perform the direct collections and the process was authorized by State Statute.

Commissioner Udell asked what the dollar figure might be for these collections.  Mr. Burnham advised around $55,000 would be collected, as this was the amount currently being collected by the Department of Revenue.

Commissioner Scott motioned to advertise to hold the public hearing on the proposed tourist development tax ordinance.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The seventh item on the agenda to be heard at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, was to open bids for construction of an addition to Suwannee County Health Department.  (Nancy McCullers, Ph.D., Health Department Contract Manager)

Ms. McCullers approached the podium and opened the bids.

The first bid was from Carl B. McCall, Jr., Contractor, of P.O. Box 1571, Live Oak.  Their bid was $281,232 for the project.

The second bid was from Certified Enterprises, Inc., of 12888 145th Road, Live Oak.  Their bid was $ 266,712 for the project.

There was discussion about awarding or reviewing the bids to insure they met the specifications.  Ms. McCullers took the bids to have them reviewed by the County’s engineer, Peter Hahn.

The eighth item on the agenda was to consider approval of an amendment to the extend time of contract of the Wellborn Community Park Improvement Grant.  (Greg Scott, Director – Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department)

Mr. Scott requested that the Board authorize him to seek an extension from the Department of Environmental Protection for completion of the required work.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the amendment to the Wellborn Community Park Improvement Grant as requested for extension of the work.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The ninth item on the agenda was to consider approval of a contract with the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for the Planning Council to prepare Suwannee County’s Hazardous Materials Site-Specific Hazard Analyses.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey stated that the contract was a periodic requirement and was recommended for approval contingent on Board action concerning the additional agenda item F, the contract with DCA, being considered.

Commissioner Scott motioned to address Additional Agenda Item F.  Commissioner ?? seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve item F as part of the contract with DCA.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve agenda item number nine, the contract with the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for the Planning Council to prepare Suwannee County’s Hazardous Materials Site-Specific Hazard Analyses.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2001-??) 

The tenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of a general contract with Suwannee Valley Engineering for engineering services for buildings and parking lots.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey explained that the Board had specific contracts with Mr. Hahn and this contract was for a broader based general contract for engineering services.

Commissioner Scott motioned to approve a general contract with Mr. Hahn and Suwannee Valley Engineering for engineering services for buildings and parking lots.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker advised the Board that the Hamilton County delegation was present and asked that additional agenda item A be heard.

Commissioner Scott motioned to hear additional agenda item A at the present time.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Additional agenda item A was to consider approval of a mutual assistance agreement and interlocal agreement with Hamilton County for services of the Building Official.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey suggested an endorsement for this interlocal agreement and stated that Mr. Patrick R. Sura, Suwannee County Building Inspector, was in support of the agreement.  Mr. Harvey highlighted some areas of the agreement.

Mr. Michael D. Williams, County Coordinator of Hamilton County, addressed the Board on the issue.  He advised them that Hamilton County had executed the interlocal agreement and the mutual aid agreement was in the process of being completed.  He related that the Hamilton County Board of County Commissioners was in full support of these agreements.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the interlocal agreement with Hamilton County for the services of the County Building Inspector and the Mutual Assistance Agreement for the Building Departments for Suwannee and Hamilton Counties for 90 days.  Commissioner Taylor seconded.  Commissioner Baker asked about line of responsibility if the mutual assistance was needed.  It was stated that the assistance applied to building inspection only and not code enforcement.  The motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was to consider writing a letter of support for the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. to continue to receive funding to provide services for the elderly in Suwannee County.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Commissioner Baker motioned to write a letter of support for the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc., to continue to receive funding to provide services for the elderly in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twelfth item on the agenda was to consider approval of payment of Pay Application No. 1 in the amount of $31,276.50 to Bradley Construction Company for work on the Courthouse.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey advised the request was in order.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve payment of Pay Application No. 1 in the amount of $31,276.50 to Bradley Construction Company for work on the Courthouse.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

At 10:40 a.m., Chairman Odom called a break.
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10:50 a.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to determine appropriate action in reference to interest funds due Board of County Commissioners from the Clerk.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey advised that the Board had requested a status report at the last meeting, which has been received.  Copies were then submitted.  Mr. Harvey referred to a report from the Clerk.  He stated the total of $872,672.34 was the total of all interest through the month of August.   He then referred to a report generated by the County Office.  Mr. Harvey advised that $192,491 in interest had been kept by the Clerk and not deposited to the Board’s account.  He advised the Board that the Clerk had also taken his salary, held in reserve, and had transferred it.

