The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to hold a special permit hearing.  Present were Chairman Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Robert Taylor; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Poole called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and called upon Commissioner Udell to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.

The first item on the agenda was at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance relating to Rezoning Request No. RZ-02-03-01, by Peter Hahn, P. E., authorized agent for Frank Caparelli and Margie Caparelli, from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).

Mrs. Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director, was sworn in by County Attorney Airth and gave her report on the application.  The plan was to locate a restaurant and laundry on the property, but not limit the property to those two items.  Mrs. Odom stated that the Zoning Board recommended approval of the ordinance, and she recommended a non-binding concurrency.  She advised the Board that the project met the level of service standards and would be served by septic tank, private well, and onsite drainage and retention.

Commissioner Udell asked if the Zoning Board had made any stipulations to the application.  Mrs. Odom responded that there had been none.

Chairman Poole opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Poole closed the floor to public comments.

County Attorney Airth swore in Mrs. Margie Caparelli.

Commissioner Udell asked how many jobs would be created by Mrs. Caparelli’s proposed businesses. She responded she was not certain, but perhaps 5 to 10 jobs.

Commissioner Udell asked what the initial investment might be in the buildings and equipment.  Mrs. Caparelli estimated between $50,000 to $100,000.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt an ordinance relating to Rezoning Request No. RZ-02-03-01, by Peter Hahn, P. E., authorized agent for Frank Caparelli and Margie Caparelli, from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  Commissioner Taylor seconded.  Commissioner Taylor asked what the hours of the restaurant might be.  Mrs. Caparelli responded that the hours would be from 7:00 a.m. to after lunch.   The motion to approve carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2002-10)

Mrs. Odom advised the Board that there would be a Planning and Zoning conference at Live Oak City Hall on April 18, 2002 at 6:00 p.m.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adjourn the meeting that had heard Rezoning Request No. RZ-02-03-01.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned the meeting at 6:24 p.m.
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
