The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to hold a workshop in the Live Oak City Council Chambers.  Present were Chairman Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Robert Taylor; and Eric Musgrove and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present.


The purpose of the workshop was to hold discussion as a selection committee on determining interviews to be held for the County Coordinator and Public Works Director positions.

Chairman Poole called the meeting to order at 2:01 p.m. and thanked the City for the use of the Live Oak City Council Chambers for the next several months.

Commissioner Udell suggested that the sequence was County Coordinator and then Public Works Director.

Discussion of procedure issued.  Chairman Poole suggested that there be at least three applicants for each position that should be interviewed.

Commissioner Caruthers stated that there were several qualified applicants.

The Board agreed to interview Michael Williams, Johnny Wooley, and Vincent Mancusi for the position of County Coordinator.

After additional discussion, the names of Richard Prickitt, Leonard Dramesi, Tom Daniels, Fred Hays, and William “Bill” Walters were also submitted for the position of County Coordinator.

Chairman Poole stated that the planned date of the interviews would be difficult for him due to plans already scheduled for the afternoon, and it was entirely possible that the interviews would run through the afternoon.

Commissioner Udell also stated that Fridays were bad for him because of burial preparations with his funeral home business.

Commissioner Hatch stated that the date would be difficult for him as well.

Commissioner Caruthers stated that the date of the interviews had already been decided by Board action and probably already published.

Mr. Robinson stated that the newspapers had not yet published the advertisement for the meeting to hold interviews.

Discussion ensued on another date to hold the interviews.

Chairman Poole stated that 9:00 a.m. on April 29, 2002 would be better for all involved and that Board action would be needed at the night meeting later in the day to confirm it.  It was also agreed that the interviews should be held in the City Council Chambers.

Chairman Poole asked for persons to be interviewed for the Public Works Director position.

The names submitted were Jerry Sykes, Vincent Mancusi, and Lester Baxter.

Commissioner Caruthers submitted the name of Charles Wadford.

It was also agreed to interview Charles Wadford, but after further consideration, Mr. Wadford’s name was withdrawn from consideration.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the workshop.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned the meeting at 2:20 p.m.
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
