The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to hold a workshop at the Suwannee River Regional Library.  Present were:  Commissioner Randy Hatch (Vice-Chairman); Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Robert Taylor; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Neither Chairman Jerry Poole, Commissioner Douglas Udell, nor Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, were present.


The purpose of the workshop was to discuss the Wellborn Water System CDBG Project.

Vice-Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and called upon Mr. Scott Koons of the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council (as the grant administrator) to make a presentation on the issue.

Mr. Koons introduced Mr. Michael Murphy with William Bishop Consulting Engineers, who discussed options for the Number One well site and pump house, and the two alternatives for the type of water tank and tower.  The disparity in cost for the two types of tanks, one being an elevated steel tank ($275,000) and tower versus a ground storage tank atop concrete tower ($352,000) was discussed.  The steel structure has high maintenance cost and the concrete tower has a higher initial cost.

No decision was reached but it was determined to let bids on both types of tank structures.  The as yet unknown appraised value of well site Number One versus the budgeted expense therefore was also discussed.  If well site Number One was too costly, the plan was to move to site Number Two.

The minimal pipe dimensions to service the Interstate interchange was discussed and Mr. Murphy advised the Board that it should be a minimal eight-inch main line.

Mr. Koons stated that at the next regular Board meeting, the Board should consider and approve a request to proceed to final design, and approve a resolution on Real Property Acquisition.


There being no further business to discuss, Vice-Chairman Hatch adjourned the workshop at 5:04 p.m.
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
