The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to hold a zoning hearing.  Present were Chairman Jerry Poole; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Robert Taylor; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  Commissioner Douglas M. Udell was not present.

Chairman Poole called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and called upon Commissioner Caruthers to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.

The first and only item on the agenda was at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution relating to Rezoning request No. RZ-02-08-01 by American Tower Management, Inc., authorized agent for William and Myrle Gray, for an essential service (300’ communications tower and associated equipment) on property zoned Agriculture-1.

Mr. Ronald Meeks, Acting Planning and Zoning Director, was sworn in by County Attorney Airth and then delivered his report on the property in question.  He stated that the tower would increase the service area for Alltel Telecommunications (and noted as the I-10 and Hogan tower site).  Mr. Meeks stated that the property in question lies off of C. R. 136 on C. R. 417.  He then described the stipulations that would be required by the Board.

Commissioner Hatch asked if American Tower Management had agreed to the stipulations.  Mr. Meeks responded that they had.

County Attorney Airth swore in Mr. Maxie of American Tower Management, Inc.  He stated that the FAA and Suwannee River Water Management District had given the tower approval.

Chairman Poole opened the floor to public comments.  There being none, Chairman Poole closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Taylor moved [to adopt a resolution relating to Rezoning request No. RZ-02-08-01 by American Tower Management, Inc., authorized agent for William and Myrle Gray, for an essential service (300’ communications tower and associated equipment) on property zoned Agriculture-1].  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously (4-0, as Commissioner Udell was not present).  (See Resolution No. 2000-44)

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously (4-0, as Commissioner Udell was not present).
