The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a workshop at the Suwannee County Airport.  Present were Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jerry Poole; and Michael Tyson, deputy clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present.


The purpose of the meeting was to discuss airport projects, grants, and bids.


Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:25 a.m. and called upon Mr. Donald Robinson, Airport Manager, to discuss the issue.


Mr. Robinson welcomed the Board to the airport and then called upon Mr. Don Ramdass, Earth Tech Consulting Firm, to further discuss airport projects.


Mr. Ramdass discussed several items related to the Suwannee County Airport, including security, lighting, a master plan, runway drainage, taxiways, and T-hangars.


Discussion ensued on funding for the T-hangars, the bids for which had been opened at the regular Board meeting on November 6, 2001.  Discussion also ensued on twenty-four hour fuel service, replacement of the fuel units, a computer for the Airport office, and a part-time employee.  Further discussion also ensued on the possibility of a small greenhouse for landscape plants and a part-time employee.


Mr. James Driggers of the Florida Department of Transportation, filling in for the absent Mr. Roland Luster, stated that finishing completion on paving the road on the north side of the airport should be a priority.


There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 11:45 a.m.
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
