The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above stated date and location in the main courtroom of the Suwannee County Courthouse.  Present were Chairman Jerry Poole, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Randy Hatch, Commissioner Douglas Udell, and Commissioner Robert Taylor.  Also present were County Attorney Hal A. Airth and Deputy Clerks Michael Tyson and Barbara Tucker.


The purpose of the meeting was to conduct interviews of candidates for the position of Plat Surveyor. 


Chairman Poole called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.


Mr. Thomas E. Durrance was the first surveyor to be interviewed.

Commissioner Caruthers began with questions of experience and qualifications.  Mr. Durance responded with a discussion on his qualifications.


Commissioner Udell stated that Mr. Durrance’s resume’ spoke for itself.  


Discussion ensued on the question of whether Mr. Durrance was applying as an individual or if he was representing the firm by which he is employed, Bailey, Bishop, and Lane, Inc., of Lake City, Florida.  The question and issue was not clearly resolved.

The Board expressed a desire to have Mr. Moore scheduled for an interview if he was still interested in the position.
