The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a workshop and the following were present: Chairman Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


The purpose of the meeting was to discuss various issues with the Live Oak City Council, Branford Town Council, and the Suwannee County School Board.

Live Oak City Council Chairman Don Boyette opened the meeting at 9:00 a.m. and asked City Council John Yulee to lead the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag.

County Coordinator Johnny Wooley discussed common issues and joint cooperation and then presented a Microsoft PowerPoint Presentation.  Items discussed included a Comprehensive Land Use Plan, shared facilities, interagency agreements, school safety concerns, traffic studies, construction plans, and recent and potential annexations.

Live Oak City Manager Myron Holmes discussed traffic studies near the schools and the two types of annexation procedures.

County Coordinator Wooley discussed in more detail the County’s future plans for building construction as well as annexations.  He also discussed recent Constitutional amendments and their impact to local government.

Superintendent of Schools Wyman Harvard discussed recent Constitutional amendments concerning class sizes and universal pre-kindergarten.  He also discussed the fact that many of the School Board’s properties are used by other entities.  Mr. Harvard emphasized that uncertainty of impact of recent Constitutional amendments concerning class size and universal pre-kindergarten dictated that the School Board be conservative and cautious regarding facilities and property use.
