The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an emergency session and the following were present: Vice Chairman; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk; and County Attorney Hal A. Airth.  Chairman Randy Hatch was not present.
Vice Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 9:36 a.m. and announced the purpose of the meeting was to consider a resolution extending a declaration of a local state of emergency due to heavy rains and rising floodwaters.  He advised the meeting had been advertised on the local radio the previous evening and representatives of the local press were invited to attend in the public interest.

Vice Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Airth if the emergency meeting was within the statutory requirements.  Mr. Airth advised that it appeared that adequate public notice had been provided for the circumstances and the meeting was being recorded and minutes taken and this should satisfy the statutory requirements.

Vice Chairman Caruthers called upon Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director.  Mr. McDonald explained the need and desire to extend the local state of emergency adopted on 3-13-03, by Resolution No. 2003-19.  He advised the statutes provide that the declarations must be renewed every seven days to provide continuity of the desired coverage for potential reimbursement through the State and Federal programs if such funding becomes available.  Mr. McDonald suggested the Board set another special meeting for March 27, 2003, in anticipation of needing yet another extension.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the requested extension and schedule and advertise another meeting for March 27, 2003, at 9:00 a.m. in the County Offices Conference Room at 224 Pine Avenue.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Maxwell motioned to adjourn the emergency meeting.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the meeting adjourned at 9:43 a.m.
