The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a special session and the following were present: Chairman Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  (Commissioner Maxwell was not present).

Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m. and explained the purpose of the meeting was to consider a Resolution for the Extension of a Local State of Emergency, as enacted originally by Resolution 2003-19, on March 13, 2003, due to continued surface and river flooding and subsequent pumping protective actions. Again extended by Resolution No. 2003-20, in another Emergency Meeting held March 20, 2003, expiring on March 27, 2003.  This Local State of Emergency extension will expire on April 03, 2003.  Any further extension of the declaration shall be as per F.S. 252.38 – 3, (5), upon further Resolutions of the Board of County Commissioners.


Commissioner Udell moved to extend the local state of emergency as proposed. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously 4-0. (see Resolution No. 2003-28).  Deputy Clerk Tyson obtained the signatures of the Commissioners on the Resolution.


With no further business to consider, Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the meeting adjourned at 9:05 a.m.
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
