The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a recessed meeting from April 15, 2003, and the following were present: Chairman Randy Hatch; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Jerry Poole;  Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk; and  County Attorney Hal A. Airth.
Chairman Hatch called the recessed meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. to consider a contract with Pritchett Trucking, Inc., for solid waste hauling from the County Transfer Station to Chesser Island Landfill.  Chairman Hatch called upon Mr. T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director.

Mr. Sikes advised the fuel surcharge issue could not be negotiated to a satisfactory resolution of both parties so instead a four month escape clause was included in the contract.   Either party may withdraw from the agreement without cause with a four month notice to the other party.  Mr. Sikes advised the original Consumer Price Index clause was reinstated in the contract.

As the Board had already on April 15, 2003, voted to approve the Pritchett contract based upon contingencies being met, the Board did not again vote but acknowledged through consensus that the contingencies included were acceptable for validation of the prior approval.

Chairman Hatch called upon Donald Robinson, Airport Manager.  Mr. Robinson explained there is a need for commitment to FDOT and FAA regarding an available grant for Back Taxiway Lighting and possibly some navigation equipment.  He advised if the County cannot commit immediately to accepting the $165,000 that FDOT would assign the funding elsewhere.  He explained FAA would provide $150,000, FDOT would match with $7,500, and the County would need to provide a match of $7,500.  He advised the County match could be budgeted for FY2004 but the Board needed to submit a letter from the Chairman to FDOT immediately to encumber the grant funding.  The Board by consensus authorized the Chairman to send the letter to FDOT accepting the grant.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adjourn the recessed meeting of April 15, 2003, reconvened this date of April 29, 2003.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 6:33 p.m.
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
