The second item was to consider reappointment of Don Owens, Mayor of the Town of Branford, to another term on the Tourist Development Council.

The third item was to consider appointment of the following individuals to the Library Materials Review Board:  Janie Philpot – Teacher;  Juettie Kelley – Parent; Bonita Swain- Parent; Mary Frances Cone – Librarian; and Jesse Philpot – Social Worker.

The fourth item was to consider approval of payment of Partial Payment Estimate No. 007 in the amount of $210,882.60 to The Scruggs Company for work on the Live Oak – 77th Trace Project (Bypass).

The fifth item was to consider approval of payment of invoice in the amount of $21,357.02 to S. R. Davis Trucking for hauling of limerock for C. R. 136 West resurfacing project.  

The sixth item was to consider approval of payment of invoice in the amount of $18,651.55 to S. R. Davis Trucking for hauling of limerock for C. R. 136 West resurfacing project.


TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

The seventh item was to at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, receive second quarterly report for Suwannee American Cement Company  by Frank Darabi,  of Darabi and Associates.  Mr. Darabi was not present. (the item was heard later at 5:17 p. m.)

The eighth item was to at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider preliminary plat approval of Deer Lake Estates Subdivision.  Barbara Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, substituting for Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director addressed the Board.  Ms. Brown provided the Board with pertinent portions of the Land Development Regulations.  She advised that a variance was being asked for, but had not been requested in writing as required by the LDR in section 12.3.2.  There was considerable discussion regarding variances and the LDR requirements.  The mapping of wetlands and flood maps was discussed.  Mr. Tim Alcorn argued that the County had not required variances to be made in writing previously.  He also advised the wetlands had not been mapped or flagged as this is an expensive process and is not typically done for the preliminary plat as the plat may not be approved.  He advised wetland mapping would be on the final plat for the Board’s consideration. Further discussion ensued.

Commissioner Udell motioned to table the issue until the next meeting.  Commissioner Poole made a second and the motion carried unanimously. 
The ninth item was to at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider preliminary plat approval of Savannah Plantation Phase III Subdivision.   Barbara Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, substituting for Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director addressed the Board.  Commissioner Poole advised he needed to abstain from voting on this issue due to a conflict of interest as he had worked for the developer on this project.  Ms. Brown advised the County Attorney, Mr. Airth had some issues with this plat.  Mr. Airth advised the Board the date of the survey was not shown, and there was an absence of provisions for street signage and water control issues.
Commissioner Udell asked questions about this subdivision being done in several phases and if it was to avoid Land Development Regulations.  Mr. John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, addressed the phase issues.  He stated he could not advise of the developers intent but using phases is legal under the current regulations.  He stated that if these plats were done as one larger subdivision regulations would require it be platted as a Planned Residential Community with 80% of the land set aside.  Discussion ensued on Planned Communities and clustering.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the preliminary plat.  Chairman Caruthers passed the gavel to Vice Chairman Maxwell and then made a second to the motion.  The motion carried 3-0 with Commissioner Poole abstaining.
Vice Chairman Maxwell returned the gavel to Chairman Caruthers.
The tenth item was to at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider preliminary plat approval of Savannah’s Walk Subdivision.  Barbara Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, substituting for Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director addressed the Board.  Ms. Brown advised the County Attorney had some issues with this plat.  Mr. Airth advised the date of the survey was not shown, a variance for the cul-de-sac was not made in writing, and there is a question about the planned entry into the subdivision as shown as a right of way only.  Commissioner Poole had concerns about the absence of a road and platting only a 60 foot right of way which was not even going to be cleared of trees and vegetation.  There was concern that in the future residents will be asking the County to assume this right of way and make it a County road.  Mr. Wooley advised the Public Works Director will not be able to issue statements as related to clear visibility requirements for a right of way that there is no intention to clear.

After further discussion of these deficiencies, Commissioner Poole moved to table this item until the next meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 5:03 p. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 5:17 p. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.


Chairman Caruthers returned to item seven for Mr. Frank Darabi, of Darabi and Associates to give the second quarterly report for Suwannee American Cement Company.  Mr. Darabi reported on the air quality reports and the relocation of an air quality monitor.  Mr. Darabi reported there were no issues with air quality samples to warrant any concern.

