Agenda Item No.2 was to consider the vacant District III position on Planning & Zoning Board in compliance with Land Development Regulations.  Appointment will be made at July 20, 2004 Board meeting.

Agenda Item No. 3 was for Appointment of Cheryl Mae Brinson to serve on Library Materials Review Board replacing Mary Frances Cone.

Agenda Item No. 4 was for Reappointment of Dale Allen to Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Board.

Agenda Item No. 5 was for Appointment of Raymond Mickel to Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Board replacing Bill Brewer who has resigned.

Agenda Item No. 6 was for Approval of payment, upon receipt of funds, of Invoice No. 0002987-IN in the amount of $13,873.00 to Wilson Doors, Inc. for door for new T-hangar at Airport.  

Agenda Item No. 7 was for Approval of payment, upon receipt of funds, of Invoice No. 3084 in the amount of $84,672.00 to OSI, Inc. for steel building (new T-hangar).   

Agenda Item No. 8 was for Approval of payment of invoice dated June 12, 2004 in the amount of $26,223.44 to S. R. Davis Trucking for C. R. 136 West, Department of Transportation Grant Project.

Agenda Item No. 9 was for Approval of payment of invoice dated June 25, 2004 in the amount of $3,420.23 to S. R. Davis Trucking for C. R. 136 West, Department of Transportation Grant Project.

Agenda Item No. 10 was for Approval of a Subordination Agreement for Michael S. Kemp, S. H. I. P. client. (see agreement No. 2004-65)
Agenda Item No. 11 was for Approval of a Satisfaction of Mortgage for Tracy L. Buchanan, a single person, and Marvin E. Buchanan, a married person, and approval of a Release of Lien for Tracy L. Buchanan, S. H. I. P. client. (see agreement No. 2004-66)

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the Consent Agenda Item No. 1 through 11.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 12, was  At 9:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider preliminary plat approval of Deer Lake Estates.  (Tabled at June 15, 2004 Board meeting.) At 9:04 a. m.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director addressed the Board and advised this is planned as a gated lake front community with lake bottom used in the determination of lot sizes to meet specifications.  Much discussion ensued regarding wells and septic tank locations and if appropriate space was available to meet Health Department and Building Department requirements.  Mr. Tim Alcorn, agent for the developer, joined the discussion.  He advised the variances requested in writing would provide for more lots and thought the well and septic issues would be adequate.  Several Commissioners had reservations about the layout of 3 lots, percolation requirements and the possibility that septic systems may become a problem if they must be placed elsewhere on the lots.  They were reluctant to grant the requested variances to maximize the number of lots.  Discussion ensued about alternate types and locations of septic systems.  The Commissioners questioned the plans for streets and the entrance road.  Mr. Alcorn advised the plans were to pave the roads within the subdivision and they would remain private roads.  Mr. Alcorn was questioned about the entrance road to the subdivision which is a paved county road in poor condition and already in need of resurfacing.  He advised there was a possibility the developer would resurface the county entrance road if the County purchased the asphalt. Further discussion ensued regarding road classifications and the definition of a Class “C” road.  No one was certain what the definition was.  The Board indicated since the developer was requesting variances, the developer should be contacted by Mr. Alcorn to determine if they would be willing to resurface the entrance road at their own expense.  

Commissioner Poole at 9:40 a. m. moved to table the issue until later in the meeting to allow Mr. Alcorn to contact the developers-owners.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 13 heard at 9:40 a. m. was At 9:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider preliminary plat approval of Savannah’s Walk Subdivision.  (Tabled at June 15, 2004 Board meeting.)  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director addressed the Board and advised the variances at issue had been requested in writing as required.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the preliminary plat for Savannah’s Walk Subdivision.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 14,  heard at 9:42 a. m. was At 9:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Newburn Pines Subdivision. Mr.  Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director advised the Board the subdivision would have some stem lots and one lot would require a culvert.  He advised the culvert would be installed by the developer after the reconstruction of CR 136 is completed.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the final plat of Newburn Pines Subdivision, subject to the provision of a letter of intent to Mr. Meeks from the developer stating the required culvert will be installed after CR136 construction is completed.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

