Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and Commissioner Hatch led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No.2 was to consider appointment of Commissioner Randy Hatch to serve on North Central Florida Regional Planning Council Board replacing Commissioner Douglas M. Udell.

Agenda Item No. 3 was to consider approval of payment of invoice in the amount of $2,440.00 from Florida Association of Counties for special assessment.

Agenda Item No. 4 was to consider approval of payment of Invoice No. 04-500-05-03 in the amount of $43,200.00 to Darabi and Associates, Inc. for consulting engineering services, for providing construction inspection, and contract management services for Perimeter Road construction. 

Commissioner Poole moved to approve Consent Agenda Items 1. through 4.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of destruction of old Extension Office records.  Ms. Merry Taylor, Extension Director, addressed the Board and advised that the records in question had met their retention period and in fact were duplicated with originals that are retained by the Clerk’s Office.  Ms. Taylor had provided a list of the records and a destruction order request.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the destruction request.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, receive mid-year update of Extension Services Programs.  Ms. Merry Taylor, Extension Director, reviewed her written report with the Board.  Commissioner Hatch commented upon his recent experiences with the Extension Service and how he is amazed at the breadth of the impact of the Extension Service on the entire community
Agenda Item No. 7, was at 4:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of Tax Collector’s Recapitulation of the Tax Roll for 2003.  This item was skipped until 4:56 p.m. as George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector was not present.

Agenda Item No. 8 was At 4:20 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Tall Timbers Subdivision by Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director.  Chairman Caruthers announced this item was withdrawn.

Chairman Caruthers skipped to Agenda Item No. 11 due to advertised times. This item was to consider approval of minutes of meeting held on June 15, 2004. 

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the minutes of June 15, 2004 as written.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Caruthers then skipped to Agenda Item No. 15, for approval of additional 30-day extension of Leave Without Pay for Sheila Fox, Live Oak Library Youth Department Staff Member, as requested by John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the request of the additional 30 day extension of leave without pay for Sheila Fox.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Caruthers then skipped back to Agenda Item No. 10 which was to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item. No. 27, Emergency Agenda Items.  Chairman Caruthers announced there was one additional item to be considered, which was to discuss Land Development Regulations (LDR) requested by Tim Alcorn. 
Commissioner Hatch moved to add the item as Additional Agenda Item No. “A”.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Caruthers then skipped to Agenda Item No. 12, for Public Concerns and Comments, and asked anyone wishing to speak to come forward to podium and limit comments to five minutes.

Mr. Jim Ward addressed the Board and commented about a recent news article wherein Suwannee American Cement LLP (SAC) was supposedly fined $205,000 by DEP for air quality violations.  He noted in Mr. Frank Darabi’s recent report, as their engineering representative making the required quarterly report to the Board, there was no mention of this issue.  He noted the local newspaper had not carried the story and asked how the public was supposed to be informed of these vital issues.  He thought having to read out of town newspapers to learn of such local issues was absurd.
Chairman Caruthers and Commissioner Maxwell agreed.

Chairman Hatch noted that news articles tend to vary widely from SAC being a good environmental neighbor to articles such as this one related to the fines. He noted that supposedly these fines stemmed from the SAC start-up phase and there is supposedly some controversy regarding DEP permitting some allowances for the cement plant to initiate operations so that air quality could in fact be tested.  He stated he would like to learn more about the particulars of the whole issue.

Commissioner Poole commented that he had some questions he would like answered also.

Commissioner Udell commented that everyone wants clean air and wants SAC to adhere to regulations.  He noted however, that the Board is not qualified to evaluate the situation regarding air testing and levels of contaminants and he felt the experts and DEP would correct the situation.

Commissioner Maxwell commented that perhaps the experts can handle the issues but the Board hears nothing but praises from one expert making the quarterly report to the Board.

Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 13 for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present report.  Mr. Dean Papapetrou, Chief Deputy Clerk for Administration, advised Mr. Dasher had nothing to report other than his staff was moving forward with the FY 2005 Budget preparations.

Chairman Caruthers then moved to Agenda Item No. 14,  for Staff Reports
a) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator advised the Board that regarding the recent discussions pertaining to the LDR he sees a need for further meetings with some developers in order to make them aware of forthcoming changes.  He thought this would be later discussed under the Emergency Agenda Item.  He thought further meetings should be scheduled with contractors and others who will be impacted by the Board’s announced stance to strictly follow the LDRs.
b) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised he had nothing at this time.
c) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries reviewed his written report with the Board.  
d) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney advised he had nothing to report.
Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 9 at 4:20 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Tyler’s Trail Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director reported to the Board.  He advised he had received a letter of approval regarding Public Works inspections of the driveway issues.  He advised the subdivision is in general compliance with requirements and recommended approval of the final plat.  
Commissioner Poole advised he was required to abstain from voting on this issue as he had performed work for the developer.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the final plat for Tyler’s Trail Subdivision.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously (4-0) with Commissioner Poole abstaining for stated reasons.

