On Thursday August 12, 2004, at 2:00 p.m. the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held an Emergency Meeting at the County Offices, 224 Pine Avenue to consider declaring a Local State of Emergency due to weather conditions from Tropical Storm Bonnie and Hurricane Charley.  Present were Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Randy Hatch, Commissioner Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Douglas Udell, and Commissioner Jerry Poole was in attendance via telephone.  Also present were Deputy Clerks Michael Tyson, Dean Papapetrou, and County Attorney Hal Airth.

Chairman Caruthers called upon John G. Wooley, County Coordinator/Emergency Management Director.

Mr. Wooley advised that due to rains from Tropical Storm Bonnie and the impending arrival of Hurricane Charley, the Board should consider declaration of a local state of emergency.  He advised shelters would soon need to be opened for local residents who reside in flood prone areas and/or mobile homes.  He advised the local schools are designated shelters, but the School Board wished to remain open for school sessions as long as possible.  He advised the weather events would become critical over the weekend. Mr. Wooley advised the local state of emergency would be necessary to receive State and Federal assistance.
After discussion of the impending events, Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt a Resolution declaring a Local State of Emergency due to Tropical Storm Bonnie and Hurricane Charley.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (see Resolution No.2004-42)
With no further business to discuss, Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the Emergency Meeting.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion to adjourn carried unanimously at 2:11 p.m.
