The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session that was originally scheduled for Tuesday, September 7, 2004, but cancelled due to weather conditions, and the following were present: Chairman Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; and Michael Tyson and Dean Papapetrou Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and Commissioner Poole led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No.2 was to consider Adoption of a proclamation celebrating September 9 & 10, 2004 as “The Grand Inaugural of the 11th President of the University of Florida.”


Agenda Item No. 3. was to consider Reappointment of Linda Young from Commission District IV to the Zoning Board of Adjustment and Planning & Zoning Board.


Agenda Item No. 4 was to consider Reappointment of B. Ralph Bell, Fletcher Mills, and Larry Schattle, Jr. to the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.


Agenda Item No. 5 was to consider Reappointment of Mike DeBono and Lawrence A. Schattle, Jr. to the Construction Industry Licensing Board.


Agenda Item No. 6 was to consider Reappointment of Delores Chotiner and James Crapps to the Suwannee County Historical Commission.


Agenda Item No. 7, was to consider Approval of payment of Invoice No. 313373 in the amount of $10,200.00 to Earth Tech Consulting, Inc. for professional engineering services rendered for the period of August 3, 2004 through August 27, 2004 for installation of Automated Weather Observation System (AWOS III T) at the Airport.  


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the consent Agenda Item No. 1 through No. 7, without discussion.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 8, was to At 9:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hear an appeal contesting the Planning & Zoning Director’s interpretation of classification of a mobile home/trailer from Donnie & Julia Daniel, Loi Tran and Louis Berry. Mr. Louis Berry addressed the Board and advised he had bought a mobile home for his grandson to live in while attending college.  He stated the Zoning Director and Code Enforcement have classified it as a Travel Trailer and refused to permit the use.  He stated the title to it states it is a Mobile Home.  He asked the Board to overrule the Zoning Directors determination and allow it to be permitted as a Mobile Home.
Mr. Ronald Meeks Planning & Zoning Director and Ms. Barbara Brown, Code Enforcement Officer, advised the Board regarding statutes and the classification and title history.  It appears the Tax Collector changed the designation on the title to that of Mobile Home.  Ms. Brown advised she also had a case with the previous owners of the same unit and it was not permitted as a mobile home for them either.  Ms. Brown detailed some possible option to make the unit compliant through the Building Official, but noted the process would likely require a complete reconstruction of the unit and would be quite costly.  She advised the Tax Collector’s designation on the title does not make it a Mobile Home as other statutes are controlling.
Discussion ensued amongst the Board and the witnesses regarding the history and the change of classification on the title by the Tax Collector.

Mr. Wooley advised the unit is actually a Park Model, which is not considered a Mobile Home.  He acknowledged there may be other similar Park Models being used as Mobile Homes but that does not make it proper.  He further advised the Zoning Board of Adjustments is the proper avenue for appeal.
Mr. Airth, County Attorney agreed the entire issue is completely out of order as this is a Zoning Board issue.

Commissioner Maxwell asked the Berry’s if they were advised by any County staff to appeal to the Zoning Board.  They advised no, they were told they could come to the County Commission.  Mr. Maxwell stated he has a problem with that.

Commissioner Hatch suggested to Mr. Meeks that he develop an information pamphlet to provide to individuals explaining their options regarding their due process.  


Discussion continued.

Mr. Airth again reminded the Board the entire issue was out of order, as it is still an issue for the Zoning Board.


The Berry’s thanked the Board for listening.

At 9:50 a.m. Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 18, Emergency Item No. G. which was to consider an extension of the Local State of Emergency.  He called on Mr. John G. Wooley, County Coordinator.  Mr. Wooley explained the obvious need to extend the Local State of Emergency due to Hurricane Francis and the consequential damages and flooding. 

Mr. Wooley addressed representatives of the other entities involved, the School Board, and the City of Live Oak.  He advised everyone is aware that local, state, and federal resources are stretched due to the several recent storms.  He advised the residents of the County need to be informed and educated to this fact.  He advised our local problems are minor compared to other parts of the state.  He added the local utility companies are working hard to restore services but they are faced with a huge burden that will take time.  He encouraged the Board and other officials to spread the word to the citizens of the County regarding the need for patience.

Mr. Wooley added that the rivers are expected to flood before Hurricane Ivan arrives and this will create additional strain on resources due to the need to evacuate low lying areas.


Mr. Wooley complemented the School Board and the City for their respective shelter operations and infrastructure repairs.


Commissioner Hatch commented the area power companies need to have people answering their phones, not computers, to deal with the citizens’ calls and requests for assistance.


