The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a special session to conduct interviews for the 4-H & Community Development Extension Agent Candidates, and the following were present: Chairman Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; and Michael Tyson Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present.

Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m. and reminded the members that each had been provided a package containing applications and resumes for each candidate.

Ms. Meredith Taylor County Extension Director and Rod Clouser, PhD. University of Florida Extension Liaison briefed the Board on the candidate selection and screening process and the general attributes of each candidate. 

Chairman Hatch advised the Board would interview in the order the candidates were listed in the application package.  The Board then interviewed the three candidates asking questions regarding their experience, education, commitment to the community, specific plans or intentions regarding the position. The first interview was with candidate Jason Harmon Chandler.  The second interview was with candidate Angie Bradshaw, and the third interview was with Christopher D. DeCubellis.

After the interviews were conducted Chairman Hatch recessed for a break at 3:10 p. m. and reconvened the meeting at 3:15 p. m.  The Board members discussed the candidates.

Commissioner Udell moved to offer the position to Mr. Jason Chandler.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded.  After further discussion the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Maxwell opposed.


Chairman Hatch had all three candidates return to the room and advised them of their positive impression on the Board.  However, he advised there is only one position and the Board had selected Mr. Chandler for the position.  He thanked them for their interest and asked Mr. Chandler to remain to meet with Ms. Taylor and Dr. Clouser.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn. Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 3:26 p. m.
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
