             Agenda Item No. 2 was to adopt a resolution proclaiming May as Civility Month.  

(See Resolution No. 2005-44)
             Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve a resolution proclaiming May, 2005 as Elder Law Month.  (See Resolution No. 2005-46)
             Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the appointment of Quinton Bell from Commission District 3 to Suwannee County Development Authority.

            Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the reappointment of Sam Carter, Andy Bradley and Larry Schattle, Jr. each to another term on the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.

           Agenda Item No. 6 was to reappoint Jeremy Ulmer, Jessie Philpot, Sr. and James Head each to another term on the Construction Industry Licensing Board.

            Agenda Item No. 7 was to approve the payment of Partial Payment Estimate No. 1 in the amount of $157,691.93 to ERC General Contracting Services, Inc. for work on the Class I Landfill Expansion Closure.

            Commissioner Fowler asked that Agenda Item No. 7 be pulled from the consent agenda for discussion.

            Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Agenda Items 1-6.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Commissioner Fowler stated that in regard to Agenda Item No. 7, sales tax had been added into the estimate to ERC General Contracting Services, Inc. for work done on the Class I Landfill Expansion Closure, and that the County is tax exempt.

            T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated that he was aware of this and that he is in the process of having the sales tax issue corrected.
          Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Partial Payment Estimate No. 1 subject to sales tax in the amount of $2,293.87 being deducted from the payment.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
           Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of Certification of Participation for Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program. (Sheriff Tony Cameron) 

           At 4:05 p.m. Chairman Maxwell skipped to Agenda Item No. 9 due to the absence of Sheriff Tony Cameron and advised this item will be addressed later.

            Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the adoption of a resolution recommending that Gold Kist, Inc. be approved as a Qualified Target Industry Business pursuant to Section 288.106 Florida Statutes.  

            Dennis Cason, Executive Director, Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce, read the Resolution in its entirety.
            Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Cason if the County could have a report from Gold Kist on meeting all of the future requirements of the tax abatement.  Mr. Cason stated that he is working on a standard reporting form to be used by companies that are granted tax abatement.
Commissioner Udell moved to adopt a Resolution recommending that Gold Kist, Inc. be approved as a Qualified Target Industry Business pursuant to Section 288.106 Florida Statutes.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-43)
Agenda Item No. 10 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to present the audit of Meridian Behavioral Healthcare, Inc. and request additional funding.  

Betty Strayer, Vice President - Meridian Behavioral Healthcare, presented the audit.  Ms. Strayer advised that additional funding is desperately needed.  Suwannee County has been giving them $51,131.00 in the form of building facilities annually for the last 15 years.  Ms. Strayer stated that additional out-patient services are needed to enable them to better serve the residents of Suwannee County and that if additional funds are not obtained, some of the services will have to be cut out.  She stated that since Meridian is not a hospital or a qualified medical facility, insurance companies, in most cases, would not pay for their services. 
Commissioner Hatch asked if the services offered by the County Extension Service would benefit them.
Ms. Strayer stated the services they offer are basic family living skills classes, and while they are very helpful to the residents and much needed, they are not the in-depth services that Meridian offers.

Ms. Strayer stated that the unfunded share for Suwannee County is $64,186.00, and this is the amount they need help in obtaining. 
Commissioner Hatch stated he would like to know how many Suwannee County residents are served through Meridian.  He stated the Board would direct the County Coordinator to research this and bring the results back to a future Board Meeting.
Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the operation of Shenandoah Dairy. 

 Sandy Killian stated that the Board should control the size of dairies in the County.  She stated the Hendersons, who own Shenandoah Dairy, had invited her to tour the dairy and she had done that.   She stated that Shenandoah Dairy is only interested in making money and not in what they are doing to the environment.  She stated that the dairy uses 400,000 gallons of water a day and that some of the neighbors had to go deeper with their wells to obtain water. 
Ms. Killian distributed a copy of the book “Cesspools of Shame” to each of the commissioners.  

Ed Henderson, Shenandoah Dairy, invited everyone to come out and visit the dairy.  He stated they now have a website that can be accessed through shenandoahdairy.com.
At 4:45 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 8 which was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the Certification of Participation for Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program.  

