The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a Budget Process Workshop presented by Kenneth Dasher Clerk of the Circuit Court, and the following were present: Chairman Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Douglas Udell; and Michael Tyson, and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks. 
Clerk Dasher presented a power point presentation covering: roles that various entities must fulfill in the Budget Process, the legal requirements of the Statutory timelines and the practical applications and limitations of these timeline requirements, and some previous budgetary charts, graphs, and figures to demonstrate how funding was received by the County and how the County expended their funds.

After the presentation Clerk Dasher entertained questions from the Commissioners.  There were a few questions regarding some of the prior year budget figures that had been presented particularly regarding capital improvement and equipment expenditures and percentages of allocation to various departments.  Clerk Dasher explained the figures speak for themselves and were selected just as examples of funding-expenditure facts versus generalized beliefs or perceptions.  They were not intended to be any comprehensive explanation of budget issues as the point of the workshop was the Budget Process as required by law, and the roles that various parties are required to fulfill.
Mr. Dasher advised more detailed examinations of revenues, allocations, and expenditures would be discussed in more detail in future budget workshops the Board has indicated it desires to schedule.
