             Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the payment of Partial Payment Estimate No. 4 to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. in the amount of $343,175.58 for work on C. R. 136 West Paving Project.

             Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 490 to Big Bend Environmental Services, Inc. in the amount of $10,000.00 for fuel dispenser modification.  (Homeland Security Grant).

             Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the payment of the Final Audit Billing for Workers Compensation Policy Period 10/01/2003 -10/01/2004 to Preferred Governmental Insurance Trust in the amount of $85,464.00.

             Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the payment of the Partial Payment Estimate No. 2 to ERC General Contracting Services, Inc. in the amount of $270,670.08 for Landfill Closure Construction.

             Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve Invoice No. 07SX02308399 to Ring Power Corporation in the amount of $158,292.00 for a new grader.
             Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 6.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
              Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request to name and place in the County’s 911 Addressing System roads on Suwannee River Water Management District property that are open to the public.  

               Edwin McCook, Suwannee River Water Management District (SRWMD), handed out colored aerial photos of the roads owned by Suwannee River Water Management.   Mr. McCook stated that SRWMD would like to name these roads and place them in the County’s 911 Addressing System.  He stated this would enable the public, particularly persons visiting from out-of-town, to better know their location, especially in the event of an emergency.

                James Robinson, 911 Addressing, stated that 911 Addressing could do this with the Board’s approval.  Discussion ensued.
                  Commissioner Udell directed Mr. McCook to work out the details of naming the roads owned by SRWMD with Mr. Robinson at 911 Addressing and then come back to the Board at another meeting for final approval.

                   Agenda Item No. 8 was, at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the appointment of one person from Suwannee County to Congressman Boyd’s healthcare committee.  

                    Bobby Pickles, of Congressman Allen Boyd’s Office, stated that Congressman Boyd is establishing a healthcare council of twenty-five people; sixteen will be appointed by the various county commissions in the Congressional District and the other nine people will be appointed by Congressman Boyd.  Mr. Pickles stated this council will be involved in the healthcare issues and would meet three to four times a year.  
                Commissioner Williams, Gulf County, stated this council will be working with CDBG grants, health care providers, and trying to get Federal dollars back to the counties.  He stated that our County definitely needs representation on this council.  
               Mr. Pickles stated the Board could appoint anyone from the County to accept this role.  He stated he had already sent a letter to Chairman Maxwell requesting the name of the person the Board might select.  The consensus of the Board was to take the request under advisement and determine an appointee.
                Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to request a transfer of funds from Salaries to Equipment and for permission to use those funds to purchase a car on state contract for the Extension Office.  

                Merry Taylor, Extension Director, stated she was asking for a budget transfer of funds from the salary line to the equipment line to purchase a car on State contract for the Extension Office.

                Commissioner Hatch stated it would not be necessary for a budget amendment since this would be an internal transfer of funds in the Extension Office budget.

                Commissioner Udell moved to approve transferring funds from the salary line to the equipment line to purchase a car on State contract for the Extension Office.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
              Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider rescinding action by the Board on April 5, 2005 to approve renewal of franchise agreement with LB Cable, LLC because no payments have been made to the County by LB Cable.

               Johnny Wooley, County Coordinator, stated Mr. Braddy, LB Cable, LLC, is still working on the payment issue with the State. 
               Commissioner Udell stated that although Mr. Braddy had 30 days from the last Board Meeting to resolve this issue, he needed an extension because of the State’s lack of response.

               Commissioner Udell moved to allow Mr. Braddy an extension for his proof of payment until the next Board meeting on June 7, 2005.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   
               Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the List of Transportation Priority Projects for Fiscal Year 2006/2007 – 2010/2011.

              Bill Henderson, Administrator-Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), stated that FDOT is requesting a list of priority projects for 2006-2011 for Suwannee County by July 1, 2005.  
              Jordan Green, Engineer-FDOT, handed out and discussed the list of projects for Suwannee County for 2005-2010 and their status of completion.  Mr. Green stated that the funds for the SCRAP Program will remain the same but SCOP funds will increase substantially after next year.

              Discussion of needed projects ensued.

              John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, will submit a list of project priorities to FDOT.

             At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Maxwell announced that Agenda Item No. 12, which was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, the non-exclusive easement recently granted to Wellborn Springs LLC, had been withdrawn.

              Agenda Item No. 13 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 36, Emergency Agenda Items.  

               There were two items to be added to the agenda.  The first was to set a workshop for Thursday, June 16, 2005 at 9:30 a.m. at Live Oak City Hall with Government Services Group regarding fire, solid waste and road assessments.
               The second item to be added was for approval to haul 200 yards of fill to the American Legion property.

               Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the two emergency items to the agenda.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
                At 4:57 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a break.

                At 5:10 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.
                Agenda Item No. 14 was to approve minutes of May 3, 2005 regular Board Meeting.

                Commissioner Hatch cited one correction in the first sentence of the next to last paragraph on page 9 which should have been “Fiscal” and not “Physical”.

              Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of May 3, 2005 regular Board Meeting with the cited correction.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

               The Deputy Clerk subsequently made the cited correction to the minutes of the May 3, 2005 regular Board Meeting.

