The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an emergency session, and the following were present: Vice Chairman Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner; Commissioner Randy Hatch; and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  Commissioner Maxwell and Commissioner Douglas Udell were not present.
Vice Chairman Fowler called the meeting to order at 10:00 p.m.  And led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.
Vice Chairman Fowler advised the emergency meeting had been called by Chairman Maxwell to entertain three resolutions to consider approval of support for participation in the State of Florida Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program for three businesses that plan to locate in Suwannee County.  The meeting had been requested by Mr. Dennis Cason of the Chamber of Commerce.  Vice Chairman Fowler called upon Mr. Cason to present the resolutions.

Mr. Cason advised the Board and audience that there were press releases and conferences planned for later this month and requested that the limited information contained in the Resolutions be kept as quiet as possible until such time as the planned press announcements were made.

Mr. Cason addressed the first Resolution for Hydrogen Valley, Inc.  He read the Resolution.  He advised that Hydrogen Valley, Inc. would employ approximately 100 people at an annualized wage of $47,422.  He requested the Board adopt the resolution supporting the State of Florida Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program for Hydrogen Valley, Inc.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Hydrogen Valley, Inc. Resolution as requested.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 3-0. (See Resolution No. 2005-52)

Mr. Cason addressed the second Resolution for M & S Automated Feeding Systems, Inc.  He read the Resolution.  He advised that M & S Automated Feeding Systems, Inc. would employ approximately 46 people at an annualized wage of $48,640.  He requested the Board adopt the resolution supporting the State of Florida Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program for M & S Automated Feeding Systems, Inc.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the M & S Automated Feeding Systems, Inc. Resolution as requested.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 3-0. See Resolution No. 2005-53)

Mr. Cason addressed the third Resolution for Paradigm Methods. He read the Resolution.  He advised that Paradigm Methods a manufacturer of specialty hoses would employ approximately 18 people at an annualized wage of $33,000.  He requested the Board adopt the resolution supporting the State of Florida Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program for Paradigm Methods. 

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Paradigm Methods Resolution as requested.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 3-0. See Resolution No. 2005-54)

Mr. Cason asked when he could get copies of the executed Resolutions as it was imperative that they be sent with all haste to the Governor’s Office for State approval. He was advised by Vice Chairman Fowler and Deputy Clerk Tyson that if he would proceed to the Clerk’s Office following the meeting he could have them in a few minutes.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 10:12 a.m.
