             Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the approval of the maintenance agreement with Mowrey Elevator Company of Florida, Inc. for the elevator in the Jail.
             Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the Partial Payment Estimate No. 5 to Anderson Columbia Company, Inc. in the amount of $900,755.37 for work on CR 136 Roadway Project. 
             Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the Partial Payment Estimate No. 13 – Final Billing to The Scruggs Company in the amount of $188,720.40 for work on the CR 795 By-Pass Project.
             Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the final payment to Darabi & Associates for work on CR 795 By-Pass Project.
             Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1766 in the amount of $52,790.00 to TAK Environmental Services, Inc. for underground storage tank sampling and investigation

             Consent Agenda Items No. 2 and 5 were removed from the Consent Agenda for further discussion.

             Commissioner Udell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1, 3, 4, and 6.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

              Steve Sharpless, County Maintenance Director, stated, regarding Consent Agenda Item No. 2, he needed to know which of the three options for payment of the elevator maintenance contract the Board had selected.  He stated he had recommended the first option of a one time fee of $200 which would be the least expensive of the three options.
         Commissioner Udell moved to accept Mr. Sharpless’ recommendation of the first option of a one time fee of $200 for the elevator maintenance contract with Mowrey Elevator Company of Florida for the elevator in the Jail.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
          T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated, regarding Consent Agenda Item No. 5, the final payment to Darabi & Associates of $4,600.00 would be the remaining balance of the $3 million grant for the CR 795 By-Pass Project.  Mr. Sikes stated he had received an additional bill of $18,000.00 but the $4,600.00 was all that had been agreed on and that amount will expend the $3 million grant. 

          Commissioner Udell moved to approve only the payment of $4,600.00 to Darabi & Associates for their work on the CR 795 By-Pass Project. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
           Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss services that can be provided by the WellFlorida Council.
           Jeff Feller, Resource & Development Director-WellFlorida Council, supplied a handout of information on this private, nonprofit organization located in Gainesville, Florida. Mr. Feller stated the two programs they support are Healthy Start, which is a prenatal care program, and Ryan White, which is a program for HIV-positive persons.  He stated WellFlorida served 354 residents of Suwannee County in 2004 in the Healthy Start Program for a total dollar amount of $121,089.00, and 64 Suwannee County residents in the Ryan White Program for a total dollar amount of $63,826.00.   He stated that there is a program sponsored through a Federal grant called SMART that is a hypertension/diabetes outreach program handled through Tonya O’Neil at Shands of Live Oak.    
           Agenda Item No. 8 was, at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider granting a one-year extension for final plat approval of Savannah’s Walk Subdivision.
            Randy Nobles, developer of Savannah’s Walk Subdivision, stated he needed a one-year extension on the final plat of this subdivision.

            Commissioner Caruthers moved to grant a one-year extension on the final plat of Savannah’s Walk Subdivision.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

            Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the 911 incident at Eastside Memorial Cemetery.

            Pastor Leo Fleming, Springfield Missionary Baptist Church, played a tape of the TV news coverage of the 911 incident in the cemetery in which a 41-year-old woman, Naomi Beasley, died.   Pastor Fleming stated that the 911 emergency staff could not locate the cemetery, which was known by several names and located within the city limits, and was not able to respond fast enough.  
            James Robinson, 911 Addressing, advised the City of Live Oak did not have a map of the City which hindered this emergency.  Mr. Robinson is working closely with the City on developing a City map and placing new signage at the cemeteries which will have the street address.

             James Tuten, who made the 911 emergency call, stated he gave good directions naming several City landmarks but 911 was slow to respond.  Mr. Tuten stated he finally had to meet them at the City Fire Station and have them follow him out Duval Street to the cemetery.  Mr. Tuten scolded Sue Lamb, Managing Editor-Suwannee Democrat, for her coverage of the incident in the Suwannee Democrat.  He stated he did not know where she got the information written in the article but it was wrong.  He stated Ms. Lamb had not given him any credit for the information and directions he had given the emergency personnel and that the article seemed as though he was no help at all.

             Commissioner Udell stated this was a very unfortunate incident and that Mr. Robinson is working on ideas to remedy this issue.
             Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the construction plans for Eagles’ Nest Subdivision.

            Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier and Associates Surveyors, stated the approval he was seeking was for construction plans of the entrance way only so that they could resume with its construction. He stated the construction plans for the subdivision were not ready at this time.
            Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the construction plans for the entrance way to Eagles’ Nest Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

             Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider declaring the below listed broken, non-repairable equipment as surplus, and remove the property numbers from the Library and County inventory list.

             John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated the above equipment is in storage now and will go to the County Surplus Property Sale when the County or Sheriff has one.

             Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the above listed equipment as surplus and remove the property numbers from the Library and County inventory list. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

              Agenda Item No. 12, was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider declaring 1994 Ford Crown Victoria (VIN 2FALP71W7RX161826) as no longer being Library property and remove property record number 01864 from the Library and County inventory list. 
               John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated the 1994 Ford Crown Victoria had died and had been returned to the Sheriff’s Office on 6/19/03.  Mr. Hales stated he needed the vehicle removed from the Library and County inventory list.

            Commissioner Caruthers moved to declare the 1994 Ford Crown Victoria (VIN 2FALP71W7RX161826) as no longer being Library property and remove property record number 01864 from the Library and County inventory list.   Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
GENERAL BUSINESS  
              Agenda Item No. 13 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 36, Emergency Agenda Items.  

