            Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Partial Payment Estimate No. 6 in the amount of $86,358.21 and Invoice No. 42906 in the amount of $315,104.45 for a total of $401,462.66 to Anderson Columbia Company, Inc. for work on the CR 136 project.
           Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 and 2.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS

            Agenda Item No. 3 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve naming roads on district lands for 911 database.  

            Edwin McCook, Suwannee River Water Management, presented a map of the roads owned by Suwannee River Water Management that they are requesting to be named for the 911 database.  
            Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the request regarding the naming of roads on Suwannee River Water Management property for the 911 database.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
            Agenda Item No. 4 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the adoption of a Resolution designating certain property located in the Northeast Quarter of Section 12, Township 2 South, Range 13 East as a Brownfield Area.                 

            Dennis Cason, Executive Director-Chamber of Commerce, advised this area is the old Badcock property which had been discussed at a previous Board meeting. 
            Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Cason to explain what a Brownfield Area is to the public.


             Mr. Cason stated a Brownfield Area is an area where a building has been sitting empty for some time and is either physically or psychologically contaminated.  He stated this particular area was contaminated by fuel.  He advised that Badcock is totally responsible for cleaning it up and is in the process of doing so, but the clean-up is still not complete.  He stated there is no liability to the County.

             Mr. Cason read the Resolution in its entirety. 

             Commissioner Udell moved to adopt the Resolution designating certain property located in the Northeast Quarter of Section 12, Township 2 South, Range 13 East as a Brownfield Area.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-66)

              Agenda Item No. 5 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, funding for the resurfacing of 68th Terrace. 

              Dennis Cason, Executive Director-Chamber of Commerce, asked the Board for help in funding the resurfacing and widening two feet on each side of 68th Terrace (Old Badcock Road). 
              Tim Alcorn, Economic Development Authority member, stated their organization would like a 6-way split, with the Development Authority funding one-sixth and the Board funding five-sixths at a figure of around $40,000 to $45,000.  He advised one-sixth of the money was about all the Development Authority could provide.
             Commissioner Caruthers questioned if the proposed business was actually locating here.  He stated he felt the Board should wait until the business locates here and then fund the paving from General Revenue.

            Commissioner Udell moved to approve funding the resurfacing and widening of two feet on each side of 68th Terrace (Old Badcock Road) contingent upon the Governor’s signing the Economic Development Proposal.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Udell amended his motion to state that funds for the project would come from General Revenue.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded the amendment and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 6 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of road construction plans for Hines Place Subdivision.  

          Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, presented the road construction plans for the Hines Place Subdivision.

          Commissioner Caruthers ask about the maintenance of drainage and retention ponds on the property.

          Tori Musgrove, GTC Design Group, stated each property owner would maintain their own water drainage, but greater water issues would be handled by Suwannee River Water Management.

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the road constructions plans for Hines Place Subdivision.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.            I                                   

           Agenda Item No. 7 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Romolo Ranches Subdivision, tabled during July 19, 2005 Board meeting.  This item was pulled from the agenda to be addressed at the August 16, 2005 Board Meeting.  

           Agenda Item No. 8 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Heritage Hills Subdivision, tabled during July 19, 2005 Board meeting.  This item was pulled from the agenda to be addressed at the August 16, 2005 Board Meeting. 
            At 9:32 Chairman Maxwell skipped to Agenda Item No. 12 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  Any item this Board agreed to consider would be heard under Agenda Item No. 26, Emergency Agenda Items.

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned item to the agenda.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 13 which was to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2005 regular Board meeting.


Commissioner Hatch cited two corrections: one on Page 15 in the first paragraph the word “loosing” should have been “losing”; and the other on Page 24 in the first sentence the Commissioner’s name who made the motion was omitted and should have read “Commissioner Hatch”. 

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2005 regular Board meeting with the cited corrections. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


The Deputy Clerk made the cited corrections to the minutes of the July 19, 2005 regular Board meeting.

Agenda Item No. 14 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

George Fuller discussed his concern about the five cents plus one cent gas tax money  being used for new roads.  Mr. Fuller advised he understood the Resolution stated that this money was not to be used on paving existing roads but for new roads only. 


Commissioner Hatch advised the Resolution stated the money was to be used for road building but not exclusively for new roads.


Commissioner Caruthers advised that Florida Statutes dictate usage of funds. 
Agenda Item No. 15 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present report.  There was nothing to report.

Agenda Item No. 16  was for Staff Reports.
A. John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, had nothing to report.

B. T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.

C. John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had nothing to report.

D. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to report.

E. Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, distributed a Parks & Recreation brochure and had submitted a written report.

Agenda Item No. 17 was to receive the Insurance Committee’s recommendation with  

possible Board action, for awarding of proposal for group health insurance.  (RFP No. 2005-11)  (Tabled during July 19, 2005 Board meeting.)  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Insurance Committee’s recommendation for group health insurance was renewal of current Blue Cross/Blue Shield plan with the employee having the option of HMO or PPO.

