          Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the Release of Lien for Jann C. Pait, SHIP client.
          Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the payment of Payment Application No. 4 from Florida Industrial Electric in the amount of $5,000.00 for the installation of the AWOS equipment. (DOT Grant)
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 3.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
            At 4:05 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 7, due to Mr. Deming having a prior commitment, which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the Regional Workforce Investment Act Plan (WIA) and renew the Interlocal Agreement.

          William M. Deming, Executive Director, North Florida Workforce Board, presented the Interlocal Agreement Affirming the Region 6 Workforce Consortium between the six neighboring counties of Hamilton, Jefferson, Lafayette, Madison, Suwannee and Taylor; the North Florida Workforce Development Board; and the State of Florida.  Mr. Deming stated that no local funds are required and all funding is accomplished through State and/or Federal grants.
          Commissioner Hatch moved to renew the Interlocal Agreement Affirming the Region 6 Workforce Consortium.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2005-81)
           At 4:07 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 4, which was at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to award the bid for resurfacing of 40th Street and 24th Street, and authorize the Chairman to sign the Notice to Proceed.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-17)  (Bids were opened during September 6, 2005 Board meeting.)

          Curtis Keen, Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., stated The Scruggs Company was the low bidder at $791,266.29.  Mr. Keen stated their proposal met all of the bid criteria and the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid to The Scruggs Company.  
           Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Keen what would be the start date for the project.  Mr. Keen stated approximately two months.

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to award the bid for resurfacing 40th Street and 24th Street to The Scruggs Company in the amount of $791,266.29 and to authorize the Chairman to sign a Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to award the bid for resurfacing of 180th Street and 165th Road, and authorize Chairman to sign the Notice to Proceed.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-18)  (Bids were opened during September 6, 2005 Board meeting.)  

          Curtis Keen, Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., stated that Anderson Columbia was the only bid received for this project in the amount of $1,244,728.17.  Mr. Keen advised that $1,221,826.00 would be received from DOT for this project.  He stated he had spoken with the Public Works Department and they had contacted DOT for additional funding.  He advised that if the additional funding was not available, the asphalt could be slightly reduced to make up the difference with no major impact on the road wearability. 
          Commissioner Udell moved to approve awarding the bid to Anderson Columbia in the amount of $1,244,728.17 and to authorize the Chairman to sign a Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

         Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss flooding problems on Andrews’ property.  

         Curtis Keen, Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc. advised he and Public Works Director Jerry Sikes had visited and studied this area in order to assist the Andrews with their flooding problem.  After extension calculations, Mr. Keen stated the project would involve digging a retention ditch from the ditch line to the road right-of-way measuring 100 feet long and 30 feet wide.  He stated this would not completely solve the problem but would help intercept some of the water under normal circumstances.  He advised the project would cost the County around $5,000 to $6,000 if done by Public Works personnel.
           Commissioner Caruthers asked County Attorney Airth if the County would need an easement to do this project.  Mr. Airth stated he was not sure but would research the issue.  Mr. Andrews agreed to provide easements and hold harmless clauses for the County to do the project.
           Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board for County Attorney Airth to draw up an agreement between the County and the property owner pertaining to this project and bring it back to the next Board Meeting.
            At 4:32 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 8, as Agenda Item No. 7 had been heard earlier in the meeting, which was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve advertising to hold a public hearing to consider an ordinance assessing a $3.00 mandatory court cost against persons in criminal cases and civil traffic cases to fund the Suwannee County Teen Court Program. 
             Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, explained that the $3.00 mandatory court cost was in place to fund Teen Court prior to the Article V changes in funding and this Ordinance would reinstate this funding.  Mr. Tyson advised the request is for the public hearing to take place on Tuesday, October 18, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall which is the regularly scheduled Board Meeting.

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to set the public hearing for Tuesday, October 18, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall to consider an Ordinance assessing a $3.00 mandatory court cost against persons in criminal cases and civil traffic cases to fund the Suwannee County Teen Court Program.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            At 4:35 p.m. under GENERAL BUSINESS Vice Chairman Fowler calls for emergency agenda items.  (Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 32, Emergency Agenda Items.)

            There were four items to add.

A) Approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award for a Byrne Formula Grant in the amount of $28,823.00 to be used for Criminal History Record Improvement – Livescan Project.  (Due date for Certificate is 30 days from September 8, 2005 date of award.)

B) Approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award for al Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant in the amount of $83,481.00 for the project entitled Suwannee County Drug Task Force.  (Due date for Certificate is 30 days from September 8, 2005 date of award.)

C) Adoption of Resolution supporting the TSS Development at the Suwannee County Airport.

