On Tuesday, October 12, 2004, at 2:00 p.m. the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a reconvened meeting from a meeting recessed on October 5, 2004, at the County Offices, 224 Pine Avenue to consider four items involving the Road MSBU Tax Rolls.  Present were Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Randy Hatch, Commissioner Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Jerry Poole (arrived during consideration of the third item at 2:04 p.m.), and Commissioner Douglas Udell, Also present were Deputy Clerks Michael Tyson and Dean Papapetrou. 
Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order and read the proposed items from the agenda for consideration of the Board.
Agenda Item No. 1, was to consider a resolution pertaining to certification to the Tax Collector of an amended roll for the 75th Drive-118th Terrace MSBU (road improvement).   It also approved a refund of $119.34 to Linda Harris on the 2003 assessment overpayment.  After some discussion on the need for a refund, Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 4-0. (See resolution No. 2005-04)
Agenda Item No. 2, was to consider a resolution pertaining to certification to the Tax Collector of an amended roll for the 78th Street-76th Terrace MSBU (road improvement).  Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 4-0. (See resolution No. 2005-05)
Agenda Item No. 3, was to consider a resolution pertaining to certification to the Tax Collector of an amended roll for the 133rd Lane MSBU (road improvement).  Commissioner Maxwell moved to adopt the resolution.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 5-0. (See resolution No.2005-06)
Agenda Item No. 4, was to consider a resolution pertaining to certification to the Tax Collector of an amended roll for the 113th Road/122nd Terrace/122nd Trail MSBU (road improvement).  Commissioner Maxwell moved to adopt the resolution.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 5-0. (See resolution No.2005-07)
Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously 5-0.
