Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 4:06 p.m. and Commissioner Maxwell led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No.2 was to consider Appointment of Gary Martin from Commission District 3 to serve on the Zoning Board of Adjustment and Planning & Zoning Board.

Agenda Item No. 3 was to consider Approval of payment of Invoice No. 10 in the amount of $267,437.98 to The Scruggs Company for work on the C. R. 795 By-pass Project.

Agenda Item No. 4 was to consider Approval of payment of Pay Application No. 2 in the amount of $124,966.40 to Slone Associates, Inc. for work on T-Hangar Project at Airport.


Commissioner Poole moved to approve the Consent Agenda Items 1 through 4 without further discussion.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 5  was to at  4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider the preliminary plat approval of Chambers Farm Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report to the Board.  Commissioner Maxwell asked if the plat complied with all Land Development Regulations.  Mr. Meeks advised it did.  Chairman Caruthers asked who the applicant was.  Mr. Meeks advised the applicant was Chris Bullard of Bullard Management.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the preliminary plat of Chambers Farm Subdivision.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 6 was to at  4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider the preliminary plat approval of Country Breeze Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report to the Board.  He advised County Attorney Airth had reviewed the plat and found no compliance problems.  Chairman Caruthers asked who the applicant was.  Mr. Meeks advised Mr. Poole and Mr. Crapps.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Country Breeze Subdivision.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 7, was to at  4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider the final plat approval of Savannah Plantation, Phase III Subdivision.  Chairman Caruthers and Commissioner Poole both advised they had a conflict of interest on this issue as they had both performed work on the development through their respective private businesses and they would abstain from voting on this issue.  Chairman Caruthers passed the gavel to Vice Chairman Maxwell. Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director gave his report to the Board.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the final plat of Savannah Plantation, Phase III Subdivision.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously, 3-0, with Chairman Caruthers and Commissioner Poole abstaining..

Vice Chairman Maxwell passed the gavel back to Chairman Caruthers.

Agenda Item No. 8, was at 4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider the final plat approval of Squires Cove Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report to the Board.  He advised County Attorney. Airth and Mr. Stuart Moore, the County Surveyor, had given their approval.  Chairman Caruthers asked if a notation would be made on the plat that the easements would not be maintained by the County.  Mr. Tim Alcorn representing the developer advised this was an oversight and the notations would be added for the final plat consideration.
Commissioner Poole moved to approve the final plat of Squires Cove Subdivision, subject to the notation discussed being added to the final plat.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 9 was to at  4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Eagle’s Nest Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report to the Board.  He advised the Road Department had approved the culvert inspection and Mr. Airth and Mr. Moore had approved the plat for compliance to statute.  Commissioner Hatch questioned the 150 foot set-back lines on the plat.  Mr. Tim Alcorn advised the developer was making this a requirement of the plat for any construction.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the final plat approval of Eagle’s Nest Subdivision.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 10 was to at  4:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider final plat approval of Green Grasses South Subdivision.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, gave his report to the Board and advised there were 8 stem lots in this subdivision.  He advised no culverts were needed, but he was waiting on a letter from the Road Department to that effect.  He advised Mr. Airth and Mr. Moore had both approved the plat for compliance to statute. 

Commissioner Poole advised he needed to abstain from voting on this issue due to a conflict of interest as his private business had performed work on the development.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the final plat of Green Grasses South Subdivision, contingent upon the Road Department issuing a letter advising no culverts were required.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Poole abstaining.
Agenda Item No. 11 was to at  4:15 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, waive building permit fees for Rotary pavilion project at First Federal Sportsplex.  Greg Scott, Recreation Director, addressed the Board and asked that the building permit fee of $600 be waived as this is on County property and will be a County building.  Commissioner Udell questioned Mr. Scott regarding the restroom and the floor plan of the pavilion.  Mr. Scott advised there would be one family type restroom with a door opening to the outside of the building.  He advised this restroom would be only for pavilion related use and would not otherwise be unlocked.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the waiver of the building permit fee for the Rotary pavilion project at the Sportsplex.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

GENERAL BUSINESS ITEMS: 
Agenda Item No. 12 was for consideration of Emergency Agenda Items.  Any

item the Board agrees to consider would be heard under Agenda Item No. 27, Emergency Agenda Items.  Chairman Caruthers announced he had a request for six items.
A. Approval of 2004 Non-Ad Valorem Assessment Amended Certification for Fire and Solid Waste Assessments.  (George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector)

