The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a joint meeting with the Live Oak City Counsel, and the Suwannee County Economic Alliance. Present were: Chairman Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
The purpose of the joint meeting was to discuss economic development in Suwannee County.  The meeting was chaired by Mr. Dennis Cason of the Economic Alliance. Local business persons and consultants of the Eutaw Group, and City and County Staff  such as Mr. Brock and Mr. Wooley also participated in the discussions. 
A good deal of discussion revolved around a proposed joint resolution pertaining to economic development and participation of the entities in obtaining and administering grants and loans for economic development in and around the City of Live Oak and elsewhere in the County.
