         Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the Release of Lien for Michael S. Kemp, SHIP client.  (See Agreement No. 2006-28)
         Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment of Job No. 690 (40th Street and 24th Street), for The Scruggs Company, in the amount of $461,097.18.

          Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1 (137th Road), for Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., in the amount of $22,559.20.

          Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1 (177th Road), for Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., in the amount of $15,504.46.

          Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1 (175th Street), for Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., in the amount of $11,103.41.

          Agenda Item No. 7 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1 (180th Street &165th Street), for Keen Engineering & Surveying Inc., in the amount of $71,476.69.

          Agenda Item No. 8 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 2 (40th Street & 24th Street), for Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., in the amount of $27,113.36.

          Agenda Item No. 9 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 2 (138th Street & 144th Street), for Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc., in the amount of $15,273.37.

          Agenda Item No. 10 was to approve a Polling Precinct Lease between Rocky Sink Baptist Church, Suwannee County, and the Supervisor of Elections.  (See Agreement 2006-30)
          Agenda Item No. 11 was to approve an agreement between Election Systems & Software and Suwannee County for the purchase/license of voter tabulation equipment and related software and services.             
          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 11.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2006-31)

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
           Agenda Item No. 12 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, discuss with possible Board action, to request an extension until April 30, 2006 for a travel trailer permit.  

           Jenniffer Iodice approached the podium and explained that the reason for her request to extend her permit until April 30, 2006 was that her husband was working with the Hurricane Relief in Mississippi requiring him to be away from home two to three months at a time. 
          Commissioner Maxwell moved to grant the extension of her permit until April 30, 2006.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded.

          Commissioner Udell asked her if this would be sufficient time to complete the construction to which she replied she thought so but the Board could give her until the end of May which would allow ample time to complete the project. 

          The motion and second were amended to extend the permit through May 31, 2006 and carried unanimously. 
           Agenda Item No. 13 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the Agreement between Suwannee River Logging and the Board of County Commissioners. 

           John Claytor, Suwannee River Logging, approached the podium and reported that he and Greg Scott had visited each of the river ramps mentioned in the Agreement and pictures were taken. 
          Commissioner Maxwell expressed concern about failure to obtain approval from Suwannee River Water Management District for this operation.  
          Commissioner Hatch pointed out the date on the Agreement was wrong.  

          County Attorney Airth stated he would call his office and have the date changed so that the Agreement could be executed today.  

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Agreement between Suwannee River Logging and the Board of County Commissioners.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Maxwell opposed.   (See Agreement No. 2006-26)

           Agenda Item No. 14 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, and consider adoption of the “Step Up, Florida” proclamation. 

           Melinda Scott, Suwannee County Health Department, explained that this is a state-wide fitness event and presented the proclamation designating February 22, 2006 as “Step Up, Florida” day.  Ms. Scott stated the Health Department is asking for the Board to adopt and sign the proclamation. 
          Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the proclamation designating February 22, 2006 as “Step Up, Florida” day.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-08)
           Agenda Item No. 15 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve a one-year Lease Agreement between Block 60 Holdings, LLC, and the Board on behalf of Guardian Ad Litem. (Tabled from January 17, 2006 Board meeting)

          Charles Thomas, Manager-Block 60 Holdings, LLC, informed the Board that an amended Lease Agreement had been prepared correcting the problems stated in the last Board meeting.

        Commissioner Maxwell expressed concern with the wording in the Section #5-Repairs and Maintenance regarding the HVAC system service and repair being the tenant’s responsibility.

          Debbie Kinsey, Program Director, Guardian Ad Litem – 3rd District, pointed out that Guardian Ad Litem has a service contract on the HVAC system.
         Commissioner Caruthers stated the County is responsible for the Lease and expressed concern regarding the County being able to take care of the maintenance of the building. 

          Commissioner Hatch stated the verbiage was not perfect but moved to approve the Lease.  The motion died for lack of a second.

           Commissioner Udell stated he felt the contract should be more specific as to what the County’s responsibilities are.

           Charles Thomas proposed changing “Tenant” to “Landlord” in Section #5-Repairs and Maintenance which would state the landlord would be responsible for service and repair of the HVAC system.  

          Ms. Kinsey conveyed that she would be glad to provide a copy of the HVAC service contract to the Board as an addendum to the Lease.

          Commissioner Udell moved to approve the one-year Lease Agreement with Block 60 Holdings, LLC, subject to the wording in Section #5-Repairs and Maintenance being changed from “Tenant” to “Landlord” being responsible for service and repair of the HVAC system, attaching a copy of the HVAC service contract from Guardian Ad Litem as an addendum, and authorizing the Chairman to sign the Lease Agreement once the above stipulations are met.   Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2006-27)
         Agenda Item No. 16 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, funding for Chamber of Commerce for Fiscal Year 2004-2005. 

