          Commissioner Udell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 19.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   


Agenda Item No. 20 was to approve to pay the membership dues to the National Association of Counties for FY 2005-2006. 


Commissioner Caruthers asked why the Board did not fund these dues during the budget hearings.  

Commissioner Hatch stated the Board did not know much about the National Association of Counties (NACO) at budget time.  He advised that the membership fee was $573.00 and he felt the Board should be a member of this organization.


Commissioner Udell stated he felt this membership fee was a minimal amount for the citizens of our County to be able to obtain discounts on their drugs.  


Commissioner Maxwell moved to discuss the issue in the budget hearings for this budget year.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded.


Commissioner Hatch explained that by the Board being a member of this organization, County residents who do not have insurance can obtain up to 50% discount on their drugs.  


Commissioner Maxwell withdrew his original motion and Commissioner Caruthers withdrew his second.


After further discussion, Commissioner Udell stated he felt the issue should be tabled and asked County Coordinator Wooley to contact NACO for information on their organization. 


Commissioner Maxwell moved to table the issue. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.           
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
            Agenda Item No. 21 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution proclaiming the month of April as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  

            Lisa Long, Suwannee/Hamilton/Lafayette County Task Force for Child Abuse Prevention, reported there were 314 children in Suwannee County who were identified as being abused or neglected last year.  Ms. Long stated 314 pinwheels had been placed in front of the Courthouse in recognition of these abused children.  She explained her purpose of being here today was to ask the Board to declare April, 2006 Child Abuse Prevention Month.

           Commissioner Udell moved to adopt a Resolution proclaiming April, 2006 as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-23)
            Agenda Item No. 22 was at 9:00 a. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the following requests:

            1. The County to furnish a load of lime rock on the County property upon which American Legion Building is being constructed.

             2.  Designation of the new American Legion Building as a volunteer emergency shelter. 

             Commander Ron Slater, American Legion Post 107, stated two loads of lime rock would be needed for the parking lot of the building.  Commander Slater advised that the building has a kitchen, is stocked with some supplies and could be used as an emergency shelter.   
             Commissioner Hatch asked Commander Slater to prepare an inventory of the supplies in the new American Legion Building and deliver the list to County Coordinator Wooley.

             Commissioner Hatch moved to furnish lime rock to the County property where the American Legion Building is being constructed and to designate the building as a volunteer emergency shelter.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.        

              Agenda Item No. 23 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to present an update concerning requests for amendments to Land Development Regulations (LDRs) pertaining to dairy spray fields.

              John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, gave a briefing of Scott Koons’ comments at a previous Board meeting concerning dairy spray fields and the potential changes in the LDRs.  He stated the issue is not currently covered under the LDRs.  He pointed out that in the current LDRs, dairy spray fields are not considered intensive agriculture because they do not have animals on them, and according to the Right To Farm Act, cannot be regulated by the Board.

            Commissioner Udell stated it was clear that the Board could not override State law.
At 9:22 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 29, under GENERAL BUSINESS, which was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items. (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 23, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There were two items to be considered.

A)  Approval of the Certificate of Participation for the Board of County Commissioners to serve as the coordinating unit of government in the Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program and designation of a person for the preparation of the application for grant funds.  (Tony Cameron, Suwannee County Sheriff)

B)  Appointment of Charles “Rod” Touchton from Commission District 1 to the Planning and Zoning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustments to complete term of Laine Towsend.  

Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned items to the agenda.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 30 was to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 21, 2006.

            There were no corrections.

           Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the minutes as written.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 31 was for Public Concerns and Comments. (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

           Charles Bartley approached the podium and stated that the zoning and permit procedures in the County were posing a hardship on the citizens.  Mr. Bartley stated the Board was responsible for the Zoning Board decisions and therefore could correct their errors.  He brought up the zoning issue with the proposed ATV race track.
        County Attorney Airth stopped Mr. Bartley and informed him that this issue was in litigation in Circuit Court and the Board was not allowed to discuss it at all.

          At 9:33 a.m. Chairman Fowler announced he would continue with Agenda Item No. 31 for other Public Concerns and Comments after time specific items were heard and returned to Agenda Item No. 24 which was at 9:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to execute the project agreement for “Day of the Child/Day of the Book” Grant.
          J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated this was a small grant of $500.00 with no matching funds required.  
          Commissioner Hatch moved to execute the project agreement for “Day of the Child/Day of the Book” Grant.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. Pending)
           Agenda Item No. 25 was at 9:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider awarding the bid for spray-on insulation for the underside of the roof and east wall of the Maintenance Shop.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2006-02) (Bid was opened during the March 21, 2006 Board meeting.)
           Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, clarified the spelling of the sole bidder as Insealation of North Florida.  Mr. Sharpless stated the bid of $9,120.85 was opened at the previous Board meeting and referred to the Bid Review Committee.  He noted that the Bid Review Committee had met and recommended awarding the bid to Insealation of North Florida.
            Commissioner Udell moved to award the bid for spray-on insulation for the underside of the roof and east wall of the Maintenance Shop (Bid Solicitation No. 2006-02) to Insealation of North Florida in the amount of $9,120.85.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            At 9:36 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 31 under GENERAL BUSINESS, to continue Public Concerns and Comments.  There were no other comments. 

