            Agenda Item No. 2 was to purchase a Gravely 260H Mower on State Contract for the Recreation Department.    

Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve a letter of support for Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. to obtain continued funding for services to elderly citizens in Suwannee County.
 
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1A in the amount of $64,819.55 to The Scruggs Company for work done on 78th Street (MSBU) in District 1.
            Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1 in the amoun t of $15,608.39 to The Scruggs Company for work done on the Fuel Island Parking Lot at the Public Works Department.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items 1 through 5.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve advertising for bids to purchase monitor defibrillators for Emergency Medical Services (EMS) was pulled from the Consent Agenda for further discussion.

Commissioner Caruthers expressed his concern over the bid specifications and felt it was unclear how the Board wanted to proceed.  He stressed that the bid specifications should be sent to all the suppliers and manufacturers known to have this type of equipment.

Chairman Fowler asked County Coordinator Wooley if he had talked with Murel McDonald about the issue and Mr. Wooley replied that he had and the bid specifications were in the process of being updated.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve advertising for bids to purchase four (4) monitor defibrillators for EMS subject to the approval of the updated bid specifications by County Coordinator Wooley and Administrative Services Director Kristie Harrison.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
             Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution proclaiming April as Water Conservation Month in Suwannee County.  

             Mr. Andy Jackson, representing Suwannee County Conservation District, read the Proclamation designating April as Water Conservation Month in Suwannee County in its entirety.  
             Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Resolution proclaiming April as Water Conservation Month in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-24)
             Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval to advertise for bids for health insurance for County employees, or to recess April 18, 2006 regular meeting until April 20, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at Live Oak City Hall to discuss health insurance options.  
             Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, announced the Insurance Committee had met and discovered that Blue Cross/Blue Shield would be increasing their premium approximately 28 1/2 %.   Therefore, Ms. Harrison stated the Insurance Committee recommended either a workshop to discuss health insurance options or advertise for bids for health insurance.

            County Attorney Airth stated if the alternate plan offered was a lesser product, the Board should advertise for bids.

              Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve advertising for bids for health insurance for County employees.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
             Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval to piggyback Lafayette County’s Request for Proposal (RFP) for the purchase of a new 9-1-1 System.  

             John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, emphasized that this system is now being used in nine other surrounding counties and has proven to be a good system.  Mr. Wooley stressed that this system would give Suwannee County back-up in case of a disaster.  He stated they were requesting approval to piggyback Lafayette County’s RFP for the Enhanced 9-1-1 System.
              Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern with the Board being presented with volumes of documents at the last minute with no chance to review the information.

              Commissioner Udell asked about the five-year maintenance contract. James Robinson, 9-1-1 Coordinator, replied that five years is the normal life expectancy of a computer system resulting in the maintenance contract increasing each year through the five year period.  However, Mr. Robinson pointed out that there are grant dollars available for maintenance on the system which would be applied for during the next grant cycle in September.  
             Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request to piggyback Lafayette County’s RFP for the purchase of an Enhanced 9-1-1 System.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

              At 4:28 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 22, under GENERAL BUSINESS, which was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items. (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 39, Emergency Agenda Items.)

               There were two items to consider.

A) Approval of Agreement with TSS Development.

B) Interlocal Agreement between Hamilton, Madison and Suwannee Counties

regarding the TRIP Program.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve adding the two aforementioned items to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
             Agenda Item No. 23 was to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 4, 2006.


Commissioner Hatch had a question on Page 5 regarding the discount on drug assistance to residents of counties who are NACO members and asked the Clerk to review what was stated.

The Clerk reviewed and made the correction stating “can obtain a discount” instead of “can obtain up to 50% discount”.
Commissioner Caruthers cited a correction on Page 8 in which the “n” had been omitted from Laine Townsend’s name.

The Clerk made the cited corrections.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 4, 2006 subject to the cited corrections.     Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            At 4:30 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 10 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, a request to accept maintenance of the roads, and surface water management system within Deer Meadows Subdivision Phase I, II, and III.

