Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
Chairman Fowler called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  Chairman Caruthers led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 50990 in the amount of $479,333.27 to Anderson Columbia Company, Inc. for work done on 122nd, Skeen Road, 217th, and Wishing Well Subdivision in District 4.
Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 50991 in the amount of $4,132.83 to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work done on 177th Street in District 3.
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the reappointment of Earl Carter to the Suwannee County Recreation Board.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1-4.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
           Agenda Item No. 5 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request for the use of the walk-in cooler at the Coliseum Complex. 

Fletcher Vann, representing the Small Farmers Market Association of Suwannee County, stated the Small Farmers Market has existed since 1998 and has a set of by-laws.  Mr. Vann explained the Small Farmers Market consisted of local growers who are permitted through the County Extension Service.  He stated the Small Farmers Market was requesting the use of the walk-in cooler located in the Coliseum Complex.
Commissioner Hatch inquired about a written agreement between the County and the Small Farmers Market and Mr. Vann replied there had never been one, only a verbal agreement.  

Commissioner Maxwell asked Mr. Vann to provide a copy of the Small Farmers Market Association By-Laws to County Coordinator Wooley. 
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the use of the walk-in cooler at the Coliseum Complex by the Small Farmers Market Association subject to the preparation of a written agreement between the Small Farmers Market Association and the County with the review and approval of the Agreement by County Attorney Airth.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  


Agenda Item No. 6 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss upgrade and improvement of cable service to customers of KLiP, LLC. 

Phil Still, Local Representative for KLiP, LLC, stated the company’s policy is to take care of line out problems within 24 hours and to make other service calls once a week.  

Mr. David Lowe, resident of Dowling Park, approached the podium and expressed numerous problems with the cable service in his area.  Mr. Lowe stated when a complaint was called in, there was always an excuse and no help in solving the problem.   

Mr. Still stated he had a list of the calls made concerning complaints and he would meet with Mr. Lowe after the meeting and get to the bottom of the problem.  

Commissioner Caruthers emphasized that he had just received a copy of the Agreement which was not complete and he had not had time to review it. 

Mr. Still advised he would complete the Agreement and make any changes the Board wished to make. He requested was a letter from the Board for the KLiP financial backers stating KLiP was progressing toward a franchise in the County.  
After some discussion, Commissioner Udell moved to table the issue until the next Board meeting with Mr. Still having a fully complete and executed contract to submit.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 7 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, the project priorities for the next Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Tentative Work Program Cycle.  Deadline July 1, 2006.  

Jordan Green, Rural Area Transportation Development Engineer, FDOT, stated that SB360 has passed in the Legislature increasing State funds for the SCOP Program, and the SCRAP Program would continue for ten more years.  Mr. Green stated that although project costs have increased, the county incentive grant programs would continue including the new TRIP Program which is now in place.   He pointed out that Suwannee County had a great deal of work, already scheduled under these programs, coming up in the next three years.
Mr. Green reiterated the importance of adhering to the deadline of July 1, 2006 for submitting project priorities for the FDOT Tentative Work Program Cycle.
At 9:55 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 10:10 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  In order for Deputy Clerk Tyson to retrieve bids for Agenda Item No. 8, Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 9 which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve a Staff Assistance Job Description for the Extension Office, Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, explained this was not a new position just a rewrite of an existing one that carries no benefits.  

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Staff Assistant Job Description for the Extension Office.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 10 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, approval to advertise for Requests for Proposals (RFPs) for Workers’ Compensation, Auto, Property, and Liability Insurance.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, stated that if the current insurance was renewed, the companies could not guarantee the same coverage.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve to advertise for RFPs for Workers’ Compensation, Auto, Property, and Liability Insurance.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

At 10:14 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 12 under GENERAL BUSINESS was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items. (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 26, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There were none to be considered.
Agenda Item No. 13 was to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 18, 2006.

