Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the Release of Lien for George and Cherie Kirkland, SHIP Clients.  (See Agreement No. 2006-70)
Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the Release of Lien for Donald B. Hurst, SHIP Client.   (See Agreement No. 2006-71)
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the Release of Lien for Lance and April Bennett, SHIP Clients.  (See Agreement No. 2006-72)
Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the release of Lien for Toni L. Royals, SHIP Client.  (See Agreement No. 2006-73)

Agenda Item No. 7 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 2 in the amount of $71,435.57 to The Scruggs Company for the work performed on 137th Street in District 1.

Commissioner Udell asked to abstain from voting on Consent Agenda Item No. 1 due to a conflict of interest.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 2-9.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 1.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell abstaining.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
           Agenda Item No. 10 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the Synchronization Agreements, and adopt a Resolution with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), for the installation of a traffic signal located at US Highway 90, CR 49 and 101st Road.  

Donna Whitney, District Rail Specialist, FDOT, stated this would connect the railroad signal to the traffic signal at this location and assist in avoiding traffic entrapment on the railroad crossing, providing improved operational efficiency of the highway system during train passage.  

Commissioner Udell asked if there would be any cost to the County.  Ms. Whitney replied there would be no cost to the County. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, expressed reluctance concerning the County’s liability regarding the railroad signal through the Synchronization Agreement.  
Ms. Lillie Porter, FDOT representative, replied this is the typical Agreement FDOT has for railroad crossings and there would be no County obligation for the railroad signal.

Commissioner Maxwell asked County Attorney Hal Airth if he had any problems with the Agreement.  Mr. Airth replied he did not because this was the standard Agreement that FDOT had for this type of intersection throughout the State.

Commissioner Caruthers pointed out the problem with the train parking at this intersection with the cross arms down and holding up traffic for a considerable amount of time.   
Ms. Porter stated she was aware of this problem and was working on trying to correct it.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Synchronization Agreement and adopt the Resolution with FDOT for the installation of a traffic signal located at US 90, CR 49 and 101st Road.   Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. Pending and Resolution No. 2006-34)

Agenda Item No. 11 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve advertising for bids for the replacement of the Fire Alarm System in the County Jail. 

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, stated the original system is out-of-date.  Mr. Sharpless pointed out that many replacement parts are no longer available and the system is not compatible with the other systems in the County Jail.  He suggested replacing the system with a new, upgraded one.  He mentioned there was approximately $30,000 left over in the budget from the recent purchase of the main control system which could be used toward acquiring this equipment.     
Commissioner Udell moved to approve advertising for bids for the replacement of the Fire Alarm System in the County Jail.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 12 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to purchase a WEB Control System (HVAC) for the Courthouse and Jail from Certified Air Contractors, a sole source supplier, in the amount of $7,114.00 (approved in the current budget).  

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, stated this was a budgeted item.

Commissioner Udell asked if the proper procedure had been followed for a sole source supplier.  Mr. Sharpless replied that it had and he has a letter to that effect.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the purchase of a WEB Control System (HVAC) for the Courthouse and Jail from Certified Air Contractors, a sole source, in the amount of $7,114.00 (approved in the current budget).  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 13 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval for the installation of an upgrade for the interface system on Chiller #2 for the Courthouse and the Jail from Certified Air Contractors, a sole source supplier, in the amount of $7,495.00.  

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, stated this was a budgeted item and he has the documentation required for a sole source supplier.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the installation of an upgrade for the interface system on Chiller #2 for the Courthouse and Jail from Certified Air Contractors, a sole source supplier, in the amount of $7,495.00.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:17 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 24 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 37, Emergency Agenda Items).  

There was one item to consider.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned item to the agenda.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 25 was for approval of the minutes from the regular meeting held on May 16, 2006. 

Commissioner Fowler stated he had previously asked the Deputy Clerk to change the wording in the second and fourth sentences on Page 15 of the minutes which had been done and copies of the corrected page were distributed to the Board.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes from the regular meeting held on May 16, 2006 as corrected.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
            Agenda Item No. 26 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


There were none.
            Agenda Item No. 27 was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a report.

