            Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 31646 in the amount of 
$338,328.65 to AK Associates 9-1-1, Inc. for 9-1-1 System Phase II Upgrade Grant.


Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the appointment of Jimmy McCullers to the Suwannee County Museum Association to complete the term of Mary Lou Ramirez, and to appoint a full three year term beginning January 1, 2007.    
 
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the reappointment of Mayor Sonny Nobles (City of Live Oak) for another four-year term on the Suwannee County Tourist Development Council, retroactive to July, 2006.
            Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the reappointment of Mayor Don Owens (Town of Branford) for another two-year term on the Suwannee County Tourist Development Council, retroactive to July, 2006. 

Agenda Item No. 6 was to appointment Mike Alban to the Code Enforcement Board to complete the term of Arthur Davis.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 - 6.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
             Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to present petitions for a Referendum Election to determine whether the five County Commissioners of Suwannee County shall be elected at large.  

              Paul Mercer, Chairman of the Committee for a Better Suwannee County, presented the box of the petitions to the Board.  Glenda Williams, Supervisor of Elections, took receipt of the petitions for her review.
              Commissioner Udell asked if the Board could make the decision to increase from five to seven members with a mix of five district members and two at-large members.  Mrs. Williams replied the Board can elect to do that.


             Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of a Hold Harmless Agreement with Progress Energy Florida, Inc. for the use of the Airport property as a staging area during hurricane season. 

             Mr. Larry Watson, Progress Energy Florida, Inc., stated they would like to use the Airport property during hurricane season and have presented this Hold Harmless Agreement to the Board 

            Commissioner Caruthers stated his son-in-law worked for Progress Energy Florida, Inc. and asked County Attorney Airth if he should abstain from voting on this issue.  Mr. Airth replied there would be no financial gain or loss for him or his son-in-law regarding the matter and consequently there was no cause for him to abstain from voting.   
             Commissioner Caruthers asked if this would impact the routine flow of vehicle or aircraft traffic at the Airport. Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reported the designated area consisted of 30 acres in the northwest corner of the Airport.  Mr. Robinson stated he did not see a problem with this affecting the routine of the Airport.
             Commissioner Caruthers asked if it was critical that it be an airport area because there were other properties in the County, such as the fairgrounds, that could be used.  Mr. Watson replied not really but they do have some heavy equipment to bring in via helicopter.
             Discussion ensued regarding stipulations of Airport access and uses that were not contained in the Agreement.
             Commissioner Hatch stated he felt more research needed to be done and moved to table this item until the next regular Board meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
             Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval for the use of County owned boat ramps for deadhead logging. 
             Mr. Joe McClung, deadhead logging representative, was not present.  The Board noted there was no documentation provided and did not address the item.
             Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss amendments to the Comprehensive Plan.  
              This item was withdrawn from the agenda.
             Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the compliance review of the Bid Review Committee regarding awarding the proposal for automobile, property and general liability insurance.  (RFP No. 2006-12) (Proposals were opened during August 1, 2006 Board meeting)  

            Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, reported the Bid Review Committee found the bid to be compliant and the Insurance Committee recommended awarding the bid to the Florida League of Cities through B. W. Helvenston & Son Insurance Company, Option 2 in the amount of $721,905.00. 
            Commissioner Udell moved to approve awarding the bid to B. W. Helvenston & Son for the Florida League of Cities, Option 2 for $721,905.00.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 12 was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of the State Aid to Libraries Grant Agreements for both the Regional and Suwannee County Libraries to receive State Aid.  

           John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated these are annual applications for State Aid Assistance. 
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the State Aid to Libraries Grant Agreements for Suwannee County State Aid and Regional State Aid.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
            Agenda Item No. 13 was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the Public Access Computing Hardware Upgrade Grant Agreement in the amount of $33,000.00, for providing public access to computers with Internet capabilities for the Suwannee River Regional Library System.  

            John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated this grant money is from the Bill Gates Foundation and requires no matching funds.
            Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Public Access Computing Hardware Upgrade Grant Agreement in the amount of $33,000.00.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 14 was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to present for review a proposed amendment to the Code of Conduct for the Suwannee River Regional Library.  

