The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time in the City Council Chambers. The following were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; and Mike Tyson and Betty Carver, Deputy Clerks.  County Attorney Hal A. Airth was also present.


Chairman Fowler called to order the reconvened meeting from August 15, 2006 at 9:45 a.m. to readdress Agenda Item No. 42, Emergency Agenda Item (D), regarding the communications tax increase for Suwannee County. 


Agenda Item No. 1 was at 9:45 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider enacting an emergency Ordinance with a waiver of the notice requirement of subsection (2) of Florida Statute 125.66 by a four-fifths vote of the Board, declaring that an emergency exists and that the immediate enactment of said Ordinance is necessary.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported that the Department of Revenue (DOR) had informed the County that the Resolution regarding the increased communications tax for Suwannee County was not valid.  Mr. Wooley added DOR is now requiring that an Ordinance be done. He pointed out that in order to meet the DOR deadline of September 1, 2006, an emergency Ordinance with a waiver of the notice requirement of subsection (2) of Florida Statute 125.66 could be enacted with a four-fifths vote from the Board to declare that an emergency exists.  

Commissioner Caruthers moved to declare that an emergency exists requiring the immediate enactment of the Ordinance to meet the DOR deadline of September 1, 2006.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 2 was at 9:45 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt an emergency Ordinance changing the Communication Service Tax rate to 1.84%.


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained that this emergency Ordinance would replace the Resolution previously adopted by the Board changing the Communication Service Tax rate to 1.84% for Suwannee County and therefore the prior vote would waive the public hearing.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the emergency Ordinance changing the Communication Service Tax rate to 1.84%.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Fowler adjourned the meeting at 9:55 a.m.
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
