          Agenda Item No. 2 was to adopt a Resolution proclaiming the month of November, 2005 as Epilepsy Awareness Month in Suwannee County. (See Resolution No. 2006-02)
          Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the Release of Lien for Micah and Kelly R. Ezell, SHIP clients.
           Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 3.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
            Agenda Item No. 4 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of submission of Economic Development Transportation Fund Application for GreenCycle Suwannee River.
            John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated if GreenCycle comes into Suwannee County road construction will be required and this Application is for State funding for such a project. 

           Commissioner Fowler asked about the disparity in the number of jobs since the original request as made.

           Dennis Cason, Executive Director - Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce, stated this would be a two-phase project over a three-year period and this Application would be the first phase.

          Commissioner Hatch moved to approve submission of the Economic Development Transportation Fund Application for GreenCycle Suwannee River.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of bonding in lieu of road construction for final plat approval of Eagle’s Pointe Subdivision.

           Joseph B. Wainwright, Jr., Wainwright Construction & Roofing, Inc., stated the bond was for $475,000 which was the required 110 percent of the cost.

           T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated he had met with the engineer and gone over the project.  Mr. Sikes stated based on the figures, he had no problems with it.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve bonding in lieu of road construction for final plat approval of Eagle’s Point Subdivision.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Eagle’s Pointe Subdivision subject to approval by Board of County Commissioners.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Meeks stated this subdivision consists of 68 lots totaling 79.91 acres.   He advised this final plat was contingent upon approval of the bond in Agenda Item No. 5.  He stated this area is in a flood zone and new structures would need to be built two feet above the adjacent ground level according to FEMA regulations.  He advised the final plat had been reviewed by Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, and found to be in compliance.
          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat of Eagle’s Pointe Subdivision.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
          Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Winding Forest Subdivision. 

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated this subdivision contains 17 lots totaling 89.46 acres.  Mr. Meeks advised the new roads have been completed.  He stated the title opinion letter had been prepared by a title company and not by an attorney.
           Discussion ensued regarding current language in LDRs concerning title opinion letters.

           County Attorney Airth stated the Board had approved other subdivisions with title opinion letters being written by title companies and he did not see a problem with this. 

           Commissioner Hatch stated the total acreage needs to be shown on the final plat.  Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, Inc., stated he would make that addition to the final plat.  
           Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the final plat of Winding Forest Subdivison. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
         Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Farms of Nobles Ferry Subdivision.  
          Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this subdivision consists of 6 lots totaling 30.68 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated some of the lots have shared driveways.  He stated Lester Baxter, Public Works Department, had inspected the driveways, found them to be in compliance and the letter of compliance is forthcoming. 

           Mr. Meeks stated the final plat has been reviewed by Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, and found to be in compliance.  He stated the title opinion letter for this subdivision has been prepared by a title company and not by an attorney.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat for Farms of Nobles Ferry Subdivision subject to driveway letter of compliance from the Public Works Department.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.              
           Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Romolo Acres Subdivision.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this subdivision contains 4 lots totaling 20.60 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the final plat has been reviewed by County Attorney Airth and County Surveyor Moore and found to be in compliance.

          Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the final plat of Romolo Acres Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Loi Estates Subdivision.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this subdivision consists of 7 lots totaling 41.89 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated driveways have been inspected by Lester Baxter, Public Works Department, found to be in compliance, and a letter of compliance is forthcoming. 

             Commissioner Hatch stated the total acreage needs to be shown on the final plat.  Tim Alcorn stated he would make that addition to the final plat.

            Commissioner Udell moved the approve the final plat of  Loi Estates Subdivision subject to letter of compliance on the driveways from Lester Baxter of the Public Works Department and the addition of the acreage to the final plat.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider final plat approval of Romolo Ranches (a minor subdivision).
           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this subdivision now contains 3 lots totaling 40 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the preliminary plat was previously tabled because it failed the 3 to 1 ratio.  He stated the developer had submitted the new plat with 3 lots on an existing graded County road with no new roads added.  He stated the final plat had been reviewed by County Surveyor Moore and found to be in compliance.

         Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the final plat of Romolo Ranches Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
GENERAL BUSINESS   
            Agenda Item No. 12 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  (Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 29, Emergency Agenda Items.)    

There were two emergency agenda item to be added.

A) Commissioner Caruthers to discuss a possible 4-day work week to save on fuel.

