The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session, and the following were present: Chairman Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Commissioner Douglas Udell; and Betty Carver and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
Chairman Maxwell called the meeting to order at 4:03 p.m.  Chairman Maxwell led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America. 
Agenda Item No. 1 was to elect a Chairman and Vice Chairman for 2006.

Chairman Maxwell thanked the various County employees who had helped him during his tenure as Chairman.  Chairman Maxwell called for nominations for Chairman of the Board for the 2006 fiscal year.   
Commissioner Caruthers moved to nominate Commissioner Fowler as Chairman. Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  There being no other nominations, Commissioner Fowler was elected FY 2006 Chairman by unanimous vote. 

Commissioner Udell moved to nominate Commissioner Hatch as Vice Chairman, and Commissioner Caruthers seconded the motion.  There being no further nominations, Commissioner Hatch was elected FY 2006 Vice Chairman by unanimous vote.

          Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the Release of Lien for Kasie and Leandra Crowe, SHIP clients.
           Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve Approval of Release of Lien for Robert & Sandra Richard, SHIP clients.

           Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 2 through 4.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
            Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, holding a public hearing to consider vacating any roads and rights-of-way owned by the County within the boundaries of the property owned by Advent Christian Village and presentation of a check to the County by the Advent Christian Village.
             Jim Humbles, President/CEO-Advent Christian Village, read a letter from the Advent Christian Village thanking the County for the improvements on CR 136 between Dowling Park and Live Oak.  Mr. Humbles then presented the County with a check in the amount of $82,500 for the Village’s portion of the road improvements. 

            Jim Schenck, Vice-President of Construction-Advent Christian Village, spoke about vacating any roads and rights-of-way owned by the County within the boundaries of the property owned by Advent Christian Village.  Mr. Schenck stated that the proper language for doing this had been left out of the final Resolution.  He stated that he would be glad to meet with the County staff and work out the boundaries.
             Discussion ensued.

             Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue until the December night meeting which would allow time for the public hearing to be advertised. Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  
           Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the Property Appraiser’s Amended Budget for FY 2005-06.
            Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser, apologized for having to come to the Board with a budget amendment this early in the fiscal year.  Mr. Jenkins stated that the increased property transfers in Suwannee County had overloaded his office and he needed to hire an additional employee.  He stated that the total budget amendment for the new position, including benefits, would be $26,455.00. 

             Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Property Appraiser’s budget amendment of $26,455.00.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. 
           Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve the Annual Plan of Operation for FY 06 for the Suwannee River Regional Library.
           John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, thanked Mr. Maxwell for his leadership as Chairman of the Board during the past fiscal year.  
           Mr. Hales gave an overview of the written Annual Plan of Operation for the Suwannee River Regional Library.  He emphasized that the process was underway for the preparation of construction grants for new facilities in Lee and White Springs, Florida.  Mr. Hales reiterated the urgency of the County doing a pay scale study.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Annual Plan of Operation for FY 06 for the Suwannee River Regional Library.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
          Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Pennington Pines Subdivision.
          Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Meeks stated that this subdivision contains 14 lots totaling 137.37 acres.  He stated that some of this property is in a floodplain and zoned ESA-1 with density requirements of one dwelling per 20 acres.  He stated that this subdivision will require a newly constructed paved road built to County and DOT standards.  He advised the Board that a variance would be needed on the cul-de-sac because the length exceeds the 800-foot limit.

           Chairman Fowler stated that Lot 12 will have to be accessed from CR 252 because of the location of the property, but all other lots should access the new paved road within the subdivision.  He stated that in order to avoid any misunderstanding with property owners, a statement to this effect should be on the final plat.

           Commissioner Caruthers stated that the names involved in the development group should be listed on the plat to avoid any conflict of interest with the Commissioners.
          Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Pennington Pines Subdivision subject to adding the wording that Lot 12 will be the only lot allowed access to CR 252 and all other property will access the new paved interior road; adding the names of persons involved in the development group to avoid conflicts of interest; and granting a variance on the length of the cul-de-sac.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. 

         Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p. m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Timberwood Estates Subdivision. 
          Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Meeks stated that this subdivision consists of 16 lots totaling 78.64 acres.  He stated this subdivision will require a newly constructed paved road built to County and DOT standards.  He advised the Board that a variance would need to be granted on the cul-de-sac because the length exceeds the 800-foot limit.

