Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Commissioner Fowler led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve a Release of Lien for Kevin L. Kilgore, SHIP Client.  (See Agreement No. 2007-29)
Commissioner Udell asked to abstain from voting on Consent Agenda Item No. 1 due to a possible conflict of interest.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 2. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 1.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell abstaining.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 3 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider adoption of a Resolution encouraging all residents to set goals to improve their health and wellness under “Step Up, Florida!”  


Stephanie Laidig, CDHPE Coordinator, Suwannee County Health Department, approached the podium and read the Proclamation in its entirety.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt a Resolution encouraging all residents to set goals to improve their health and wellness under “Step Up, Florida!”  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-14) 

Agenda Item No. 4 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the adoption of a Resolution proclaiming the month of March 2007 as Mental Retardation Awareness Month.  


Bobbie Lake, Executive Director – Comprehensive Community Services, Inc., thanked the Board for their continued support.  Mr. Lake read the Proclamation in its entirety.  


Chairman Hatch congratulated Mr. Lake for the service they provide to the citizens due to their involvement in the community.


Commissioner Fowler moved to adopt a Resolution proclaiming the month of March 2007 as Mental Retardation Awareness Month.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   (See Resolution No. 2007-15)

Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, property appraisals required by the Florida League of Cities for the County’s property and liability insurance.  (Deadline April 1, 2007) 


Lee Harvard, B.W. Helvenston & Sons Insurance, explained that the reinsurance companies are now requiring property appraisals due to the property insurance market in the State of Florida.  Mr. Harvard stated he had provided a list of about 28 of the County’s properties that needed appraising.  He also provided a list of property appraisers that could be used but   added the County could use whomever they wished.  He pointed out that the Florida League of Cities would pay $40 of the fee charged on each property. 

Chairman Hatch inquired about the cost of the property appraisals.  Mr. Harvard replied he had received an estimate of between $80 and $100 per property by one of the listed appraisers.  He further replied that with the League reimbursing $40 for each property the total would be approximately $1,680.00.  


Commissioner Udell asked if this would be an annual occurrence and expressed his concerns about the possible increase in the premium not being budgeted.  Mr. Harvard replied this would not be done annually but stressed the importance of full replacement value coverage in the event of a catastrophe.

Chairman Hatch questioned the timing of this process reminding Mr. Harvard that the County has a contract with the League of Cities and this issue would be better addressed during the budget process or when insurance was put out for bids.  Chairman Hatch also asked Mr. Harvard if this additional premium amount would be pro rated for the rest of the contract year.  Mr. Harvard replied it would be pro rated.


Commissioner Maxwell stated he would like for the appraiser to be someone from our area.  He asked how the current property values were reached.  County Coordinator Wooley replied that in 2005 the County properties were surveyed and found to be underinsured.  Mr. Wooley further replied several employees had measured the square footage of the buildings and arrived at the current figures.
 
Discussion ensued regarding whether to use the RFP or bid method in obtaining an appraiser.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve acquiring an appraiser to appraise the list of County properties provided from the Florida League of Cities through the bid process for a lump sum fee with the specifications and qualifications of the appraiser to be determined by the Board. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, options for annual leave roll-over for Ken Willis during his interim term as Public Safety Director.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, stated Mr. Willis had requested that he not lose his excess accrued annual leave of 73.7 hours which put him above the maximum allowed to carry over to another year.  Mrs. Harrison added Mr. Willis felt that he could not use this excess leave time before the end of the year because of the responsibilities of his position as Interim Public Safety Director.


Commissioner Fowler stated the Finance Department notified Mr. Willis before the end of the year that he had an excess of annual leave and inquired as to why Mr. Willis did not bring this to the Board in a timely manner.  Mrs. Harrison replied that during this time the Board was conducting interviews for the position of Public Safety Director, for which Mr. Willis had applied.   The issue had been discussed with Chairman Hatch around the first of the year and a decision was made to wait until after the selection of a new Public Safety Director. 

Mrs. Harrison explained there were three options available to the Board: to lose 73.7 hours; payment for 73.7 hours; or carry over 73.7 hours to this year for Mr. Willis.

After a lengthy discussion, Commissioner Fowler suggested that discussion of Section 19.02 of the Personnel Rules and Regulations be placed on the agenda for the next regular scheduled Board meeting.  Mrs. Harrison replied she would contact Rob Larkin, County Labor Attorney, for his input.


