The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an emergency session to consider declaration of a local state of emergency due to severe dry weather and the potential for wild fires, and the following were present: Chairman Randy Hatch; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Douglas Udell; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk; and John G. Wooley, County Coordinator/Emergency Management Director. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present during the meeting. 


Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. 

Mr. Wooley advised notice of the meeting had been posted at County Buildings, and the media had been advised.

The Board listened to a scheduled conference call with the State Emergency Operations Center regarding various fires around the State, their status and mutual aid responses.

Mr. Wooley discussed with the Board that resources are being stretched and with various fires around the state mutual aid from other counties was becoming limited.  He advised there had been a FEMA declaration for emergency assistance as well as a State declaration of a state of emergency.
He noted Suwannee County had a couple of fires within the past couple of days that the local Fire Departments had been able to control but there is a very good possibility of having wild fires that could get out of control.

Mr. Wooley presented the Board with a proposed Resolution for declaration of a local state of emergency due to extreme dry weather and the threat of fires, noting the Governor had executed and Executive Order 07-86 declaring a similar state of emergency exists in the State.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adopt the Resolution as written declaring a local state of emergency exists in Suwannee County due the extreme dry conditions and threats of fires.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Clerk Tyson Attested Chairman Hatch’s execution of the Resolution and assigned Resolution Number 2007-26.  The Resolution was executed in duplicate originals with one being provided to Mr. Wooley.

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting and Commissioner Maxwell seconded.  The motion to adjourn carried unanimously at 3:29 p.m.
