Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve Invoice No. 31803, in the amount of $22,540.00, to AK Associates 911, Inc. for Single T1 Upgrade and 24-Ch Expansion to 72 Channels.

Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve Invoice No. 270-07029-18580-N, in the amount of $5,000.00, to Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, P.A. for Annual Fire Protection and Solid Waste Assessment Programs (2007-08).

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 1 - 3.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 4 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for permission for a standby EMS Unit for the 3rd Annual Celebrity Weekend at Paul Langford Stadium on June 22, 2007.  

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, approached the podium and asked permission to waive the standard fee to have an EMS unit on standby at the Stadium on June 22, 2007 for the Celebrity Weekend.

Commissioner Udell moved to grant permission and waive the fee for an EMS unit to be on stand-by at the Paul Langford Stadium on June 22, 2007 for the 3rd Annual Celebrity Weekend.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, establishing a fee basis for extrication and a fee structure for fire plan review and inspection.  

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, distributed handouts concerning the fire safety review plan and inspection and the extrication fees.  He advised that a fire safety review plan for the County is State mandated and must be conducted by an authorized person.  Mr. Racow reported that there were four members of his staff who could do this.

Pat Sura, County Building Department Official, interjected that his office was doing inspections and the fees were based on the square footage of the building.  He noted some developers’ plans are received already certified by the developer’s fire safety inspector.
Mr. Racow stated that, as Public Safety Director, he was ultimately responsible for the fire safety plan review and fire inspections of buildings.  He added that because of this, he felt his staff should be doing the inspections.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated the Florida Statutes needed to be reviewed and the Board should in the future adopt an Ordinance concerning the issue.


Mr. Racow also mentioned establishing a fee basis for extrication due to non-resident motor vehicle accidents and provided some written information to the Board concerning the matter.  He added that these fees are collected from insurance companies.


After some discussion, Commissioner Fowler moved to authorize Mr. Racow to meet with County Attorney Airth to draft an Ordinance dealing with the fire plan review and fire inspections, and to approve advertising for a public hearing.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request for the Board to purchase one (1) additional storage container to house the Clerk’s Office records.  


Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, announced the Clerk of the Circuit Court was in need of an additional storage container to house records generated by the court system.  Mr. Tyson stated he had received a price from Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, of $2,500 for a used container from a company in Jacksonville.  He added that Mr. Sharpless had mentioned that to upgrade the container for record storage usage including shelving, flooring, air conditioning, electrical, and a humidifier, would cost about $2,500 for a total of approximately $5,000.  
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Board purchasing one (1) additional storage container for the Clerk of the Circuit Court to house records generated by the court system.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee for awarding Bid Solicitation No. 2007-16 for the Construction of a 12-Unit T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  (Bids were opened during the June 5, 2007 Board meeting.) 

Chairman Hatch stated that Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, had asked that this agenda item be withdrawn for further study.
 
Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee for awarding Bid Solicitation No. 2007-20 for Paving 208th Street (Brannon Road) in District 5.  (Bids were opened during June 5, 2007 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported that John C. Hipp Construction Equipment Company submitted the low bid of $672,954.92 for this project.  Mr. Sikes stated the bid was in compliance and he recommended awarding the bid.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to award the bid to John C. Hipp Construction Equipment Company in the amount of $672,954.92 for the Paving of 208th Street (Brannon Road) in District 5 and to authorize the Chairman to sign the appropriate documents. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval to file for foreclosure against Michael Wooley in lieu of the lien filed on his property by the Code Enforcement Board.  

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, asked for permission to file for foreclosure on Michael Wooley’s property in lieu of the lien in the amount of $718.96 filed on his property by the Code Enforcement Board.  Mr. Airth stated the lien had been reduced from over $13,000.00 to $718.96 but Mr. Wooley had not paid it.  
Commissioner Caruthers moved to release the lien for Mr. Wooley.  The motion died for lack of a second.

