On the above stated date and location the Board of County Commissioners met at 6:00 P.M. to conduct a joint meeting with the Suwannee County School Board, Town of Branford, and City of Live Oak for the purposes of discussing Growth Concurrency Requirements and Facilities as related to school facilities. Present were Chairman Randy Hatch, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson, and various County Staff and representatives of the other governmental entities.  
Ms. Julie Ulmer Chairperson for the School Board called the workshop to order and asked everyone to introduce themselves.  Ms. Ulmer then called upon Scott Koons or the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.
Mr. Koons reviewed a power point presentation of which he had also distributed hard copies.  Mr. Koons pointed out that the school concurrency aspect of the comprehensive planning related only to residential development. He reiterated that Updated Interlocal Agreements must be completed and Local Governments must amend their respective Comp Plans to include the School Facilities Elements, and these must be done by May 1st, 2008.  Mr. Koons entertained questions regarding development and extended time frames for residential development approval processes.  His answers summarized that these new requirements are Legislative mandates, will require change, and are not optional.  He advised that at this time there are no exceptions to the requirements.  He encouraged all entities to have their staff moving forward on the Interlocal Agreement and Comp Plan Amendments.
  He cautioned that failure to do so and meet the May 1st, 2008, deadline could result State Revenues being withheld.
At 7:00 p.m. the joint meeting adjourned.
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
