Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 31670 in the amount of $12,000.00 to AK Associates 911, Inc.
Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve the reappointment of Ronald Cook, as alternate, to the Volunteer Fire Board.
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the Satisfaction of Lien for Donna Baurle, SHIP Client.  
Commissioner Caruthers asked that Agenda Item No. 4 be removed for discussion.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 – 3.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers stated there was confusion on the situation with the SHIP lien and that the Board had directed County Attorney Hal Airth in a previous meeting to proceed with pursuing collection of the money due to satisfy the lien.

Mr. Airth stated that the Suwannee River Economic Council had stated the original loan was over ten years old and as far as they were concerned the lien had been satisfied.  He further stated the property had been sold and the current owner was not in position to pay the $1,880.00 due to satisfy the lien.  He added that the fault resided with the original owner’s loan transaction and not the present owner.
Commissioner Udell pointed out that the money owed belonged to the people of Suwannee County and he supported pursuing collection of the $1,880.00.  
Commissioner Caruthers moved to deny satisfaction of the SHIP lien and to pursue collection of the unpaid funds of $1,880.00.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS
Agenda Item No. 5 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to present plaques to Mikell “Cookie” Cook and Chris Harrison, Suwannee County Maintenance Department employees, for courageous actions in the accident at the Airport on September 11, 2006.  

Chairman Ivie Fowler presented wooden plaques, reading the inscription thereon, to “Cookie” Cook and Chris Harrison, Maintenance Department employees, recognizing them for their heroic deeds regarding the recent plane accident at the Airport.  

 Agenda Item No. 6 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider requesting the State of Florida to erect a memorial honoring Harry T. Moore.  

Samuel Beasley, President of NAACP, approached the podium and requested a permanent memorial be placed on State property on US Highway 90 at Houston, Florida recognizing Harry T. Moore.  Mr. Beasley stated this was the birthplace of Mr. Moore and he was the first Field Secretary of the NAACP.
Commissioner Udell explained that Mr. Moore and his wife were killed in 1952 by a bomb that was placed under their house.  Commissioner Udell pointed out that Mr. Moore was very instrumental in the beginning of the Civil Rights Movement. 
Commissioner Maxwell moved to instruct County Coordinator Wooley to write a letter to the State to obtain the proper memorial and to erect that memorial on US Highway 90 at Houston, Florida recognizing Harry T. Moore.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda Item No. 7 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the adoption of a Resolution proclaiming the first week of October as National 4-H Week in Suwannee County.  

Mary Ward, 4-H Coordinator, approached the podium and introduced Victoria Horvath, Secretary of the Suwannee County 4-H Council, who read the Proclamation in its entirety.  Mrs. Ward mentioned that many 4-H members were involved in numerous projects for the community.   Several 4-H members were present and introduced themselves to the Board.
Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Resolution proclaiming the first week of October as National 4-H Week in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   (See Resolution No. 2007-03)
Agenda Item No. 8, which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the adoption of a Resolution recognizing the 25th Anniversary of the Suwannee County Museum Association.  

John Hale, Chairman, Suwannee County Museum Association, stated the Museum opened twenty-five years ago on September 29, 1981.  Mr. Hale read the Resolution in its entirety. 

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Resolution recognizing the 25th Anniversary of the Suwannee County Museum Association.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-02) 

Agenda Item No. 9 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, expending funds, not to exceed $2,500.00, to print and distribute Phase 3 Pandemic Flu Pamphlets.  
Jerry Combass, Public Health Preparedness and Response County Coordinator for Lafayette, Suwannee and Taylor County Health Departments, explained the brochure on flu and mentioned that Suwannee Valley Electric has consented to mail a copy in their bills and some of the other major employers in the area have consented to do the same.

Commissioner Caruthers asked why this was not included in the Health Department budget.   Mr. Combass replied this is not strictly a Health Department endeavor; it is in cooperation with the Pandemic Task Force.

Commissioner Udell asked if all three counties were participating and asked if this was the best way to notify the residents.  Mr. Combass replied this brochure was strictly for Suwannee County but they will be asking the others to do the same for their respective counties.  He pointed out that this was the least expensive way to inform the people in comparison with the newspaper and TV.  He added the radio would be used as an additional information tool.  

