On the above stated date and location the Board of County Commissioners met at 2:00 P.M. to conduct a review of the County’s Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan. Present were Chairman Randy Hatch, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson, and various County Staff and representatives of other public and private entities.  County Attorney Hal A. Airth was not present.
Chairman Hatch called the workshop to order at 2:06 P.M. and called upon John G. Wooley County Coordinator.  Mr. Wooley explained the purpose of the workshop was to review the County’s Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan a copy of which had been provided to all participants.  Mr. Wooley then introduced Mr. Kevin Cataflu and advised Mr. Cataflu was instrumental in developing and writing the Plan as a former County employee.
Mr. Cataflu presented a power point presentation and gave a basic overview of the Plan Manual and its general organization and contents.  He emphasized that it met State and Federal requirements.  Some general question and discussion ensued as Mr. Cataflu made his review.  Mr. Cataflu urged everyone to read and study the manual to be prepared for the occurrence of an emergency event.
