Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
Chairman Udell called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Commissioner Maxwell led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the payment of Invoice No. 3398229, in the amount of $9,422.40, to URS Corporation for engineering services for an Update of the Airport Layout Plan. 
Agenda Item No. 3 was to consider the reappointment of James Dale Allen to serve another term on the Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Board.
Agenda Item No. 4 was to consider the reappointment of Jeff Lee to serve another term on the Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Board.
Agenda Item No. 5 was to consider approval to make application to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), in the amount of $277,316.00, for a consolidated Solid Waste Management Grant.  (Application executed by Chair and Clerk)
Agenda Item No. 6 was to consider a request by the Florida Army National Guard 146th Expeditionary Signal Battalion to utilize the Suwannee County Airport property for the Annual Training Signal Operations Field Training Exercise.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 – 6.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 7 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, proposing an Interlocal Agreement with Columbia County for the cooperative paving of selected shared County roads.

Commissioner Randy Hatch stated he had recently discussed with the Columbia County Commissioners the possibility of sharing the paving of County roads that are equally located in Suwannee County and Columbia County.  Commissioner Hatch mentioned that 25th Road in his District was split down the middle between the two counties.  He advised that there was the same situation with a road in Commissioner Maxwell’s District.  He pointed out that the funds for paving these roads would come from District gas tax money.
After a brief discussion, Commissioner Hatch moved to direct County Attorney Airth to draft an Interlocal Agreement between Suwannee County and Columbia County regarding the paving of selected shared County roads for the Board to approve.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 8 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee in awarding the bid for three (3) tandem motor graders.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-08)  (Bids were opened during the May 20, 2008 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported that the Bid Review Committee had met and recommended awarding the bid to Ring Power, the lowest responsive bidder, for a total of $486,216.00 with a net total of $166,716.00.  
Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid for three (3) tandem motor graders to the lowest responsive bidder, Ring Power, for a total of $486,216.00 with a net total of $166,716.00.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda Item No. 9 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can

 be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee in awarding the bid for Portland Cement Type II.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-09)  (Bids were opened during the May 20, 2008 Board meeting.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the Bid Review Committee had met and recommended awarding the bid for Portland Cement Type II to Suwannee American Cement, the only bidder, for $112.00 per ton.  Mr. Sikes advised this amount was in line with the market price. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to award the bid for Portland Cement Type II to Suwannee American Cement, the only bidder, in the amount of $112.00 per ton.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, was to consider the approval of Change Order No. 2 with Ogles Construction and Roofing, Inc., for a $15,900.00 increase for the stripping, priming and disposal of lead based paint for the windows for the Live Oak Train Depot Project.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, explained that this Change Order would expend the remaining funds in the grant and felt this was the best way to use the final dollars.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Change Order No. 2 with Ogles Construction and Roofing, Inc. for a $15,900.00 increase for the stripping, priming and disposal of lead based paint for the windows for the Live Oak Train Depot Project.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement No. 2008-58 amends Agreement No. 2008-45)

Agenda Item No. 11 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee in awarding the proposal for Disaster Debris Removal & Disposal Services.  (RFP No. 2008-07)  (Bids were opened during the May 20, 2008 Board meeting.)   

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, announced the Bid Review Committee had met and recommended contracting with the following three companies:

1. AshBritt, Inc.

2. Coxwell Disaster Recovery Services

3. Grubbs Emergency Services, LLC

Mr. Wooley mentioned that FEMA recommended contracting with at least

two firms but the Committee felt that it would be in the best interest of the County to contract with three companies. 

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve awarding proposals to the three (3) aforementioned firms for Disaster Debris Removal & Disposal Services.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.      

At 9:12 a.m. Chairman Udell skipped to Agenda Item No. 14 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 19, Emergency Agenda Items). 

There were none to consider.

Agenda Item No. 15 was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting held on May 20, 2008.

There were no corrections or additions.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the minutes from the regular Board meeting held on May 20, 2008 as written.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 16 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

Mrs. Fields, with the Boy’s & Girl’s Club, approached the podium and announced that the Club needs more space.  She expressed her desire to use part of the newly County-acquired Douglas Center for a meeting place for the Boy’s & Girl’s Club.
County Coordinator Wooley stated he felt the request was a little premature because the County did not own the property yet.  Mr. Wooley stated that several entities had expressed interest in utilizing this property.  
Chairman Udell applauded Mrs. Fields for having this Club here in Live Oak and directed her to contact Mr. Wooley regarding the matter.

