The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to complete the Board meeting held on September 16, 2008, and the following were present: Chairman Douglas Udell, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Dean Papapetrou, Chief Deputy Clerk; Mike Tyson, Betty Carver and Jhony Cuenca, Deputy Clerks.  Commissioner Billy Maxwell was not present. Commissioner Randy Hatch was unable to attend the meeting.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Udell reconvened the Board meeting at 8:45 a.m.  The purpose of this meeting was to complete the Emergency Item (C) from the recessed September 16, 2008 Board meeting which was to give Mr. Jerry Sikes and Mrs. Kristie Harrison permission to draft a job description for the Landfill Supervisor position to be presented today for the Board’s approval and approval to advertise for same.
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported that he and Mrs. Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, had prepared the job description for Landfill Supervisor which is entitled Solid Waste System Manager.  Mr. Sikes stated the Labor Attorney had reviewed and approved the job description as presented today for the Board’s approval.
At 8:47 a.m. Commissioner Maxwell joined the meeting.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the job description for Solid Waste

System Manager as submitted and approve to advertise for same.  Commissioner Fowler

seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated he would like to add the following Emergency Item on today’s Agenda. 

A.  Approval to authorize the Property Appraiser to make a First Certification 

and Extension of the 2008 Suwannee County Tax Roll to the Tax Collector prior to the completion of the Value Adjustment Board (VAB) Hearings and to allow for meeting the requirements of Florida Statutes for the issuance of tax notices.  


Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned Emergency Item to the Agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Wooley addressed the Emergency Item and explained that unless the Tax Roll is certified before the conclusion of the VAB Hearings it will impact the issuance of tax notices beyond the November 1, 2008 deadline.  Mr. Wooley stated the Tax Collector is requesting that the Board authorize the Property Appraiser to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2008 Suwannee County Tax Roll to the Tax Collector prior to the completion of the VAB Hearings to allow issuance of Tax Notices required by Florida Statutes.

Mr. Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, stated there was also a prepared Resolution available for adoption upon the Board’s approval.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve authorizing the Property Appraiser to make a First Certification and Extension of the 2008 Suwannee County Tax Roll to the Tax Collector and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   (See Resolution No. 2008-68)
Commissioner Fowler moved to adjourn the meeting. Chairman Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 a.m.