Commissioner Taylor asked about SHIP and Local Housing interest.  Discussion ensued.

Commissioner Baker asked about interest that must be returned to the State.  Mr. Harvey did not have the information available.

Mr. Harvey addressed specific funds and commented that the interest was posted back to some of the accounts for the Board.

Commissioner Udell asked County Attorney Airth what the appropriate action would be.  

Mr. Airth said that it was apparent that the Clerk would not release the funds without direction from a court.

Commissioner Udell motioned to have the County Attorney pursue an action through court or whatever the legal counsel saw fit.  Commissioner Taylor seconded.  Mr. Airth advised that the Board could seek a writ of mandamus, or seek an action for damages.  The writ of mandamus would be faster, but may not be appropriate in this instance.  More discussion ensued.  Commissioner Baker asked if it was appropriate for the Board to withhold the monthly fees billed by the Clerk until this issue was resolved.  Chairman Odom thought that should be addressed separately.  The motion carried unanimously.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was for approval to continue to provide shop maintenance services and fuel for other county departments and constitutional officers.     (Ray Brown, Public Works Director)

This item was discussed prior to agenda item number five.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was the appointment of two commissioners to serve with Chairman Odom on the Value Adjustment Board on Monday, October 16, 2000.  (Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.)

Commissioner Udell and Commissioner Scott volunteered.

Chairman Odom appointed Commissioner Udell and Commissioner Scott, along with Chairman Odom, to the Value Adjustment Board on October 16, 2000.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was additional agenda items.

A. Consider approval of a mutual assistance agreement and interlocal agreement with Hamilton County for services of the Building Official.  (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

This item was discussed prior to agenda item number eleven.

B. Discuss Coliseum rental fees for the School Board. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey suggested waiving rental fees for the School Board.

Commissioner Scott motioned to approve waiving Coliseum rental fees for the School Board.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-340-0900 in the amount of $3,480 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc. for work on the perimeter security fencing project at the airport. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Commissioner Scott motioned to approve payment of Invoice No. 41960-340-0900 in the amount of $3,480 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc., for work on the perimeter security fencing project at the airport.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

D. Approval of payment of Invoice No. 41960-339-0900 in the amount of $13,000 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc. for work on the Airport Master Plan Update. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Commissioner Scott motioned to approve payment of Invoice No. 41960-339-0900 in the amount of $13,000 to Kaiser/Earth Tech, Inc., for work on the Airport Master Plan Update.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

E. Authorize advertising to hold a public hearing regarding Housing Assistance Program. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey explained that the issue involved bonds.  He also stated that there was a meeting scheduled for Friday, October 6, 2000, with SHIP, various Bank representatives, and others regarding this issue.   He explained that action was needed today to advertise in order to hold a public hearing.  Commissioner Scott motioned to advertise to hold the public hearing regarding the Housing Assistance Program.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Odom called a break for lunch at 11:25 a.m.

1:04 p.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order and called on Ms. Nancy McCullers to discuss awarding the bid for Health Department additions, discussed earlier in the meeting.

Ms. McCullers advised the Board that both bids met the requested specifications.

Commissioner Udell motioned to award the bid to Certified Enterprises Inc., the low bidder, in the amount of $266,712 for Health Department additions.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

F. Approval of contractual services agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for funding in the amount of $7,022 for the update of hazardous material data for Suwannee County. (Murel G. McDonald, Emergency Services Director)

This item was discussed after agenda item number nine.

G. Payment of Clerk’s Fees for the month of September, 2000 to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, in the amount of $35,881.35. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey stated that he had not had time to review the billing, as he had just received it the day before.  The amount was nominally within the normal billing budgeted and was being presented to the Board for payment.

Commissioner Baker proposed withholding approval of payment until there was a settlement on the interest issue.