GENERAL BUSINESS

The eleventh item was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 36, Emergency Agenda Items.  There were three items to be considered for addition to the agenda.
A. A request by John G. Wooley, County Coordinator to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adopting ordinances regarding court filing fees and surcharges.

B. A request by T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director for Approval of an Agreement Amendment No. 1 with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Petroleum Cleanup Participation Program, to extend the term of the agreement.

C. A request by Commissioner Udell to discuss appropriate action regarding the site purchased in the Wellborn area for the future State Prison. (later withdrawn)
Commissioner Poole moved to add the three items A. B. and C. to the agenda. Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twelfth item was to consider approval of minutes of meetings held on May 18 and June 1, 2004.  Commissioner Udell questioned the last paragraph on page 7 regarding recreational impact fees and what was necessary to impose and collect such fees.  Commissioner Udell was of the belief that Mr. Wooley did not state what is reflected in the minutes.  He requested the minutes be checked for accuracy of Mr. Wooley’s statement.  Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the minutes with review of Commissioner Udell’s concern and correction if needed.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously. [Upon checking Deputy Clerk Tyson found that the minutes are substantially correct as written, indicating the Board needed to adopt and implement the recreation impact fees by ordinance. Some minor grammatical changes were made for clarification.]
The thirteenth item was for Public Concerns and Comments, limited to five minutes.

Mr. George Fuller addressed the Board regarding Land Development Regulations and the proposal for the Savannah’s Walk Subdivision to provide a substandard road into the subdivision.  He also commented on the response of the fire department to a call he made and the fact the fire department was cancelled by a deputy sheriff who did not think the fire department needed to respond even though there was smoke coming from a wooded area.  He thought the fire department should determine if there was a need for service when called, not a deputy who had not really investigated the source of the smoke.

The fourteenth item was for a Representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present report.  Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court addressed the Board and advised the audit of the County’s books for fiscal year 2003 had been completed by Powell and Jones, CPA.  He advised progress was being made on the forthcoming budget for fiscal year 2004-2005.
Commissioner Poole asked if the County was in a deficit spending position at this point of the current fiscal year.  Clerk Dasher advised that the County was currently in a positive budget position of about $169,000.  
Commissioner Udell asked Clerk Dasher how many positions were allotted to Suwannee County for Executive Management in the State Retirement System.  Clerk Dasher advised there were 13 positions currently allotted by the State based on the total number of County employees.  Commissioner Udell asked how many were allotted to the Board and the Board’s Departments.  Clerk Dasher advised the Board had five positions.  Commissioner Udell asked who had the other eight.  Clerk Dasher advised the Clerk’s Office had eight positions.  Commissioner Udell asked how the Clerk’s Office came to have eight positions.  Clerk Dasher advised that when the Executive Management Retirement positions were created and allotted by the State several years ago almost no one applied for the positions.  The Clerk’s Office had eight positions that qualified. The Clerk’s Office applied for the allotment of the positions and they were granted by the State.

Commissioner Maxwell asked if any other Departments or Offices had similar positions granted to them.  Clerk Dasher advised they did not as all available allotments for the positions were in use until such time as employee numbers increase and the State grants more position allotments in the retirement system. 

Item Fifteen was for Staff Reports.
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, addressed the Board.  He expressed his thanks to the Clerk’s Office for their assistance with the computer and technical support provided to the County Administrative Offices.  He advised that Congressman Allen Boyd was working on rural health issues and regional financial assistance that would hopefully benefit Suwannee County.
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised he had requested two County Jail Inmates per day to provide labor assistance to his department.  He advised there is a need in the forthcoming budget to increase labor rates for services provided to other departments for vehicle services.  He estimated a 15% increase would be necessary.  He went on to state that the County must be careful not to be subsidizing other departments costs as the services the Public Works Garage provides comes from gas tax funding unless reimbursed fully by the other departments.
Commissioner Udell stated he would like to have a salary review made for all employees.  Commissioner Poole agreed and stated he would like to see background information for everyone included in the survey.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries was not present but had provided a written report.
Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated he had nothing to report.
The Sixteenth Item was for a request of approval of an additional 30-day extension of Leave Without Pay for Sheila Fox, Live Oak Library Youth Department Staff Member, due to a major medical condition.  Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 5:54 p. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a meal break.