GENERAL BUSINESS

Agenda Item No. 15 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 32, Emergency Agenda Items.  
Chairman Caruthers advised there was one issue to consider adding to the agenda.  The issue was to consider a Resolution pertaining to supporting the Florida Fish and Wildlife Commission efforts to solve disputes regarding the use of hunting dogs.  Commissioner Maxwell moved to add the item to the agenda.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 9:45 a. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 9:58 a. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

At 9:58 a. m., Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 12,  Mr. Alcorn returned and advised the Board the developer would be willing to resurface the entrance road at their expense with 1.5 inches of new asphalt if the requested variances were granted and the plat approved.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the plat for Deer Lake Estates with the variances and changes discussed providing the developers, at their expense, resurface the county owned entrance road with 1.5 inches of new asphalt.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 16 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  Those wishing to address the Board should come forward to podium and limit comments to five minutes.  Chairman Caruthers skipped this item and moved to item no. 19, a time specific item.
Agenda Item No. 17 was for a Representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present report. (This item was skipped and heard later, following item no. 19 and 20)

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS (Continued)

Agenda Item No. 19 was At 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open proposals for group health insurance and group life insurance for contract period October 1, 2004 – September 30, 2005.  (RFP No. 2004-14.)  This item was heard at 10:00 a. m., following item No. 15. 
Ms. Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director approached the podium and opened the proposals.

The first proposal was from Lon Bryan and Company of Pompano Beach, Florida, for life insurance. Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The second proposal was from High Mark Life Insurance of Tampa, Florida, for life insurance.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The third proposal was from CIGNA Group Insurance, for Life insurance. Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The fourth proposal was from United Health Care of Jacksonville, Florida, for health insurance.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The fifth proposal was from Avmed Health Plans and Wayne Edwards Agency for health insurance. Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The sixth proposal was from Blue Cross and Blue Shield and Parks Johnson Agency.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

The Seventh proposal was from Standard Insurance Company of Tampa, Florida, for life insurance.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.

Commissioner Udell asked if there was a two year period to contest claims on the life insurance policies.  Ms. Mixon advised the Insurance Committee would be reviewing the proposals and they could research the question and advise the Board at the time of their recommendation.
Agenda Item No. 20 heard at 10:26 a. m. was At 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open proposals for automobile, property, general liability and workers’ compensation insurance for contract period October 1, 2004 – September 30, 2005.  (RFP No. 2004-15.)   Ms. Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director opened the proposals.
Chairman Caruthers advised Mr. Larry Martin and Mr. Earl Hurst were present and wished the Board to consider their proposal which they could not timely submit before the advertised deadline.

County Attorney Hal Airth advised that such a late proposal could not lawfully be considered by the Board.  Ms. Mixon then continued with opening the proposals.

The first proposal was from B.W. Helvenston and Sons Insurance Agency of Live Oak, Florida, representing the Florida Municipal Insurance Trust through the Florida League of Cities.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.  The proposal was only for worker’s compensation insurance.
The second proposal was from McGriff-Williams Insurance Agency, of Gainesville, Florida, representing the Preferred Governmental Insurance Trust (P.G.I.T.) and St. Paul Insurance Company.  Ms. Mixon reviewed the proposal for the Board.  The proposal included both automobile, property, general liability insurance proposal, and a proposal for worker’s compensation insurance.
Ms. Mixon advised these two proposals would be reviewed by the bid review committee and the insurance committee and the Board would receive their recommendations.

Commissioner Udell again asked if there was any clause providing a two year period to contest a claim.

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator advised there is a statutory provision for such a contest period, but it may be waived by contract.

Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 16, at 10:34 a. m. for Public Comments. No one came forward to speak.
Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 17, for a Representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present a report.  Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court addressed the Board and advised his staff was busy working on the Fiscal Year 2005 Budget.  Commissioner Hatch asked how the Fiscal Year 2003 Audit was proceeding.  Clerk Dasher advised the Auditor was preparing his report and the outcome was very good.  Commissioner Poole asked how Article V was impacting the County.  Clerk Dasher advised a conversion of the books and computer system took place on June 30, 2004, to address Article V State Court funding requirements that began on July 1, 2004.  He advised all went well.  He further advised that many court related fees and fines have been increased by Article V implementation.  Clerk Dasher advised he would soon be requesting the Board to set the dates of September 7, 2004, for the Tentative Budget Hearing, and September 21, 2004, for the Final Budget Hearing.  Chairman Caruthers asked if there were any plans for budget workshops.  Clerk Dasher advised it was up to the Board to decide if they needed or wanted to have any workshops, as the Clerk as Budget Officer was only responsible to provide the Board with a Tentative and Final Budget.  Chairman Caruthers asked when the budget information would be ready for the Board.  Clerk Dasher responded that the information should be ready by July 15, 2004.  Chairman Hatch advised he did not believe a workshop was necessary as the County Departments and Constitutional Offices were working on their budgets with the Budget Office.  Commissioner Udell advised he thought the whole process should be transparent and public workshops should be held.  Commissioners Maxwell and Caruthers also expressed their desire to have budget workshops.  Chairman Caruthers advised the Board would consider workshop dates on the next Board Agenda.
Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 18, Staff Reports and called on John G. Wooley, County Coordinator.  Mr. Wooley advised the North Florida Regional Planning Council needed to know if Commissioner Hatch would be replacing Commissioner Udell as the appointed Board member to the Regional Planning Council.  Commissioner Hatch had previously expressed an interest in working closely with the Planning Council as a local citizen from District 5 had recently been appointed to the Council and Commissioner Hatch desired to work closely with the citizen appointee and the Council.  Commissioner Udell had no objections to the change.  Chairman Caruthers advised he would handle the change in Board appointments.
Chairman Caruthers called upon T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director.  Mr. Sikes reported on a two year conflict with Industrial Tractor Company who previously provided John Deere Road Graders to the County.  Mr. Sikes advised the conflict involved reimbursement for maintenance cost covered by contractual warranty.  Mr. Sikes advised he had met with Mr. Bob Helms of Industrial Tractor Company and after discussion and clarifications of covered expenses, it was determined the County would be paid approximately $11,638.73.  After discussion by the Board, the consensus was for the County to accept the payment as discussed and conclude the issue.

Chairman Caruthers next called upon John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries.  Mr. Hales referred the board to his report.  He then covered the issues of mandated internet security for libraries, the Florida Electronic Library, and the Gates Foundation Rural Libraries analysis and grants.  

Chairman Caruthers called upon Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.  Mr. Airth advised there was a proposed settlement in the Garbrowsky case, which involved an accident on Interstate 10, wherein the County was named as a defendant.

Chairman Caruthers called upon Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director.  Mr. Scott advised the Recreation Department would be hosting a major softball tournament that would bring about two thousand participants from the southeastern states.  The tournament would begin Wednesday, July 14, 2004.  He stated the tournament would have a major, positive, economic impact on the local business community.  Mr. Scott distributed an information package the Recreation Department had developed and advised the Department had sent out 750 of the packages to recreation departments in several states to secure the tournament for Suwannee County.  He advised the response was very positive and resulted in Suwannee County hosting the tournament.  He advised he had budget concerns for sponsoring such tournaments and was attempting to finance the expense internally.
Mr. Scott advised the refurbishing of Royal Springs by Suwannee River Water Management would begin this date July 6, 2004, and the springs would be closed to the public as of today.

At 11:25 a. m. Chairman Caruthers advised he would skip to Agenda Item No. 28,   to Consider approval of lease of county property to American Legion.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised the Board had previously approved entering into an agreement with the American Legion for lease of County property for the purpose of allowing the Legion to build a meeting hall thereon.  Discussion ensued about a buy back clause should the American Legion vacate the building and property.  Mr. Airth advised the clause was covered in the lease. 

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the lease agreement. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (see agreement No. 2004-69)
Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 21 at 11:30 a. m.  