Chairman Caruthers then skipped to  Agenda Item No. 20    GENERAL BUSINESS (Continued)  for  consideration of Approval of contract with Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for C. R. 136 West and alternates (217th Road, 169th Road, 161st Road, 147th Road and 133rd Lane) paving project and approval to issue Notice to Proceed.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, addressed the Board.   He presented the Board with a preliminary contract which he advised he had just received.  He requested the Board in the interest of expediency to approve the contract contingent upon subsequent review and approval by the County Attorney.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Contract and Notice to Proceed with Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for the CR136 West and related alternates contingent upon review and approval by the County Attorney as requested.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See agreement No. 2004-78)
Agenda Item No. 21 was for approval to advertise for bids for the following products:  

a) Oil (Motor & Hydraulic)

b) Anti-freeze

c) Batteries

d) Culverts


e) Cold Mix Asphalt

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director addressed the Board and requested that item “e)” be removed from the request as he wished to procure Cold Mix Asphalt via the State Contract.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve advertising the bids as requested.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 22 was to consider approval of a proposal with Government Services Group, Inc. and Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, P. A. to prepare proposed ordinances concerning special assessments for fire and solid waste services.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the Board that if the proposal was acceptable, formal contracts for services would be forthcoming.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the proposal as requested.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 23 was to consider approval of a proposal with Government Services Group, Inc. and Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, P. A. pertaining to Municipal Service Benefit Units for roads.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised this was similar to the prior item excepting it concerned the issue of services for the road improvement MSBU.


Commissioner Hatch moved for approval as requested. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 24  was to consider approval to advertise for requests for proposals for engineering services for resurfacing of 112th Street (Dry Prairie Road), C. R. 136-A, and River Road.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, addressed the Board and advised these roads are in Commissioners Maxwell’s and Caruthers’ districts.

Commissioner Hatch asked if the approach of a design build firm had been considered.


T. Jerry Sikes addressed the Board and advised that these particular road projects need very little in the way of engineering services and the County could address the projects without the usual costly engineering services.  He advised they are separate projects and individual proposals should be sought on each.


Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising for the requested proposals for engineering services.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Caruthers at 4:56 p.m. returned to Agenda Item No. 7, At 4:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of Tax Collector’s Recapitulation of the Tax Roll for 2003.  This item had been earlier skipped as George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector was not present.   Mr. Burnham addressed the Board and advised the purpose of the recapitulation was an annual requirement to make any necessary adjustments in the tax roll for a variety of reasons such as indigents, errors or omissions or other factors that make impact after the roll is prepared.
Commissioner Hatch questioned an adjustment decrease in the value of property for Suwannnee American Cement.

Mr. Burnham advised this was due to the Board granting tax abatement on the office building for Suwannee American Cement.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the recapitulation of the Tax Roll for 2003.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:00 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break

At 5:16 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 25 was to consider a request for declaration of the following real property as surplus.  

1.05 Acres in Section 06, Township 01 South, Range 13 East (04575-000000)

A Lot 260 Ft. N & S by 210 Ft. E & W in NE Cor. of NW 1/4 of SW ¼

Des. in ORB 16 P 32  Boat Ramp


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the property was located on the rivers and had previously been removed from the surplus property list.  He explained the procedure for surplusing property and the methods of receiving bids.  He advised there were issues involving road access, deed restrictions, and easements.

Commissioner Udell asked if there was any use the County may have for this property.  Discussion ensued about keeping property on the river and if it may at some time be useable for a boat ramp etc.  Discussion ensued on the methods of disposing of the property.  County Attorney Airth advised the property must be auctioned if it is buildable.  No action was taken by the Board.

Agenda Item No. 26 was to consider closing county departments on Thursday & Friday, December 23 & 24, 2004 for Christmas holidays, which are the same dates that constitutional offices will be closed.   John G. Wooley, County Coordinator advised this is to synchronize the holiday closing with other County Offices.  Discussion ensued and the issue was clarified that the wording in the Board’s policy needed adjustment to have all offices closed on the same days and no extra day off was to be provided.  It was determined Mr. Wooley would in the future coordinate with the committee of Constitutional Offices that select such holiday schedules for themselves.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the holiday closing as requested.  Commissioner Poole seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 27  was for Emergency Agenda Items. There was one item to consider.
A) Discussion of Land Development Regulations (LDR).  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator addressed the Board and the issues discussed at a prior meeting regarding adhering to the existing LDR until amended.  
Commissioner Udell stated the issue had been discussed at a prior meeting and if the need was for Board action he motioned that the Land Development Regulations be enforced by the County Coordinator as the Land Use Administrator.  Commissioner Hatch seconded for the sake of discussion.  Commissioner Hatch noted the Board should enforce their own rules as much as those rules need amending.  He hoped the LDR amendment process would move forward with haste and he planned to have input into those revisions.