Mr. Wooley stated the next rain event can be and likely will be severe.  He noted the City is having problems with their sewer lift stations and this could add to the problem should they fail.


Mr. Robert Farley, City of Live Oak, Public Works Director, addressed the Board.

He advised the City has problems with downed trees and power line and fires.  He noted that power company employees are not allowed to go out in the heavy weather and this prevents first responders from making emergency responses when needed.  He suggested Power companies need to furnish an employee equipped with the basic tools needed to disenergize downed lines, to accompany first responders and get the streets open.  He advised the City has most lift stations operating, but some are in flood zones and may quit with more rain.  This could pose additional health hazards.

Mr. Wooley and Mr. Wyman Harvard, School Board Superintendent advised the Red Cross let the local community down by failing to operate the local evacuation shelters as they are supposed to do. Mr. Harvard stated the School Staff needs to know if they are going to be required to operate the shelters.  He advised it is not that School Staff objects to doing whatever is required, but it would be helpful to be able to plan staffing levels and relief personnel etc. 


Mr. Wooley cautioned everyone not to expect an initial or immediate response from any outside sources in the next event.  He added the emergency response system is currently overtaxed and the help just is not there.


Commissioner Udell noted that he was at some of the shelters and observed they were very well managed without the Red Cross.  He complimented the School Staff.


Mr. Harvard thanked Commissioner Udell for his observation but stated it would be nice to have advance notice so as not to abuse the few School Staff who unknowingly had to work without relief for two days.


Commissioner Hatch again commented on the local power companies and their public relations problems due to refusing to answer their phones or address complaints from their customers.  He advised he may have to continue to answer calls from their customers at his home but as of today he plans to be giving out the home phone numbers of their managers and members of their boards of directors.  He thought they should share in the joy of dealing with their irate customers.

This  Emergency Item was discussed at this time, but Board action on extending the local state of emergency took place at the appropriate time while addressing Emergency Agenda Items under Item No. 41.


At 10:32 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break


At 10:47 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.


Chairman Caruthers returned to TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 9  was at 9:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, presentation of report on meeting of the National Association of County Agriculture Agents.  Cliff Starling, Agriculture/Agronomy Agent and Meredith Taylor Extension Director, addressed the Board.  Ms. Taylor advised the Extension Service has been providing information packages to citizens on health, sanitation and food issues, and answering questions on those issues due to the weather events.  She advised that they would be attending an Association meeting in July of 2005, in Orlando.
Agenda Item No. 10 was to at 9:30 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, discussion of possible alternatives for construction of a new communication tower site along or near 120th Street by Troy D. McVey, Excell Communications, Inc.  Mr. Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, advised Mr. McVey had requested this item be withdrawn due to the change in meeting dates.  Chairman Caruthers withdrew the item from consideration.

Agenda Item No. 11 was to At 9:30 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of Adoption of Agreement (2004) for Suwannee County Board of County Commission Section 125 Premium Only Plan AND Adoption of Certificate of Resolution for Section 125 Premium Only Plan (Plan Year Ending September 30, 2004).  

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the item as requested.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 12 was to at 9:45 A. M. or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida Enrollment Summary AND Employer Applications for Board of County Commissioners/Clerk of Courts, Supervisor of Elections, Sheriff’s Office, Property Appraiser and Tax Collector.  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director advised this was required to enroll in the new insurance.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the item as requested.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 was to at 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for fuel farm repairs at Airport.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2004-17)  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, approached the podium and opened the bids.  She advised the first bid was from Moran of Atlantic Beach, Florida at $20,840.00. She advised the second and only other bid was from Fuel Tech, Inc. of Mims, Florida at $12,100.00.  She advised the Bid Review Committee would review the bids and return at a later date with a finding.

Agenda Item No. 14, was to At 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for galvanized corrugated metal pipe for Public Works Department.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2004-18)  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, opened the bids and advised that due to the variety of sizes, types, and pricing, of various culverts, the bids would need to be later reviewed and compared to determine the most responsive bid.  The first bid was from Metal Culverts Inc., of Jefferson City, Mo.  The second bid was from Southern Culverts of Pinellas Park, FL.   The Third and only other bid was from Gulf Atlantic Culvert of Tallahassee, FL.  Ms. Mixon advised the Bid Review Committee would advise the Board of the most responsive bid at a later date.

Agenda Item No. 15  was to at 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for motor oil and hydraulic oil for Public Works Department.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2004-19)  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, opened the bid.  The only bid was from Jim Hinton Oil Co. of Live Oak, FL.