Sheriff Tony Cameron presented this grant which consists of $84,481.00 that has been allocated by FDLE for preventing and controlling crime and improving the criminal justice system in Suwannee County.  Sheriff Cameron stated that there are no matching funds required this year.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Certification of Participation for FDLE’s Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2005-44)
At 4:47 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 12 which was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Ridgewood Unit II Subdivision.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, advised this subdivision is a re-plat of two existing lots with additional acreage totaling 4.24 acres.   He stated that Mr. Airth, County Attorney, had reviewed the final plat and it is in compliance with the Suwannee County LDRs.  Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, has reviewed the plat and it is in compliance with Chapter 177 of the Florida Statutes.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat of Ridgewood Unit II Subdivision.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Deer Lake Estates Subdivision.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated that this subdivision contains 25 lots with a total of 147.74 acres.  He stated that portions of this subdivision are in flood zone areas and that homes built in these areas of the subdivision will have to follow the wetland regulations of elevating 2 feet above the grade and a 35 foot setback from the wetland areas.   He stated that the final plat had been reviewed by Mr. Airth, County Attorney, and found to be in compliance with the Suwannee County LDRs.  Mr. Meeks stated that Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, had reviewed the plat and it was found to be in compliance with Chapter 177 of the Florida Statutes.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat of Deer Lake Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 14 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Deer Lake Estates Phase 2 Subdivision.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, advised that this subdivision contains 14 lots with a total of 75.73 acres.  He stated that portions of this subdivision are in flood zone areas and that homes built in these areas of the subdivision will have to follow the wetland regulations of elevating 2 feet above the grade and a 35 foot setback from the wetland areas.  He stated that the final plat had been reviewed by County Attorney Airth and found to be in compliance with the Suwannee County LDRs.  Mr. Meeks stated that Stuart Moore, County  Surveyor, had reviewed the final plat and found it to be in compliance with Chapter 177 of the Florida Statutes.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the final plat of Deer Lake Estates Phase 2 Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Maxwell skipped Agenda Item No. 15 to be heard at 5:45 p.m. and went to Agenda Item No. 16 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was Emergency Agenda Items.  Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 37, Emergency Agenda Items.
There was one emergency item to be added.  It was to consider approval of a SHIP  subordination agreement for Eric and Sarah Musgrove.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned item to the emergency agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 17 was to approve the minutes of Land Development Regulations Workshop held on March 24, 2005 and regular Board meeting held on April 5, 2005.

Commissioner Hatch had two corrections on Page 7 of the regular meeting minutes; the motion after the consent items was omitted and Tammy Ray is with “Eutaw Utilities” not the “Chamber of Commerce”.  He also noted a correction on Page 19 of the regular meeting minutes; Commissioner Hatch’s candidacy for “Second” Vice President and not “Senior” Vice President.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes with the cited corrections. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

The Deputy Clerk subsequently made the cited corrections.

Agenda Item No. 18 was to Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

Jim Ward came to the podium.  He apologized for being out of order earlier in the meeting.  Mr. Ward had some newspaper clippings out of the Gainesville Sun of unknown topics that he gave to the Board.
Agenda Item No. 19 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present report.  There was nothing to report.
Agenda Item No. 20 was for Staff Reports.

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated that he had received the Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson Solid Waste Study but had not yet received the Fire Service Study.  

Mr. Wooley stated that due to the increase in minimum wage as of May 1, 2005, payroll change notices would be coming out. 
Commissioner Hatch mentioned two important meetings coming up tomorrow, one in Tallahassee regarding impact fees and one in Jacksonville regarding land useage.  

Mr. Wooley stated that he was aware of these meetings but had not planned to attend.  

Mr. Wooley stated that the Volunteer Fire Departments still had several issues that needed attention.  Commissioner Fowler stated that in reference to the Volunteer Fire Department money issue, the Board would have to do a resolution and ask for a budget line item addition before the Clerk’s Office would generate a report on the funds in the reserve account.
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.
John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, reported that he had filled several vacancies, and would be advertising for an Aide II position soon.  
Mr. Hales stated that Suwannee County is one of three counties that will receive as much or more than last year’s amount of State Aid.  He stated that he is on the State Task Force and will participate on the State Aid for Rural Libraries meeting that makes recommendations to the Secretary of State.