             Agenda Item No. 15 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come to the podium--- limit comments to five minutes.)

             George Fuller advised he was appointed by the Board as the representative to the WellFlorida Council Board involving traveling to meetings. Mr. Fuller stated he was aware this matter was on the agenda for the Board to discuss later on in the meeting.  However, he stated that if the Board raised the mileage rate for travel for County employees, he would appreciate being reimbursed for the difference in the $.29 per mile the Council allows him and the amount the Board decides for the County.
              Commissioner Hatch stated he thought that was the fair thing to do and after discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to do this pending the outcome of this agenda item. 

             Agenda Item No. 16  was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present a report.  There was no report.  

             Agenda Item No. 17 was for Staff Reports. 
              John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated he attended the mediation hearing in Federal Court in Jacksonville.  Mr. Wooley stated Mr. Airth, County Attorney, would provide more information in his staff report.


              Mr. Wooley stated there has been a small claims action suit filed against Suwannee County Public Works regarding a fence in the road right-of-way.  He stated the County has not taken anyone’s property and that this is also an active code enforcement violation.

               T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated there would be thousands of situations like this and asked Mr. Airth, County Attorney, about his responding to this.  Mr. Airth stated that he would file a motion to dismiss.

                 John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, handed out a brochure on the Summer Program at the Library.  Mr. Hales stated the Library needed three or four more teen volunteers.  He stated they did not do well in the Legislature this year and there will be no new funds.  He stated the rural libraries are very dependent on State Aid money.  
                 Mr. Hales advised that the Friends of the Library would like to cook supper for the Board for the second Board meeting in June.  He stated he knew there would be a change in the meeting date due to the Conference the Board would be attending and to let him know the new date of that meeting.

                  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated the Federal law suit with Diamond D Entertainment had been settled for $37,500 which was less than 20% of their original demand and this would be covered under the County’s insurance.
 At 5:30 p.m. Chairman Maxwell skipped to Agenda Item No. 24 which was for approval to advertise for requests for proposals (RFP’s) for health, life, auto, workers’ compensation, property ad liability insurances. 
Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, stated the Insurance Committee had met on May 16, 2005.  Mrs. Harrison stated that it was the recommendation of the Insurance Committee to the Board that they proceed with RFP’s for health, life, auto, workers’ compensation, property, and liability insurances for this year with the intent to seek RFP’s every three years renewable yearly. 

Discussion ensued regarding the merits of annual proposals.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve to advertise for RFP’s for health, life, auto, workers’ compensation, property and liability insurances for a one year contract.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:45 p.m. Chairman Maxwell skipped to Agenda Item No. 34 which was for acceptance of 148th Place, a private road in District 4, for maintenance by the County.  

Chairman Maxwell stated the County rule for maintenance is fifteen residents per mile of road.  He stated there are ten residents on the road but there are twenty-two residents who have to use this road to access their property.  He noted it is actually one road though it has two names per 911 Addressing due to the curves in the road.
Commissioner Hatch moved to waive the fifteen residents per mile rule and accept 148th Place for County maintenance.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

At 6:00 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a supper break.
At 7:00 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting. 

At 7:01 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 18 which was under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS  which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss concerns regarding Shenandoah Dairy.
Sandy Killian stated her concerns again regarding Shenandoah Dairy.  Mrs. Killian stated she had asked residents from the neighborhood to come and voice their concerns and a number of them were in attendance.  

Several of the residents spoke regarding their environmental concerns and the issue of the odor and possible disease from the spray fields.  
Commissioner Hatch stated that the Board has no control over the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) decisions and the Hendersons, Shenandoah Dairy owners, are doing everything possible to work with the neighbors and eliminate their concerns.  He expressed, in his opinion, Mrs. Killian was using the Board meetings to harass the Hendersons.
Ed Henderson, one of four family owners of Shenandoah Dairy, stated they have spent millions of dollars on best management practices and are still working on ways to improve their operation.   
At 8:25 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a break.

At 8: 43 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.
Agenda Item No. 19, was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider granting Special Permit Request No. SP-05-05-01 by Crafton Communications, Inc. for an essential service 240 foot self-support telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1. 

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, was sworn in at 8:44 p.m. by Mr. Airth, County Attorney.  Mr. Meeks advised this Nextel tower would be on CR 137 and 216th  Street in the Beachville area of the County.  He stated there would be no signage except for what relates to the tower and the resolution will contain this addendum.  He stated that other carriers and Suwannee County will be allowed to co-locate on this tower.
Jeff Marshall, Crafton Communications, stated this tower has no guy wires and would be placed on 158 acres of Ag-1 zoned property.  Mr. Martin stated the closest resident would be 765 feet from the tower.
At 8:47 p.m. Chairman Maxwell opened the floor for a public hearing.  No one came forward.  Chairman Maxwell closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve granting the Special Permit Request No. SP-05-05-01 by Crafton Communications, Inc. for an essential service 240 foot self-supported telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda Item No. 20 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for resurfacing of C. R. 136-A and award bid.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-07)