               There was one item to be added to the agenda.  It was for approval to advertise for bids to resurface Hurst and Holmes Roads (SCOP project).
               Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the emergency item to the agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
             Agenda Item No. 14 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come to the podium--- limit comments to five minutes.)

             Sandy Killian read a portion of the July 23, 2002 Board meeting minutes concerning the planned spray field for Norris Dairy which the Board turned down, citing section 14.6.1.1 in the LDR’s.   Ms. Killian continued to demand the Board do something about Shenandoah Dairy’s spray fields.  She maintained that Shenandoah Dairy pipes waste underground to distant fields that are not on the dairy but in people’s backyards.  She stated she would like the Board to stop Shenandoah Dairy from developing any more spray fields.  Ms. Killian stated that the dairy needed a waste treatment plant.
            Commissioner Hatch told Ms. Killian that her request is out of the Board’s hands and that the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) regulates dairies thanks to the State.
            Ms. Padgett next addressed the Board and stated she had a complaint concerning the garbage along the road where she lived.  She stated she had gotten the run-around when trying to call the County about this issue and wanted to know who in the County would be the person to call for such problems.

            Pastor Lester Curry stated that spray fields for Shenandoah Dairy were in his backyard and the odor and flies were unbearable.  He stated he and his family could not enjoy cookouts or anything outside because of this.  He stated that he and the other families involved were fighting for their homes. 
            Commissioner Udell asked Hal Airth, County Attorney, if the Board amended the LDR’s would they have the authority to control this issue.  Mr. Airth will research this and bring the answer back to the Board.
            Ed Henderson, Shenandoah Dairy, stated that the dairy has an $8 million waste treatment plant and a fly control program in operation.  He stated they are working very closely with regulatory agencies, and will be planting tree lined barriers between spray fields and other properties.

             At 6:10 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a break.

            At 6:24 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.

            At 6:25 p.m. Chairman Maxwell skipped to Agenda Item No. 22 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was, at 5:30 p.m. or as soon as the mater can be heard, for the Suwannee County Board of Fire Governors to discuss matters of the volunteer fire service.
             Bill Walters advised a workshop with the Fire Governors Board and the Board of County Commissioners was needed in order to get some direction.   Elaine Robinson, Board of County Commissioners Executive Manager, will contact all parties involved and set up a date by the next regular Board meeting.

             At 6:30 p.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 15 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present a report.  There was no report.

             Agenda Item No. 16 was for Staff Reports. 
              John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised he had nothing to report.  Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Wooley to check into the issue of the cross arms at the railroad crossing at the Industrial Park on East Highway 90 at CR 49 being down for as long as 3 hours.  He stated this is dangerous because people are getting in the habit of going around them.
            T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he had nothing to report.                 
            John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised that the Friends of the Library would be feeding the Board on July 5, 2005. 

            Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised he had nothing to report.
Agenda Item No. 17 was for authorization to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for Consolidated Small Solid Waste Management Grant.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the grant is for $191,176.00 which is the same as the current year and the application is due July 1.
Commissioner Hatch moved to authorize applying to the Department of Environmental Protection for Consolidated Small Solid Waste Management Grant.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 18 was to approve the Agreement and adoption of a Resolution regarding the financing of a motor grader from Ring Power Corporation. 
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this government equipment lease-purchase Agreement and Resolution is with Caterpillar Financial Services Corporation for the new 12H Caterpillar Motor Grader for $158,292.00.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Agreement and adoption of a Resolution regarding the financing, through Caterpillar Financial Services Corporation, of the motor grader from Ring Power Corporation.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-58) (Agreement No. Pending)
Agenda Item No. 19 was to prioritize the Transportation Enhancement Projects (due July 1, 2005).

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, identified the five projects chosen from the list of the Suwannee County Transportation Enhancement applications and the Board prioritized them as listed below in descending order:

Sidewalk on North side of US 27 and US 129 in Town of Branford from SW Wideman Street East to 83 Place (District 5) 
2.
SR 250 (Dowling Park) 235th Road to 237th Road (District 3)

3.
CR 136 – beginning where sidewalk ends at first entry to mobile home park on CR 136 East to Frances Shelton Green Road (District 2)

4. 
Pineview Circle Subdivision (on SR 51) Northeast to intersection SR 51 & CR 136/Five Points Roundabout (District 1)

5.
Helvenston Street Extension to Suwannee Health Care Center (District 4)

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the prioritization of the above listed Suwannee County Transportation Enhancement Applications.  Commissioner Fowler seconded that the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 20 was to consider changing the requirements for acceptance of private roads for County maintenance.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, presented the new list of requirements to the Board, which eliminated the property density factor, leaving nine criteria on the list.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the new list of nine requirements for accepting private roads for County maintenance. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 21 was to review, with possible Board action, the use of County-owned vehicles by County personnel.
Commissioner Caruthers discussed the calls received from concerned citizens regarding County-owned vehicles being driven home by County employees.  He stated the department directors had turned in their lists of employees who have commuting benefits for County-owned vehicles and the reason for their assignment.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the employees who have commuting benefits for County-owned vehicles.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 had been previously heard at 6:25 p.m.

Agenda Item No. 23 was to hear Emergency Agenda Items. There was one item to hear.

A. To approve advertising for bids for resurfacing Hurst and Holmes Roads (SCOP Project).

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve advertising for bids for resurfacing Hurst and Holmes Roads (SCOP Project).  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 24 was for Board Members Inquiries, Requests and Comments. 

There were none.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