Commissioner Hatch stated the deductible should be carried over from the previous year and this needs to be part of the specs.
Commissioner Caruthers discussed his concern about the bid proposals not stating a possible three-year contract.  
Mr. Airth, County Attorney, advised that the proposals need to be clear and include all specs but it was the Board’s policy to negotiate a contract each year.  
Commissioner Fowler moved to accept the Insurance Committee’s recommendation for health insurance of a one-year contract with Blue Cross/Blue Shield.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:55 a.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 9 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS, at 9:00 a.m. , or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approve the Tax Collector’s Recapitulation of the 2004 Tax Roll.
George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector, presented the report.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Tax Collector’s Recapitulation of the 2004 Tax Roll as presented.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 9:57 a.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 18 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was the recommendation of the Insurance Committee for group life insurance with possible Board action to award proposal.  (RFP No. 2005-14)  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Insurance Committee recommended Standard Life Insurance for the County’s group life insurance.  

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Insurance Committee’s recommendation of Standard Life Insurance for the County’s group life insurance subject to a guarantee that employees who purchase additional insurance coverage would have the same premium through October 1, 2007.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a break.

At 10:14 a.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.
At 10:14 a.m. Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 10 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for automobile, property, and general liability insurance.  (RFP No. 2005-13)  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, stated there were three bids. She opened the bids and attempted to read the quotes which were confusing as prepared. 

1) McGriff Williams

2) Accord Insurance Network of Alachua, Inc. 
3) B.W. Helvenston & Sons, Inc. (League of Cities)

Mrs. Harrison advised these bids would be referred to the Insurance Committee for their recommendation to the Board at the next regular Board meeting. 
Agenda Item No. 11 was at 10:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for paving 112th Street (Dry Prairie Road).  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-16)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated two bids were submitted.  Mr. Sikes opened bids and the results were as follows:

Mr. Sikes stated these bids would be referred to the Bid Review Committee and their recommendation would be presented at the next Board meeting.

At 9:38 Chairman Maxwell returned to Agenda Item No. 19 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to consider approval of the job description for the 911 Coordinator.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, explained that James Robinson’s position was being reclassified to 911 Coordinator and she asked for approval of the job description for this position. 
Commissioner Udell asked if there would be a salary adjustment for this new position.

County Coordinator Wooley advised that there would be but the pay range was undetermined at this time.  Mr. Wooley stated this would be determined during the budget process and readdressed at another Board meeting with a proposed salary range.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the job description for the 911 Coordinator subject to salary range approval.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 20 was to consider approval of the job description for Staff Assistant in the 911 Addressing Office.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, stated this new position was badly needed as Mr. Robinson had been handling the 911 Addressing Office alone for quite some time.  Mrs. Harrison stated this position would be a Level 7 on the salary schedule.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the job description for Staff Assistant in the 911 Addressing Office.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee for awarding the bid for resurfacing of 144th Street and 138th Street.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-15)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised that the Bid Review Committee has recommended the bid be awarded to the low bidder, Anderson Columbia, in the amount of $682,484.70.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve awarding the bid for resurfacing of 144th Street and 138th Street to Anderson Columbia.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to review the Fessler Aviation Contract in compliance with Section III, Paragraph C of said contract.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, advised that in Fessler Aviation’s lease agreement, Section III Paragraph C stated that the Board reserves the right to review the rent on an annual basis.  Mr. Robinson stated he needed to know the Board’s wishes as to either increasing the monthly rent or leaving it as is.

After a brief discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to continue the lease agreement with Fessler Aviation as is. 
Agenda Item No. 23 was to approve the lease agreement with George Ryerson for the lease of Hangar No. A-3 at the Airport.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, presented the lease agreement.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the lease agreement with George Ryerson for the lease of Hangar No. A-3 at the Airport.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 24 was to approve the sublease agreement with the State of Florida Department of Agriculture for the lease of the Rocky Hill Tower Site.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reiterated that this property is a full 10 acres, the sublease is a long-term lease at $300 annually and the intent must be for fire service usage.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the sublease agreement with the State of Florida Department of Agriculture for the lease of the Rocky Hill Tower Site.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 25 was to approve the proposal from TAK Environmental Services, Inc. for the continued site investigation on two former underground storage tank cavities.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated TAK Environmental Services, Inc. had projected the cost of their additional tasks on the site investigation in accordance with Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) guidelines to be $17,112.00.  
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the proposal from TAK Environmental Services, Inc. for the continued site investigation on two former underground storage tank locations as proposed.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was Emergency Agenda Items.

There was one:

A) To pay off the loan with Farmers Home Administration on the landfill.
County Coordinator Wooley stated that the landfill is in the process of being closed

and that the County has sufficient funds to satisfy the loan.  

Commissioner Fowler stated the auditors had advised the County to pay off the loan which is approximately $1.3 million.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve paying off the loan with Farmers Home Administration on the landfill.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 27 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

There were none.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 11:01 a.m.