D) Authorization for the Building Department to purchase a truck off State contract.

Commissioner Hatch moved to add the aforementioned four items to the agenda.

Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            At 4:36 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 32, Emergency Agenda Items, to hear Items A) and B) to accommodate Ron Colvin, Suwannee County Sheriff’s Department, because of a prior commitment.   
A) Approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award for a Byrne Formula Grant in the amount of $28,823.00 to be used for Criminal History Record Improvement – Livescan Project.  (Due date for Certificate is 30 days from September 8, 2005 date of award.)

B) Approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant in the amount of $83,481.00 for the project entitled Suwannee County Drug Task Force.  (Due date for Certificate is 30 days from September 8, 2005 date of award.)

Mr. Colvin stated these two items are drug task force grants and would be no cost to

the County.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve Emergency Agenda Items A) and B) as aforementioned.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2005-78 and 2005-79)

At 4:40 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 10 which was to approve the minutes of the regular Board Meeting held on September 6, 2005.


Commissioner Hatch noted a correction on Page 5 in the first paragraph.  He stated Commissioner Fowler, and not Commissioner Hatch, had cited the correction on Page 15 of the July 27, 2005 Budget Workshop minutes.  Commissioner Hatch had another correction on Page 8 in the middle of the page.  He advised the sentence should read “Commissioner Hatch stated he was not a member of this group but did have a copy of the newsletter.”  

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes from the September 6, 2005 regular Board Meeting as amended.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  The Deputy Clerk made the noted corrections.
Agenda Item No. 11 was Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

George Fuller addressed the Board with a report from the WellFlorida Council of which he is a committee member. 
Sandy Killian stated she had sent pictures of Shenandoah Dairy to DEP and they sent an inspector out to the dairy.  She stated the dairy has sink holes near their spray fields and she read an article from the Gainesville Sun regarding a study that had been done on pollution of underground water through sink holes eventually reaching the area springs. She also read excerpts from previous Board meetings concerning the denial of spray fields for Norris Dairy.

Jim Ward addressed the Board concerning the “no wake zone” meeting at Suwannee River Water Management recently.  Mr. Ward stated that none of the no-wake signs on the river were enforceable according to the Wildlife Officers. He stated the Game Commission had tried to meet with the county commissioners from the various counties involved regarding signage and permitting but had had little success.  
Agenda Item No. 12 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present report.  There was no report.

Agenda Item No. 13 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, had nothing to report.

B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, was on vacation.

C) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had nothing to report.

D) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to report.
Agenda Item No. 14 was to consider the recommendation of the Insurance Committee, with possible Board action, for awarding auto, property and liability insurance.  (RFP  No. 2005-13) (Proposals opened during September 6, 2005 Board Meeting.)

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Insurance Committee recommended the Florida League of Cities (Option 1 Plan) for the County’s auto, property and liability insurance with the additional coverage of Option 2.  She stated the annual premium would be $430,014.00 plus $24,779 for the additional Option 2 and would be retroactive to October 1, 2004.
Mrs. Harrison advised that the Insurance Committee felt the Board needed to hire an insurance consultant to be a part of the spec and bid process because of so many factors involved.

Discussion ensued with several of the other bidding insurance companies’ representatives stating their input.

Vice Chairman Fowler announced that the Insurance Committee had listed six reasons for their choice using the bid specs as their guideline.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the recommendation of the Insurance Committee to award the bid to The Florida League of Cities (Option 1) with additional coverage under Option 2.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 3-1 with Vice Chairman Fowler opposed.

At 5:34 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 5:40 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler reconvened the Meeting.

Agenda Item No. 26 was to approve the agreement with North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for the Council to conduct the 2005-2006 Hazards Analysis Update for Suwannee County.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, asked that this item be withdrawn from the agenda as County staff would perform the survey and update.
Agenda Item No. 27 was to approve the Agreement with North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for the Council to provide comprehensive planning services to Suwannee County for FY 2006.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this Agreement is an annual contract and is already in the budget.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Agreement with North Central Florida Regional Planning Council for the Council to provide comprehensive planning services to Suwannee County for FY 2006.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   (Agreement pending)

Agenda Item No. 28 was to adopt a Resolution designating the National Incident Management System (NIMS) as the basis for all incident management in Suwannee County.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised this training is required by Homeland Security and more than 80 employees had gone through the training.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt a Resolution designating the National Incident Management System (NIMS) as the basis for all incident management in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-85)
Agenda Item No. 29 was to adopt a Resolution requesting Suwannee River Water Management District to reduce the processing fee for public purpose projects to a fee not to exceed $100.00 per permit for the FY 2006.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this was an annual request.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt a Resolution requesting Suwannee River Water Management District to reduce the processing fee for public purpose projects to a fee not to exceed $100.00 per permit for the FY 2006.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-86)
Agenda Item No. 30 was to authorize the Suwannee County Value Adjustment Board (VAB) and Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser, to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2005 Tax Roll to the Tax Collector prior to the completion of the VAB hearings to allow for meeting the requirements of Florida Statutes for the issuance of tax notices.  

Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, stated this authorization would allow the tax bills to be mailed out at the usual time.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to authorize the Suwannee County VAB and Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser, to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2005 Tax Roll to the Tax Collector prior to the completion of the VAB hearings to allow for meeting the requirements of Florida Statutes for the issuance of tax notices.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2005-83)
At 5:45 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler recessed a supper break.

At 7:00 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler reconvened the Meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 15 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS (continued), which was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for galvanized corrugated metal pipe.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-22)  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, announced that the Bid Review Committee would like to meet and make a decision on Agenda Items No. 15 through 18 and bring their decision back to the Board tonight.
Mrs. Harrison stated three bids had been received.  She opened the bids and advised there was a multiplicity of pricing for various sizes and types of pipe for the three bidders.

She stated the bid would be referred to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.

Agenda Item No. 19 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of Special Permit Request No. SP-05-07-01 by Charles and Cynthia Edwards to build poultry houses as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, was sworn in by County Attorney Airth at 7:20 p.m.  Mr. Meeks stated this issue was heard at the July 19, 2005 Board Meeting and tabled for a new site plan.  Mr. Meeks stated the new site plan has a 300 foot setback and is compliance with all regulations. 
Charles Edwards addressed the prior issues of the Church which is in close proximity to his property.  Mr. Edwards explained that he had spoken with the members, addressed and resolved all of their issues, and they are pleased with the outcome.  

At 7:27 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler opened the floor for public comments.  No one spoke and the floor was closed for public comments.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Special Permit Request No. SP-05-07-01 by Charles and Cynthia Edwards to build, according to the site plan, additional poultry houses as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (No Resolution provided  - # Pending)
Agenda Item No. 20 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of Special Permit Request No. SP-05-09-01 by Doyle E. & Ella M. Martin to build poultry houses as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.
Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, still under oath, stated that Mr. Martin planned to tear down two existing poultry houses, use the other existing poultry house for storage and built four new poultry houses.  Mr. Meeks stated the setback on the back of the property was not enough and the Board would need to grant a variance for that.
Doyle Martin was sworn in at 7:35 p.m. by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Martin stated he wanted to enhance his farm to enable him to be more productive and ultimately increase his income.  He advised his desire was to comply with water and agricultural management practices and that he was a member of the CARES Program.  He stated there was no residence behind his property, only open land.

Commissioner Hatch asked Mr. Martin if he would be willing to plant trees, like cedar trees, on the back of the property as a buffer and Mr. Martin stated he would be glad to do that.  

At 7:40 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler opened the floor for public comments.  No one spoke and the floor was closed for public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Special Permit Request No. SP-05-09-01 by Doyle and Ella Martin to build poultry houses, according to the site plan with a variance on the setback at the back of the property, as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1 with a buffer of cedar (or equivalent) trees along the back of the property.   Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (No Resolution provided - # Pending)
Agenda Item No. 21 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of Special Permit Request No. SP-05-09-02 by Suwannee Farms General Partnership to build cattle housing feeding barns as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, still under oath, stated Suwannee Farms site plan is for the construction of five cattle feeding barns and has met the required setbacks.
Joe Hall, managing partner of Suwannee Farms, was sworn in at 7:46 p.m. by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Hall advised Suwannee Farms had been in Suwannee County since 1980 producing a large quantity of a variety of vegetables.  He stated Suwannee Farms also had cattle but was not finishing them out to slaughter and this is what the expanded operation would do.  
Dr. Del Bottcher, Soil & Water Engineering Technology, Inc., was sworn in ay 7:52 p.m.  Dr. Bottcher stated this would be a completely controlled enclosed environmentally safe operation, processing the waste for dry spreading on the farm with no odor.  He stated there would be 1,000 cows per barn and would employ and additional 12 to 15 people.  Dr. Botcher revealed that he was working with Suwannee Farms on new, exciting technology that would convert animal waste into fuel to be used as an energy source. 
At 8:12 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler opened the floor for public comments.

William Hardee was sworn in at 8:12 p.m.  He stated he lived down the road from Suwannee Farms, and he was concerned about the noise and dust from the increased truck traffic that would be going in and out of the farm.