B. Adoption of resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 75th Drive/118th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

C. Adoption of resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 133rd Lane Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

D. Adoption of resolution stating total parcel count regarding 78th Street/76th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

E. Adoption of resolution stating total parcel count regarding 113th Road/122nd Terrace/122nd Trail Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator) 

F. Request for authorizations for Public Works equipment repairs.(T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director)

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve adding Emergency Agenda Items A. through F. to the agenda.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 13 was to consider Approval of minutes of July 20 and August 3 regular meetings and August 12, 2004 emergency meeting.  Commissioner Hatch asked if the minutes could be submitted more timely.  Chairman Caruthers explained there had been situations of extended illness and other factors in the Clerk’s Office resulting in the minutes being delayed but the problem was being addressed.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the minutes with out correction.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 14 was to hear public concerns and comments.  Those persons wishing to speak were asked to come forward to podium and limit comments to five minutes.  Mr. George Fuller had his input on the Rotary Pavilion.

Agenda Item No. 15 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of Circuit Court to present report. Ms. Leeta Bronson, Clerk’s Director of Finance presented the Board with the approved final budget for FY2005, and asked the Chairman to sign the one for the official record.  Chairman Caruthers signed the final budget of FY2005 for the Official Record.
At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 511: p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

 Agenda Item No. 16 was to hear Staff Reports.
a) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the Board that FEMA would be providing individual public assistance due to the storm and flood damages.  He advised a Mosquito Spraying Program Assessment was to be forthcoming.  He advised the Board needed to approve spraying before it took place and asked the Board to preauthorize the spraying if and when it was to be provided.  The Board gave a consensus for mosquito spraying authorization when the State makes the determination to do so.  Mr. Wooley advised that a County fire truck engine was damaged during the most recent storm and FEMA may pay for a repair or towards a replacement.  Mr. Wooley recommended using the FEMA funds toward replacing the fire truck, and suggested checking other counties for similar vehicles that may be available as surplus.  He stated FEMA had made a determination they would make an exception to their rules and pay overtime for exempt (salaried) personnel for work during the local state of emergency.
b) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, addressed issues with the petroleum clean up at the Public Works Department.  He advised that much soil had been removed in the process.  Some soil had been removed and deposited on private property here in the County.  The locally deposited soil according to the DEP contractor was clean material consisting of mostly clay.  
Commissioners Hatch and Caruthers expressed a concern for DEP oversight of the project, and suggested a meeting with the citizens in the affected area, along with the contractor.
Mr. Sikes suggested the DEP project representative should also attend the meeting.

Commissioner Udell inquired of the reason for removing the dirt and suggested that with the other contamination issues that have been present in the County, DEP should have conferred with the Board.  Mr. Sikes explained the reason for removing the dirt, and that the contaminated dirt was taken to a disposal site in Georgia.

Commissioner Hatch stated the local Legislative representatives should be contacted and the Counties should seek legislation that requires DEP to acquire local permitting through the local County Commission for such issues.  He reminded the Board there are other issues of waste disposal occurring in this County, such as sludge dumping, that are permitted through DEP with no local oversight.  Commissioner Hatch volunteered to draft a position paper on the local permitting issues to be presented to our local Legislative delegation.  

Mr. Frank Darabi, County Engineer, advised DEP determines the standards for what is considered as contaminated or clean.  He advised the property owner receiving the dirt should record in his property deed that the materials were deposited on their property.  He advised the County could require the property owner to do this by local ordinance.

Chairman Caruthers asked County Attorney Airth if this was possible.  Mr. Airth Advised enforceability would be an issue.  He advised identifying the owners and making such deed requirements would be impossible when the activity taking place is not even known to the County.
c) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had submitted a written report for the Board and had nothing further to add.
d) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to report.
At 5:45 p.m. Chairman Caruthers skipped to Agenda Item No. 22,   which was to consider renewal of the lease agreement with John P. Schneider, Sr. and Betty Mizell Schneider for lease of the Mizell Building and property.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained the lease for the space the County was using as storage was up for renewal.  Commissioner Hatch moved to approve renewal of the lease.  Commissioner Poole seconded.  Discussion of the lease as written ensued.  Mr. Schneider addressed the Board and explained that there are actually two leases involved that are running concurrently.  He expressed a desire to have the two leases consolidated into one lease, and offered the County a five year lease.  After further discussion Commissioners Poole and Hatch withdrew their second and motion.   It was determined the two leases should be consolidated into one lease for the same dollar amount and perhaps a three year term would be best.  The lease documents would be corrected to reflect the consolidation and terms and the Board would consider action at their next meeting.
At 6:04 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a dinner break.