         Dennis Cason, Executive Director, Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce, apologized for not forwarding the necessary financial information to Michael Tyson, Clerk to the Board, to obtain the $8,000 disbursement of grant funds.  Mr. Cason stated the Financial Report had now been submitted and he is requesting the $8,000 be disbursed to the Chamber.

          Deputy Clerk Tyson stated the Financial Audit from Collins and Company seemed appropriate.

          Commissioner Udell asked what account the funds could be taken from and Clerk Dasher stated the money could come from the Contingency Fund.

          Commissioner Udell moved to disburse grant funds of $8,000 to the Chamber of Commerce for FY 2004-2005 from the Contingency Fund.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2006-32 for the FY 2005 Grant) 
          At 9:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break

          At 10:02 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.

          Agenda Item No. 17 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve of final plat for Creekside Subdivision in District 4. 

          Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated that this subdivision consists of 12 lots totaling 69.41 acres.  He advised the road construction had been completed according to County and DOT standards, and the subdivision is in compliance with the LDRs.
          Public Works Director Sikes stated he had made his inspection and the road was in compliance.
          Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the final plat of Creekside Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
          At 10:04 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 22 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Emergency Agenda Items.  There were none.

          Agenda Item No. 23 was to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 17, 2006.

          There were no corrections.

          Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on January 17, 2006 as written.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 24 was for public concerns and comments.  (Come forward to podium – limit comments to five minutes.)

           Clerk Dasher approached the podium and stated he had either been left off or taken off the agenda for the usual Report by the Clerk item which would result in a communication breakdown between the Clerk and the Board.  
            Chairman Fowler replied that the Clerk’s Report had been removed from the agenda because the other constitutional officers had inquired as to why they were not on the agenda and he wanted to treat everyone the same.
            Clerk Dasher pointed out that the Clerk served as Ex-Officio Clerk to the Board and the other constitutional officers were not members of the Board. He stated that good, open communication between the Clerk and the Board is very important; therefore, the Clerk was requesting the Report by the Clerk be reinstated as an agenda item. 

           Commissioner Udell stated he knew how important good communication was and would like the Clerk placed back on the agenda.  Commissioner Hatch reiterated Commissioner Udell’s comments.
          Clerk Dasher asked the Board if they would like some financial information from his office during their Planning Retreat next week.  
          County Coordinator Wooley stated this upcoming Retreat is on capital outlay projects and financial input would be welcome from his standpoint.  

           Public Works Director Sikes stated he would appreciate having financial information.

           After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Board that financial assistance was needed at the Retreat on February 14, 2006.
            Jim Ward approached the podium and stated his concerns regarding the aggressive driving on the eight miles of road on Highway 27 in the sound end of the County.  Mr. Ward requested that the Board contact FDOT concerning some additional signage and control in that area. 
Agenda Item No. 25 was for Staff Reports.
A)  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported on the Blood Drag that was held last weekend at the Airport.  Mr. Wooley stated it went over very well.  He noted that 172 pints of blood were donated to the Blood Bank . 
B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, informed the Board that he had researched

the Volunteer Fire Department truck repair issues raised at a prior Board meeting and found that some erroneous information had been given and the issue was not as bad as had been previously stated.
            Mr. Sikes stated Mr. Darabi had met three years ago along with an attorney concerning a franchise option for private hauling of solid waste.  He stated that anyone can haul if you have a franchise.  


After a brief discussion, it was decided to discuss this issue at the Retreat. Mr. Sikes will contact Mr. Darabi to see if he can make a presentation at the Retreat.
C) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, reported that Shirley Clark is back at the

Branford Library after her surgery   Mr. Hales commended his part-time employees in Branford for their assistance during her absence.

 
Mr. Hales announced that Marlene Mitchell had been hired as the new Youth Services Manager.


Mr. Hales stated the Live Oak Library building in now ten years old and needs painting.


Mr. Hales informed the Board that he is writing grants for new libraries in White Springs and Lee which are $500,000 grants.


Mr. Hales expressed his concern over the Governor’s budget which has no new funding for libraries.
        
Commissioner Hatch stated the Florida Association of Counties was in the process of analyzing the Governor’s budget. 
D) Hal A. Airth, County  Attorney, had no report.
E) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, had submitted a written report.  Mr.