            Agenda Item No. 32 was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of Circuit Court, to present report.

            There was no report.

Agenda Item No. 33 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were no reports.

Agenda Item No. 34 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, gave a legislative report.  Mr. Wooley

stated discussion included homestead exemption issues with the likelihood of the exemption being raised to $50,000;  portability capping at $200,000; the possibility of impact fees; and our County’s request for $1 million for the Courthouse addition with the possibility of receiving a maximum of $500,000.

Commissioner Caruthers reported that there was no new construction money for prisons and he felt the Board should send a letter to the Governor requesting our deed to the prison property be returned to the County and we sell it or put some other industry on it to bring money into the County.  


Commissioner Udell stated the prison had not been forgotten and that he had spoken with two of the candidates running for Governor concerning the prison. He stated he felt the County should keep the property and continue to urge the new Governor to appropriate funds for the prison.


Chairman Fowler replied he had no problem with writing a letter to the Governor. 

At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

           At 10:15 a.m. Chairman reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 26  under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids (Bid Solicitation No. 2006-03) for the Main Control located in the Suwannee County Jail.

            Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, apologized for the bid specifications not being worded properly and he felt like it may have led to some misinterpretation.  Mr. Sharpless reported there was some confusion with the two bids received regarding improper identification by the bidder on the outside of one of the envelopes and the other envelope had not been marked properly when received at the Clerk’s Office.  Mr. Sharpless suggested that the bids be sent back and to re-bid with corrected specifications.
              Commissioner Udell moved to reject all bids received and to re-bid for the Main Control located in the Suwannee County Jail.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 27 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open proposals (RFP No. 2006-01) for Risk Manager for Auto, Property, and Liability Insurance.

             Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, announced there were no bids received and there was not sufficient time to re-advertise.  Mrs. Harrison stated it would now be necessary to seek RFPs for insurance.
             At 10:20 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 34 to continue with Staff Reports.
B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported he had received a notice from the

Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) stating DEP would not renew the open burn permit for yard trash and gave the County a six-month window to purchase a burn curtain for this purpose.  Mr. Sikes stated he would contact Mr. Darabi on the cost of the burn curtain and hopefully pay for it with solid waste grant funds. 

Chairman Fowler expressed concern over implementing the garbage franchise through the services of Mr. Darabi and felt the Board should know what the cost would be before going forward with it.

Public Works Director Sikes stated he would obtain a “not to exceed” estimate from Mr. Darabi before proceeding.

C) John D. Hales, Jr.,  Director of  Libraries,  advised  that  the  new  Youth  Services
Coordinator was doing a good job and had been reorganizing, starting a weekly preschool program and toddler program.   Mr. Hales reported that due to a resignation, there was an opening in Branford now.  He stated the summer program was gearing up. He mentioned that even though funding seemed grim, he was hopeful for some new money from the legislature.

Mr. Hales reported that he had been talking with the Advent Christian Village about building a library at Dowling Park.  He stated they were very receptive to the idea. 
D) Hal A. Airth, County  Attorney,  stated  he  is  dealing  with  lawsuit  regarding  a
private fence built in the right-of-way.
E) Greg Scott, Recreation  Department  Director,  stated  there are  unmatched grant

funds available.  Mr. Scott stated he would like to have parks in strategic areas of the county similar to the one in Wellborn.  He mentioned there was a push to start boys and girls clubs in the County but he felt that because of activities provided by local churches, FFA, 4-H and other organizations, they were not needed and would be too costly to staff them. 

At 10:52 Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 35 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for approval to advertise for bids to resurface Mt. Olive Church Road in District 4.  (DOT Grant)

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised that DOT funding should be available July 1.  Mr. Sikes stated he was asking for approval now, subject to DOT funding, which would allow him sufficient time to award the bid and schedule the work.   
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve to advertise for bids to resurface Mt. Olive Church Road in District 4 (DOT Grant).  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 36 was to approve the road construction plans for Timberwood Estates Subdivision; Agenda Item No. 37 was to approve the road construction plans for Twin Timers Subdivision; and Agenda Item No. 38 was to approve the road construction plans for Royal Springs Equestrian Subdivision.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, announced he would like to address Agenda Item Nos. 36 and 37 and No. 38 together.  Mr. Sikes expressed his concerns with all three subdivisions placing retention ponds on private lots requiring the property owner to maintain these retention ponds.  He also mentioned that part of the road right-of-way was included in the retention area.

Chairman Fowler stated the subdivision plans need to be sent to Mr. Sikes for his review and approval prior to them being put on the agenda.

County Coordinator Wooley stated that pre-development meetings are not taking place which would eliminate some of these problems.

After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Board that the LDRs are not being followed or enforced.