              Brad Dicks, Developer, stated the subdivision has been developed over a year now and Suwannee River Water Management is urging him to turn the road maintenance over to the County.  Mr. Dicks stated there have been a couple of issues with the grassing and erosion on the shoulders of some roads.
              Public Works Director Sikes stated there was no grass coverage along the roadway and erosion was a problem.  
              Mr. Dicks stated he would replant the grass and guarantee it would be to Mr. Sikes’ satisfaction.

             Commissioner Maxwell moved to accept maintenance of the roads and surface water management system in Deer Meadows Subdivision Phase I, II and III.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded.

              After some discussion, Commissioner Maxwell withdrew his motion and Commissioner Caruthers withdrew his second.

              Following more discussion, Commissioner Udell moved to table the issue until the repairs were completed by Mr. Dicks to the Board’s satisfaction.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

              At 4:45 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

              At 5:00 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.
              Agenda Item No. 11 was at 5:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss new information concerning spray fields.  

              Sandy Killian stated she had spoken with a Commissioner from Madison County and one from Wakulla County.  Mrs. Killian stated it was their opinion that counties need to regulate spray fields to protect their residents.  She read excerpts from a letter received from the Attorney General concluding that, in her opinion, the letter gives the County authority to intervene in the operation of spray fields. 
              County Attorney Airth stated that the Attorney General’s opinion was just another opinion.  Mr. Airth explained that the Attorney General did not have all of the information on this issue and his opinion did not address this dairy.  He reiterated that according to the LDRs animal density was the deciding factor.  He stated Mr. Koons had already said that DEP regulates spray fields and the County had no authority to do so.
              Commissioner Caruthers stated he had interpreted the letter the same as Mrs. Killian had.  He mentioned he had asked that a copy of the Attorney General’s letter be sent to Scott Koons, North Florida Regional Planning Council, but he had not yet received a reply from him.

            Arthur Barnes approached the podium and gave his negative views on the spray fields stating that they were not there when he bought his property.  Mr. Barnes expressed his concerns with the odor, air and water contamination, and the fact that the spray fields would devalue his property.

         Commissioner Udell stated he felt the contamination needed to be regulated and felt several agencies had conflicting opinions on the issue.

          Gary Hoffman approached the podium and stated he had moved here two years ago.  He mentioned he was concerned about the amount of animal waste being put into the ground and water supply.  He stated he felt the Hendersons, who own Shenandoah Dairy, needed other solutions and did not seem too concerned over the problem.

          Mrs. Killian emphatically expressed her disappointment with the Board seemingly not being interested in helping her on this issue.
              Agenda Item No. 12 was at 5:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the presentation of the Youth Recognition Awards for Suwannee County Juvenile Justice Council.  

              Tammy Mobley, Chair-Suwannee County Juvenile Justice Council, introduced several outstanding students and presented them with recognition certificates.   Matthew Parker, Katelyn Kelly, Todrick Franks, were present and received their certificates.  Andrew Schroeder and Hailey Alley, who were not present, also were recognized for their accomplishments.

               At 5:45 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Items No. 28, 29 and 30, which were all tabled at the April 4, 2006 Board meeting.  All three items were discussed together due to having the same issue of water retention ponds on private property. 

               Agenda Item No. 28 was to approve the road construction plans for Timberwood Estates Subdivision. (Tabled during April 4, 2006 Board meeting).   

           Agenda Item No. 29 was to approve the road construction plans for Twin Timbers Subdivision. (Tabled during the April 4, 2006 Board meeting). 

Agenda Item No. 30 was to approve the road construction plans for Royal Springs Equestrian Subdivision.  (Tabled during the April 4, 2006 Board meeting).  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the retention ponds had been removed from the road right-of-way.

Chad Williams, GTC Design Group, stated the issue had been resolved.  He explained the retention ponds would be on two property owners’ lots and the homeowners association would operate and maintain the ponds.  He pointed out there would be a note on the final plat stating this.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the road construction plans for Agenda Item No. 28-Timberwood Estates Subdivision, Agenda Item No. 29-Twin Timbers Subdivision and Agenda Item No. 30-Royal Springs Equestrian Subdivision.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
 At 5:54 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a supper break.