Commissioner Hatch questioned the wording of the first sentence on Page 22 regarding the NACO issue and asked the Deputy Clerk to review the tape for clarification as to the “consensus of the Board to wait until next budget year to consider membership in NACO”.  
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on April 18, 2006 subject to the review asked for by Commissioner Hatch.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

After review, the Deputy Clerk reworded the sentence as follows: “After discussion and some comments from Commissioner Maxwell and Commissioner Caruthers suggesting waiting until the next budget year to consider NACO membership, Commissioner Hatch withdrew the issue.” 

Agenda Item No. 14 was to approve the minutes of the workshops held on April 6, 2006 and April 13, 2006.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes of the workshops held on April 6, 2006 and April 13, 2006 as written.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 10:17 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped by mistake to Agenda Item No. 16 which was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a report. 

Mr. Dasher distributed copies of the Budget Financial Report as of April 30, 2006.  He stated the audit had been completed, the exit interview done, and Mr. Powell, County Auditor, would be at the next Board meeting to present the report.

At 10:24 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 15 which was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

Mr. Alonzo Harrod, a resident of Wishing Well Subdivision, approached the podium and expressed his appreciation to the Board and Public Works Director Sikes for the road work recently completed in this subdivision.

At 10:25 a.m. Chairman Fowler reverted to Agenda Item No. 8 which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for the Main Control at the Jail located in Suwannee County. 

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, opened the bid, which was the only bid received, from CMI Electronics in Alabama for $47,600.  Mr. Sharpless stated this figure was within the budgeted amount and he would refer the bid to the Bid Review Committee.

Commissioner Maxwell asked Mr. Sharpless if he had any background information on this company.  Mr. Sharpless replied some information had been provided but he could check on other projects this company had done.  Commissioner Maxwell stated he would feel better if he would do that. 
At 10:30 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 11 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the use of the boat ramps for deadhead logging.  

Jerry Scott, a representative of JED, Inc., addressed the Board and asked for permission to use the County’s boat ramps for deadhead logging.  Mr. Scott stated the company is certified through the State DEP and is therefore in State compliance.
Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated he would prepare an Agreement between JED, Inc. and the County just like the current one the County has with another company.

Mr. Jim Ward asked Mr. Scott what section of the river would be involved.  Mr. Scott replied approximately 20 miles, from the Nobles Ferry bridge to Suwannee Springs.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the use of the County’s boat ramps by JED, Inc. for deadhead logging once an Agreement was executed.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 17 was for the Constitutional Officers’ Reports.


There were no reports.


Agenda Item No. 18 was Staff Reports.
A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported there was a vacated paramedic

position at EMS and he would like to replace it with a fire/EMT position.   Mr. Wooley stated it would require adding the position to the fire budget and deleting the position from the EMS budget.  It was the consensus of the Board to grant County Coordinator Wooley’s request. 

County Coordinator Wooley stated the current Legislative funding seemed promising.  He mentioned the Courthouse addition money was still intact as well as the SCOP and SCRAP money.  He reported that the fiscally constrained County funding will likely be approved with Suwannee County receiving $591,264.

Commissioner Caruthers asked about the status of the letter to the Governor regarding the prison for Suwannee County.  County Coordinator Wooley replied he would check on this.


Commissioner Hatch asked about the delay with delivery of the fire trucks that had been ordered.  County Coordinator Wooley replied they were having trouble getting the Ford chassis.

B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had no report.
Chairman Fowler asked Mr. Sikes if he had seen the item in the newspaper regarding

the cost of solid waste collection in which the figures were wrong.  Mr. Sikes replied he had not but would check into it.
C) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated he had been working on budgets.

Mr. Hales reported the Library would be doubling their number of summer programs this year.   He reported the Legislature had not been so kind to them with very little increase in dollars this year.
D) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated the abandoned plane at the Airport will be

declared “abandoned on public property” according to Chapter 705 of the Florida Statutues and the Sheriff could proceed with removal and disposal.

E) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, reported they are building a pavilion

at the City Pool sponsored by Kiwanis.

Mr. Scott expressed his appreciation to the Board for coming to supper at the Sports Complex during the last Board meeting and apologized for not being there to greet them.

Mr. Scott stated they will have Day Camps this summer at the John Hale Park if another location is not found.