            Clerk Dasher approached the podium and stated he had no report but would be glad to answer any questions the Board may have.  There were none.
            Agenda Item No. 28 was Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

           There were none.

           Agenda Item No. 29 was for Staff Reports

A)  John  G.  Wooley,  County  Coordinator,   reported  he   had   met  with   the  Fire 
Governing Board regarding the fire truck issue.  Mr. Wooley stated July is now the projected  delivery date.  He pointed out they were having trouble getting the chassis from Ford Motor Company.   

Commissioner Caruthers asked if there was a 120-day delivery date.  Mr. Wooley replied it was 45 days from the delivery of the chassis.  He stated International has a larger chassis but it would be $15,000 more per unit.  He reminded the Board that this was a piggy back contract with another county.

Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board to try to get a specific delivery date from Ford. 


County Coordinator Wooley stated he had met with the Department of Corrections (DOC) last week regarding the proposed prison.  He stated DOC was inquiring about the Wellborn water system. He reported they have hired an engineer but plans are in the preliminary stages now.  He indicated DOC will build a 1500 bed facility first and will probably install their own water system.


Mr. Wooley reported HB 293 went to the Governor Monday and funds for rural counties look very favorable.  


Mr. Wooley reported he had met with Suwannee River Water Management recently regarding digitalizing flood maps.  He stated Jerry Scarborough indicated he would try to tie us onto his project.   He stated Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser, now has the map program available through the Property Appraiser’s website which will assist the public and be a great asset to the abstractors in their research. 

At 9:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 14 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of an extension for a Travel Trailer Permit for Frank and Diane Croson.  

Frank Croson, approached the podium and stated he was requesting an extension on his Travel Trailer Permit which was close to expiration.  Mr. Croson explained his house was nearing completion but he was requesting a year’s extension on his permit to enable him to have ample time to finish building the house. 
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve a one-year extension on the Travel Trailer Permit for Frank and Diane Croson.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

 Agenda Item No. 15 was at 9:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request for a budget transfer from the Salaries line item to Equipment, and authorize the purchase of a van under the Florida Sheriff’s Association State Contract, with those funds.  

Meredith Taylor, Extension Director, stated she was requesting a budget transfer in the amount of $17,491.00 to purchase a van on State contract.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve a budget transfer in the amount of $17,491.00 from the Salaries line item to the Equipment line item to purchase a van under the Florida Sheriff’s Association State Contract.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 9:50 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 10:02 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.
Agenda Item No. 16 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for one (1) Tandem Drive Motor Grader for Suwannee County Public Works.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated there were three bids received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Agenda Item No. 17 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for one (1) Weigh-In-Motion Loader Scale for Suwannee County Public Works.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated three bids were received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Agenda Item No. 18 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the Legislative update from the Small County Coalition (SCC).  

Chris Doolin, Executive Director-SCC, expressed his appreciation for the County’s long-term support of the Coalition.  Mr. Doolin explained the goal of the SCC was helping people work with people.  He stressed the power of the Coalition was with the elected officials. He mentioned that Legislative leadership changes and stressed the importance of protecting what we have.  He stated that small counties excelled in several areas.  He pointed out that Suwannee County had received $400,000 for the Courthouse, $191,000 for solid waste, and $2.7 million in SCOP and SCRAP projects.  He commended County Coordinator Wooley for the Power Point Program he created, “Counties in Crisis”, which showed how small counties were not receiving their fair share.  He commended Suwannee County for stepping up and changing the treatment of small counties.  He warned of the impending move by larger counties to change the funding formula for fiscally constrained counties.  
Mr. Doolin expressed his thanks to Suwannee County for supporting him personally during a family crisis, and presented appreciation plaques to the Board, to Randy Hatch and to Johnny Wooley for their support and assistance with the SCC.

Commissioner Hatch stated that Mr. Doolin was under fire often and commended him for the excellent job he does.  Commissioner Hatch emphasized the importance of Mr. Doolin’s involvement in the SCC and his ability to finds ways to get support when things looked bleak.
At 10:42 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 29 (B) under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to continue with Staff Reports. 