             John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, informed the Board that frequently the Library is being used as a babysitting service with young children being left unattended.  Mr. Hales discussed the many problems associated with this issue.  He pointed out that the Library Code of Conduct needed amending and a draft had been submitted. He requested the Board review the amended draft and revisit this issue at the next regular Board meeting.

             Discussion ensued as to the urgency of the issue and potential problems associated with it.  It was the consensus of the Board to review the draft of the amended Library Code of Conduct and place it on the September 7, 2006 meeting agenda. 
Agenda Item No. 15 was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of the job description and pay-scale for a regular part-time Library Aide for the Library.  

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, announced he would like to eliminate two temporary positions and one student aide position, creating one regular part-time Library Aide II - 28 hours weekly position.  Mr. Hales pointed out that this would actually save the County $100.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the job description and pay-scale for a regular part-time Library Aide II – 28 hours weekly position and eliminate the other positions as requested.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 4:58 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed the meeting for a break.

At 5:12 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and reversed the next two agenda items because of their required sequence.

 Agenda Item No. 17 which was at 5:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the mater can be heard, to consider approval of Trails of Pennington Subdivision in District 4.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated this subdivision contains 25 lots totaling 126.53 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated this subdivision will require newly constructed paved roads to County and DOT standards.   He pointed out that several lots are in wetland areas.  He added these have been monumented and staked and will require a 35 foot setback for a structure.
Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern over the three lots that border CR 252 being able to access CR 252. Mr. Meeks replied these lots would access the internal newly constructed roads and not CR 252. 
Commissioner Hatch mentioned this subdivision and the one in Agenda Item No. 16 fall outside the guidelines of the LDR’s 25-lot rule and maybe should be a PRRD, as the Board some time ago advised it would no longer accept phasing subdivisions to avoid the LDRs. 

Commissioner Udell asked why subdivisions are brought to the Board when they are
out of compliance.  Mr. Meeks replied the LDRs do not offer a clear answer to give to the developers. 


Commissioner Caruthers stated he prefers that wells and septic tanks are spread out.  He added this subdivision should be non-PRRD because the five-acre lots will not qualify for agricultural exemptions and therefore have a higher tax assessment.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Trails of Pennington Subdivision in District 4.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Hatch opposed.
Agenda Item No. 16 was at 5:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat of Pennington Trails Subdivision in District 4.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this Subdivision consists of 18 lots totaling 93.09 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated this subdivision would require newly constructed paved roads to County and DOT specifications.  He added this Subdivision would access the newly constructed paved roads in the aforementioned Trails of Pennington Subdivision and not CR 252.  He reported that some lots are in wetland areas and possibly should be removed and used as common areas.
After some discussion regarding combining lots in the wetland areas, County Attorney Airth suggested combining Lots 2 and 3, eliminating Lot 4 and combining Lots 5 and 6.  

Commissioner Udell scolded Mr. Alcorn for bringing incorrect plats to the Board stating it was not the Board’s responsibility to correct his work. 
Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, Inc., stated this was an oversight on his part.  Commissioner Udell replied for him to make the changes necessary for approval.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Pennington Trails Subdivision.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion failed 2-3 with Commissioner Hatch, Commissioner Udell and Chairman Fowler opposed.
At 5:46 p.m. Chairman Fowler continued with Agenda Item No. 18 which was at 5:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat of Suburban Heights Re-plat of Lot 7 in District 1.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated Lot 7 had been re-platted into two 1.9 acre lots making it a minor subdivision.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat of Suburban Heights Re-plat of Lot 7 in District 1.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
           Agenda Item No. 19 was at 5:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat of Old Sugar Mill Farms, Phase 5 in District 1.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this Subdivision contains 34 lots totaling 34.36 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the final plat had been reviewed by the County Attorney Airth and Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, and found to be in compliance.  
           At 5:50 p.m. Chairman Fowler excused Commissioner Udell for an emergency.

           T. Jerry Sikes, PublicWorks Director, stated the roads had met County and DOT specifications.
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the final plat of Old Sugar Mill Farms, Phase 5 in District 1.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell absent from the meeting.