B) Jerry Sikes to discuss the Scruggs Company contract for paving 40th and 24th Streets.   
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve adding the two aforementioned emergency

items to the agenda.   Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 13 was Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


George Fuller stated he felt the County should not repair private driveways.  He stated it was a waste of County time and money.
            Agenda Item No 14 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present a report.  There was no report.

Agenda Item No. 15 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised he had been contacted about

decorating the Courthouse with placing pink and blue screens over the lights and a sign concerning Premature Birth Awareness and Prevention.


Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board that this would not be a problem as long as Mr. Wooley or Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, would oversee the request.  

Mr. Wooley stated he had attended State emergency training in Tallahassee recently.  Mr. Wooley stated the Governor had taken a stand on emergency assistance beginning from local government and going up to the national level and not the other way around.  He stated Suwannee County does not have a GIS system at this time but will need to have the system available by the end of next year.   He stated FEMA had been working with our County on this issue and the County has applied for some grants for assistance with obtaining this system.


Commissioner Caruthers asked about the status of homes on non-conforming parcels and what would happen if someone needed to rebuild.  
Mr. Wooley advised Scott Koons, North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, did not realize this was in the comprehensive plan but thought it was only in the LDRs.  He stated the application to change the comprehensive plan could not be made with the State until January.

Commissioner Caruthers asked about the status of the Ordinance pertaining to fill dirt.


Mr. Wooley stated there was a benchmark problem and this needed to be established before the Ordinance could be completed. 


Commissioner Caruthers stated anyone can buy flood insurance even though they are not in a flood zone.  He stated he was not sure that everyone was aware of this.

Commissioner Hatch stated maybe a zero rise on the benchmark could be used.

County Attorney Airth will draft a Fill Dirt Ordinance which will be administered by the Building Permit Department.


B)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the bid for the Allison Road Project was higher than the DOT share and DOT had given an extra $100,000 toward the project. Mr. Sikes stated the County would be able to take care of the $15,000 difference.

C)  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had no report.


D)  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised he was working on a Sexual Predator Ordinance that should be ready for the next scheduled Board meeting.


At 5:35 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a supper break.


At 7:02 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an Ordinance relating to court costs to operate and administer Teen Court. 

Jean Fieler, Teen Court Coordinator, stated this Ordinance is pertaining to the $3.00 surcharge on criminal and civil fines going to Teen Court to assist in their operating costs.


At 7:05 the floor was opened to public comments.  There were no comments and the floor was closed to public comments.  


Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance relating to the court costs to operate and administer Teen Court.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2006-01)
Agenda Item No. 17 was at 7:00 p.m. , or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first of two public hearings to consider adoption of an Ordinance relating to an amendment to the text of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to an application by the Board of County Commissioners, providing for amending Policy 1.2.2, requiring all Planned Rural Residential Developments to maintain 60 percent of the development as undeveloped area.  (CPA 05-1) 
Enid Ehrbar, Senior Planner-North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, gave an overview the Ordinance explaining what the results of the amendment would be.  She advised this would give a 10 percent density bonus for clustered lots and the overall density would be 1.1.  
Ms. Ehrbar advised the Zoning Board had reviewed the Ordinance and made some changes which were marked on the Ordinance draft.    She stated this is a transmittal hearing and the results would be sent to DCA for approval and then the Board would hold another hearing for final approval. 
At 7:08 p.m. Chairman Maxwell opened the floor to public comments.  There were no comments and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Fowler moved to adopt the Ordinance relating to an amendment to the text of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to an application by the Board of County Commissioners, providing for amending Policy 1.2.2, requiring all Planned Rural Residential Developments to maintain 60 percent of the development as undeveloped area (CPA 05-1) with Planning and Zoning Board changes. Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 18 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first of two public hearings to consider adoption of an Ordinance relating to an amendment to the Future Land Use Plan Map of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to an application by the Board of County Commissioners, by expanding the designated Urban Development Areas for Branford, Dowling Park, Live Oak and Wellborn, and changing the Future Land Use Classification for A-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per 5 acres) to R-2 (less than or equal to 2 dwelling units per acre), from A-2 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per 2 acres) to R-3 (less than or equal to 4 dwelling units per acre), from R-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per acre) to R-2 (less than or equal to 2 dwelling units per acre) and from R-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per acre) to R-3 (less than or equal to 4 dwelling units per acre). (CPA 05-2)

Enid Ehrbar, Senior Planner-North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, discussed the markings on a map she had prepared showing the old areas of density with the new surrounding areas of density in each portion of the County affected.  Ms. Ehrbar explained the changes in density and that basically the urban areas could allow one-quarter acre lots. She stated the areas of the County involved would be Branford, Dowling Park, Wellborn, and the City of Live Oak. She explained the urban areas were targeted because municipal services, such as water and sewer, had to be provided. 
At 7:42 p.m. Chairman Maxwell opened the floor to public comments.  