         Commissioner Hatch stated that there is an existing driveway on Lot 14 which should be used until it needs repairing.  He added that if subdivisions have an interior road, driveways should open onto that road and not onto the main road.  He stated that wording regarding driveway access needs to be added to the plat.
         Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Timberwood Estates Subdivision subject to adding appropriate wording to the plat regarding driveway access and granting a variance on the cul-de-sac.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
           Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Aspen Hills Subdivision.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the Board that this subdivision contains 60 lots totaling 75.31 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated that this subdivision would require newly constructed paved roads built to County and DOT standards.   He added that a variance would be needed on the cul-de-sac because the length exceeds the 800-foot limit.

        Commissioner Caruthers voiced his concern about the existing road, Railroad Street, not being able to withstand the increased truck traffic involved in developing this subdivision.  He stated that the developer needs to upgrade the existing road to take care of this.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Aspen Hills Subdivision subject to the developer upgrading the existing road (Railroad Street) and granting a variance on the cul-de-sac length.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
           Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider preliminary plat approval of Twin Timbers Subdivision.

           Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, gave his report.  Mr. Meeks advised the Board that this subdivision consists of 16 lots totaling 81.08 acres.  He stated that this subdivision would require newly constructed paved roads built to County and DOT standards.   He added a variance would be needed on the cul-de-sac because the length exceeds the 800-foot limit.

            Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Twin Timbers Subdivision and grant a variance on the cul-de-sac length.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
GENERAL BUSINESS   
            Agenda Item No. 12 was for the Chairman to call for emergency agenda items.  (Any item this Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 29, Emergency Agenda Items.)  

There were two items to consider:
A) Permission to close county parking lots around the Courthouse beginning Friday, December 2, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. until Saturday evening, December 3, 2005 for Christmas-on-the-Square.

Commissioner Udell moved to add the aforementioned emergency item to the agenda.

Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  
B) Public Works Director Sikes to discuss five invoices from Pritchett Trucking Company.
Commissioner Hatch moved to add emergency item (B) to the agenda. Commissioner
Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 13 was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting held on November 1, 2005. 
Commissioner Caruthers noted two corrections: on Page 10, the last word in the first paragraph, Commissioner “Caruthers” should have read Commissioner “Fowler”; and on Page 16 under Agenda Item No. 24, “Commissioner Caruthers” should have read “County Coordinator Wooley”.  The Deputy Clerk made the cited corrections.
Commissioner Fowler had a question on Page 13 about the sequence of events with reconvening the meeting after a break, thinking a break had been omitted.  The video tape and notes of the meeting were reviewed and found to be correct; however, that section of the minutes was reworded to clear up any misconception of events.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting held on November 1, 2005 subject to the corrections noted above.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


At 5:16 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.


At 5:26 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  

Agenda Item No. 14 was Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


There were none.
            Agenda Item No. 15 was for a representative from the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court to present a report. 

There was no report. 

Agenda Item No. 16 was for Staff Reports.

A)  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, advised the Board that he had attended the

Historical Preservation Grant Hearing recently in Tallahassee.  Mr. Wooley stated that the City of Live Oak had submitted a grant application for the renovation of Old City Hall that ranked # 4 on the list.  He added that because of the ranking of the County’s grant for the Train Depot, there was a good chance of obtaining funding.

Commissioner Caruthers asked for an update of information on the request for a moratorium on spray fields. 


Mr. Wooley stated that Scott Koon, North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, would be at the meeting tonight at 7:00 p.m. to explain and answer any questions relating to this issue.

B)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board that DEP had approved another Waste Tire Amnesty Program for the disposal of tires.  Mr. Sikes stated that this was a repeat of the same program DEP had implemented four years ago, and DEP would use the same advertisement they had used then.  He added that the program was started to help with the control of mosquitoes.    He advised the Board that DEP would be providing the contractor.

C)  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had nothing to report.

D) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised he had drafted a Sexual Predator Ordinance and would be meeting with a representative of the Board and the State Attorney to review the Ordinance.


Chairman Fowler appointed Commissioner Maxwell to represent the Board and meet with County Attorney Airth and the State Attorney regarding the Sexual Predator Ordinance.

At 5:50 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 19, under GENERAL BUSINESS, which was to review, with possible Board action, the County’s pay scale.