Commissioner Udell moved to allow Mr. Willis to carry over the 73.7 hours of excess annual leave from 2006 to 2007.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:12 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.


At 5:25 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 7 which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat for Shady Hollow Estates Subdivision in District 1.  

            Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this subdivision is zoned RSF-1 which allows one unit per acre.  Mr. Meeks added the subdivision consists of 20 lots totaling 21.36 acres.  He stated the subdivision would require newly constructed paved roads built to County and DOT specifications.  He explained that Lot 3 would be used as a retention pond which would help, but not completely solve, the water problem.
            Commissioner Fowler questioned the 60 foot strip of road at the back of the property and asked if it would be paved.  Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, replied that it would not but to avoid any confusion he would remove it from the preliminary plat.

            Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the preliminary plat of Shady Hollow Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.           

Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat of Hidden Hammocks Estates Subdivision in District 4.  


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this subdivision consists of 21 lots totaling 114.14 acres.  Mr. Meeks pointed out that this property has wetland areas which are noted on the plat and have been identified and monumented.  He added any structure built would have to comply with the 35 foot setback.  He stated the notation that the newly constructed paved roads would not be County maintained was on the final plat. 

Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated the title opinion letter did not address the mineral rights.  Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, replied he would get the proper letter to Mr. Airth.


Mr. Meeks stated the final plat had been reviewed by Mr. B.C. McCray, Surveyor (contracted through Curtis Keen, County Engineer, due to Mr. Stuart Moore’s resignation and health problems), and County Attorney Airth and found to be in compliance with Florida statutes. 


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat of Hidden Hammocks Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           At 5:42 p.m. Chairman Hatch skipped to Agenda Item No. 10 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 22, Emergency Agenda Items)

            There were seven items to consider.

A) Approval of Paramedic Shift Lieutenant Job description.  (Scott Racow, Public

                  Safety Director)

B) Approval of Paramedic Shift Lieutenant pay scale.  (Scott Racow, Public Safety

Director)

C) Approval to advertise for Paramedic Shift Lieutenant position.  (Scott Racow,

 Public Safety Director)

D) Approval to set specifications and to advertise for bids for ambulance chassis.

      (Scott Racow, Public Safety Director)

E) Approval of volunteer firefighter new membership requirements as set out by the
      Volunteer Fire Governing Board and the Public Safety Director.  (Scott Racow, 
      Public Safety Director)

F) Authorization to advertise for bids for replacement of the door at the Jail.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

G) Approval to submit applications for Wireless 911 Rural County Grant Program.

      (Deadline for submittal is March 1, 2007.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

Commissioner Fowler moved to add the aforementioned seven emergency items to

the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 11 was to approve the minutes of the Interviews for the Public Safety Director position held on January 25, 2007, and the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 6, 2007.

            There were no corrections or additions.  

            Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of the Interviews for the Public Safety Director position held on January 25, 2007, and the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 6, 2007 as written.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 12 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


George Fuller, a former resident of Suwannee County, approached the podium and stated he was visiting Suwannee County and, as a previous regular Board meeting attendee, could not pass up the opportunity to attend the meeting today.

The Board members all welcomed him to the meeting.

            Agenda Item No. 13 was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a report.

            There was no report. 

            Agenda Item No. 14 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

            There were no reports.

            Agenda Item No. 15 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported that Stuart Moore, County

Surveyor, had resigned due to health reasons.  Mr. Wooley suggested the County work through Curtis Keen, County Engineer, to contract, on an as appropriate basis, with local surveyors to review plats and not do an RFP at this time. He stated Mr. Keen was agreeable to assist the County in this manner.  Subsequently, Mr. Wooley asked that Agenda Item No. 22, concerning advertising for RFPs for a professional surveyor, be removed from the Agenda.

Mr. Wooley mentioned that the Department of Corrections (DOC) had been very active in meeting with the City of Live Oak regarding the proposed prison.  He added there had been some miscommunication concerning the County’s involvement in these meetings.  He discussed the proposed Bypass road along the route of the prison sewer line which would have a major impact on the County, and the fact that no money had been appropriated from FDOT for this.  

            B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported he should have the Lake Louise ramp plans from Curtis Keen, County Engineer, by next Thursday.
            Mr. Sikes stated the Mattress Factory Road Project has been finalized and is scheduled to begin in three weeks.