Commissioner Fowler advised he was reluctant to take the property, but pointed out that Mr. Wooley had agreed, at a previous Board meeting, to pay the reduced amount of $718.96.

Commissioner Caruthers advised Mr. Wooley had a trespassing issue on the property and had filed papers with the Sheriff’s Office but the Sheriff’s Office had taken several months to resolve the matter.  He stated he felt it was now a law enforcement issue.   

Commissioner Udell reiterated that the lien amount had been reduced to $718.96 and Mr. Wooley had made no effort to pay this.  He stated he felt Mr. Airth should proceed with the foreclosure.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve proceeding with the foreclosure on Michael Wooley’s property.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Caruthers and Commissioner Fowler opposed.
At 5:00 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.

At 5:10 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 10 which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for ranking, by the members of the Board of County Commissioners, following the Bid Review Committee’s report as to the determination of eligibility for proposals received, for Administration Engineering Services for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and other related programs.  (RFP No. 2007-19 – Proposals were opened during June 5, 2007 Board meeting.)  


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, collected the ranking sheets from the Board members to be tabulated by Ms. Elaine Robinson and Donald Robinson and brought back to the Board tonight for a decision.

At 5:12 p.m. Chairman Hatch skipped to Agenda Item No. 17 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 24, Emergency Agenda Items).


There were no emergency items to consider.

            Agenda Item No. 18 was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting on June 5, 2007.

            Chairman Hatch questioned the name of the subdivision in the middle of Page 22.  He asked the Deputy Clerk to verify the exact name of this subdivision as he thought Trails of Pennington West should be changed to Pennington Trails.            
             Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting on June 5, 2007 subject to verification of subdivision name on Page 22.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

             Upon review, the Deputy Clerk found Agenda Item No. 38 on Page 22 to be incorrect. The correct name of the subdivision should have been Pennington Trails instead of Trails of Pennington West.  Also, the subdivision name in Agenda Item No. 37 on Page 21 was found to be incorrect.  The name of the subdivision should have been Trails of Pennington instead of Trails of Pennington East.
             The Deputy Clerk made the appropriate changes on Pages 21 and 22.
            Agenda Item No. 19 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

            Jim Ward approached the podium and discussed his concerns over the plight of the manatees in the Santa Fe River.  Mr. Ward stated many manatees had been seen in the river this year but the boats would run right over them.  
             Chairman Hatch stated he would make some contacts and see if he could get some publicity on the issue.

            Agenda Item No. 20 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

            There were none.
            Agenda Item No. 21 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported there had been many complaints

from citizens regarding weekend commercial yard sales in the community.  Mr. Wooley expressed concern over the danger at intersections and the public safety issue.   He asked Mr. Airth, County Attorney, about drafting an Ordinance regarding not parking on the road right-of-way.  Mr. Airth replied the Ordinance would have to be specific, i.e. the number of feet from intersection, and would be a civil violation involving the Sheriff also.

After some discussion it was the consensus of the Board for Mr. Wooley, Mr. Airth and the Sheriff to draft an Ordinance and bring it back to the Board for approval.


Mr. Wooley inquired about the Board’s desire for scheduling the non-ad valorem assessment hearings.  He stated Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, attorneys for special assessments, were suggesting a different calendar than had been followed in the past.  He added that last year the time schedule was the same as the TRIM time-line.

When asked about solid waste assessment amounts, T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated he felt the solid waste assessments could remain the same as last year but would double check the figures.


After a brief discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to follow the TRIM time-line for scheduling the non-ad valorem assessment hearings. 


At 5:30 p.m. Chairman Hatch returned to Agenda Item No. 10 for the results of the tabulation of the ranking sheets for Administration Services for CDBG Grant and Other Related Programs.  (The lowest score is ranked #1, next lowest score is ranked #2, etc.). The  results of the tabulation are as follows:

Commissioner Udell moved to approve Meridian Community Services Group, ranked No. 1, with the lowest score of 7, for the Administration Services for CDBG Grant and Other Related Programs.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:35 p.m. Chairman Hatch returned to Agenda Item No. 21 which was for Staff Reports and continued with Item (B).