Commissioner Udell moved to approve expending funds, not to exceed $2,500.00, to print and distribute Phase 3 Pandemic Flu Pamphlets.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

At 9:36 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 23 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 36, Emergency Agenda Items).  

 There were three items to consider.

A) To surplus a 1992 Dodge Van at the Extension Service and to be sold at the Sheriff’s auction.
B) To approve an estimate of $11,800.00 from Anthony Sullivan Construction for repairs on the damaged building and fence from an accident at the Airport.

C) To approve payment of Invoice No. 1 in the amount of $11,662.00 to Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc. for the Suwannee County Animal Services Project.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve adding the three aforementioned items to the

agenda.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 24 was for approval of the minutes from the regular Board meeting and the Tentative Budget Hearing both held on September 7, 2006, and approval of the minutes of the regular Board meeting and the Final Budget Hearing both held on September 19, 2006. 

Chairman Fowler suggested rewording, for clarification, the second sentence in the next to the last paragraph on Page 18 of the September 7, 2006 minutes to read “the ‘undesirable portions of the old road’ would be removed and a new base installed, leveled and ‘the entire road’ resurfaced.”
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting, subject to the aforementioned clarification, and the Tentative Budget Hearing both held on September 7, 2006, and the minutes from the regular Board meeting and Final Budget Hearing both held on September 19, 2006.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

The Deputy Clerk subsequently made the above noted clarification.

            Agenda Item No. 25 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


Mr. Ben Harris, Park Manager-Suwannee River Wilderness Trail, explained they had contracted with National Geographic to produce a new, detailed map of the Wilderness Trail.  Mr. Harris expressed his appreciation to the Board for their cooperation in this venture and distributed copies of the new map.

At 9:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.


At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 10 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance amending Chapter 26, “Courts”, of the Suwannee County Codified Ordinances.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, informed the Board that the purpose of this Ordinance was for the clarification of the use of unspent funds which was not included in the original Ordinance.  Mr. Wooley pointed out that, for clarification, unspent funds would be expended to improve court facilities or programs in the court by action of the Circuit Judge, County Judge or the Board of County Commissioners. 
At 10:02 Chairman Fowler opened the floor to public comments.

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance amending Chapter 26, “Courts”, of the Suwannee County Codified Ordinances.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2007-01)
Agenda Item No. 11 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for the hauling of lime rock for the Public Works Department.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated only one bid was received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bid from Beaver Bulk and the results were as follows:

1 to 9 miles



$.23 per ton mile


10 miles to County line

$.17 per ton mile

Mr. Sikes stated the bid would be sent to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.

At 10:05 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 26 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, to present a report.

            There was no report.

            Agenda Item No. 27 was Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

            There were no reports.

            Agenda Item No. 28 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, had no report.

B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had no report.

C) John D. Hales, Director of Libraries, reported that the Art Festival, sponsored by

the Art Guild and displayed at the Library, was a great success.  


Mr. Hales stated the annual Book Sale at the Library will begin this week, Thursday, Friday and Saturday, and also October 12, 13 and 14.


Mr. Hales announced the Library will be receiving a Gates Grant in the amount of $34,000.00 and will be replacing approximately 29 PC’s from the State contract. 


Mr. Hales reported he is finalizing State Aid paperwork.  He stated State dollars are flat and seemingly stuck there.  He added the Library Task Force had been working with the Secretary of State to sponsor legislation to increase Library funding, but the Secretary of State had decided not to push legislation on this issue.


Mr. Hales informed the Board that he would be on vacation for two weeks in mid-October.

D) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.
E) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, had submitted a written report.  Mr.