Commissioner Maxwell reminded the Board to keep the Veterans as a priority in space consideration. 

Commissioner Hatch asked Mr. Wooley if there was a management plan for the property.  Mr. Wooley replied not yet but he will arrange a meeting to devise such a plan and bring it back to the Board as soon as the County receives the deed to the property.  
            Agenda Item No. 17 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none. 

Agenda Item No. 18 was for Staff Reports.

A)  John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, had no report. 
B)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had no report. 

C)  Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, was not present. 

D)  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, discussed the legislation on State Aid and his concern about the picture Chris Doolin, Executive Director-Small County Coalition, was portraying.  Mr. Hales stated he and the Library Association felt it was fair for the rural libraries to share in funding cuts especially with the $6 million reduction.  

Mr. Hales stated the summer library programs are beginning.  He mentioned there were 95 people at the Branford program yesterday.

E)  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.
Commissioner Caruthers asked about the status of the ATV track law suit.  He advised he had read in the newspaper that the County had lost the suit.  Mr. Airth replied the County was represented by the insurance company and the Judge had not ruled on it yet.

Mr. Wooley stated that he had just received the Order but the wording is faulty and needs to be corrected.
F)  Greg Scott, Parks & Recreation Director, reported that this morning they had hosted a Progress Energy breakfast and program at the Rotary Pavilion.

Mr. Scott reported that they only received $130,000.00 of the $200,000.00 requested in the Soccer Grant.  He added they will have to modify their plan accordingly.
Mr. Scott reported that the two boat ramp grant applications had been submitted, Lake Louise for $199,000.00 and Deese-Howard for $112,000.00.


Mr. Scott gave a brief report on the tournaments being held at the Sportsplex and various other activities available around our County. 


Chairman Udell mentioned how nice the Rotary Pavilion was but it was too hot to be enjoyable this time of the year.  He asked if the building could be cooled and heated so that it could be used comfortably all during the year.  Mr. Scott replied it was equipped to handle adding air conditioning and heating to the facility.  He added that he would check on doing this.


G)  Katherine Allen, Suwannee County Extension Director, stated they are very busy with activities going on in the community.  Ms. Allen reported they had received a Community Pride Grant from Chevron through 4-H and have planned to use these funds to do a landscaping project at Hale Park.


Ms. Allen stated that the Extension Office was fortunate to have a new Ag Agent and a new 4-H Agent on board now. 


Ms. Allen reported that a Master Gardener class of volunteers had just been completed. 


Ms. Allen advised they had received a national grant, Rural Life, regarding the prevention of obesity in rural communities.  She added that Suwannee County had been chosen for a clinical trial for the two-year project.


Chairman Udell asked that Ms. Allen be added to the Agenda under Staff Reports.
Agenda Item No. 19 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were none to hear.


At 9:46 a.m. Chairman Udell recessed the meeting for a break.


At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Udell reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 12 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open qualifications for General Emergency Management Services. (Requests for Qualifications No. 2008-11)  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, announced there were only two Requests for Qualifications received.  Mr. Wooley proceeded to open them and the results were as follows:
1. Management Experts, LLC, Palm Coast, FL

2. Nine Lives Disaster Solutions, Lake City, FL

Mr. Wooley stated the Requests would be forwarded to the Bid Review Committee for their review and recommendation to the Board.


Agenda Item No. 13 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for the Tenant for the New Large Hangar at the Suwannee County Airport.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-02)  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, announced there was only one bid received.  Mr. Robinson stated he had exhausted his advertising expense budget and hopefully this bid would be acceptable.  He proceeded to open the only bid which was from Reid Paget for $425 per month.  He advised he would consult with Roland Luster, FDOT, but he felt some money was better than no money at all.
At 10:05 a.m. Chairman Udell returned to Agenda Item No. 20 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Commissioner Caruthers stated he felt employees with 30 years or more of service with the County should be recognized and given a plaque for their dedication and longevity.  All of the Commissioners agreed. Chairman Udell asked Commissioner Caruthers to spearhead this endeavor and to make it an ongoing event each year.

Commissioner Caruthers advised he would be arrested for the Muscular Dystrophy Association (MDA) on June 26, 2008 and asked for donations to help with his bail of $3,200.00. 

Commissioner Maxwell reminded everyone of the annual Blueberry Festival in Wellborn, Florida this weekend beginning on Friday, June 6, 2008. 

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 10:10 a.m.