Chairman Odom stated the County should pay its bills and deal with the interest issue as a separate matter.

Commissioner Udell asked if withholding these funds would effect the Clerk’s ability to pay his employees.

Mr. Harvey presumed that these funds were needed for operations of the Clerk’s office.  He supported Chairman Odom’s position that this and the interest issues should be addressed separately.

Commissioner Udell again raised the question of who and how indigence was determined.  He stated that this Board had previously requested names of indigents associated with these court billings.  Mr. Harvey stated the billings and the indigence list were difficult to match, but that the list of names was available to the Board.

Commissioner Baker asked if the $28,000 included the Clerk attending various hearings.  Mr. Harvey advised that it did.

Captain Mills of the Sheriff’s Office advised the Board that each person arrested received an indigence sheet and this was reviewed by the judges at the initial appearance and validated.

Commissioner Taylor asked if court costs could cover these indigence costs.  Mr. Harvey stated many costs could be referenced to specific cases.

Commissioner Baker stated he had received some information but did not know if it was complete.

Commissioner Baker motioned to pay the Clerk’s Billings for the month of September in the amount of $35,881.35.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

H. Approve lease with the School Board for use of land at the Old Nettie Baisden School on which to place trailers to house Sheriff’s Criminal Division personnel. (Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer)

Mr. Harvey explained that the lease was for one dollar per year and recommended approving the lease.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve a lease with the School Board for use of land at the Old Nettie Baisden School on which to place trailers to house Sheriff’s Criminal Division personnel.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Harvey pointed out that the City, School Board, and Water Management had been most helpful in this crisis.

I. Approve inter-fund loan from the Construction and Renovation Fund to the General Fund for $320,000 to cover courthouse renovations.

Mr. Harvey advised the Board that money was being borrowed to float the General Fund which currently had a $30,000 fund balance.  The inter-fund loan was to cover cash flow for operations and budget amendments until taxes were collected.

Commissioner Baker asked about the need for lender approval to borrow from these funds.  He also asked about arbitrage problems with not using this money for construction as intended.  Mr. Harvey explained that it should not be a problem.

Commissioner Baker asked Mr. Airth if Mr. Harvey’s answer was correct.  Mr. Airth was not certain and said he would have to review the loan documents.

Mr. Harvey explained the problems with cash flow and that without the inter-fund loan, the General Fund would be drawing a vacuum at the bank.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve an inter-fund loan from the Construction and Renovation Fund to the General Fund for $320,000 to cover courthouse renovations.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion about provisionally borrowing from the Hospital Fund if there was a problem with borrowing from the Construction and Renovation Fund.

Commissioner Scott motioned that if there was a problem with borrowing from the building fund, the staff be authorized to borrow from the Hospital Fund.  Commissioner Taylor seconded.  Commissioner Baker wanted to insure the interest would also be repaid as had been past practice. Mr. Harvey said it would.   The motion carried unanimously.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was to hear Staff Reports.

Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, advised the Board that renovations to the County Administration Office were in motion though not visibly.  He also stated that the Department of Transportation would meet on railroad crossings on Tuesday, October 10, 2000, from 9:30 to noon in the Board Room.  There was also a pre-construction meeting on CR 137 set for October 12, 2000, at 2:00 p.m.  Upon adopting the budget, the Budget Officer had reviewed a greenbar printout of the account books and that Chairman Odom was requested to sign off on the printout.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, was not present.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, mentioned the Board’s pursuit of interest on accounts and stated they need to be accounted.  He advised the Board that a child on a bicycle was struck at the entrance to the library this morning.  He said there was a need for the proper turn lanes for the roadway at the Library entrance.

Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, was not present.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that the Suwannee Farms case would enter mediation on Thursday, October 5, 2000 and that the Howell suit was also moving along.

W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, was not present.

Mr. Harvey additionally stated that the original proposed contract with ASAP for the Sheriff’s Trailers had too many liabilities for the County.  He stated that the contract had been reworded and the lease contract needed to be signed by Chairman Odom.  There was one item, the return cost of the trailers, that still needed reworking for clarity.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to approve payment of invoices.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay Invoice Numbers 2000-575 through 2000-607 and 2001-000 through 2001-003 totaling $2,358,324.38.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