At 7:00 p. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

Chairman Caruthers entertained a request from Peggy Melanson as a team mother of the Suwannee County nine year old boys base ball league Allstars.  She requested she was seeking funding to assist with expenses for travel and lodging to the State Tournament in Altamonte Springs, Florida.  Board members agreed to make personal donations to assist the team.
At 7:10 p. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.
At 7:26 p. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and skipped to agenda item eighteen.

Agenda Item Seventeen was to discuss, with possible Board action, Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners Meetings and Procedures presented by Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.  This item was skipped at 7:26 p. m. and heard later at 7:50 p. m.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS (Continued)

Item  eighteen was to at 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider approval of Special Permit Request No. SP-04-06-01, an application by Alan Stefanik to construct an additional poultry house on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Barbara Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, substituting for Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director presented the request to the Board.   Ms. Brown was sworn under oath by County Attorney Airth.   Ms. Brown gave her report and advised the requested chicken house site was located in  Section 17, Township 03 South, Range 14 East.  She advised this is a request for an additional chicken house and would make a total of four chicken houses on the property. 
Chairman Caruthers opened the floor for public comment.  No one came forward.

Chairman Caruthers asked the applicant, Mr. Stefanik, if he wished to address the Board.   Mr. Stefanik was sworn by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Stefanik advised he merely wished to add another chicken house to have a total of four.  Commissioner Udell asked if there were any immediate neighbors that would be impacted.  Mr. Stefanik advised the only immediate neighbor was the prior owner of the property and he had no problems with adding another house.  Commissioner Udell asked how much road traffic would increase.   Mr. Stefanik advised it would increase a little but as he had other operational changes he planned to make, the traffic would be insignificant.  

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the request for SP-04-06-01 for Mr. Stefanik’s chicken house.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item Nineteen was to at 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider abandoning property located adjacent to U. S. 129 north of Live Oak.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, presented the issue to the Board.  He advised this was to abandon and transfer ownership of a small piece of real property that had been the Florida Department of Transportation’s (FDOT) right of way that was abandoned by FDOT and given to the County.  As the County did not need the property as right of way the County had verbally agreed to deed the property to DDJ, Inc. in exchange for their donating right of way for the new 77th Terrace bypass route.  This action would be final authorization to proceed with the agreement.
Chairman Caruthers opened the floor for public comment.  No one came forward.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve abandoning the right of way.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item twenty was to at 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider request for reduction of fee from $30 to $20 for use of Coliseum for basketball for two hours (5:00 P. M. – 7:00 P. M.) each Sunday.  Mr. Ernesto Mendoza addressed the Board.  Mr. Mendoza advised his group has been using the facility for over a year and always leaves it in as good or better condition than when they arrive. He advised participation in playing basket ball is open to any interested persons.  He stated the cost is some what prohibitive as it is usually shouldered by two individuals.  He asked for a small reduction in the fee from $30 weekly to $20 weekly.  After discussion and questions by the Board, it was determined that County staff must be paid overtime to open and close the facility each day and the current fee of $30 was just barely a break even fee.  County Attorney Airth advised the County’s fee should be consistent for everyone, and one exception usually leads to another.  The consensus of the Board was the fee should remain as is.  No action was taken.
At 7:50 p. m. Chairman Caruthers returned to agenda Item No. Seventeen which had previously been skipped to attend to time specific items.  

Agenda Item Seventeen was to discuss, with possible Board action, Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners Meetings and Procedures presented by Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.  Mr. Airth advised that after some issues involving the adopted procedures of the Board, which is Roberts Rules of Order, he had researched procedures of other county commissions.  He thought the suggested procedures may make the proper conduct of Board meetings easier to determine when there was conflict or questions regarding rules of procedure.  
Commissioner Maxwell advised he is aware that procedures similar to those suggested work well for other boards.  He supported new procedures.

Commissioner Udell asked if the Chairman has the authority to remove another Commissioner’s items from the agenda.