GENERAL BUSINESS (Continued)

Agenda Item No. 21 was for determination of two new road projects that will qualify for funding under the Small County Road Assistance Program for submission to Florida Department of Transportation.  (Tabled at June 15, 2004 Board meeting.)   T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director addressed the Board and advised this is commonly known as the SCRAP program.  He advised the County is eligible for two roads to be improved under this program.  He suggested that road condition criteria and dollar value of the projects should be used for selection so as to get the most expensive eligible road projects funded through this program to maximize benefit to the County.  Mr. Sikes suggested Allison Road and CR 252 to SR 51 for 8.5 miles. CR 417 for 4.5 miles between U.S. 90 and CR136, and Fort Union Road for 6.5 miles were also discussed.  
After further discussion Commissioner Poole moved to select Allison Road and Fort Union Road for the SCRAP program.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried three to two (3-2) with Commissioners Maxwell and Udell opposed.

Agenda Item No. 22 was for discussion, with possible Board action, of possible road projects that would comply with criteria for Small County Outreach Program (SCOP).  (Tabled at June 15, 2004 Board meeting.)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised this program requires a 25% match by the County but there is a possibility the match may be waived.  Discussion ensued regarding what activities were allowed under the program such as widening or reconstruction.  Commissioner Udell moved to submit CR417 for the SCOP program and request a waiver of the 25% county match.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded.  Commissioner Hatch proposed 3.5 miles of 144th Street, together with 138th Street and 129th, Street would be a candidate for the SCOP program and it is in need of reconstruction. After further discussion Chairman Caruthers called for a vote.  The motion was defeated 3-2 with Commissioners Hatch, Poole, and Chairman Caruthers opposed.  Commissioner Hatch moved to submit for the SCOP program, the 144th Street route with the 25% match being made from District 5 and District 3 shares of gas tax revenues.  Commissioner Poole seconded.  The motion carried 3-2 with Commissioners Udell and Maxwell opposed.

At 11:58 a. m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for lunch

At 1:18 p. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting. 

Agenda Item No. 23 was to Award the contract to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for C. R. 136 West resurfacing project.   T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised the additional alternate paving projects associated with the bid were to be included in this contract approval.  Mr. Sikes advised the contract would be executed and the performance and payment bonds would then be provided.  He further advised the County made a mileage miscalculation in the bid documents and the contract would adjust for this miscalculation with a change order.  He advised the total contract would be for $2,223,913.35.  He advised he would return to the Board with the executed contract and bonds when received and after the County Attorney has reviewed the contract.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the contract for CR136 and related alternates with Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. contingent upon receiving the written executed contract and bond documents. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously. ( agreement still pending)  
Agenda Item No. 24 was for approval of agreement with Florida Department of Corrections for use of inmates from the Mayo Correctional Institution in the Public Works Department.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised this was the usual agreement to provide inmate labor to assist public works.
Commissioner Poole moved for approval of the contract with the Mayo Correctional Institution. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (see agreement No. 2004-68)

Agenda Item No. 25 was for approval of agreement with Department of Community Affairs for a State Homeland Security Grant  for Fiscal Year 2004-05.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator advised the grant is for $66,707.83.  Commissioner Poole motioned to approve the agreement. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (agreement still pending)
Agenda Item No. 26 was Approval of contract with Digital Now for equipment preventive maintenance for plotter in 911 Addressing Office.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator explained the need for the maintenance agreement and it would be very economically beneficial to have the agreement as just one service call, without the agreement, cost the same as the yearly agreement.  
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the contract with Digital Now.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (see agreement 2004-67)