Chairman Caruthers stated the rules need to be followed and the Board needs to support enforcement with an official action.

Mr. Wooley advised he is aware of problems that will be caused for developers and the County is not here to penalize developers and builders and the County is willing to work with them, but within the LDR.


Mr. Tim Alcorn addressed the Board and discussed a pending project on which he was about to submit a preliminary plat.  Now the developer is going to be required to do a lot more road improvement.  The client may as well go ahead and pave his roads and make five acre lots instead of ten acre lots however, there is one catch. With the requirements enforced, the client will be forced to improve 3 miles of existing connecting County Road with pavement that benefits a couple of other people.  He thought this is an unreasonable requirement.


Discussion ensued on the connecting County Road issue.  
Commissioner Maxwell asked if the Board can ignore the LDR.  Mr. Wooley advised he would need a written directive from the Board to do so.

Discussion ensued on the monetary cost of such developments and the apparent unfairness of the requirements.

Mr. Wooley pointed out that the suppression of rural sprawl away from existing infrastructure was the point of the LDR requirement.  It is to encourage development adjacent to paved roads where services can be delivered.

Commissioner Hatch stated he may be willing to sign off on a letter permitting these developments without paving the connector County Road.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Airth if Board members could incur liabilities by waiving LDR requirements in writing for the Land Use Administrator.

Mr. Airth advised there could be some liability attached.

Chairman Caruthers advised there is a motion and second on the table and the Board needs to recess for dinner. The Board cannot recess with a motion and second pending.  He asked what the Board wished to do.
Commissioner Udell requested one question of Mr. Wooley regarding the process to change the LDR.  Mr. Wooley explained the process involving the Planning and Zoning Board and the County Commission.  He estimated a three month time frame.

Revisiting this issue after the dinner break was discussed.

Commissioners Hatch and Udell withdrew their second and motion.

At 6:05 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed to reconvene at 7:00 for scheduled items.
At 7:09 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting. (note started without clerk and recordings)

Chairman Caruthers moved to TIME SPECIFIC ITMES scheduled for 7:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as can be heard.

Agenda Item No. 16 Approval of budget amendment from General Revenue Contingency to Renovation Construction for McAlpin EMS Station in the amount of $30,189.00 requested by  Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of Circuit Court. Brief discussion ensued.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Budget Amendment Resolution as requested. Commissioner Poole seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. (see Resolution No. 2004-41)

Agenda Item No. 17 was to At 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider approval of Special Permit Request No. SP-04-07-01 for an essential service 300 feet guyed-wire telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1. Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director gave his report on the application.  The Board had some questions regarding the site location and neighboring property and structures.  It was noted the photocopy of the site plan provided was a very poor copy and was unreadable.  Mr. Meeks stated his copy was not very good either.  The Board had a problem with the absence of information provided and questioned if they had enough information to make a decision.
Mr. Michael Sandifer of Alltel was sworn by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Sandifer Addressed the Board.  He advised he was not the designer of the tower and apologized for the confusion.  He stated Altel would make space available for County emergency services.  He advised he could get information for a latter meeting.

Chairman Caruthers advised Mr. Sandifer the obligation of the Board was to hear the application and vote upon it tonight unless the application is withdrawn.  The process of proceeding and having the application denied was explained to Mr. Sandifer.


Commissioner Hatch clarified that if there is a vote to deny the application, the applicant must wait a year to reapply.  


Mr. Sandifer continued with his presentation and answered questions about the selection of the proposed site.


Commissioner Hatch advised this Board does not allow such a use to encumber any neighboring property from full use of their own property.


Commissioner Udell questioned Mr. Sandifer on the selection of this site and if any other site in the area could be just as useful.


Chairman Caruthers opened the floor to public comments.


Mr. Jimmy Hingson was sworn by Mr. Airth.  He advised he is a neighbor and the site is 416 feet to the property line.  


Ms. Adel Ross was sworn and advised the family has owned the property since 1939.  She advised her granddaughter now owns the property in question.  Ms. Ross opposes the tower.  

Ms. Jane Hingson advised the guide wires to the tower will be at the property line and she opposes the tower.

Mr. Joe Boyle advised he owns adjacent property and it is within 500 feet of the tower.  

Mr. Sandifer questioned what the Board was suggesting or requiring as a setback, the distance to the neighboring structures, or to property lines.  He stated that he could have the site plan reworked and try to comply with the Board’s direction.


Mr. Sandifer then withdrew the application.