Agenda Item No. 16 was to at 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for anti-freeze for Public Works Department.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2004-20)  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, opened the bid.  The only bid was from Jim Hinton Oil Co. of Live Oak, FL.

Agenda Item No. 17 was to at 10:00 A. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for batteries for Public Works Department.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2004-21)  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, opened the bids and advised that due to the variety of sizes, types, and pricing, of various batteries, the bids would need to be later reviewed and compared to determine the most responsive bid.  The first bid was from Jim Hinton Oil Co. of Live Oak.  The second bid was from Ray Glass Batteries of Thomasville, GA.  The third bid was from Battery Distributors Southeast, of Jacksonville, FL.  Ms. Mixon advised the Bid Review Committee would advise the Board of the most responsive bid at a later date.

Agenda Item No. 18 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 41, Emergency Agenda Items. The Chairman announced he had received a list of the following items and read them.
A. Approval of Agreement for Transaction Clearing Services with Mercantile Bank.  (Leeta Bronson, Finance Director)

B. Approval of Uniform Collection Agreement with Tax Collector for 112th Road/122nd Terrace/122nd Trail Municipal Services Benefit Unit.  (George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector)

C. Approval of Uniform Collection Agreement with Tax Collector for 133rd Lane Municipal Services Benefit Unit.  (George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector)

D. Approval of Uniform Collection Agreement with Tax Collector for 78th Street/76th Terrace Municipal Services Benefit Unit.  (George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector)

E. Approval to advertise for bids for landfill closure.  (T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director)
F. Discuss, with possible Board action, waiving tipping fee for limb and tree debris carried to landfill by individuals. (Commissioner Randy Hatch)
G. Consider extending Local State of Emergency. (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)
Commissioner Hatch moved to add the listed Emergency Agenda Items to the Agenda to be considered under Agenda Item No. 41.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 19 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  Chairman Caruthers invited the public to come forward to podium and limit comments to five minutes.  There were none.

Agenda Item No. 20 was for a Representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present report. There was no report.

18.   Agenda Item No. 21  was to hear Staff Reports
a) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised he had no report as his issues were elsewhere on the agenda.

b) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised there were many trees down from the storm and his department was waiting on the power companies to disenergize the affected power lines before tree removal could begin in many cases.  He advised there had been some minor road erosions from the rains.  He further advised Leave Time for his staff remained cancelled per policy.

c) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised Christine Hillhouse had been promoted to Youth Services Coordinator.  He advised he had kept the library opened during the storm event as many people were seeking their services.
d) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised he had nothing to report.
e) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, had submitted a written report.
At 11:40 a.m. due to agenda scheduling, Chairman Caruthers skipped to GENERAL BUSINESS (CONTINUED), beginning with Agenda Item No.32 to consider Authorization to purchase a knuckle boom loader truck off state contract for landfill/transfer station.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board of the need for the boom loader truck. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the purchase of the boom loader truck.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 33 was for Authorization to prepare bid specifications to purchase a road grader.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised of the need to purchase a grader.

Commissioner Hatch moved to proceed with preparing specifications for the purchase of a grader.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 34 was for Authorization to prepare bid specifications for the purchase of a vehicle lift for the vehicle maintenance shop.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the need for a vehicle lift was long overdue to maintain vehicles for the County.

Commissioner Poole moved to authorize preparation of bid specifications for the purchase a vehicle lift the vehicle maintenance for shop.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 35 was to consider approval of Application for Request of Acceptance to maintain 152nd Place, Wellborn.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director explained the issue and the policy about accepting roads for County maintenance. There was a brief discussion of the need and benefit of accepting this road.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve acceptance of maintenance of 152nd Place.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 36 was to consider approval of a Joint Participation Agreement with Florida Department of Transportation for Airport Master Drainage Plan at Airport, AND adoption of enabling resolution.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained this item was on a prior agenda but withdrawn because the contract had not been delivered.  He advised this is part of the overall improvements for the airport, and the engineering contract for this project had already been approved contingent upon the receipt and approval of this DOT contract.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the DOT agreement for the Airport Master Drainage Plan.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement 2004-102)
Agenda Item No. 37 was to consider Approval of agreement with North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for Local Government Comprehensive Planning Services for Fiscal Year 2005, in the amount of $18,000.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised this is the usual annual agreement for planning services with the Regional Planning Council.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the agreement with the Regional Planning Council.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.(See Agreement No. 2004-81)
Agenda Item No. 38 was to consider Approval of a draft for an equipment lease agreement between county and volunteer fire departments.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained the document was a revised generic lease agreement to be used with each VFD to cover equipment issues such as insurance, and reassignment of equipment amongst the VFDs.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the form and use of the equipment lease agreement with VFDs.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 39  was to discuss removal of trees on private property located on East Mt. Olive Church Road.  Commissioner Billy C. Maxwell advised the trees are large dead pine trees that are just out of the road right of way on private property.  He advised attempts have been made to contact the owners, but they have failed to respond.  The trees are a threat to the users of the road and it is only a matter of time until they fall on the road.  Mr. Sikes agreed the trees are a threat to road traffic and need to be removed.
County Attorney Airth cautioned the Board about performing activities on private property.  He advised the trees may be a potential threat, but so is every tree near every road.  Discussion ensued, no action was taken.
Agenda Item No. 40 was for the Chairman to appoint three members to serve on the Value Adjustment Board (VAB) for FY 2004.  Chairman Caruthers appointed Commissioners  Udell, Maxwell, and himself to serve on the VAB.