Mr. Hales advised that he felt the compression issue regarding the change in the minimum wage law was critical.  He stated that several of his employees were at minimum wage now and several were within $.75 to $1.00 of this and had worked there for three years or more.  He stated this was a very critical issue and needed attention now.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised that the court order to cut the dead trees on private property adjacent to Mt. Olive Baptist Church Road off CR 417 was ready to file.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to approve Change Order No. 1 with ERC General Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $80,027.29 pertaining to Class I Landfill Expansion Closure.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the change order was necessary because of the excess solid waste that had to be excavated and removed from the landfill.  Mr. Sikes stated that the closure contractor must haul the waste away as the regular transfer hauler could not handle it because of the volume.  He stated that the eight day delay reflected in the change order was due to time spent seeking other haulers.   
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Change Order No. 1 with ERC Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $80,027.29 pertaining to the Class I Landfill Expansion Closure.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to approve to advertise for bids for fencing and a water well at new Suwannee Springs Solid Waste Collection Site.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the site is under construction and fencing and a well are needed to complete the site.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve advertising for bids for fencing and a water well at the new Suwannee Springs Solid Waste Collection Site.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 23 was for approval to advertise for bids for fencing the fuel compound at the Public Works Department.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated that due to the high volume of traffic in and out of the fuel compound in the Public Works yard, the fuel compound needs to be fenced in separately for security reasons.  
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve advertising for bids for fencing the fuel compound at the Public Works Department.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 24 was for approval to advertise for bids for widening and resurfacing of CR 136-A.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised that CR 136-A would be resurfaced and widened to 22 feet. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve advertising for bids to widen and resurface CR 136-A.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:45 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 15 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 5:45 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, the presentation of plaques of appreciation to Suwannee Auto Salvage and Live Oak Recycling Center.  

Adam McCook, Suwannee County Fire/Rescue Department, thanked the two aforementioned local businesses for their donation of vehicles and use of their employees for training the Fire and Rescue personnel in removing persons involved in accidents from vehicles.  Mr. McCook presented the plaque of appreciation to Mrs. Linton for Live Oak Recycling Center.  Mr. Lewis of Suwannee Auto Salvage was not present. 
At 5:50 pm. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 25 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to receive recommendation, with possible Board action, to award the bid for removal of waste tires from the Suwannee County Landfill.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-04 – Bids were opened during April 5, 2005 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated that only one bid had been received and that was from Greenman Technologies for $89.50/ton.  Mr. Sikes stated that their price last year was $86.50/ton and he planned to contact Greenman Technologies and, if possible, obtain a renewal from them at last year’s price.  He requested that the Board authorize the negotiation, and if unsuccessful, award the bid as received. 

Commissioner Udell moved to approve awarding the bid for removal of waste tires from the Suwannee County Landfill to Greenman Technologies subject to the possible renewal at the prior rate of $86.50/ton; otherwise awarding the bid of $89.50 to them as received.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was to receive recommendation, with possible Board action, to award the bid for the purchase of front loading containers for the Public Works Department.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-05 – Bids were opened during April 5, 2005 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated that only one bid was received and that was from Lewis Steel Works.  Mr. Sikes stated the bid was $29,422.00 for 43 dumpsters.

Commissioner Udell moved to award the bid for the purchase of front loading containers for the Public Works Department to Lewis Steel Works.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:55 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a dinner break

At 7:03 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 27 was to receive recommendation, with possible Board action, to award the bid for hauling lime rock and fill material.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-06 – Bids were opened during April 5, 2005 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated two bids were received: S.R. Davis Trucking at $6.50/ton with an hourly rate of $55/hr. and Beaver Bulk at $3.50/ton with an hourly rate of $45/hr.  Mr. Sikes stated that the Bid Review Committee had met and recommended awarding the bid to Beaver Bulk, Inc.
Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid for hauling lime rock and fill material to Beaver Bulk, Inc.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 28 was to consider the County accepting maintenance for the following roads in Old Sugar Mill Farms Subdivision:  1,840 feet of 98th Street; 135th Lane; 96th Trail; 135th Drive; and 94th Trail.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated these roads would total approximately two miles and they appear to be in good condition.  After some discussion of the LDR requirements, Mr. Sikes recommended that the County accept maintenance of the roads.