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the Committee recommends applying for housing assistance for Suwannee County through the CDBG grant.  Mr. Wooley stated a letter would need to written to the Department of Housing Affairs to reflect this decision.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to accept the Committee’s recommendation to apply for housing assistance for Suwannee County through the CDBG grant.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 32 was to change the date of the second Board meeting in the month of June, 2005 from June 21 to allow the commissioners and staff to attend the Florida Association of Counties Annual Conference in Tampa.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated that Thursday, June 16, 2005 at 4:00 p.m. at Live Oak City Hall seemed to be a good choice.  Mr. Wooley stated that the MSBU Workshop would be that morning at 9:30 a.m. at Live Oak City Hall and having the Board Meeting that afternoon would take care of both meetings.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to change the date of the second Board meeting in June to Thursday, June 16, 2005 at 4:00 p.m. at Live Oak City Hall.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 33 was to discuss, with possible Board action, increasing the rate paid for mileage and meals for travel by County employees.  

Commissioner Randy Hatch stated the IRS recognizes 40.5 cents per mile with per diem rates at $6.00 for breakfast $12.00 for lunch and $18.00 for supper.  Commissioner Hatch stated a resolution would need to be done and put back on the agenda for approval at the next Board meeting.
Commissioner Hatch moved to compose a resolution to increase the mileage rate paid to County employees to 40.5 cents per mile and to increase per diem rates to $6.00 for breakfast, $12.00 for lunch an $18.00 for supper, and to supplement George Fuller’s mileage up to 40.5 cents per mile.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:18 p.m. Chairman Maxwell readdressed Agenda Item No. 22 which was to hear the results of the Bid Review Committee and award the bid for fencing at the Public Works Department.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the Bid Review Committee had reviewed the only bid received which was from Carmichael Fencing for $5,590.50 and was found to be in compliance with the specifications.  Mr. Sikes advised the Committee recommended awarding the bid the Carmichael Fencing.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to award the bid for fencing at the Public Works Department to Carmichael Fencing for $5,590.50.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

At 9:19 p.m. Chairman Maxwell readdressed Agenda Item No. 23 was to hear the results of the Bid Review Committee and award the bid for a water well at the Suwannee Springs Solid Waste Collection Site.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the Bid Review Committee had reviewed the only bid received which was from Gaylord Pump & Irrigation for $5,995.00 and was found to be in compliance with the specifications.  Mr. Sikes advised the Committee recommended awarding the bid to Gaylord Pump & Irrigation.

Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid for a water well at Suwannee Springs Solid Waste Collection Site to Gaylord Pump & Irrigation for $5,995.00.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 9:20 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 25 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to approve Change Order No. 2 to ERC General Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $63,790.42 for upgrade of liner material.   

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the bid for liner material was for clay and an alternate synthetic liner.  However, now the type of synthetic liner bid no longer complies with the DEP requirements necessitating this change order for an upgrade.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Change Order No 2 to ERC General Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $63,790.42.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 26 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the approval of proposed Consent Order from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) regarding leachate.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the amount due to DEP is $22,690.00 plus a $1,500.00 fine for a total of $24,190.00.  Mr. Sikes stated that this amount would be paid through in-kind environmental improvements except for the $1,500.00 fine which must be paid.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the proposed Consent Order from DEP regarding leachate.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 27 was for the approval and execution by the Chairman of contract with Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for the Three Rivers Paving Project and issuance of Notice to Proceed.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he had received the executed contract with Anderson Columbia Co., the performance bonds have been recorded, and everything was in order to proceed. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the contract with Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for the Three Rivers Paving Project and issuance of Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 28 was for approval of the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP) Reimbursement Agreement and adoption of an enabling Resolution for resurfacing of 40th and 24th Streets.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP) Reimbursement Agreement and to adopt an enabling Resolution for resurfacing 40th and 24th Streets.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 29 was for approval of the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP) Reimbursement Agreement and adoption of an enabling Resolution for resurfacing of 180th Street and 165th Road.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated these two roads are in dire need of resurfacing and therefore the reason they qualified for the SCRAP list.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP) Reimbursement Agreement and adopt an enabling Resolution for resurfacing 180th Street and 165th Road.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Hatch moved to set the MSBU workshop for Thursday, June 16, 2005 at 9:30 a.m. at Live Oak City Hall.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B.  Approval to haul 200 yards of fill to the American Legion property.  
After clarification that the property is owned by the County and leased to the American Legion, Commissioner Udell moved to approve hauling 200 yards of fill dirt donated by the City of Live Oak to the American Legion property for construction.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 37 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Chairman Maxwell stated it was not good for our County for these gypsy car dealers to come here and set up their business temporarily and then leave.  He stated they pay no fees, no taxes and employ no one from our County.  He stated there needed to be occupational licenses for them to purchase and County ordinances to regulate such activities. 
Chairman Maxwell asked Mr. Airth, County Attorney, if there could be a walk-in gate at the collection site on Gold Kist Blvd.  Mr. Airth stated it would not be allowed per deed restrictions from the Brown Family Trust
Chairman Maxwell stated that burying deceased persons on private property was becoming an issue.  Commissioner Udell stated there is no law preventing burial on private property for the family members.