Jim Ward was sworn in at 8:15 p.m.  He stated he felt this expanded operation would be an asset to Suwannee County and he supported it.
Discussion ensued.  Commissioner Hatch stated this was good technology for a large scale operation and he was excited about the probability of animal compost becoming energy for us and converting the waste into a fuel source.
Commissioner Caruthers stated his concern about the increased road useage on Brannon Road in and out of the farm and felt that Suwannee Farms should assist in some of the maintenance on the road.  

Mr. Hall stated that Suwannee Farms would cooperate with whatever they needed to do. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Special Permit Request No. SP-05-09-02 by Suwannee Farms General Partnership, to build cattle housing feeding barns, according to the site plan, as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to amend the motion that Suwannee Farms  participate in the maintenance of 137th Road and Brannon Road to their facility. Commissioner Udell seconded and, after discussion of how vague the amendment was, the motion carried 3-1 with Commissioner Caruthers opposed.
Commissioner Udell seconded Commissioner Hatch’s original motion and the motion carried 3-1 with Commissioner Caruthers opposed. (No Resolution provided - # Pending)
At 8:45 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.
At 8:56 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler reconvened the Meeting.

Agenda Item No. 22 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of Rezoning Application No. RZ-05-07-01 by Creekside Partners LLC to change the zoning on property from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Planned Rural Residential Development (PRRD).  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, still under oath, advised the Subdivision was currently zoned Agriculture-1 which results in one unit per five acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the property owners were seeking rezoning to PRRD resulting in one unit per acre.  He stated the Zoning Board met in July and recommended approval of the rezoning.
At 9:02 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comment.  No one spoke and the public hearing was closed.

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated the total acreage is 69.41 with 20% development totaling twelve one acre lots.   Mr. Meeks stated this development would require new paved roads meeting DOT standards.  

Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, stated the property is located on the west side of CR 49 and is owned by Daughters Five LLC which consists of Dick Calvitt, Jeff Jones, Ronnie Skinner, David Wood, Brian Crews and Fred Brewer.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Creekside PRRD. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 24 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Hidden Hammocks Estates Subdivision.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Meeks stated this property consists of 114.14 acres totaling twenty-one five-plus acre lots.  He stated this subdivision would require new paved roads meeting DOT standards.  He advised the cul-de-sac would require a variance.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat approval of Hidden Hammocks Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 25 was at 7:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Farms of Nobles Ferry Subdivision.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this Subdivision was tabled at the August 16, 2005 Board Meeting due to possible dangerous access onto Nobles Ferry Road.

Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, stated a new preliminary plat was submitted by the developer which had limited and shared driveways accessing Nobles Ferry Road.  Mr. Alcorn advised that he and Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had visited the site and felt comfortable with the driveway/road access.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Resolution supporting the TSS Development at the Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

County Coordinator Wooley stated this truck was in the Building Department budget would be purchased off State contract.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the purchase of a truck for the Building Department off State contract.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:18 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler readdressed Agenda Items 15, 16, 17 and 18 for recommendations from the Bid Review Committee.  Kristie Harrison advised the Committee recommended the following:

Commissioner Caruthers moved to award the bid to Gulf Atlantic Culvert, Inc.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 16 for batteries, the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid to Battery Distributors S.E.

Commissioner Hatch moved to award to bid to Battery Distributors S.E.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 17 for antifreeze, the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid to Jim Hinton Oil Company.

Commissioner Udell moved to aware to bid to Jim Hinton Oil Company.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 18 for motor oil and hydraulic oil, the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid to Jim Hinton Oil Company.  

Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid to Jim Hinton Oil Company.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:22 p.m. Vice Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 33 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.  

Commissioner Caruthers stated he had a copy of an ordinance from Pasco County regarding land development and its effect on neighbors regarding using fill dirt and changing water retention and runoff.
Commissioner Hatch stated he had attended the Rural Area of Critical Economic Concern meeting recently.  He stated he talked with Senator Nelson and learned that there was funding available for County needs through grants and loans.  Commissioner Hatch mentioned that Suwannee County needed a multi-purpose building and had been referred to Jim Dean, USDA, for more information.  Commissioner Hatch stated that Mr. Dean could meet with County Coordinator Wooley and pursue this if the Board was in agreement.
Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board to proceed with pursuing whatever funding was available to the County.

Commissioner Hatch stated he had read an editorial in the Gainesville Sun regarding the poor service from the Red Cross in Live Oak in reference to the Hurricane Katrina victims.  He stated there seems to be a major breakdown in their system that needs correcting.
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:28 p.m.
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