At 7:15 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.

Chairman Caruthers entertained TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS  (Continued) with Agenda Item No. 17 which was to at 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for closure of the Class I Landfill Expansion.  Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, advised there were two bids to be opened.  The first bid was from ERC General Contractor Services of Winter Garden, Florida.  Their bid was for $964,000.  The bid with the requested alternates was $1,543,624.  The second bid was from Comanco Environmental Corporation of Tampa, Florida, at $1,827,374.  Their bid with the requested alternates was $2,572,045.40.  Ms. Mixon advised the bids would be reviewed by the Bid Review Committee and the Board advised of their findings at the next meeting.

Agenda Item No. 18 was to At 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider granting Special Permit Request No. SP-04-10-01 by George and Sandra Haas to construct additional poultry houses as an intensive agricultural operation on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, was sworn in under oath by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Meeks made his report to the Board, and advised the request was to add 8 poultry houses to the existing operation.  He advised the Special Permit request was controlled by LDR Section 14.6 and the Board needed to consider the eleven enumerated elements required for the Special Permit.  Mr. Meeks advised the additional poultry houses were compliant with the LDR and would add no significant additional vehicular traffic to the existing roads.  He advised the property line set backs were being met.
Mr. George Haas, after being sworn in under oath, addressed the Board and requested the Special Permit be approved.
Chairman Caruthers opened the floor to public comments.  There were none.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Special Permit.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Deputy Clerk Tyson asked if there was a Resolution to be adopted approving the Special Permit.
Commissioner Poole moved to approve the Resolution granting the Special Permit for request SP-04-10-01, for eight poultry houses.  Commissioner Udell noted that the request was compliant with the eleven LDR issues to be considered.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution 2005-13)
Agenda Item No. 19 was to at 7:00 P. M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, hold a public hearing to consider granting Special Permit Request No. SP-04-10-02 by Crafton Communications as agent for Brett Goff, for an essential service 330 feet guyed-wire telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1.   Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, having been previously sworn, made his report to the Board.  He advised the standard requirements for lighting, signage, and County co-location privilege is included.  Commissioner Hatch asked about the property line set backs.  Mr. Meeks advised the west and north property lines are not 500 feet.  He added the 500 foot restrictions are not reciprocal to the neighboring properties.  Commissioner Hatch advised he would prefer a more centered location site.
Mr. Jeff Marshall of Crafton Communications was sworn under oath by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Marshall advised there is a need for a tower in the McAlpin area as there is poor cell phone coverage in that area.  

Chairman Caruthers opened the floor to public comments.
Ms. Mabel Peters was sworn by Mr. Airth.  Ms. Peters inquired as to the exact location of the property relative to her property.  She determined the site was not adjacent to her property and had no issues with the tower.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the request for Special Permit Request No. SP-04-10-02 by Crafton Communications for an essential service 330 feet guyed-wire telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1.   Commissioner Poole seconded.  Commissioner Udell expressed his preference for a 500 foot setback all around such towers.  Chairman Caruthers also preferred the 500 foot setback to protect the adjacent property owners in the future, as the Board has previously required.  Discussion ensued and Commissioners Poole and Hatch withdrew their second and motion.  More discussion ensued about future Board’s actions and possible changes in the LDR that may affect neighbors use of their own property.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the permit as requested.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Chairman Caruthers opposed.

Commissioner Poole moved to adopt a Resolution approving Special Permit Request No. SP-04-10-02 by Crafton Communications for an essential service 330 feet guyed-wire telecommunication tower and associated equipment on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2005-14)
The next items were of GENERAL BUSINESS (Continued)
Agenda Item No. 20 was to consider a lease agreement with McAlpin Community Club.  Ms. Sandra Haas advised she had reviewed the contract as attorney for McAlpin Community Club, as prepared by County Attorney Airth and herself.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the lease agreement.  Commissioner Poole seconded.  Commissioner Udell had an issue with Section 4. which stated no alcohol or tobacco products were to be used on the premises.  He questioned if a person must leave the property to smoke a cigarette, even though they may be outside the building.  After discussion, Ms. Haas advised the agreement could be amended to read so that alcohol was not allowed on the premises, and tobacco was not to be used inside of the building.  The Board agreed to this change in wording, and the motion to approve the lease with agreed upon amended wording about tobacco use carried unanimously.