Scott added that the Recreational Department hosted a Regional Recreational Conference at Camp Weed for three days, and also hosted a two-state tour here.  Mr. Scott reported he will be traveling to Washington next week, sponsored by FRPA, and will be doing some lobbying.

Agenda Item No. 26 was to approve a letter of credit with Mercantile Bank. 

Clerk Dasher stated the letter of credit is renewable each year.  He mentioned this year the amount is $2 million to be renewed at 3.45% which is the same rate as last year.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the letter credit with Mercantile Bank for $2 million to be renewed at 3.45%.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 27 was for approval to allow the Clerk of the Circuit Court to consider financing on MSBU projects, as well as discuss other financial options. 

Johnny Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this issue needs addressing and the public needs to be made aware of the situation.  Mr. Wooley stated he felt the issue should be discussed further at the Retreat.
Public Works Director Sikes stated that the immediate problem is with paying for the existing MSBU projects and the fact that asphalt costs have doubled since last year.
Clerk Dasher stated the County is not in the financing business and the residents need to seek their own financing on these roads.

After some discussion and the fact that Agenda Items Nos. 32 and 33 were MSBU projects, it was the consensus of the Board to continue this discussion with Items 32 and 33.

Agenda Item No. 28 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the collection sites. 

Douglas Udell, County Commissioner, District 2, stated dumping garbage outside the fence at the collection sites when they were closed was a real problem.  Commissioner Udell suggested erecting signage at these sites allowing the Suwannee County Sheriff to enforce the law.
Public Works Director Sikes pointed out there are Ordinances and State Statutues against this and signs should be posted.
Commissioner Hatch also suggested adding security cameras to the sites.  He asked Mr. Sikes to look into this issue and report back to the Board. 
Agenda Item No. 29 was to consider a request, on behalf of Savannah Homeowners Association, to accept maintenance of the roads in Savannah Plantations Subdivision (who have now met the 1 year requirement). 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the roads need inspecting before the County accepts them for maintenance.  

Commissioner Udell moved to accept the roads in Savannah Plantations Subdivision for maintenance subject to final inspection by Public Works provided the roads meet County requirements.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and added the stipulation that the homeowners are responsible for maintaining the retention pond in the subdivision.
County Coordinator Wooley stated the County could not continue accepting roads for maintenance and he felt there needed to be a moratorium not to accept anymore subdivision roads.

Public Works Director Sikes stated that something had to be done because gas tax was not keeping up with inflation, much less continually acquiring additional road maintenance responsibilities.
Commissioner Udell withdrew his motion and Commissioner Hatch withdrew his second.

After a lengthy discussion, Commissioner Caruthers moved to accept the roads in Savannah Plantations Subdivision subject to inspection by Public Works with any needed corrections made, and excluding the retention pond area.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Udell opposed. 

Agenda Item No. 30 was to enter into an Interlocal Agreement with Madison County for the Creation of a Regional Transportation Plan. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated there is no obligation for Suwannee County through this Agreement.
Commissioner Hatch stated this Agreement is project specific.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement with Madison County for the Creation of a Regional Transportation Plan.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2006-29)
Agenda Item No. 31 was to discuss, with possible Board action, approval of a fuel surcharge for Pritchett Trucking. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, informed the Board that no fuel adjustment was in the current contract with Pritchett Trucking.  Mr. Sikes stated that with the rising costs of fuel, Pritchett Trucking has implemented a fuel surcharge on top of the CPI.  He stated Pritchett Trucking is proposing to forgo the CPI for the balance of the contract and only charge the fuel surcharge of 11% according to the Surcharge Matrix.  Mr. Sikes stated the County will have to absorb this until the money is recuperated from adjustments made to other customer contracts that use the transfer station service.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve for Pritchett Trucking to forgo the CPI for the balance of the contract and only pay the fuel surcharge of 11%.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
To continue the discussion on Agenda Item No. 27, Agenda Item No. 32 was for approval to add Wishing Well Subdivision MSBU paving to 112th Street contract with Anderson Columbia, and Agenda Item No. 33 was for approval to add 78th Street (Easy Street – MSBU) to The Scruggs Company contract on 24th Street and 40th Street.
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the initial estimate amount of the Wishing Well Project would be $79,297.23 with $49,503.00 to be reimbursed from the subdivision owners over an extended period of time.  Mr. Sikes stated the amount of the 78th Street Project would be $78,671.42 with approximately $60,000 needed from the subdivision owners which was not available and leaves an unfunded balance.  He expressed his concerns about where the money would come from and the faulty MSBU process.  
Leeta Bronson, Finance Director, explained that the Board needs to designate a way to pay for these projects and suggested the funds come from the gas tax money.