Commissioner Udell moved to table the three above mentioned agenda items until the next Board meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
            At 11:11 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 28 which was at 11:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, options to purchase monitor defibrillators for Emergency Medical Services (EMS).
County Coordinator Wooley presented the information for Murel McDonald who was unable to attend the meeting.   Mr. Wooley stated there were four defibrillators figured in the EMS budget but that Mr. McDonald’s recommendation was to purchase all nine defibrillators due to the promotional pricing of the company.

Commissioner Caruthers expressed extreme concern with some of the facts that Mr. McDonald has presented on his written report.  He stated that Mr. McDonald’s cover statement was not correct, quotes were not favorable, they should have been bid out and not from a sole source, and the Board had not approved nine but had approved eight, four in 2006 and four in 2007.
After much discussion, Commissioner Udell moved to table the issue until the next Board meeting.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Chairman Fowler and Commissioner Caruthers opposed.

At 11:50 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 39 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to discuss, with possible Board action, the determination of one or two projects for the application process to access the funds of the Federal Enhancement Program, deadline May 1, 2006.  (Tabled during March 21, 2006 Board meeting.)

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated Commissioner Udell had asked to reinstate the sidewalk project on 5th Street (Walker to Johnson Street) that had been dropped from the last application.   Mr. Sikes stated this was the only project that had been mentioned.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the reinstatement of the sidewalk project on 5th Street (Walker to Johnson Street) for the Federal Enhancement Program application.  Commissioner Udell seconded and  the motion carried unanimously.

At 11:51 a.m. Chairman recessed for a break

At 12:05 p.m. Chairman reconvened the meeting. 
Agenda Item No. 40 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the determination of two new candidate projects for the application process to access the funds of the Small County Outreach Program (SCOP FY 2007-2008), deadline May 1, 2006.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported the projects that he recommended for the SCOP Program were Bibby Road in Commissioner Hatch’s District and Delaware Road  in Commissioner Caruther’s District. 

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the two above mentioned projects for the SCOP application process.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
Agenda Item No. 41 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the determination of two new candidate projects for the application process to access the funds of the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP CY 2007-2008), deadline May 1, 2006.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported the projects he recommended for the SCRAP Program were Orange Church Road in Chairman Fowler’s District and Skeen Road in Commissioner Maxwell’s District. 
The Board acknowledged receipt of a letter from the City of Live Oak requesting that Helvenston Street, from US 129 to US 90, be nominated for the SCRAP Program.  The Board determined there were too many issues with the reconstruction of Helvenston Street and elected not to nominate it for the SCRAP Program but directed County Coordinator Wooley to acknowledge the City of Live Oak’s request.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Orange Church Road and Skeen Road as the two projects for the SCRAP application process.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 42 was to approve the Revised Memorandum of Agreement with the Office of Tourism, Trade, and Economic Development.

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, presented the Revised Memorandum of Agreement with the Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Revised Memorandum of Agreement with the Office of Tourism, Trade, and Economic Development.   Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. Pending)
Agenda Item No. 43 was to approve the resurfacing of Skeen Road from the intersection of 58th Street to I-10.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve resurfacing Skeen Road from the intersection of 58th Street to I-10 when District funds are available.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 


Agenda Item No. 44 was to approve the resurfacing of 122nd Street from the intersection of 113th Road to the end of the pavement.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve resurfacing 122nd Street from the intersection of 113th Road to the end of the pavement with District 4 gas tax funds.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 45 was Emergency Agenda Items. 
There were two items to consider.
           A)  Approval  of  the  Certificate  of   Participation  for  the  Board  of  County 

Commissioners to serve as the coordinating unit of government in the Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s (FDLE) Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program and designation of person for preparation of application for Grant funds. 

County Coordinator Wooley presented the information in Sheriff Cameron’s absence stating this is a Grant the Sheriff’s Office has been participating in for years.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Certificate of Participation for the Board of County Commissioners to serve as the coordinating unit of government in the FDLE Edward Byrne Memorial JAG Grant Program and designation of a person for preparation of the application for Grant funds.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (Agreement forthcoming)

B)  The appointment of Charles “Rod” Touchton from Commission District 1 to the Planning and Zoning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustments to complete the term of Laine Townsend.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the appointment of Charles “Rod” Touchton from Commission District 1 to the Planning and Zoning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustments to complete the term of Laine Townsend.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 46 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.

Commissioner Hatch stated that he and Mr. Wooley had been receiving positive feedback from their efforts with the Legislature in Tallahassee.

Commissioner Maxwell expressed concern over the confusion with the motion to borrow $300,000 from Commissioner Hatch’s District 5 gas tax reserve at a previous Board meeting to cover three road projects.

Chairman Fowler reiterated Commissioner Maxwell’s concern adding that it was not clear to him how the Clerk’s Office would handle paying the funds back to District 5 and requested the issue be revisited and placed on the agenda for the next Board meeting for clarification.


Commissioner Udell stated he would stand behind his appointment of Tommy Jefferson to the Zoning Board despite the petitions received against Mr. Jefferson’s appointment.