 At 7:10 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  Commissioner Udell did not return to the meeting due to personal business.

              Agenda Item No. 13 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance adopting a drug-free workplace policy for Suwannee County.  

              Chairman Fowler asked Rob Larkin, Labor Attorney, what would happen if two supervisors were not available to sign the paperwork.  Mr. Larkin replied any County Coordinator or Administrative Services Director could sign with the department supervisor if need be.
              At 7:20 p.m. Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comment.  No one spoke and the floor was closed to public comments.

              Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance adopting a drug-free workplace policy for Suwannee County.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Ordinance No. 2006-05)
              Agenda Item No. 14 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the approval of Special Permit 06-04-01 for Gladys Tejedo, Trustee, for the replacement of two existing poultry houses.  

             Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, asked County Attorney Airth that, without Commissioner Udell being present, if the vote was two to two would that mean a denial.  Mr. Airth replied that is correct.
             Mr. Meeks reported setbacks on three sides were all proper but the other side had a prior setback variance because it was less than 300 feet from the property line and roadway.  He stated the two houses they want to replace were destroyed in the storm last year.

             At 7:27 p.m. Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comments.  

             Curtis Carey, Operations Manager-Gold Kist, spoke in favor of the operation and   reported that Ms. Tejedo had asked Gold Kist about being put in business.  Mr. Carey stated that Gold Kist was planning to add her on as a grower.
             There being no further public comments, Chairman Fowler closed the floor to public comments at 7:30 p.m.

             Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Special Permit 06-04-01 for Gladys Tejedo, Trustee, for the replacement of two existing poultry houses.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent. 

             Agenda Item No. 15 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of a proposed application for Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for Charles and Robin Touchton, and to rezone property located inside the designated urban development areas of the County, from Residential to Industrial.  

             Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, was sworn in by County Attorney Airth at 7:31 p.m.  Mr. Meeks stated the property consists of .98 acres and the request is for property rezoning from Residential-1 (R-1) to Industrial, Light and Warehousing (ILW).
             At 7:36 Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comments.  No one spoke and the floor was closed to public comments.

             Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the proposed application for Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment by Tim Alcorn, authorized agent for Charles and Robin Touchton, and to rezone property located inside the designated urban development areas of the county, from Residential (R-1) to Industrial, Light and Warehousing (ILW).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (No Resolution or Ordinance was provided) 
             Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider approval of the recommendation by the Zoning Board of the proposed application for rezoning by TSS Development to change property from Residential Single Family (RSF-1) to a Planned Residential Development (PRD).

              Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, still under oath, stated this property consists of 273 acres, borders the Airport and will be an airport community.  Mr. Meeks stated the rezoning request was from Residential Single Family (RSF-1) to Planned Residential Development (PRD).
               Daniel Webster, TSS Development, was sworn in by County Attorney Airth at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Webster handed out a draft of a Development Agreement and stated the development will consist of 118 hangar lots and 140 regular lots.  He stated this will be a gated community and ultimately will be annexed into the City.

               Commissioner Caruthers questioned what items the Board was to consider, the Resolution as Item No. 16 or the Development Agreement that is Emergency Item No. 39A.  County Coordinator Wooley discussed the need to attend to both at the same time.

              At 8:00 p.m. Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comments.  No one spoke and the floor was closed to public comments.

               Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Zoning Board’s recommendation to rezone the property from RSF-1 to PRD and the final Development Agreement as Emergency Agenda Item No. 39A. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Resolution No. Pending & Agreement No. Pending)
              Agenda Item No. 17 was at 7:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat of Pines of Pennington West Subdivision in District 4.

              Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of four lots totaling 40.04 acres.  Mr. Meeks reported the final plat has been reviewed by County Attorney Airth and Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, and found to be in compliance.

              Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the final plat of Pennington West Subdivision in District 4.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent. 

             Agenda Item No. 18 was at 7:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat of Pines of Pennington East Subdivision in District 4.

             Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this is a minor subdivision containing only two lots totaling 20.02 acres.  Mr. Meeks reported the final plat had been reviewed by County Attorney Airth and Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, and found to be in compliance.

             Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the final plat of Pines of Pennington East Subdivision in District 4.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.

             Agenda Item No. 19 was at 7:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat of Rolling Pines Subdivision in District 3.
             Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of 25 lots totaling 125.05 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the length of the road is 1320 feet and the developer has agreed to put in turnarounds  
             Commissioner Caruthers asked if approving this preliminary plat would be implying to the developer that the County would take maintenance of the roads.

              County Coordinator Wooley stated the LRDs do not read that way but it had just been an assumed practice.

             Commissioner Maxwell stated he would like to put a moratorium on not accepting any more roads for maintenance. 
             After more discussion, it was the consensus of the Board that no more roads on preliminary plats would be accepted for County maintenance.
             At 8:15 p.m. Commissioner Hatch left the meeting. 

             Commissioner Caruthers moved to accept the preliminary plat of Rolling Pines Subdivision in District 3, with the developer adding turnarounds, and adding a note to the plat stating that the County would not be responsible for maintenance of the roads.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 3-0 with Commissioner Udell and Commissioner Hatch being absent.
              At 8:16 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

              At 8:29 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  Commissioner Hatch returned to the meeting.

             Agenda Item No. 20 was at 7:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat of Pine Meadows Subdivision in District 3.  

              Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of 10 lots totaling 54.51 acres.  Mr. Meeks advised the subdivision would require the construction of newly paved roads to County and DOT standards.  He stated the cul-de-sac was 1618 feet long and the developer will put in a turnaround one-half way down the road.

              Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Pine Meadows Subdivision in District 3, with the developer constructing a turnaround one-half the way down the cul-de-sac, and adding a note to the plat stating the County would not be responsible for maintenance of the roads.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell being absent.
              Agenda Item No. 21 was at 8:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to review changing the preliminary plat of Aspen Hills Subdivision to a Planned Residential Development (PRD).  

              Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, Inc., stated he was requesting the Board’s thoughts on this subdivision rezoning before spending the money to go to the Zoning Board.
              County Attorney Airth informed Mr. Alcorn that it would be improper for the Board to consider the issue without going to the Zoning Board first.  The Board took no action.
              At 8:37 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 24 under GENERAL BUSINESS was for Public Concerns and Comments. (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

               Tim Alcorn, President-Suwannee County Fair Association, reported the Fair was successful, ran smooth with no major complaints.  Mr. Alcorn expressed his appreciation to the Board and the County for their support and assistance.        
           Agenda Item No. 25 was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a  report.
           There was no report.

           Agenda Item No. 26 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

          There was not report.

           Agenda Item No. 27 was for Staff Reports.

A)  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated he had attended recently a National Hurricane Conference in Orlando.  Mr. Wooley pointed out that the best response to a disaster was local and State because they are better prepared.  He stated Federal response should come later.  
County Coordinator Wooley stated he had some complaints regarding the Fair from the Livestock Board.  He advised they are in the process of polling the members to decide if they will stay with the Fair or go out on their own.

Commissioner Caruthers expressed his concern over late documents being distributed at the Board meetings therefore not giving the Commissioners time to read over the material.  He stated he was very uncomfortable with this and told County Coordinator Wooley he would appreciate anything he could do to alleviate this situation.

County Coordinator Wooley stated he needed some direction from the Board about proceeding with the Courthouse addition and contacting The Haskel Company for some preliminary plans.  He advised State grant money toward the project would be around $400,000 to $500,000.   Mr. Wooley polled the Board for an answer and the decision was 3-1 in favor of proceeding with the preliminary plans, with Commissioner Maxwell opposed and Commissioner Udell absent.

D)  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated an attorney from the League of Cities had

contacted him concerning the Worth Case and the League of Cities’ attorney had filed an Answer to the law suit.
            Agenda Item No. 31 was to approve submission of an invoice in the amount of $5,089.50 to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for maintenance and operation of certain traffic signal intersections during FY 2005-06, and approval of certain traffic signal intersections in the amount of $4,077.50 to be maintained and operated by the County during FY 2006-07.  