Agenda Item No. 19 was for approval to advertise for bids for Waste Tire Disposal.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reminded the Board  that  the original  contract

for Waste Tire Disposal was with a company that went defunct and the County opted to go with the DEP contract which is about to expire. Mr. Sikes stated the County needs to find another contractor.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve advertising for bids for Waste Tire Disposal.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 20 was for approval of the Reimbursement Agreement with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for the widening and resurfacing of Mattress Factory Road (from SR 51 to 169th Road) in District 3.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this is a typical Agreement for an approved SCOP project with funding available July 1, 2006. 
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for the widening and resurfacing of Mattress Factory Road (from SR 51 to 169th Road) (SCOP Project) in District 3.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2006-59)
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the enabling Resolution for the aforementioned SCOP Project.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-26)
            Agenda Item No. 21 was for approval of the Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for the resurfacing of 208th Street (from US 129 South to the end of the pavement) in District 5.  

            T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this is a typical Agreement for an approved SCRAP Project with funding available July 1, 2006.
            Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for the resurfacing of 208th Street (from US 129 to the end of the pavement) (SCRAP Project) in District 5 and the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-28 and Agreement No. 2006-61)
            Agenda Item No. 22 was for approval of the Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for the resurfacing of Mt. Olive Baptist Church Road (from CR 417 to Hogan Road) in District 4.  

             T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this is a typical Agreement for an approved SCRAP Project with funding available July 1, 2006.  
             Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the Reimbursement Agreement with FDOT for the resurfacing of Mt. Olive Baptist Church Road (from CR 417 to Hogan Road) in District 4 (SCRAP Project) and the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-27 and Agreement No. 2006-60)
             Agenda Item No. 23 was to review, with possible Board action, increasing rental rates for the hangars at the Airport.  

           Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated more hangars are needed as there are thirty people on the waiting list now.  
           Commissioner Maxwell asked Mr. Robinson to check the hangars to see if they contain planes or are being used for other things.  Commissioner Maxwell pointed out that if some of the hangars do not contain planes, they could be made available to someone on the waiting list.  He also stated he felt more hangars should be built to accommodate the demand and suggested the County could seek financing for constructing more hangars.
            Mr. Robinson suggested conducting a workshop to discuss this issue and the ideas he has in mind.  The Board suggested that Mr. Robinson schedule a workshop.
            Commissioner Hatch stated that the CPI had increased 3 percent and FAA money may fade away. 

            Mr. Allison Scott spoke in favor of adding more hangars stating he was planning on purchasing another plane himself and would need a hangar for it.

            Commissioner Udell moved to increase rental rates 3 percent for hangars at the Airport.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 24 was for approval of the contract with AK Associates for the 9-1-1 System.  

           John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this contract would piggyback the Lafayette County contract and others who have used this company have been very complimentary of this system.

           Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern over conflicting figures on the quantity of units ordered for Suwannee County in the piggyback contract of Lafayette County.  He stated he felt the line items were not explained properly resulting in misleading information.

            County Coordinator Wooley stated the contract could be amended to reflect the difference in the quantity ordered.

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the 9-1-1 contract with AK Associates subject to amending the equipment line item to reflect the correct numbers and to authorize the Chairman to sign the amended contract.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 25 was to discuss, with possible Board action, approval to hold and to advertise the first meeting held in July on July 5, 2006 due to the July 4th Holiday conflict.  
Chairman Fowler suggested that due to the July 4th Holiday falling on the first Tuesday that the Board meeting be moved to Wednesday, July 5, 2006 and Agenda Review for that meeting be moved to Monday, June 26, 2006 at 2:30 p.m. because of an out-of-town Commissioners’ conference.  It was also suggested that when scheduled Tuesday meetings fall on election days or holidays they be changed and advertised to be held on the following day, Wednesday.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve holding the first meeting in July on Wednesday, July 5, 2006 due to the July 4th Holiday conflict, and changing and advertising scheduled Tuesday meetings that fall on election days or holidays to the following day, Wednesday.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was Emergency Agenda Items.
There were none to hear. 

Agenda Item No. 27 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.

There were none.
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 11:22 p.m.