B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had no report.

C) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had no report. 

D) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.

E) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, had submitted a written report.  Mr.

Scott gave an update on the programs offered and the growing number of children participating.  

Chairman Fowler thanked Mr. Scott for the work done recently at Dowling Park.
Agenda Item No. 30 was for the adoption of a Resolution concerning the land swap with Adam Lundy.  

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated a Resolution has been prepared for the land swap with Adam Lundy.
Commissioner Caruthers stated the land should be offered to the City of Live Oak and if they did not want it, auction it off.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Resolution for the land swap with Adam Lundy.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-33)
 Agenda Item No. 31 was for approval to make application under the TRIP Program for widening and resurfacing CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road).  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated FDOT has the money and there is a good possibility of getting this project funded.  Mr. Sikes stated the TRIP Program is a 50/50 match but FDOT will allow the County to use the funding received and go as far as the FDOT money will go, resulting in no capital outlay for the County.   

Commissioner Caruthers asked if FDOT will look at the truck traffic on this road.

Mr. Sikes stated the design will be submitted according to funding and FDOT will be asked to consider the truck traffic situation.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve applying for the TRIP Program for widening and resurfacing CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 32 was for approval of a Lease Agreement with Jim Fessler for the lease of Hangar A-2 located at the Airport.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated Mr. Fessler had been on the waiting list for two years for a hangar at the Airport.  

Commissioner Caruthers pointed out that the Lease Agreement did not reflect the recent increase in monthly rent.

Chairman Fowler added that the Chairman’s name on the signature line was incorrect.  Mr. Robinson replied he would correct that information on the Lease Agreement.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Lease Agreement with Jim Fessler for the lease of Hangar A-2 located at the Airport subject to amending the monthly rental fee and the Chairman’s name on the signature line.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. Pending)
At 11:01 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to al AAgenda Item No. 19 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 11:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to accept the certification to the County by the Tax Collector of certificates owned by the County that are more than two (2) years old, and approval to proceed with obtaining tax deeds.  

George L. Burnham, Tax Collector, explained that according the Florida Statutes those certificates valued at $5,000 or more shall be applied for and those under $5,000 may be applied for.  Mr. Burnham stated there were only two on the certified list over $5,000 and one of them was a homestead which could not be applied on, leaving only one that shall be applied for.  
Commissioner Udell asked if public officials were excluded from bidding.  County Attorney Airth stated they were excluded, and that Commissioner Udell asked that same question each year and the answer was still the same.

Mr. Burnham reported that the Tax Certificates were sold on the internet this year.  He stated 2,190 were sold and that 35 counties were now doing this.
Commissioner Udell moved to accept the certification to the County by the Tax Collector of certificates owned by the County that are two (2) years old and approve to proceed with obtaining tax deeds.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 11:18 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 11:32 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 33 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to consider awarding the bid to Zoll Medical Corporation for three (3) Zoll E series Monitor Defibrillators with extended warranty and backup battery packs (Bid Solicitation No. 2006-05).  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid to Zoll Medical Corporation for the three (3) Zoll E series Monitor Defibrillators.

Commissioner Caruthers questioned the figures on the quotation which reflected the trade-in allowance.  Mr. Wooley replied the old ones would be kept for spares, therefore the trade-in allowance would not apply. 
Commissioner Udell moved to approve awarding the bid to Zoll Medical Corporation for three (3) Zoll E series Monitor Defibrillators with extended warranty and backup battery packs. (Bid Solicitation No. 2006-05).  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

 
Agenda Item No. 34 was to adopt a Resolution adopting the 2006 Suwannee County Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan as the protocol to be followed by all agencies in the County.  (Will amend Resolution No. 2003-09, in order for compliance with the State of Florida and the National Incident Management System (NIMS), which was adopted on September 20, 2005, Resolution No. 2005-85).  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, withdrew this item from the agenda.