           At 5:52 p.m. Commissioner Udell returned to the meeting.   
           At 5:53 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 24 under GENERAL BUSINESS  which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 42, Emergency Agenda Items.

           There were four items to consider.

A) Approval of an Interlocal Agreement between the Suwannee River Water Management District and Suwannee County for the Geographic Information System (GIS) implementation. (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

B) Approval of a Grant Agreement with the Federal Aviation Administration for the Rehabilitation of Runway 7/25 at the Airport. (Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, Airport Manager)

C) Approval to advertise for annual bids for anti-freeze, tires, batteries, culvert pipes, and motor oil for the Public Works Department.  (T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director)
D) Issue with the Department of Revenue regarding the Resolution increasing the communications tax to 1.84% for Suwannee County. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve adding the four aforementioned items to the

agenda.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 25 was to approve the minutes of the Workshop held on July 27, 2006 and the regular meeting held on August 1, 2006.

           Commissioner Hatch stated he would like the tape reviewed from the August 1, 2006 regular meeting, Agenda Item No. 19, and more verbiage added to the minutes reflecting questions and answers with Rob Larkin, Labor Attorney and the Commissioners.
           Commissioner Caruthers noted a change for clarification to the first sentence on Page 19 of the August 1, 2006 regular meeting minutes which should have read “submitted a sealed bid and was awarded the bid”.
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes from the Workshop held on July 27, 2006, and to table the minutes from the regular meeting held on August 1, 2006 for the Deputy Clerk to review the tape, Agenda Item No. 19, and add more verbiage to the discussion with Rob Larkin, Labor Attorney.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was for Pubic Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.) 

Tim Alcorn stated he had been asked by the Clerk of the Circuit Court to inform the Board that the plat for Lowe’s had been approved by the City of Live Oak and recorded in Public Records.

Tracy Dowdy, Volunteer Fire Governing Board, reported they had a barbeque on Saturday and had a good attendance with all the stations represented.  Mr. Dowdy stated the food was very good and thanked Mr. Wooley for cooking.
At 6:00 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed the meeting for supper break.

At 7:05 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 20 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to request tabling the following public hearings regarding amendments to the Land Development Regulations (LDRs) until Thursday, September 7, 2006 at the time specific later than 5:00 p.m., in the Live Oak City Council Chambers:

            Agenda Item No. 21 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open proposals for Multi-Media Digital Logging System for Suwannee County E 9-1-1 Public Safety Communications Center. (RFP 2006-16) 

             John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported there were four bids received.  Mr. Wooley proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

             Agenda Item No. 22 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution committing the County to include a $200,000.00 renovation project at the First Federal Sportsplex during FY 2006-07 in its five-year Capital Improvements Schedule portion of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan providing State and Federal grants to fund the project are received.  

             Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, explained this grant was not a matching grant but a reimbursement grant.  Mr. Scott further explained that once the County spends the $200,000.00 the State will release to the County the full amount.

              Commissioner Udell moved to adopt a Resolution committing Suwannee County to include a $200,000.00 renovation project at the First Federal Sportsplex during FY 2006-07 in its five-year Capital Improvements Schedule portion of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan providing State and Federal grants to fund the project are received.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
 At 7:12 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 27 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a report.  There was no report.

Agenda Item No. 28 was for Constitutional Officers’ reports.

There were no reports.

Agenda Item No. 29 was for Staff reports.


A)  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, had no report. 

B)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated it was time to review the contract with Waste Management.  Mr. Sikes explained the contract was for five years with an automatic renewal, unless notice otherwise was sent or received one year prior to the automatic renewal date.  He stated the current contract will expire February, 2008 meaning action to amend would be needed before February, 2007.  He further stated the only increase would be the annual CPI adjustment.  He recommended the County allow it to automatically renew at current prices.
Mr. Sikes mentioned that the contract with Pritchett Trucking to haul solid waste was coming up for renewal early next year.  He stated the contract was for five years and may be renewed for two additional five-year terms.  He further stated this contract would need to be renegotiated because of escalated fuel costs. 