There were a couple of minor questions which Ms. Ehrbar addressed that had been covered earlier in her presentation.
At 7:50 p.m. the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance relating to an amendment to the Future Land Use Plan Map of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, pursuant to an application by the Board of County Commissioners, by expanding the designated Urban Development Areas for Branford, Dowling Park, Live Oak and Wellborn, and changing the Future Land Use Classification for A-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per 5 acres) to R-2 (less than or equal to 2 dwelling units per acre), from A-2 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per 2 acres) to R-3 (less than or equal to 4 dwelling units per acre), from R-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per acre) to R-2 (less than or equal to 2 dwelling units per acre) and from R-1 (less than or equal to 1 dwelling unit per acre) to R-3 (less than or equal to 4 dwelling units per acre). (CPA 05-2)  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 19 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first of two public hearings to consider adoption of an Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 92-11, entitled the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations by amending Section 2.1, entitled Definitions, adding definitions related to site application of domestic sludge, amending Section 14.6, entitled Special Permits, adding Section 14.6.3, entitled Special Permit for Land Spreading of Domestic Sludge, adding permitting requirements, procedures for applying for a Special Permit, standards for issuing permits, permit conditions and enforcement for land spreading of domestic sludge.  (LDR 05-1) 
Enid Ehrbar, Senior Planner-North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, gave an overview of the Ordinance reviewing the requirements of the Ordinance and the permitting process.  Ms. Ehrbar stated the recommended changes made by the Planning and Zoning Board are included in the draft of the Special Permit.  
Commissioner Caruthers and Commissioner Udell stated they had not received the information in time to review it.

Ms. Ehrbar reiterated that this is the first of two public hearings and any changes could be added to the Special Permit before the second hearing.

Discussion ensued.

At 8:30 p.m. Chairman Maxwell recessed for a break.

At 8:40 p.m. Chairman Maxwell reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 19, opening the floor to public comments.
There were several questions and comments which had already been covered in Ms. Ehrbar’s presentation.

At 8:44 p.m. the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch stated he felt there should be a deadline on additions to the Special Permit in order to place the item on the agenda for the next scheduled Board meeting.  He suggested November 1st as the deadline for submitting any changes.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the first reading of the Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 92-11, entitled the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations by amending Section 2.1, entitled Definitions, adding definitions related to site application of domestic sludge, amending Section 14.6, entitled Special Permits, adding Section 14.6.3, entitled Special Permit for Land Spreading of Domestic Sludge, adding permitting requirements, procedures for applying for a Special Permit, standards for issuing permits, permit conditions and enforcement for land spreading of domestic sludge  (LDR 05-1) subject to the changes already made by the Planning and Zoning Board and other changes the Board may add to the draft before the next scheduled Board meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 20 was at 7:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider including dairy spray fields in the amendment for sludge applications in the Land Development Regulations.
Chairman Maxwell addressed the fact that Agenda Item No. 19 could not be amended because it had already been advertised as is and her concerns would have to be addressed in a separate Ordinance.

Sandy Killian stated she was aware that DEP permits spray fields but she felt the County needs to regulate spray fields by requiring a County permit.  Mrs. Killian read a letter she had received from Leggett & Associates, Inc. stating that, in their opinion, dairy spray fields would have a negative market impact on the property in that area.  She requested the Board take a vote on her request to regulate spray fields.  
Commissioner Udell stated he felt like the land use regulations needed to be updated. Commissioner Udell moved to request that the North Central Florida Planning Council  pursue the issue of a County permit regulating spray fields.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Chairman Maxwell opposed.  
GENERAL BUSINESS (Continued)

Agenda Item No. 21 was to discuss possible Board action, approving submission of an application for an additional project under the County Incentive Grant Program (CIGP).