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Board that on January 1, 2006 the minimum wage would be increasing from $6.15 per hour to $6.40 per hour and the new increase is not budgeted.  She stated that the County must to be in compliance by January 1, 2006, and that 34 employees will be affected by this increase.  She stated this will further complicate the compression problem of the salary levels.  She suggested that one option would be to give a 4% increase across-the-board to all levels of the pay scale and each employee, and another option would be to give an across-the-board increase of 25 cents per hour to all levels of the pay scale and to each employee.    
Commissioner Hatch stated that this information was not received until September 30, which is the last day of the County’s fiscal year, and by then it is too late to adjust the budget.

Discussion ensued.  

Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue until the next regular Board meeting to allow more time to study the available options.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

At 6:08 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed the meeting for a dinner break.


At 7:08 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 17 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS, which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for a fueling station canopy for Public Works.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2005-23)


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board that only one bid was received.  Mr. Sikes opened the bid from Gamble & Associates Construction, Inc. and read the bid, which was $75,000.00.  Mr. Sikes stated approximately $20,000.00 had been budgeted for this item and this bid was totally out of budget.  He stated that his department would be seeking another alternative, possibly constructing the canopy themselves.    


Commissioner Udell moved to reject the bid of $75,000.00 from Gamble Construction Company, Inc. for a fueling station canopy for Public Works.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 18 was at 7:00 p.m. , or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider adoption of an Ordinance to amend the text of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations (LDRs) by amending Section 2.1, entitled Definitions, adding definitions related to site application of domestic sludge; amending Section 14.6, entitled Special Permits, adding Section 14.6.3, entitled Special Permit for Land Spreading of Domestic Sludge, adding permitting requirements, procedures for applying for a special permit, standards for issuing permits, permit conditions and enforcement for land spreading of domestic sludge.  (Application No. LDR 05-1 by the Board of County Commissioners) 
Enid Ehrbar, Senior Planner-North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, presented the Ordinance to amend the LDRs regarding domestic sludge, reading the specific changes the Board had made during the October 18, 2005 meeting.  Ms. Ehrbar stated that this Ordinance was for domestic sludge only.  She added that DEP issues permits according to their regulations and dictates where the sludge can go.
At 7:21 p.m. Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance amending the text of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations (LDRs) by amending Section 2.1, entitled Definitions, adding definitions related to site application of domestic sludge; amending Section 14.6, entitled Special Permits, adding Section 14.6.3, entitled Special Permit for Land Spreading of Domestic Sludge, adding permitting requirements, procedures for applying for a special permit, standards for issuing permits, permit conditions and enforcement for land spreading of domestic sludge.  (Application No. LDR 05-1 by the Board of County Commissioners).  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2006-02) 

Discussion ensued between the Board and Scott Koon, North Central Regional Planning Council, over issues concerning the Board’s authority for permitting spray fields and issues concerning non-conforming properties in the County.  Commissioner Hatch asked the Board’s permission to work with Mr. Koon on these issues and come back to the Board at a later date with the results.  
At 8:25 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 8:40 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  At this time, Chairman Fowler excused Commissioner Maxwell from the meeting.

At 8:41 p.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 20, under GENERAL BUSINESS, since Agenda Item No. 19 had been heard earlier, which was to consider, with possible Board action, a fuel adjustment increase regarding the Pritchett Trucking/Waste Hauling contract.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated that the County has a five-year contract with Pritchett Trucking for hauling waste from the transfer station to the waste management facility in Georgia and this is the third year of that contract.  Mr. Sikes advised the Board that there is no clause in the existing contract regarding a fuel surcharge or adjustment.   He stated that Pritchett Trucking was originally the low bidder at $237.00 per load and had given the County good service.  Mr. Sikes stated that due to the drastic rise in fuel prices, he felt some adjustment should be made.  He stated that he had deducted the surcharge from the five invoices he had received recently and felt that the surcharge should be negotiated. 

Discussion ensued.  Commissioner Caruthers stated that DOT had an index they used for fuel surcharge pricing and suggested using it as a basis for negotiation.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve a fuel adjustment increase on the Pritchett Trucking waste hauling contract and authorize Mr. Sikes to follow the DOT index for fuel surcharging.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to approve the “Through the Fence” concept with T.S.S. Development at the Airport.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated that he had just received the documents from FFA which had not allowed time for review.