           Mr. Sikes reported the Andrews property retention project had been completed.

           Mr. Sikes mentioned a couple of projects that were “in the hopper”, 417 Road Project and Frances Green Shelton Project.

           Mr. Sikes informed the Board that the new garbage truck had been delivered and was in service now.  

            At 5:56 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a supper break.

            At 7:00 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 9 which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to approve the final year-end Budget Amendments to the following funds for FY 2005-2006.  
           a)  Road Department



e)  Local Housing Assistance (SHIP)

b) Emergency Management


f)  911 Addressing

c) Fire Protection



g)  Recreation

d) State Attorney



h)  Solid Waste Collection

Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of   the Circuit Court, presented  the Budget Amendments for

FY 2005-06.  Mr. Dasher stated that they had been advertised in the Suwannee Democrat  and asked if the Board had any questions.  There were no questions.
          At 7:05 p.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments. There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

          Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the aforementioned final year-end Budget Amendments for FY 2005-06.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-16)

At 7:08 p.m. Chairman Hatch returned to Agenda Item No.15 under GENERAL BUSINESS to continue with Staff Reports.            

B) Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, gave his report.  Mr. Racow stated there is a

part-time position open and that it had been posted. 


Mr. Racow reported that the County and the City of Live Oak were pursuing an understanding for automatic aid with the City of Live Oak and the County Fire Departments.

Mr. Racow informed the Board that there will be a 160-hour firefighter course presented April 14 and April 15.


Mr. Racow reported that Lake City was planning to purchase some of the County’s extrication equipment for the sum of $12,500.00.


Mr. Racow mentioned he would like to surplus some of the County’s emergency vehicles and would be preparing a list of those.  

Chairman Hatch welcomed Mr. Racow aboard and wished him much success.

D) John D. Hales, Jr. Director of Libraries, was not present.
E) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, reported he had researched the Code Enforcement

Board issue and the Board does have the authority to dissolve the Code Enforcement Board.

 Mr. Airth stated that in Mike Wooley’s case, to appeal the Code Enforcement Board’s decision, his research does not show that the County is an aggrieved party.  Therefore, Mr. Airth stated the County could not appeal for Mike Wooley but Mike Wooley could file his own appeal.
Tim Alcorn, President of Code Enforcement Board, expressed the dilemma of the Code Enforcement Board in some of these situations.
Agenda Item No 16 was to discuss, with possible Board action, setting a workshop with the Volunteer Fire Governing Board, the Public Safety Director, and the Board of County Commissioners.

Chairman Hatch mentioned holding the workshop before the regular Board meeting on Tuesday, March 20, 2007 at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall, if available.  He asked Kasey Stewart, Administrative Assistant, to check with City Hall regarding the date and time. 
Commissioner Udell moved to approve Tuesday, March 20, 2007 at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall for a workshop with the Volunteer Fire Governing Board, the Public Safety Director, and the Board of County Commissioners.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 17 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the County’s options in lieu of having a Code Enforcement Board.  


            Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated he had researched Florida Statute 162.03 which states the Board of County Commissioners has the authority to dissolve the Code Enforcement Board by Ordinance.  Mr. Airth further stated that if the Code Enforcement Board was dissolved, there were three options for handling code issues: by special magistrate; by citation; or by the Board of County Commissioners serving as the Code Enforcement Board.

             After a lengthy discussion, no action was taken.

Agenda Item No. 18 was for authorization to complete the Agreement on the buyback with Ring Power on the purchase of seven (7) motor graders. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the contract with Ring Power will expire in July and Ring Power had agreed to buy back these seven motor graders at $120,000.00 each.  
Commissioner Maxwell moved to authorize completing the buyback agreement with Ring Power on seven motor graders.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 19 was for authorization to advertise for bids for seven (7) motor graders.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated these seven (7) motor graders would replace the seven the Board just authorized to sell.  Mr. Sikes further stated the rotation of these motor graders had been restructured as follows: three (3) for 1 year; one (1) for three years; two (2) for four years; and one (1) for 5 years.  He added this purchase rotation would alleviate the burdensome draw on his equipment budget.
Commissioner Udell moved to authorize advertising for bids for seven (7) motor graders.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 20 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the projects for the Transportation Enhancement Program.  