 T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported that the County had agreed to let the City of Live Oak use the County road right-of-way to install utilities to the new prison site but a portion of the utility route was at the edge of the pavement.  Mr. Sikes stated he would keep abreast of the problem to ensure the issue was resolved.
Mr. Sikes advised the DEP permit for the Solid Waste Transfer Station is up for renewal.    He explained this is a five-year permit.  He warned that the County does not want the current one to expire and Mr. Darabi had provided an estimate of $14,000.00 to secure the permit renewal.  
Commissioner Caruthers mentioned that several complaints had been made regarding the irrigation system at Suwannee Landing on CR 136.  He stated the irrigation was spraying in the middle of CR 136 and asked Mr. Sikes to resolve the issue.  Mr. Sikes replied that he would.

C) Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, had no report.
D) J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had no report.
E) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated he was researching the Animal Control

Board issues and would report back to the Board at the next Board meeting.

Mr. Airth reported that a “stop order” had been issued to the Spirit of the Suwannee for building an airstrip.  He stated the Spirit of the Suwannee insists they are not putting in an airstrip, only planting grass in that area.

Mr. Airth stated that the lawyer for Shenandoah Dairy had asked for additional time in the court case filed by the opponents to the Dairy’s Special Permit which had been granted.
Agenda Item No. 22 was for approval to take the recommended action on the following:  

A) Geraldine Renee Sadler f/k/a Geraldine Thompson Harris (Tax Deed Application
#1380) – Claim barred by Section 197.473(2) Florida Statutes.  Funds remitted to Board more than two (2) years prior to claim being filed.

Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated this claim was over the two-year window to file a claim but he had received additional information which needed researching.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to table the aforementioned decision on Tax Deed Application #1380 for further study.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B) Debra G. Miller (Tax Deed Application #1383) – Recommend filing Declaratory
action to determine parties entitled to proceeds.


Hal Airth, County Attorney, recommended filing court action to determine entitlement of the proceeds.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve filing the Declaratory action to determine the parties entitled to the proceeds.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

C) Wilson E. Vittur and Rebecca A. Vittur (Tax Deed Application #1417) –

Recommend filing for Declaratory action to determine parties entitled to proceeds.


Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated he had received additional information on this Tax Deed application which needed researching.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to table a decision on Tax Deed Application #1417 for further study.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

D) Edith H. Earlywine and William E. Heatherton (Tax Deed Application #1419) –

Recommend payment of one-half (1/2) of excess proceeds to Edith H. Earlywine.


Hal Airth, County Attorney, recommended payment of excess proceeds.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve payment of the claim of one-half (1/2) of the excess proceeds of Tax Deed Application #1419 to Edith H. Earlywine.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


E)  Skye D. Liebel and Misty M. Liebel (Tax Deed Application #1420) – Recommend payment.


Hal Airth, County Attorney, recommended payment.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve payment of the claim on Tax Deed Application #1420.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
            Agenda Item No. 23 was for approval to hold a joint workshop on Thursday, July 19, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Suwannee Elementary School, with the Suwannee School Board, Branford Town Council, and Live Oak City Council, to discuss the amended Interlocal Agreement for School Concurrency.  

           John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this workshop is to finalize the Interlocal Agreement for School Concurrency before the public hearing is scheduled.


           Commissioner Caruthers moved to set the joint workshop on Thursday, July 19, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Suwannee Elementary School, with the Suwannee School Board, Branford Town Council, and Live Oak City Council to discuss the amended Interlocal Agreement for School Concurrency.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           At 6:00 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a dinner break.

           At 7:00 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 11 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for Bid Solicitation No. 2007-24 for Asphalt Pavement and Related Work for 54th Street (Rixford Road) in District 1.  


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, announced three bids had been received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Mr. Sikes stated the bids would be forwarded to the Bid Review Committee for their review and recommendation.