Scott approached the podium and reported that he has arranged several speaking engagements in the community as part of a “It Starts in Parks” Program to inform the public about the activities of the Recreation Department and to obtain feedback from the public as to what they envision for the community.
Agenda Item No. 29 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the appointment of a five-member Airport Advisory Committee.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reported that thirteen people had signed up as being interested in the Airport Advisory Committee and he recommended approving all thirteen of them.
Commissioner Caruthers stated he had intended to submit the name of Shirley Finley as a possible committee member. Commissioner Udell replied her name could be added to the list making a total of fourteen.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve adding Shirley Finley to the list and approving all fourteen members on the list provided for the Airport Advisory Committee.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 30 was to discuss, with possible Board action, increasing the rates for Indigent Burials.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the County allowance for Indigent Burials is a maximum of $500.00 at present.  Mr. Wooley stated that $500.00 was also the maximum amount in the surrounding counties he had contacted.  He informed the Board that according to information be obtained from several funeral homes, cremation is the least expensive disposal but even then the $500.00 amount would not cover the expenses.  He added all funeral homes do not have a cremation facility.
Commissioner Udell stated the cost to cover a cremation would be at least $700.00 plus the Medical Examiner’s permit fee of $25.00 and suggested increasing the maximum amount to $725.00.  He also suggested changing the word from “burial” to “disposal by cremation” in the County policy and to prohibit this fee from being used as a supplement to funeral expenses.  He stated he would abstain from voting on this issue because of a conflict of interest.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve increasing the maximum amount for Indigent Disposal to $725.00 subject to Board approval of the change in the County policy language from “Indigent Burial” to “Indigent Disposal by cremation only” and specifying the fee was not to supplement a partially paid funeral. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Udell abstaining due to a possible conflict of interest.
At 10:32 a.m. Chairman Fowler returned to Agenda Item No. 12 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a Deadhead Logging Agreement for use of County boat ramps for the removal of deadhead logs from the Suwannee River.  

Brian Stocking, approached the podium and requested the use of the County boat ramps for deadhead logging.  Mr. Stocking stated he had the DEP permits and all of his paperwork was in order.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Deadhead Logging Agreement for use of County boat ramps for the removal of deadhead logs from the Suwannee River for one year beginning October 3, 2006.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2007-01)
Agenda Item No. 13 was at 10:30 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider authorizing and directing the Suwannee County Value Adjustment Board and Mr. Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser, to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2006 Tax Roll.  

Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, representing the Value Adjustment Board (VAB), approached the podium and requested the adoption of a Resolution authorizing and directing of the VAB and Property Appraiser Lamar Jenkins to issue the First Certification and Extension of the 2006 Tax Roll.  Mr. Tyson stated this would require a Resolution which he would prepare and supply to the Board before the meeting was over today.

Commissioner Hatch moved to authorize and direct the VAB and Property Appraiser Lamar Jenkins to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2006 Tax Roll subject to the preparation and execution of the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2007-01)
At 10:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 31 was to set a date, time, and location for a workshop with the Haskell Company regarding the Administration Expansion Building.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, suggested setting the workshop with the Haskell Company on a regular Board meeting day.  Mr. Wooley further suggested the possibility of the beginning the workshop at 5:00 p.m. during the next Board meeting on October 17, 2006.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to set the workshop with the Haskell Company, regarding the Administration Expansion Building, at 5:00 p.m. during the regular Board meeting on October 17, 2006.  

At 10:50 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 11:00 a.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda  Item No. 14 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 11:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, ranking the County Incentive Grant Program (CIGP) Projects for South Walker Street and Hughes Road.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported he had met with FDOT and they recommended using the current money for the design and right-of-way on the Walker Street Project and reapplying for the second phase of South Walker Street to begin in July, 2007.  Mr. Sikes pointed out that a requirement of the CIGP Grant is the certification by the Clerk of the Circuit Court that matching County funds are available.   
Commissioner Caruthers moved to rank the second phase of South Walker Street Number 1 and Hughes Road Number 2 for the CIPG Projects, and to request the Clerk of the Circuit Court to certify the matching County funds.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 15 was at 11:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to authorize entering into negotiations with the property owners for additional right-of-way on South Walker Street, and to approve attorney, survey and appraisal fees.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated it was time to approach surrounding property owners for the additional right-of-way and requested that County Attorney Hal Airth accompany him.  He reminded the Board that there was money in the budget for this purpose.  
Discussion ensued regarding notifying the property owners of tax relief available with voluntary or involuntary condemnation.  
Mr. Sikes stated he would rather approach negotiation with the property owners first before resulting to the discussion of condemnation.