Discussion ensued on that authority and the need for the regular agenda review meeting the week prior to the Board meeting.  Chairman Caruthers noted that most always an item requested by a Commissioner does go on the agenda.  It was pointed out that some times an item may not be ready to be on the agenda or support documentation is lacking to properly consider an item and the Chairman should be able to set the agenda.  There was support from Commissioners and Staff to continue with agenda review meetings.  It was noted that if a Commissioner had an item removed from the agenda by the Chairman, the item could always be proposed to be on the additional agenda whereupon the Board would decide if it needed to be placed back on the agenda.
Commissioner Udell had a problem with the provision of allowing the Chairman to make a second to a motion.  It was noted the Chairman can already pass the gavel and make a second.   Commissioner Udell stated he just did not like the idea of the Chairman making seconds.  He suggested sections be rewritten for future consideration.  The consensus of the Board was for Mr. Airth to address the issues raised and the Board could revisit the proposed procedures at a future date.  No official action taken.
GENERAL BUSINESS (Continued)

Item twenty one was to determine a List of Transportation Priority Projects for Fiscal Years 2005-06 through 2009-10 for submittal to the Florida Department of Transportation by July 1, 2004.   T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, referred the Board to the provided list.  Lengthy discussion ensued regarding adding to and prioritizing the list.  It was noted that the long requested and once approved Library Turn Lane was not on the list and should be again added to the list as it will certainly be needed with the new school construction next door.  Commissioner Poole moved and Commissioner Maxwell seconded to submit the list as discussed:
1) Bypass Road from CR49 to U.S. 129.

2) Widen and resurface Nobles Ferry Road
3) Library turn lane
4) Traffic light at U.S. 129 and U.S. 27 in Branford
5) Turn lane on U.S. 27 at Dollar General in Branford
6) South Walker Ave.
7) Silas Drive extension
The motion to submit the list as stated carried unanimously.

At 8:43 p. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break

At 8:58 p. m. the Chairman reconvened the meeting and skipped to item thirty two.

Item thirty two was to discuss, with possible Board action, appointment of the following individuals to the Volunteer Fire Board:  Walt Sage – Ranchettes VFD; Ronald Cook – McAlpin VFD; Cleatos McCook – Falmouth VFD; Jim O’Neill – West Suwannee VFD; Paul Gamble – Luraville VFD; and Bill Walters – Wellborn VFD.  Commissioner Randy Hatch was to present the item but was not present.  Chairman Caruthers asked if the Board wished to address the issue or wait until Commissioner Hatch could be present.  There was some discussion of having only five members on the Volunteer Fire Board.  Commissioner Udell moved to table the issue until the next meeting when Commissioner Hatch might be present. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion to table carried unanimously.

Chairman Caruthers then at 9:12 p. m. skipped to agenda item thirty five.
Item thirty five was to consider adoption of a resolution supporting the endeavors of the Florida Fish & Wildlife Conservation Commission to find fair and reasonable solutions to the conflict between individuals who hunt with dogs and private property owners inasmuch as it does not contribute to the abolishment of dog hunting rights in Suwannee County.  Chairman Caruthers read the proposed resolution.  After much debate Commissioner Poole moved to approve the resolution.  Commissioner Caruthers passed the gavel and seconded the motion.  The vote was two to two and therefore the motion failed.  Vice Chairman Maxwell returned the gavel to Chairman Caruthers.
Chairman Caruthers then returned to agenda item twenty two.

Item twenty two was to prioritize in numerical order the list of Transportation Enhancement Projects for submittal to the Florida Department of Transportation by July 1, 2004.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, referred the Board to the list provided.  The projects previously submitted were discussed. There was some confusion regarding DOT terminology as it related to the status of the prior projects.  Commissioner Poole moved to submit the list as was.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Item twenty three was to select two new road projects that will qualify for funding under the Small County Road Assistance Program for submission to Florida Department of Transportation by July 1, 2004.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised he had received an extension of the deadline to allow Commissioner Hatch to participate if the Board chose to table the issue.   Commissioner Udell moved and Commissioner Poole seconded to table the issue until the next meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.
Item twenty four was for discussion, with possible Board action, of possible road projects that would comply with criteria for Small County Outreach Program.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he had received an extension of the deadline to allow Commissioner Hatch to participate if the Board chose to table the issue.   Commissioner Udell moved and Commissioner Poole seconded to table the issue until the next meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.