Agenda Item No. 27 was to discuss, with possible Board action, Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners Meetings and Procedures.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney presented the issue and reviewed the proposed procedures.  He advised it is the Board’s prerogative to adopt procedures of its choosing.  He advised other counties use substantially the same procedures as those proposed.  The Board discussed the procedures pro and con.  Commissioner Udell was opposed to the change of procedure.  Commissioner Hatch and Poole were satisfied with maintaining Roberts Rules as was currently the procedures of the Board.  Commissioner Maxwell advised the Board may want to give the matter more review and consider them later as he thought they had merit.
Commissioner Udell moved to not adopt the new procedures as proposed. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried 3-2 not to adopt the new rules of procedure, with Chairman Caruthers and Commissioner Maxwell opposed.
Agenda Item No. 28 was to consider approval of lease of county property to American Legion.  (Hal A. Airth, County Attorney) This item was heard following staff reports at 11:25 a. m.
Agenda Item No. 29 was to discuss, with possible Board action, appointment of the following individuals to the Volunteer Fire Board:  Walt Sage – Ranchettes VFD; Ronald Cook – McAlpin VFD; Cleatos McCook – Falmouth VFD; Jim O’Neill – West Suwannee VFD; Paul Gamble – Luraville VFD; and Bill Walters – Wellborn VFD.  (Tabled at June 15, 2004 Board meeting.)  Commissioner Randy Hatch stated much consideration had gone into the idea of the Volunteer Fire Board (VFB) and he thought it should be instituted by the Board.  Discussion ensued on the makeup of the VFB and how many members should be on the VFB and if they should be appointed by Commission District.  Consensus was that each Commissioner should appoint their choice to the VFB, along with one alternate VFB member.  It was the consensus that their terms should be staggered for continuity of experienced members.  Commissioner Hatch nominated Walt Sage.  Commissioner Maxwell nominated Bill Walters.  Commissioner Poole nominated Paul Gamble. Commissioner Udell nominated Jim O’Neill.  Chairman Caruthers nominated Cleatos McCook and Ronald Cook as the alternate.  
Commissioner Hatch moved to start the terms of the VFB with the appointees from Commission Districts 2 and 4 serving a one year term, and Districts 1, 3, and 5 serving a two year term, with all terms being two year terms after the initial starting terms.  It was determined the Alternate Mr. Cook would serve a two year term.  After discussion it was determined the appointments would be effective immediately and the terms yearly cycle to begin with the beginning of the fiscal year on October 1st.  Commissioner Poole seconded.   
After discussion Commissioner Poole moved to amend the motion to name Walt Sage as the interim chairman of the VFB until the VFB could meet and elect a chairman.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

The original motion as amended carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 30 was to discuss, with possible Board action, a plan to obtain the attention of the Department of Corrections concerning the construction of a prison in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Douglas M. Udell stated the property selected and purchased by the County and later dedicated to the State of Florida needs to have a prison built thereon.  He stressed the Department of Corrections (DOC) needs to be pursued to get an answer on their intentions for using the property.  He advised there has been some confusion within the DOC as to the desires of the County.  Commissioner Caruthers advised in his conversations with DOC there is some controversy concerning the perceptions of DOC regarding the desires of Suwannee County to host a prison.   Commissioner Udell stated there are factions in the community who oppose the prison and have the opinion their political clout can prevent a prison from being built.  The consensus was that the Board and Staff would meet with DOC and Legislators to pursue getting the prison facility for Suwannee County.  
Agenda Item No. 31 was to discuss, with possible Board action, changing the policy regarding placing on the consent agenda invoices for payments of projects in excess of $100,000.  Chairman Jesse Caruthers advised County Staff needed clarification on the policy to determine if the value of the project or the value of the invoice payment is to determine what is placed on the agenda for Board approval.  There was a great deal of discussion and explanation.  Commissioner Udell wanted the fiscal issues of the County to be clearly transparent and all payments to be approved by the Board.  Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue for further study until the next meeting.  Commissioner Poole seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 32 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

(A.)  Consider a resolution supporting the Fish and Wildlife Commission to resolve conflicts regarding private property owners and individuals using dogs for hunting.  Chairman Caruthers advised the item was considered previously and met with a two to two vote.  He suggested the Board readdress the issue.  Commissioner Udell advised he had resolved his prior objections and moved to approve the Resolution as written.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 33 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.   

Commissioner Hatch thanked everyone for their support during his recent illness.
Commissioner Maxwell stated he has two road projects coming up that will deplete his gas tax revenues for his district.  He was of the opinion that he could extend his funds if he could request RFPs for engineering services for Dry Prairie Road, and CR136A.  Chairman Caruthers mention River Road was in the same situation and would likely not require much engineering for resurfacing.  Consensus was that the issue for Request for Proposals for those specific roads should be placed on the next agenda.


Commissioner Poole advised he was working on an appreciation dinner or lunch for the 269th National Guard Unit.  
Commissioner Poole moved for adjournment.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Caruthers adjourned the meeting at 2:35 p.m.
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