At 7:50 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break


At 8:04 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 18 At 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider closing a portion of 62nd Circle.  (Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director)  Chairman Caruthers advised that due to additional information being needed, this item was being withdrawn.

Agenda Item No. 19 At 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider closing 132nd Street.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director gave his report to the Board.  He advised it is near SR51 and CR349.  He advised it is a dead end road and is not used for ingress or egress for anyone.  It will not affect neighboring property owners as they have other access.  
Chairman Caruthers opened the floor to public comments. There were none.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the closing of one half mile section of 132nd Street off CR349.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

At 8:08 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Emergency Agenda Item 27, A) the discussion of the LDR.
Mr. Tim Alcorn presented the Board with an excerpt from the LDR and suggested if the Board is going to follow the LDR then it should also follow the cited regulations in Section 14.3 regarding building permits that also have not been followed.

Commissioner Poole stated that the Board is not trying to nit-pick the developers and builders or stifle growth.

Commissioner Udell asked what the point of the handout really is and why Mr. Alcorn selected this particular section of the LDR.
Mr. Alcorn stated it is just one of many that came to mind that also need enforcement.

Commissioner Hatch explained that even though major review and amendment is needed to the LDR, and even though the Board has failed to follow the LDR in the past, the Board needs to follow the regulations regardless of past mistakes.  He also intends to improve the LDR, but there is no point in belaboring the issue as there is a process and it needs to be followed.  The Board solicits the input of involved parties and plans to have the problems addressed.
Mr. Alcorn returned to his prior issue regarding persons who have purchased property to develop with the anticipation the LDR process would be as it has been.  He asked about the paving requirement to connect to paved access roads.
The Board questioned if there had been any application for a plat.  Mr. Alcorn advised not yet, but about ready to do so.

Commissioner Hatch advised the Board took a stance last Thursday, and asked the Planning and Zoning Director if there were any applications for pending plats.  It seemed a good time to draw the line.

Mr. Airth interjected that the LDR has a purpose which is to prevent such urban sprawl distant from existing infrastructure.  Developers have choices to develop or not.  They can develop areas consistent with the LDR as it is written. They can develop 10 acre lots or they can pave as required to develop five acre lots. If the LDR needs revision there is a process to follow.

Mr. Alcorn complained that no one would have even known the Board was considering making changes or was having a meeting unless they read the advertisement in the newspaper.  

Mr. Wooley advised he was more than willing to meet with developers, builders, engineers, who ever may be involved.  He expressed a need to hold workshops with all parties involved and solicit input and suggestions.  He stated however, until this process takes place and the LDR is amended, it needs to be followed and the Board has decided to do so.

Mr. Jimmy Prevatt addressed the Board and stated there have been meetings regarding these issues over a year ago.  He advised he has called Mr. Meeks six or seven times since then to find out when these issues will be addressed in some follow-up meetings.  He advised he got no response.  These issues have been prominent since 1999.  There has been a visioning committee appointed and nothing seems to be happening.  No information can be obtained.  There are numerous interested and affected parties and they are not anonymous, but they got no notice regarding these proceedings.

Commissioner Hatch advised he served on the visioning committees and yes the process stalled.  However, he believes the process is back on track, and they will attempt to keep it on track.  Certainly community input is needed.
Mr. Jim Ward advised there are numerous property owners who gradually divide their properties and avoid the LDR and subdivision regulations.  How is this allowed and will it continue to be allowed.

Mr. George Fuller stated there are problems with road rights of way or the lack thereof, and some properties cannot be subdivided because the County road leading to it does not have the required right of way.  The Board required right of way prevents or inhibits development due to the requirement.  Who is to obtain right of way for deficient county roads, the County or developers.
Discussion ensued about right of way and road paving requirements for development.    

Mr. Alcorn advised he just wanted to emphasize that there are many issues besides subdivisions.  He asked the Board not to loose focus on addressing the entire LDR.

The Chairman advised Mr. Alcorn the Board is aware of this fact and discussed many other issues other than subdivisions.


Commissioner Hatch echoed the Board’s awareness of numerous issues in addition to subdivisions.


The other Board members also acknowledged there are numerous issues involved in the LDR.


Future workshops were discussed.


Mr. Wooley again emphasized his duty to administer the LDR, advise the Board on needed changes, and work with the citizens and businesses involved.  However, there are procedures to follow.  The point of these discussions is to again revisit an issue that has stalled and get it moving forward again.  The Board can always overrule the Land Use Administrator or grant exemptions.  He agreee with issues brought up by Mr. Prevatt, Mr. Alcorn, and Mr. Poole, and is willing to work toward resolving problems.  The bottom line is there needs to be changes and the Board has decided to institute those needed changes.

Mr. Wooley pointed out the Planning and Zoning Board has four new members who are a part of this process.  They need educating in these issues to get up to speed and help address them.

Agenda Item No. 28 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.