At 12:00 p.m.  Chairman Caruthers recessed for a lunch break.

At 1:35 p. m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

Chairman Caruthers returned to a time specific scheduled Agenda Item No. 22 that was At 1:30 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, presentation of updated drug policy.  Rob Larkin, Labor Attorney with Allen, Norton & Blue addressed the Board and reviewed the written policy that had been provided to the Board. 
Chairman Caruthers questioned Mr. Larkin regarding the issue of random testing. Mr. Larkin addressed the random testing and advised there are three situations that allow random testing and detailed the three personnel job categories as follows; Safety Sensitive Functions, Special Risk Functions, and those requiring a CDL or Commercial Driver’s License.  Much discussion took place covering many hypothetical situations.
Mr. Sikes asked if a CDL licensed driver must be tested.  Mr. Larkin advised random testing is a requirement for any employee using that license in his duties.

Mr. Sikes asked about the situation where prescription drugs might be abused.  Mr. Larkin advised that if discovered in a qualified random test, or due to cause for suspicion, the test should be performed and the medical review officer can determine if the levels or situations are abusive.
At 2:13 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 2:33 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting

Agenda Item No. 23 was to at 2:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, presentation of draft of long-range plan for Library.  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries advised he was not asking for any action at this time but providing the plan for the Board to review and consider for approval at a later date.

Agenda Item No. 24 was to At 2:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval of Fiscal Year 2005 State Aid to Libraries Grant Agreements for Suwannee County Libraries and Regional Library.  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, asked the Board to approve the State Aid agreements with the State.  Commissioner Hatch moved for approval of the State Aid to Libraries Grant for FY 2005.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement Pending)
Agenda Item No. 25 was to at 2:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Falmouth Acres Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, addressed the Board and gave his report.  Commissioner Poole moved for approval of the Falmouth Acres Subdivision Final Plat.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 26  was to at 2:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Deer Meadow Phase II Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Dicks, the developer, addressed the Board and advised it is important for the developer to know if the County will be accepting the subdivision roads as per the current policy, so that lot buyers can be informed as to the planned maintenance provisions for the roads.  Discussion ensued.  The provision and policy is the County may accept the roads if built to county specifications after a period of one year if the roads are still in acceptable condition, or it may not accept the roads. It is optional to the County and is dependent upon the road condition at the time.  The Board advised Mr. Dicks to advise his purchasers accordingly.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Deer Meadow Phase II Subdivision Final Plat.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 27  was to at 2:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter

can be heard, consider final plat approval of Wisteria Woods Phase II Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, addressed the Board and gave his report.

Commissioner Poole asked if the driveways into the lots had been cleared as the

Board conditioned in the Preliminary Plat Review. 

Mr. Tim Alcorn, agent for the developer, advised the driveways had been cleared one blade width.  Discussion ensued on the width of the drive way clearance.
Commissioner Poole moved to approve the Wisteria Woods Phase II Subdivision Final Plat, on the condition the driveways were adequately cleared and inspected by the County and given acceptance for appropriate visual requirements to safely enter onto the roadway.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 28  was to At 2:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider approval of amendment to preliminary and  final plat of Lake Louise Estates Phase I Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director gave his report and advised the only change was to remove a utility easement between two lots to allow building a single residence more or less centered on the two lots. Discussion ensued clarifying exactly what was being requested and how it would affect the property use.

Commissioner Poole moved for approval of the amendment to the plats of Lake Louise Estates Phase I Subdivision as requested.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