Commissioner Caruthers moved for the County to accept maintenance on the aforementioned roads in Old Sugar Mill Farms Subdivision.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 29 was to consider authorization to invoice the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) an amount of $3,843.00 for Traffic Signal Reimbursement for Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this was for maintenance for last fiscal year.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve authorization to invoice the FDOT in the amount of $3,843.00 for Traffic Signal Reimbursement for Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 30 was to consider the approval of a Traffic Signal Reimbursement Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for Fiscal Year 2005-2006.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this is the agreement for maintenance on traffic signals with FDOT for this fiscal year 2005-2006.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Traffic Signal Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for Fiscal Year 2005-2006.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement Pending)
Agenda Item No. 31 was to discuss, with possible Board action, two candidate projects for the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP) for funding in Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  (Deadline for submission is May 1, 2005.)   (Tabled during April 5, 2005 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stressed the urgency of selecting two projects for the SCRAP Program as the deadline is May 1, 2005.   Mr. Sikes stated these roads have to be in extremely bad condition to qualify.
Discussion ensued as to which roads in the County would qualify. 
Commissioner Hatch moved to select 98th Terrace (Mt. Olive Baptist Church Road) from CR 417 to Hogan Road as the number one choice, and Brannon Road in the 5th District from US 129 to CR 349 as the second choice. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Fowler and Commissioner Caruthers opposed.

Agenda Item No. 32 was to determine two new projects for possible funding under the Transportation Enhancement Program.  (Deadline for submission of applications is May 1, 2005.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reiterated the fast approaching deadline of May 1, 2005 for new project applications.

Discussion ensued.      
Commissioner Fowler moved to add to the Transportation Enhancement Program new project list funding for a sidewalk along CR 250 from 235th Road to 237th Court.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 33 was to accept the bid from Fessler Aviation and approve an agreement with Fessler Aviation for leasing the new, large hangar at the Airport.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-03 – Bids were opened during April 5, 2005 Board meeting.)  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, advised there were three bids received.  Mr. Robinson stated Fessler Aviation had the highest bid of $900.00/month and this bid was the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid to Fessler Aviation and approve the Agreement for leasing the new, large hangar at the Airport.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2005-46)
Agenda Item No. 34 was to consider action on the following concerning County held tax certificates that are more than two years old and have not been redeemed:

a) Approval of Certification of Tax Certificates from the Tax Collector’s Office.

b) Determination as to specifically which tax certificates the Board intends for the Clerk’s Office to apply for tax deeds.

c) Approval for Clerk’s Office to apply for tax deeds on specified certificates. 

  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated there are several pages of tax certificates that have not been redeemed. Mr. Wooley stated the Board needed to specify which certificates they would like for the Clerk’s Office to apply for tax deeds. 
Discussion ensued.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the certification of all the Tax Certificates from the Tax Collector’s Office, Section a), and to table Section b) and c) until a later Board meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 35 was the adoption of a resolution amending and updating the Suwannee County Local Mitigation Strategy.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, presented the resolution.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Resolution amending and updating the Suwannee County Local Mitigation Strategy.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-42)
Agenda Item No. 36 was for consent to dispose of Emergency Management records that have met their retention period.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated these records had met their retention period and disposing of them would give Emergency Management more space that was seriously needed.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the consent to dispose of Emergency Management records that have met their retention period.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 37 was Emergency Agenda Items.

There was one emergency item to hear which was to approve a SHIP Subordination Agreement for Eric and Sarah Musgrove.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the SHIP Subordination Agreement for Eric and Sarah Musgrove.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2005-45)
Agenda Item No. 38 was Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Commissioner Caruthers asked the department heads to provide a list of County owned vehicles driven home by County employees for the Board to review and approve.

Commissioner Fowler stated that citizens notice County vehicles at employees’ homes.

Commissioner Hatch stated that the County mileage allowance possibly needed updating.

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:22 p.m. 
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