At 8:07 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.
At 8:21 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting.
Note:  Commissioner Poole did not return to the meeting after the break.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to consider approval of a hangar lease agreement with Reid Paget.  Mr. Donald Robinson, Airport Manager/Assistant County Coordinator advised this was a standard hangar lease.  Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the lease agreement with Mr. Paget. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No 2005-04)
Agenda Item No. 22 was heard earlier at 5:45 p.m.

Agenda Item No. 23 was to consider Approval of the Emergency Management Preparedness and Assistance (EMPA) Base Grant for Fiscal Year 2004-05.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised this is the standard annual grant that provides for Emergency Management funding.  He also advised there would be more stringent auditing and reporting requirements involved with this grant in the future. He advised the grant would provide $105,806 less a charge for $2,847 for satellite usage fees.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the EMPA grant application for FY2004-05.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 24 was to consider extending the local state of emergency.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the need to extend the local state of emergency due to the continued impacts of floods and repairs from prior storms.

Commissioner Hatch moved to extend the local state of emergency through October 26, and adopt the corresponding resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution 2005-08)


Agenda Item No. 25 was withdrawn at this time.


Agenda Item No. 26 was to consider approving expenditure of county funds for Thanksgiving Dinner for county employees to be held on Wednesday, November 24, 2004.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the Board has funding dedicated for an employee awards and recognition program and it should be appropriate to use this funding to provide a recognition and appreciation luncheon for the employees at Thanksgiving.  Discussion ensued on what to serve and what the approximate cost might be.  It was determined the food costs for the prior year was about $600.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve the luncheon and authorize up to $1000 of the awards and recognition funds toward the luncheon.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 27 was to consider Emergency Agenda Items A. through F.

a) Approval of 2004 Non-Ad Valorem Assessment Amended Certification for Fire and Solid Waste Assessments.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the roll required amendments and the Board needed to certify the amended roll to the Tax Collector.
Commissioner Hatch moved to certify the amended fire and solid waste assessment roll to the Tax Collector.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

b) Adoption of resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 75th Drive/118th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the roll required amendments and the Board needed to adopt the resolution to amend the roll.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 75th Drive/118th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

c) Adoption of resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 133rd Lane Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the roll required amendments and the Board needed to adopt the resolution to amend the roll.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the resolution correcting parcel number and stating total parcel count regarding 133rd Lane Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

d) Adoption of to resolution stating total parcel count regarding 78th Street/76th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the roll required amendments and the Board needed to adopt the resolution to amend the roll.  Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the resolution stating total parcel count regarding 78th Street/76th Terrace Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

e) Adoption of resolution stating total parcel count regarding 113th Road/122nd Terrace/122nd Trail Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the roll required amendments and the Board needed to adopt the resolution to amend the roll.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the resolution stating total parcel count regarding 113th Road/122nd Terrace/122nd Trail Municipal Service Benefit Unit.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

f) Request for authorizations for Public Works equipment repairs. T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he needed to repair two truck engines.  He advised he had sought quotes and the best quotes he found were $11,260 for Cummins Diesel engine with a 24 month/ 100,000 mile warranty, and $5,995 for a Caterpillar engine with a 24 month warranty.  He advised he also needed to repair a bulldozer and the best quote he found was $14,368.01.  He asked for permission to proceed based on the quotes.  Commissioner Hatch recommended he check with a bulldozer repair company in Stark, Florida before repairing the bulldozer.  Mr. Sikes was familiar with the company, but neither could remember the name at the time.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the repairs with the lowest available quote Mr. Sikes could find. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No.28 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.


Commissioner Maxwell asked if the Fire Truck that needed an engine would be repaired and kept as a spare or put into use.  Mr. Wooley advised it would be repaired and assigned to Falmouth VFD.  Mr. Wooley added the Volunteer Fire Governing Board had completed their survey of various VFD equipment and would likely be making some recommendations to the Board of County Commissioners in the near future.

Commissioner Hatch thanked everyone for their expressions of sympathy with the recent passing away of his mother.   He also noted that Commissioner Poole would need to be replaced as a representative on the Small County Coalition and the Coalition legislative agenda would be an issue very soon.  He added one item of significance would be the sales tax distribution formula adjustment.


Mr. Wooley wanted to have everyone remind local citizens that if they have uninsured disaster losses due to Hurricanes Francis or Jeanne, to apply to FEMA for personal assistance.  He advised this could be done via the internet at www.fema.gov , or via telephone at 1-800-621-FEMA.
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Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