Commissioner Hatch moved to borrow the money from District gas tax funds from the two Districts involved and repay these two Districts with the money due from subdivision owners.

After more discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to continue this discussion after lunch. Commissioner Hatch withdrew his motion and Commissioner Caruthers withdrew his second.

At 12:01 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for lunch.

At 1:48 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and continued with the discussion of Agenda Items No. 27, 32 and 33.  Since Agenda Item No. 34 was for approval to modify the contract with Anderson Columbia for the 217th Road Project, and would be involved in a fund shortage also, the Board decided to discuss it along with the others.   
Commissioner Hatch asked Mrs. Bronson for the total amount of shortage on all three projects.  Mrs. Bronson replied the total would be approximately $281,000.

Commissioner Hatch stated the funds could be taken from his District 5 gas tax reserve and could be paid back from gas tax money as it comes in until it is all repaid.

After a brief discussion, Commissioner Hatch moved to borrow $300,000 from District 5 gas tax reserve to cover all three projects: add Wishing Well Subdivision to 112th Street contract, add 78th Street to The Scruggs Company contract on 214th Street and 40th Street, and modify the contract with Anderson Columbia for 217th Road Project, with all future gas tax revenue going into District 5 gas tax account until it has been paid in full.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Maxwell and Chairman Fowler opposed.
At 2:27 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 18 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, and consider adoption of a proclamation supporting the 5000 Friends of Florida Families. 

Karen Schmausf, Meridian Behavioral Healthcare, Inc., presented a report stating that Florida ranks 47th out of 50 states in funding for mental health care.  Ms. Schmausf stated the goal of the 5000 Friends of Florida Families was to let elected officials in Tallahassee know it is time for the State to invest in mental health and addictions treatment.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the proclamation supporting the 5000 Friends of Florida Families.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2006-09)
Agenda Item No. 19 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the specifications and to advertise for an insurance consultant (RFP).

 Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services, stated her understanding was that the Board would like to continue with the RFP process.  Mrs. Harrison pointed out that the insurance committee had felt the County needed a risk manager instead of a consultant.  She continued bringing out that a risk manager would give a better non-biased decision as to the proper insurance coverage needed than a consultant who would be affiliated with an insurance company.
Commissioner Caruthers questioned the actual need and the higher cost associated with the decision for a risk manager rather than a consultant.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the specifications and to advertise for an insurance risk manager. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Caruthers opposed. 

Agenda Item No. 20 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval for job description and pay scale for an Athletic Supervisor for the Recreation Department. 
Krisite Harrison, Administrative Services, stated the pay level for the Athletic Supervisor would be Level 6 with a pay range from $8.10-$16.53 an hour.

Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, stated the starting salary would be at the minimum of $8.10 an hour.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the job description and pay scale for the Athletic Supervisor for the Recreation Department.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 21 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval to advertise for bids for insulation on the underside of the roof at the maintenance shop. 

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Department Director, approached the podium and requested approval to advertise for bids for insulation on the underside of the roof at the maintenance shop.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve to advertise for bids for insulation on the underside of the roof at the maintenance shop.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 2:49 p.m. Chairman recessed for a break.

At 3:00 p.m. Chairman reconvened the meeting.

At 3:01 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 35 under GENERAL BUSINESS to discuss the Board’s participation in the TRIP program through FDOT. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the letter from FDOT mentioned the TRIP projects are now open with a 50/50 match but there is a deadline of sixty days from January 19, 2006, to submit interlocal agreements.
Commissioner Hatch stated FDOT wants a master agreement for multi-counties with sub-agreements for specific projects.  He explained that the TRIP Program has a lot of money and he has been working with Dale Williams, Columbia County Coordinator, and DOT on this issue.  He stated the interlocal agreement should be done within the sixty-day deadline but he would follow-up with Dale Williams on this.
Agenda Item No. 36 was to approve the Sublease Agreement for the Suwannee County Rocky Hill Tower Site. 

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated County Attorney Airth had some concerns with the lease and it is in the process of being rewritten.

Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue until the new lease is received.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 37 was for approval to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider tax abatement for GreenCycle North Florida. 

Johnny Wooley, County Coordinator, asked for approval to advertise for a public hearing on February 21, 2006 at 7:00 p.m.

Commissioner Caruthers pointed out that the number of employees at the Suwannee County location was left off the application.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve advertising to hold a public hearing on February 21, 1006 at 7:00 p.m. to consider tax abatement for GreenCycle North Florida.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 38 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were none.

Agenda Item No. 39 was for Board Member’s Inquires, Requests, and Comments.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 3:15 p.m.