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve submission of an invoice in the amount of $5,089.50 to the FDOT for maintenance and operation of certain traffic signal intersections during FY 2005-06, and approval of certain traffic signal intersections in the amount of $4,077.50 to be maintained and operated by the County during FY 2006-07.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Agreement No. Pending)
           Agenda Item No. 32 was for authorization to advertise for bids for scales for the transfer station loader.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the legal load is critical and the scales would maximize each load and be more efficient.  Mr. Sikes advised the cost of the scales would be in the $8,000 - $11,000 range.
Commissioner Hatch moved to authorize advertising for bids for scales for the transfer station loader. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.


Agenda Item No. 33 was for approval to advertise for bids for a motor grader.  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the hours on the current motor grader will be up in 90 days and a replacement is needed.  Mr. Sikes advised the motor grader is on a buy-back with Industrial Tractor and the bid specifications will be the same.  He stated the difference in the buy-back and the new cost had been budgeted.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising for bids for a motor grader.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent. 

Agenda Item No. 34 was to declare Road Department equipment as surplus.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he had provided a list of the equipment he wanted to surplus. Mr. Sikes stated he would like to sell the equipment that is still mobile at the Sheriff’s sale.  He suggested disposing of the rest of the surplus equipment through advertising for sealed bids.
Commissioner Hatch moved to declare the items on the list provided as surplus and to approve selling the surplus equipment.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.

Agenda Item No. 35 was for approval of Supplemental Agreement No. 04-02 with Earth Tech Consulting, Inc. for a new taxiway “C” and holding apron at the Airport.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated the cost would be $50,000 and Suwannee County would be responsible for 20% of that or $10,000 which has already been budgeted.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Supplemental Agreement No. 04-02 with Earth Tech Consulting, Inc. for a new taxiway “C” and holding apron at the Airport.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Agreement No. Pending)

Agenda Item No. 36 was for the annual review of the contract with Fessler Aviaton per Section III (C) of the Lease.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated that the County had a good relationship with Mr. Fessler and recommended no increase in the lease.
Commissioner Hatch pointed out that there had been a 3% increase in the CPI this year and he felt a 3% increase in the lease should be considered.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the lease contract with Fessler Aviation with a 3% increase in the monthly rent.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  


Agenda Item No. 37 was to approve the Scope of Services Agreement for Government Services Group, Inc. regarding Solid Waste and Fire Protection Assessments for FY 2006-07.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is an Agreement between the Board and Government Services Group, Inc., and Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, P.A. for their services in preparing the assessments and the tax roll for FY 2006-07 in the amount of $15,000 payable in quarterly installments.
The Board questioned the roll of the Tax Collector in preparing the Special Assessment rolls and the $33,000 paid to the Tax Collector for roll preparation.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Scope of Services Agreement for  Government Services Group, Inc. regarding Solid Waste and Fire Protection Assessments for FY 2006-07.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Agreement No. 2006-56 and 2006-57)
Agenda Item No. 38 was for approval to pay membership dues to the National Association of Counties for FY 2005-06.  (Tabled during April 4, 2006 Board meeting)  

Commissioner Randy Hatch stated the NACO dues were $573.00 a year and he felt there were many benefits the County could take advantage of by being a member.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve paying the membership dues to NACO for 2005-06, but the motion died for lack of a second.

After discussion and some comments from Commissioner Maxwell and Commissioner Caruthers suggesting waiting until the next budget year to consider NACO membership, Commissioner Hatch withdrew the issue.
Agenda Item No. 39 was for Emergency Agenda Items.
There were two items to be heard.

A) TSS Development Agreement.  This  was  taken  care  of  during  Agenda  Item

No. 16 earlier in the meeting.

B) Approval of the FDOT Interlocal Agreement between Madison County, Hamilton

County and Suwannee County regarding the Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP).

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the FDOT Interlocal Agreement between Madison County, Hamilton County and Suwannee County regarding the TRIP Program.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent.  (See Agreement No. 2006-55)
           Agenda Item No. 40 was for Board Member’s Inquires, Requests, and Comments.


There were none.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 10:00 p.m.
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