Agenda Item No. 35 was to adopt a Resolution accepting maintenance of 131st Street, 88th Terrace, 88th Trail, 129th Court, and 88th Trace in Savannah Plantation Subdivision, Phases 2, 3, and 4.  (The Board accepted maintenance of these roads by a 4-1 vote on February 7, 2006.)  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated a Resolution had been prepared for the Board’s decision on February 7, 2006 to accept maintenance on the roads mentioned above in Savannah Plantation Subdivision.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt a Resolution accepting maintenance of 131st Street, 88th Terrace, 88th Trail, 129th Court, and 88th Trace in Savannah Plantation Subdivision, Phases 2, 3, and 4.  (The Board accepted maintenance of these roads by a 4-1 vote on February 7, 2006.)  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-32)
At 11:39 a.m. Commissioner Udell asked Chairman Fowler for Agenda Item No. 36 to be held until after lunch.  Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 37 which was for Emergency Agenda Items.  

There was one to be heard.

A) Appointments of Historical Commission

           After some discussion regarding the retroactive status of the appointments, Commissioner Udell moved to approve the aforementioned appointments to begin today, June 6, 2006 and not retroactive to the dates shown above.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


At 11:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for lunch break.


At 2:00 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 20 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, re-platting or vacating Lot 7 of Suburban Heights Subdivision in District 1.  

Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, stated the owner does not want to vacate because the in-laws have a home on the east part of the land and the owners want to build on the west part of the land but are unable to obtain a permit.
County Attorney Airth explained it would be better to re-plat which would create a stem lot but it would be like an easement on a family lot.  He stated the easement would be recorded and stay with the original owner.

After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Board that re-platting Lot 7 of Suburban Heights Subdivision in District 1 with the easement would be the best alternative. 

Agenda Item No. 21 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the road construction plans for Hidden Hammock Estates Subdivision in District 4.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, presented the road construction plans.
Commissioner Caruthers asked Public Works Director Sikes if the construction plans met with his approval.  Mr. Sikes replied he had one concern which was paving the ditches. 
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the road construction plans for Hidden Hammock Estates Subdivision in District 4 subject to paving the ditches.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 22 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat of Luraville Woods Subdivision in District 3.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of 14 lots totaling 89.69 acres.  Mr. Meeks advised the cul-de-sacs would have a maximum length of 800 feet including turnarounds.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Luraville Woods Subdivision in District 3.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 23 was at 2:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat of Luraville Plantation Subdivision in District 3.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning & Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of 22 lots totaling 110.30 acres.   Mr. Meeks advised the cul-de-sacs would have a maximum length of 800 feet including turnarounds.
Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, if the copies of the plats in the Commissioner’s packets could be reduced in size.  Mr. Alcorn expressed some concern about the readability of them if they were smaller.  However, he stated he could reduce them to about one-half the size they are now and he felt the plats would be readable at that size. 

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Luraville Plantation Subdivision in District 3.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


At 2:29 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 36, under GENERAL BUSINESS, which was previously requested to be heard after lunch by Commissioner Udell, and was to discuss, with possible Board action, approval for resurfacing of 105th Road (Francis Shelton Green Drive), with the City paying 75% and the County paying 25% of the cost, and approval to pave 80th Street in District 2.  

Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner – District 2, stated the County would be handling the construction of both aforementioned roads and the County’s portion would come from District 2 gas tax money.  Commissioner Udell asked Public Works Director Sikes about a time line on beginning construction on these roads.  Mr. Sikes replied approximately 60 to 90 days.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve resurfacing 105th Road (Francis Shelton Green Drive), with the City paying 75% and the County paying 25% of the cost, and paving 80th Street in District 2.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 38 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.

Commissioner Hatch stated the FAC Conference was coming up soon and he wanted everyone to be aware of the move by the larger counties to derail the funding formula for fiscally constrained counties.
Commissioner Caruthers mentioned two items he wanted placed on the agenda for discussion at the next Board meeting: (1) budget workshops and (2) management under the Board.  
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 2:35 p.m.
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