Mr. Sikes reported that the landfill was receiving a great deal of treated wood which was bulky and loading up the trucks though underweighted.  He stated the price for such mixed waste may need to be increased and he would get some figures together to present to the Board at the next regular meeting.

C)  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, was not present. 

D)  Hal A. Airth,  County  Attorney, had no report.

            Agenda Item No. 30 was to authorize advertising for bids to purchase two (2) six-foot mowers for the Public Works Department.  

            T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this equipment was not on the State contract.

           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve advertising for bids to purchase two (2) six-foot mowers for the Public Works Department.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 31 was to approve the lease agreement with Cody Collins, The Caribbean Cargo Company, for rental of office space within a hangar located at the Airport. 

            Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated Mr. Collins wants to rent the hangar for office space for his business which consists of selling farm supplies via the Internet.  
             After considerable discussion regarding a separate electric meter and other potential uses for the space, Commissioner Hatch stated he felt Mr. Collins should rent on a month-to-month basis with a 30-day notice clause and pay his own electric bill with a separate meter installed.

              Mr. Robinson will meet with County Attorney Airth and revise the Lease Agreement.

              Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue for Mr. Airth to revise the Lease Agreement.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
             At 7:45 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 23 under TIME  SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 7:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider an additional agent position at the County Extension Office (funded in partnership with the University of Florida).  

              Meredith Taylor, County Extension Director, stated this would be a new agent position.
              Commissioner Hatch moved to approve an additional agent position at the County Extension Office (funded in partnership with the University of Florida).  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

             At 7:48 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 32 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to approve the Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of the $19,500.00 match for the rehabilitation and overlay of Runway 7/25 at Suwannee County Airport, and to adopt an enabling Resolution.  
           Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Joint Participation Agreement with FDOT of $19,500.00 match for the rehabilitation and overlay of Runway 7/25 at the Airport and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
           Agenda Item No. 33 was to consider approval of the Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for the Design and Construction of T-Hangars at the Suwannee County Airport, and the adoption of an enabling Resolution. 

          Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Joint Participation Agreement with FDOT for the Design and Construction of T-Hangars at the Suwannee County Airport and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 34 was for the approval to prepare deeds for execution by the Chairman to transfer the title of the County property within the city limits of Live Oak to the Live Oak City Council.  

            Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, explained there is a list of eight properties owned by the County that are located in the city limits that need to be conveyed to the City of Live Oak.  
             John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, pointed out that two of the properties needed to be excluded.  Mr. Wooley added that No. 4 on the list was owned by FDOT and No. 5 was a stormwater retention pond. 

            Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve preparing deeds for execution by the Chairman transferring the titles of the County-owned properties listed, excluding No. 4 and No. 5, to the City of Live Oak.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
            At 7:58 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

            At 8:05 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.

            Agenda Item No. 35 was to consider the approval of the Local Government Comprehensive Plan Capital Improvements Element Agreement with the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.  

            John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this Agreement will be funded by a planning grant from the Florida Department of Community Affairs.
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Local Government Comprehensive Plan Capital Improvements Element Agreement with the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           At 8:09 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 37, due to the absence of Mr. Wooley in the meeting, which was for the acceptance of a deed from Suwannee County Historical Commission for the Live Oak Train Depot.  
            This item was withdrawn from the agenda.

           At 8:10 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 41, due to the absence of Mr. Wooley, which was for approval to advertise to hold a Workshop on Tuesday, August 22, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. in Live Oak City Hall Council Chambers, to discuss the Comprehensive Plan Amendment changes recommended by the Department of Community Affairs, and to discuss a possible change to the current floor area ratio in the Comprehensive Plan.  

           Commissioner Randy Hatch moved to approve advertising to hold a Workshop on Tuesday, August 22, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. in the Live Oak City Hall Council Chambers to discuss the Comprehensive Plan Amendment changes recommended by the Department of Community Affairs, and to discuss a possible change to the current floor area ratio in the Comprehensive Plan.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Deputy Clerk Tyson reminded the Board that a Value Adjustment Board (VAB) meeting was also scheduled for that day at 3:00 p.m. also in City Hall.