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated DOT had conducted a traffic study a couple of years ago on the Walker Avenue school traffic. Mr. Sikes advised two options had been proposed to improve the situation: to realign the intersection of Walker Avenue and Pinewood Way paving Walker Avenue and Bass Road all the way to Highway 129; or to extend Silas Road all the way to SR 51. Mr. Sikes stated Curtis Keen, County Engineer, had estimated the cost at $416,000 and the application had been prepared.  He stated the CIGP grant would require a 50 percent match from the County; however, DOT would waive the 50 percent match but would only put in 50 percent of the total cost. 

Commissioner Caruthers stated the City of Live Oak should also pay for part of the local cost.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve submission of the application for an additional project under the CIGP.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 22 was to approve purchasing a lawn mower off state contract for Suwannee County Airport.  

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve purchasing a lawn mower off state contract for Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 23 was to approve to advertise for proposals for legal services.


Commissioner Fowler stated the date for proposals to be due should be changed to allow 30 days from the date advertised.


Commissioner Caruthers stated the County needed fulltime attorney services as Taylor and Levy counties now have, and many want to consider hiring an attorney as a County employee rather than contracting for services.
Commissioner Hatch stated he felt this would be an additional expense that the County did not need since the contingency fund is low.  He stated this was not the right time to pursue this.

Commissioner Udell stated he was not interested in a fulltime attorney as a County employee and that he was satisfied with the current arrangement.

Commissioner Udell moved to table advertising for RFPs for legal services indefinitely.  Commissioner Hatch seconded. 
Commissioner Caruthers moved to amend the original motion to table the issue for two weeks and readdress the issue at the next scheduled Board meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion to amend carried 3-2 with Commissioner Udell and Commissioner Hatch opposed.  
The original motion to table as amended again carried 3-2 with Commissioner Hatch and Commissioner Udell opposed.


Agenda Item No. 24 was to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between Suwannee County Fire Rescue and the Suwannee County Volunteer Fire Governing Board.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated he had met with the Fire Governing Board and they were in agreement with the Memorandum of Understanding between the Suwannee County Fire Rescue and the Suwannee County Volunteer Fire Governing Board. Mr. Wooley stated Walt Sage had resigned from the Fire Governing Board.  


Chairman Maxwell stated he was opposed to using “SCFR” and wanted it changed to Suwannee County Fire omitting Rescue and removing the provision of the Fire Governing Board approving expenditures from the Fire Assessment Fund for the volunteers.  He stated the EMS should not take directions from the Fire Department and the Fire Governing Board should make expenditure recommendations, not have spending authority.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Suwannee County Fire Department and the Suwannee County Volunteer Fire Governing Board subject to the changes as noted by Chairman Maxwell.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 25 was to approve Modification No. 1 to the Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs to reinstate a Homeland Security sub-grant in the amount of $64,727 and extend the expiration date of the sub-grant to November 30, 2005.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Modification No. 1 to the Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs to reinstate a sub-grant in the amount of $64,727 and extend the expiration date of the sub-grant to November 30, 2005.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement No. Pending)

Agenda Item No. 26 was to approve the Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for an Office of Domestic Preparedness (ODP) Grant in the amount of $32,920.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for an Office of Domestic Preparedness (ODP) Grant in the amount of $32,920.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement No. Pending)

Agenda Item No. 27 was to approve pay ranges for the 911 Coordinator position and the 911 Staff Assistant position.


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the positions had been previously approved but not the pay ranges.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the pay ranges as submitted for the 911 Coordinator position and the 911 Staff Assistant position.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 28 was to accept an offer for release of real property from a public defender lien.

County Attorney Airth advised he had received a request from Todd Kennon, Attorney, asking that a public defender lien of $300 on real property be released for a settlement of $100.  Mr. Airth stated he recommended accepting the offer as the property is in a foreclosure suit and the lien would be vacated anyway.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to accept the offer of $100 for the release of real property from the public defender lien.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 29 was for Emergency Agenda Items. There were two items to hear.


A)  Commissioner Caruthers discussed the possibility of going to a 4-day work week for fuel savings and more productivity.


Discussion ensued about staffing the different County Offices and how it would work. The consensus of the Board was to have staff study and make recommendations.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to table the issue until the next scheduled Board meeting.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Udell opposed.

B)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated he needed permission to execute the contract with Scruggs Company to move forward with paving 40th and 24th Streets.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to proceed with executing the contract with Scruggs Company for paving 40th and 24th Streets.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 30 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.  There were none.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 10:25 p.m.
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