Under these circumstances, Commissioner Hatch moved to table the issue until the next Board meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to approve the Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for design and construction of Taxiway “C” at the Airport and to adopt an enabling Resolution.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated that this is a $400,000 project with an 80/20 percent split, with FDOT funding $320,000 and the County $80,000 over a two-year period.  

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the JPA with FDOT for the design and construction of Taxiway “C” at the Airport and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.  (See Resolution No. 2006-03)

Agenda Item No. 23 was to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between Suwannee County, Suwannee River Water Management District (SRWMD), and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) regarding the FEMA Map Modernization Program.

County Coordinator Wooley stated that this is a community partnership agreement regarding a mapping program which identifies and maps the flood-risk zones in the community.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between Suwannee County, Suwannee River Water Management District (SRWMD), and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) regarding the FEMA Map Modernization Program.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.  (Agreement No. Pending)

Agenda Item No. 24 was to accept the Wireless Phase II Grant for Suwannee County E 911 Public Safety from the State of Florida Wireless Board.


County Coordinator Wooley stated that this is a full grant in the amount of $338,091.66.  Mr. Wooley stated the purpose of the Wireless Phase II Grant is to upgrade/replace our E 911 Public Safety System in order for the County to achieve Phase II compliancy. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to accept the Wireless Phase II Grant for Suwannee County E 911 Public Safety System from the State of Florida Wireless Board.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 25 was to appoint the 911 Advisory Council consisting of Suwannee County Public Safety Professionals.

County Coordinator Wooley distributed a list of the Proposed Suwannee County 911 Advisory Council members.


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the list of the Suwannee County 911 Advisory Council members and designated, from the list, James Robinson, 911 Coordinator, to report to the Board.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting. 

Agenda Item No. 26 was a request for permission to research and pursue another full grant through the Wireless Board for a Geographical Information System (GIS) that would allow Suwannee County E 911 to locate wireline and wireless 911 callers.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to grant permission to research and pursue another full grant through the Wireless Board for a Geographical Information System (GIS) that would allow Suwannee County E 911 to locate wireline and wireless 911 callers.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from meeting.

Agenda Item No. 27 was to authorize a four-day work week on a six-month trial basis for the Public Works Department.

Commissioner Hatch stated that he had talked with the general public and the employees but most of the response he received had been negative. 


Commissioner Udell stated that he had no fear in trying the four-day work week for the Public Works Department on a six-month trial basis at Mr. Sikes’ discretion.


Commissioner Caruthers stated that he was willing to try it because he felt it would increase production and save on fuel expenses.

Chairman Fowler stated that he had talked with the employees and the general public, and found that some liked it and some did not.  He stated that after doing some research, he discovered that the four-day work week had been tried at Public Works in the 80’s but did not work then.


Commissioner Udell moved to implement the four-day work week on a six-month trial basis for the Public Works Department subject to Mr. Sikes discretion.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion failed 2-2, with Chairman Fowler and Commissioner Hatch opposed and with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to table the issue until the next meeting when Commissioner Maxwell would be present to break the tie.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, but the Board agreed that no motion to table was necessary, and it would be brought up at the next Board meeting.

Agenda Item No. 28 was to approve the Legal Services Agreement with Attorney Hal A. Airth.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Legal Services Agreement with Attorney Hal A. Airth.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried 3-1, with Chairman Fowler opposed, and Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 29 was Emergency Agenda Items. There were two items to be heard:

A)  Dennis Cason, Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce, asked for permission to close the County parking lots around the Courthouse beginning Friday, December 2, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. until Saturday evening, December 3, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. for Christmas-on-the-Square.


Commissioner Udell moved to perpetually close the County parking lots around the Courthouse each year on the first weekend in December from 6:00 p.m. Friday until 6:00 p.m. Saturday for Christmas-on-the-Square.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.

B)  Public Works Director Sikes stated that he had five invoices from Pritchett Trucking. Mr. Sikes advised the Board that he had deducted the fuel surcharge from each invoice, reducing the total owed to $52,821.62.  He stated that he would follow the DOT index for negotiating the fuel surcharge with Pritchett Trucking as had been voted on previously in Agenda Item No. 20.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve payment of the five invoices from Pritchett Trucking totaling $52,821.62.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.   


Agenda Item No. 30 was Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments. 

All of the Commissioners expressed their congratulations to newly elected Chairman Ivie Fowler and Vice Chairman Randy Hatch.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried 4-0, with Commissioner Maxwell being absent from the meeting.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
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