           T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, presented the current list of projects for this program and asked if the Board had any to add or priorities to change.
            Commissioner Fowler moved to stay with the current list of projects for the Transportation Enhancement Program.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           Agenda Item No. 21 was for approval for a budget-approved part-time maintenance position at the Suwannee County Airport. 
          Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated this position was for mowing at the Suwannee County Airport during the peak season.
           Commissioner Caruthers stated this was a prior approval through the budget and needed no further action from the Board.

          Agenda Item No. 22 was to approve to advertise for Requests for Proposals (RFPs) for a professional surveyor for review of subdivision plats in compliance with Florida Statute 287.055.  

           Although County Coordinator Wooley had previously asked that this item be pulled from the Agenda, it was discussed.
           Mr. Wooley reiterated that Mr. Stuart Moore, County Surveyor, had resigned due to health problems.  Mr. Wooley stated he needed more information on this agenda item and would bring it back to the Board at a later date.  In the interim, Curtis Keen, County Engineer, had agreed to assist the County in obtaining a surveyor as needed.  He recommended the Board accept Mr. Moore’s resignation immediately and waive the 30-day notice requirement.
           Commissioner Fowler moved to accept Mr. Stuart Moore’s resignation immediately as County Surveyor.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
           At 8:15 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.

           At 8:30 p.m. Chairman reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 23 which was for Emergency Agenda Items.

           There were seven (7) items to consider.

A) Approval of Paramedic Shift Lieutenant job description.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, presented the above mentioned job description

for the Board’s approval.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the job description for Paramedic Shift Lieutenant as written.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B) Approval of Paramedic Shift Lieutenant pay scale.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, presented the Level 4 pay scale for the Board’s

approval.  Mr. Racow stated he had one interested employee that was already making above the maximum of the pay scale for Shift Lieutenant.  Discussion followed as to how to handle a raise for this employee regarding a fixed dollar amount or percentage. 


Commissioner Caruthers moved to follow the normal promotion and pay increase procedure in the Personnel Policies & Procedures Manual which already addressed the situation.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C) Approval to advertise for the Paramedic Shift Lieutenant position.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, stated he was seeking permission to advertise

for this position.  He noted policy provided the position be posted or advertised in-house before being advertised externally. 

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve advertising for the Paramedic Shift Lieutenant position.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

D) Approval to set specifications and to advertise for bids for an ambulance chassis.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, stated the quote from Frazer was $91,700.00

and the amount budgeted for this item was $91,000.00.

Discussion ensued and the Board determined that, in order to keep the equipment uniform, this was a sole source item and approved the purchase as quoted from Frazer.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the purchase of one (1) Frazer ambulance chassis as quoted, in the amount of $91,700.00, as a sole source item.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E) Approval of volunteer firefighter new membership requirements as set out by the

Volunteer Fire Governing Board and the Public Safety Director.


Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, presented the new membership requirements.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the volunteer firefighter new membership requirements established by the Volunteer Fire Governing Board and the Public Safety Director as written.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

F) Authorization to advertise for bids for the replacement of a door at the Suwannee

County Jail.

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this item was for a sliding door with a locking device for the Jail.  Mr. Wooley added he had received a quote of $14,585.00 from Florida Detention Systems, Inc. for the installed door to use as an estimated cost. 


Commissioner Udell moved to authorize advertising for bids for the replacement of a door at the Suwannee County Jail.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
G)  Approval to submit applications for Wireless 911 Rural County Grant Program.  (Deadline for submittal is March 1, 2007)
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, explained these four grants include one for $1,250.00 and would enable James Robinson, 911 Coordinator, to attend the 911 Coordinator’s Conference which is a requirement of the position.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve submitting the application for the Wireless 911 Rural County Grant Program.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (Agreement Nos. Pending for four (4) Grants)
           Agenda Item No. 24 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

           Commissioner Maxwell complained about the influx of out-of-town used car dealers who invade the County at tax refund time and do not have any restrictions or fees placed on them.  He expressed the unfairness to the local dealers who pay taxes and stressed that a solution was needed.   He added Columbia County does not allow this in their County.  Chairman Hatch replied he would contact Columbia County and find out what their policy is.  
            County Coordinator Wooley mentioned that old mobile homes that are being brought into the County and sold that do not meet the wind zone requirements in Florida and are not sellable.  Mr. Wooley stated the issue was becoming a real problem and needed to be addressed.
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