Agenda Item No. 12 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-05-01 by Melissa Morris to change the property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to a Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported that this rezoning request was for the relocation of fuel tanks to property adjacent to the existing Luraville Store.  Mr. Meeks stated this store was build in the 1940’s but was omitted from the zoning atlas and was never recorded as a CN.  He advised that Scott Koons, North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, stated it was an oversight and the County could proceed with the request. 


At 7:21 p.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments.  There were none and at 7:22 p.m. the floor was closed to public comments.


Commissioner Fowler moved to adopt a Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-05-01 by Melissa Morris to change the property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-31)

Agenda Item No. 13 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-03-01 by Ryan J. Peters to change the property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  


Commissioner Caruthers stated he had been notified of an ex parte communication in the form of a letter from Mr. Aubrey Goff concerning the issue.

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised that this property is at the intersection of US 129 South and CR 252 East.  He stated the owner plans to build a convenience store on the property.

Ryan Peters, owner of the property, approached the podium and distributed a handout regarding the rezoning application.  Mr. Peters explained that he planned to construct a small convenience store at this location to serve the local residents in this area.  He mentioned that he had talked with Sheriff Cameron about the possibility of also placing a substation for the Sheriff’s Office at this location.  He assured the Board he would adhere to all EPA, FDOT and County regulations that are required for this type of endeavor.

Chairman Hatch expressed concern over the proximity of a hill on US 129 posing a dangerous situation at the proposed intersection.  Mr. Peters replied he would follow all FDOT requirements which may include a turn lane to be installed on US 129.  Chairman Hatch reiterated his concern for mitigation of a traffic plan at the intersection.  Mr. Peters replied he would mitigate according to FDOT specifications.


At 7:52 p.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments.  There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.


Commissioner Udell moved to adopt a Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-03-01 by Ryan J. Peters to change the property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-32) 

At 8:00 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.


At 8:10 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 14 which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-05-02 by Dick Calvitt, as agent for Bruce and Lanette Neal, to change the property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this property was being purchased by Smith Brothers Lawn Service for a possible greenhouse/nursery and to relocate their business.  Mr. Meeks stated the land, located at Hwy 90 and CR 417, backs up to the railroad track and is not suitable for residential property.

Dick Calvitt, representative for the current property owners, stated the Smith Brothers desire purchasing this land for relocating their business if the rezoning request is approved. 

At 8:16 p.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments.  There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adopt the Resolution approving the Rezoning Application No. RZ-07-05-02 by Dick Calvitt, as agent for Bruce and Lanettte Neal, to change property currently zoned Agriculture-1 to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-33)

Agenda Item No. 15 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the Preliminary Plat for Quail Ridge Subdivision in District 3. 


 Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this subdivision consists of 4 five-acre lots totaling 20.09 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated the subdivision will access the existing CR 136.  He further stated two driveways will be shared by the four lots and will be installed before the final plat is approved.  He advised the Preliminary Plat has been reviewed by the County Attorney Airth and County Engineer Curtis Keen’s staff and found to be in compliance.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Preliminary Plat for Quail Ridge Subdivision in District 3.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the Final Plat for Armstrong Estates Unit 1 at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this subdivision contains 12 one-half acre lots totaling 8.81 acres.  Mr. Meeks advised the subdivision will require a newly constructed paved road off CR 136.  He stated the Final Plat had been reviewed by County Attorney Airth and County Engineer Curtis Keen’s staff and found to be in compliance.

Commissioner Caruthers reiterated the irrigation system problem with the sprinklers spraying in the middle of CR 136.  


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Final Plat of Armstrong Estates Unit 1 at Suwannee Landing in District 1 contingent upon correcting the irrigation problem on CR 136.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 8:25 p.m. Chairman Hatch continued with Agenda Item No. 24 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were none to hear.

           Agenda Item No. 25 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

           Chairman Hatch reported he had attended the Florida Association of Counties (FAC) Seminar last week.  He stated it was an interesting and successful meeting.  Chairman Hatch announced that he is President Elect of FAC.
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