County Attorney Airth suggested not discussing condemnation at this time.  He stated he would accompany Mr. Sikes in approaching the property owners.
Commissioner Udell moved to authorize entering into negotiations with the property owners for additional right-of-way on South Walker Street and to approve attorney, survey and appraisal fees.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 16 was at 11:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to set a new solid waste commercial tipping fee for the Transfer Station. 

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, suggested increasing the solid waste commercial tipping fee for the Transfer Station and leaving the household fee the same.   Mr. Sikes mentioned the County has a contract with Lafayette County which is $33.76 per ton with an annual increase of 50% of the CPI.  He stated the other commercial users would be charged $34.85 per ton and increased annually at 80% of the CPI, to be adjusted accordingly on October 1 of each year.  
Commissioner Hatch moved to set the new solid waste commercial tipping fees for the Transfer Station at $33.76 per ton with an annual increase of 50% of the CPI for Lafayette County and all other commercial users at $34.85 per ton with an annual increase of 80% of the CPI, all to be adjusted October 1 of each year.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 11:24 a.m. Chairman Fowler skipped to Agenda Item No. 32 was to consider approval of Homeland Security Subgrant Agreement No. 07-DS-5N-03-71-01 between the State of Florida, Department of Community Affairs and Suwannee County, for funding of CERT (Community Emergency Response Team) training, public education and outreach for the County.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is a $15,664.00 grant with no County match.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Homeland Security Subgrant Agreement No. 07-DS-5N-03-71-01 between the State of Florida, the Department of Community Affairs and Suwannee County for the funding of CERT training, public education and outreach for the County.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2007-Pending)
Agenda Item No. 33 was to discuss, with possible Board action, to rescind the use of all County vehicles driven home previously approved by the Board, and to reinstate paying overtime to exempt employees for emergency call outs.  

Commissioner Jesse Caruthers stated he had complaints from some of the citizens regarding misuse of County vehicles driven home by County employees, but this would be the last time he would approach this situation.

Commissioner Hatch stated he had never had any complaints about the County vehicles authorized to be driven home.

Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board that any complaint would be directed to the appropriate Department Head to handle.
Agenda Item No. 34 was for Emergency Agenda Items. 

There were three items to hear.
A)  To surplus a 1992 Dodge Van at the Extension Service and to be sold at the Sheriff’s auction.  County Coordinator Wooley stated the vehicle has a bad transmission and high mileage and recommended declaring it surplus and to be sold at the Sheriff’s auction.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to declare the 1992 Dodge Van surplus and to be sold at the Sheriff’s auction.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B)  To approve an estimate of $11,890.00 from Anthony Sullivan Construction for repairs on the damaged building and fence from an accident at the Airport.

Assistant County Coordinator Donald Robinson stated this is an insurance claim and the County will be reimbursed by the insurance company.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the estimate of $11,890.00 from Anthony Sullivan Construction, who was selected by the insurance company, to make repairs on the damaged building and fence from an accident at the Airport.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C)  To approve payment of Invoice No. 1 in the amount of $11,662.00 to Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc. for the Suwannee County Animal Services Project.


County Coordinator Wooley stated this invoice was for engineering services rendered for the Animal Services building project.

Chairman Fowler stated the money should come from the $25,000.00 capital outlay money for the Animal Control Governing Board from funds previously provided for capital projects.   Commissioner Hatch advised the project would require all of the capital outlay funding anyway.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the payment of Invoice No. 1 in the amount of $11,662.00 to Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc. for the Suwannee County Animal Services Project.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 11:45 a.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for lunch.

At 1:00 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 17 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, approval of the job descriptions, pay scales, and procedures for Fire/Rescue.  

Ken Willis, Interim Public Safety Director, presented the positions and proposed pay scales for Fire/Rescue.  Mr. Willis submitted the following proposed pay scales for Level 1:
Firefighter/EMT

$10 - $13/hr

Paramedic/Firefighter

$13 - $16/hr




Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the pay scales for Level 1 as presented. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Chairman Fowler opposed.