Item twenty five was to award contract to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for C. R. 136 West resurfacing project. T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, requested the item be withdrawn to allow the County and contractor more time and reconsidered at the July 6, 2004 meeting.  The Chairman withdrew the item.
Item twenty six was to consider approval to advertise for bids for repair of fuel farm at airport.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, addressed the Board and explained the need to make the repairs and requested permission to advertise for bids.  Commissioner Udell moved to approve. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item twenty seven was to consider approval of Joint Participation Agreement with Florida Department of Transportation for purchase and installation of new Automated Weather Observation System at Airport, and adoption of enabling resolution.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised this was previously discussed with the Board and formal action is requested.  Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Item twenty eight was to consider approval of Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement Number 1 with Florida Department of Transportation for design and construction of T-hangars at Airport, and adoption of enabling resolution.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained this was previously discussed with the Board and action is required on the formal agreement.  Commissioner Poole moved to approve the agreement supplement No. 1 with DOT for T-Hanger construction.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item twenty nine was to consider adoption of resolution adopting the North Central Florida Economic Development District Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy 2003-2004 Annual Report as prepared by the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the annual report is required and prepared by the Regional Planning Council.  Commissioner Poole moved to approve the Resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item thirty was a request waiver of bid process and approval to order an EMS unit from Frazer Ambulance, Inc., sole source provider.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained the self contained nature of the boxes now being used on the County ambulances and that only Frazer could supply them.  Commissioner Poole moved to proceed with the purchase.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  Mr. Wooley explained some of the advantages of the Frazer Box and cost savings in moving the box to another vehicle chassis.  motion carried unanimously.
Item thirty one was for approval and execution of a petition to the City of Live Oak for annexation of Sheriff’s Criminal Division property.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the petition is part of the legal formality required to have the property annexed into the City.  Commissioner Poole moved for approval.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Item thirty two was to discuss, with possible Board action, appointment of the following individuals to the Volunteer Fire Board:  Walt Sage – Ranchettes VFD; Ronald Cook – McAlpin VFD; Cleatos McCook – Falmouth VFD; Jim O’Neill – West Suwannee VFD; Paul Gamble – Luraville VFD; and Bill Walters – Wellborn VFD.  (Commissioner Randy Hatch) This item was heard earlier after item No. 21, at 9:00 p. m.
Item thirty three was for approval to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider closing 132nd Street off C. R. 349 and waiver of fees for road closing where the  County is applicant.   Commissioner Jerry L. Poole presented the issue and referred to the maps provided.  He advised this is a small section of dirt road that requires grader maintenance and effects only one land owner.  The owner would rather have the road closed as a public road.  After some discussion about an advertisement date, Commissioner Udell moved to advertise at the earliest possible time.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item thirty four was for approval to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider closing 66th Circle off 68th Street and waiver of fees for road closing where the County is applicant.  Chairman Jesse Caruthers presented the issue.  He advised two property owners are involved and neither object to the closing.  He advised the road is a nuisance dump area that frequently requires the County to clean up.  Commissioner Poole moved to advertise for a public hearing.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Item thirty five was to consider adoption of a resolution supporting the endeavors of the Florida Fish & Wildlife Conservation Commission to find fair and reasonable solutions to the conflict between individuals who hunt with dogs and private property owners inasmuch as it does not contribute to the abolishment of dog hunting rights in Suwannee County. This item was heard earlier after item No. 21, and 35, at 9:12 p. m.

Item thirty six was to entertain the Emergency Agenda Items.

A.) Permission to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adopting ordinances regarding court filing fee surcharges.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained that with the implementation of revisions of  Article V of the Constitution regarding changes in court funding, many prior ordinances were repealed.  The requested ordinances are necessary to reinstate some of the fees and surcharges.  Legal council is working on the ordinances.  Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request to advertise.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B.) Approval of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Petroleum Cleanup Participation Program Agreement Amendment No. 1 to extend the term of the agreement.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, explained that due to several circumstances the project has fallen behind schedule and DEP requests the agreement amendment extending the time frame for the project.  Commissioner Udell moved for approval of the agreement amendment.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Item thirty seven was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.  Chairman Caruthers solicited any comments.
Commissioner Poole addressed logging trucks and other heavy commercial trucks

entering onto County roads where there is not an intersecting road or driveway or maybe an insufficient driveway and damaging the shoulders of the County’s roads.  He questioned if the County could require such commercial entities to install a temporary driveway to alleviate the road damage. 

After some discussion, Mr. Sikes was tasked to research the issue.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Caruthers adjourned the meeting at 10:31 p.m.
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