             At 8:12 p.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 36 which was to approve the updated Interlocal Agreement between the County, the Town of Branford, the City of Live Oak, and the Suwannee County School Board regarding school facilities planning.  

          John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is a 2003 Agreement that has been updated by the North Florida Regional Planning Council and they are asking the Board to consider the updated Interlocal Agreement for adoption by August 31, 2006.  Mr. Wooley added the School Board and other entities involved have not reviewed it yet.  He recommended approving the updated Agreement and forwarding it on to the School Board for their review. 
           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the updated Interlocal Agreement between the County, the Town of Branford, the City of Live Oak and the Suwannee County School Board.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Since Agenda Item No. 37 had previously been withdrawn, at 8:18 p.m. Chairman Fowler continued with Agenda Item No. 38 which was to consider approval of the Historical Preservation Grant Award Agreement, Special Category Grants, Grant No. SC730, regarding the Live Oak Train Depot. 
            John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this Grant would be funded through the Department of State Division of Historical Resources for restoration of the Train Depot.  

           Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Historical Preservation Grant Award Agreement, Special Category Grants, Grant No. SC730 regarding the Live Oak Train Depot.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

          Agenda Item No. 39 was to adopt a Resolution encouraging the Governor to call a special session to study and enact legislation addressing the insurance crisis in Florida.  
           John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the County had been encouraged to join other counties in the State in adopting a Resolution addressing the insurance crisis in Florida to be forwarded to the Legislature.
           Commissioner Hatch expressed his concern in the poor verbiage of the submitted Resolution and suggested rewriting it.

           Commissioner Hatch moved to table the matter, rewrite the Resolution, and readdress the issue at the next regular Board meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 40 was to discuss, with possible Board action the draft of the job description for the position of Public Safety Director.  

          John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, suggested changing the pay level to Level III because the Retirement System would only allow a certain number of senior management positions and the Public Safety Director position would qualify for Special Risk Retirement which is higher than senior management.  
          Commissioner Caruthers stated the position should be Level IV with Special Risk Retirement.  He mentioned he would like the wording removed in the job description requiring local knowledge of addressing and demographics, mapping and 9-1-1 Addressing. He stated it should be an “at will” position with the salary range changed to a minimum of $58,000.00 and a maximum of $88,000.00.  

          Commissioner Hatch emphasized that this position would be coordinating with the Fire Governing Board and that should be included in the job description.

           After discussion, Commissioner Caruthers moved to update the draft of the job description to be presented at the next Board meeting and to include classifying the position of Public Safety Director as Level IV with the salary range from $58,000.00 to $88,000.00.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Hatch and Commissioner Udell opposed.  
          Since Agenda Item No. 41 was previously heard, at 8:58 p.m. Chairman Fowler  continued with Agenda Item No. 42 which was for Emergency Agenda Items.

           Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Grant Agreement with FAA for the Rehabilitation of Runway 7/25 at the Airport.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Approval to advertise for annual bids for anti-freeze, tires, batteries, culvert pipes, 

and motor oil for the Public Works Department.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve to advertise for annual bids for anti-freeze, tires, batteries, culvert pipes, and motor oil for the Public Works Department.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           D. Department of Revenue (DOR) concerning the Resolution increasing the communications tax to 1.84%.
           John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated DOR has been in contact with him concerning whether Resolution increasing the communications tax to 1.84% needs to be a Resolution or an Ordinance.  Mr. Wooley stated he had received conflicting information on the issue.  He suggested recessing today’s meeting until 9:45 a.m. Tuesday, August 22, 2006 to allow time to obtain an answer from DOR.  He advised that if an Ordinance was required, the Board would need to adopt an Emergency Ordinance on August 22, 2006 due to deadlines.
          Commissioner Hatch moved to recess the meeting tonight until 9:45 a.m. Tuesday, August 22, 2006 to consider the final answer from DOR concerning the Resolution increasing the communications tax to 1.84% for Suwannee County.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
          Agenda Item No. 43 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.
          There were none.

           At 9:30 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed the meeting until 9:45 a.m. Tuesday, August 22, 2006.
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