Mr. Willis submitted the following proposed pay scale for Level 2:



Firefighter/EMT

$33,000 - $45,000 annually


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the pay scale for Level 2 annual salaries as presented and for Mr. Willis to adjust the hourly rate according to the annual salary. Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Mr. Willis submitted the following proposed pay scale for Level 3:



Paramedic/Firefighter

$38,500 - $50,500 annually


Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the pay scale for Level 3 annual salaries as presented and for Mr. Willis to adjust the hourly rate according to the annual salary.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


After a lengthy discussion, Commissioner Caruthers moved to table the remainder of the agenda item for further clarification, to make no changes in implementing classifications, and to remain at the same current salaries with a 5% across-the-board raise.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to grant Ken Willis, as Interim Public Safety Director, a 5% increase figured on his current salary.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


At 2:10 p.m. Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.


At 2:25 p.m. Chairman Fowler reconvened the meeting.  Commissioner Maxwell had not returned to the meeting.

Agenda Item No. 18 was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of the preliminary plat for Deer Lake Preserve in District 4.  (Tabled during the September 19, 2006 Board meeting.)  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, recommended tabling again the preliminary plat for Deer Lake Preserve because the cited corrections had not been made. 
Commissioner Hatch moved to table the preliminary plat for Deer Lake Preserve in District 4 until the corrections had been made.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Commissioner Maxwell absent.

Commissioner Maxwell returned to the meeting at 2:27 p.m.

Agenda Item No. 19 was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final plat for Beulah Pines at Charles Springs in District 3. 

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated this subdivision consists of 22 lots totaling 151.23 acres.  Mr. Meeks mentioned that the gross acreage was not on the final plat.  He stated that Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, had been informed and will add this to the final plat.  He reported that some of the lots are located in the 100-year flood plane and structures will have to be elevated one foot above the established flood plane.  He stated the final plat had been reviewed by County Attorney, Hal Airth, and County Surveyor, Stuart Moore, and found to be in compliance.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the final plat for Beulah Pines at Charles Springs in District 3 subject to the addition of the gross acreage on the final plat.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 20 was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat for Drew Acres in District 5.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated this subdivision contains 16 lots totaling 80.85 acres.  Mr. Meeks pointed out that this subdivision will require newly constructed paved roads built to County and FDOT specifications.  He stated County Attorney Airth had reviewed the preliminary plat and found it to be in compliance.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Drew Acres in District 5.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 21 was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the final development plan and the landscape plan for Armstrong Estates Unit I at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  
Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated there would be a turn lane off CR 136 into the subdivision.  Mr. Meeks further stated this was a PRD with lot sizes from one-half to three-quarters of an acre.  
Commissioner Caruthers inquired about what had happened to the plan for City sewer and water services and expressed concern regarding the number of wells and septic tanks involved and their close proximity. 

Chairman Fowler also expressed concern about future property owners having problems with the placement of their wells and septic tanks.  He cited current problems in the Dowling Park area with this same issue.

Mr. Dan Webster, Attorney for Suwannee Landing, replied the cost of City sewer and water became prohibitive.  He advised this was a well designed subdivision with strict regulations and property owners would be informed where they would be allowed to place their wells and septic tanks.   
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the Final Development Plan and the Landscape Plan for Armstrong Estates Unit 1 at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Caruthers opposed.  

Agenda Item No. 22 was at 1:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the preliminary plat for Armstrong Estates Unit I at Suwannee Landing in District 1. 

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this subdivision consists of 12 lots totaling 8.81 acres.  Mr. Meeks stated this subdivision would require newly constructed paved roads built to County and FDOT standards. He added County Attorney Airth had reviewed the preliminary plat and found it to be in compliance.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the preliminary plat of Armstrong Estates Unit 1 at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Caruthers opposed.
            Agenda Item No. 35 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.
            Commissioner Maxwell stated he had a request from the Cattleman’s Association to use the Exhibition II building at the Coliseum Complex for their meetings on Thursday nights and waive the fee for a non-profit organization.

            After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to be consistent with other non-profit organizations using the building but for County staff to verify that the Cattleman’s Association is a non-profit organization. 

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 3:00 p.m.
